1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Regional
Development at the Faculty of Management and Administration of the UNWE in accordance
with the Decision of the Academic Council 04./26.06.2024. | participate as a part of the
scientific jury of the competition in accordance with Order No. 2948/ 15.10.2024 of the
Rector of the UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate participated in the announced competition — chief assistant Georgi
Hristov Tsolov PhD. Dr. Tsolov has many years of experience in teaching various disciplines
at the UNWE from 2009 to 2016 as a part-time assistant, and since 2016 as a chief assistant.
In addition, Dr. Tsolov is also active as an expert, consultant and deputy chairman of the
Board of Directors of various organizations (European Chemicals Agency, Socio-Economic
Analysis Committee /ECHA/, Socio-Economic Analysis Committee /SEAC/, Educational
and Business Center /OBC/ "Hermes" OOD; Personnel Selection Agency /APK/ "Hermes"
EOD, National Association /NS/ "Hermes" "Army Holding" AD).

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

The candidate in the competition has provided the following completed references for
consideration by the scientific jury:

1. Sheet for fulfilling the quantitative requirements for holding the academic position
of "associate professor" at the UNWE, whose criteria cover the minimum national
requirements, as well as expand them in accordance with the personnel policy of the UNWE.

2. Sheet for fulfilling the qualitative requirements for holding the academic position
of "associate professor” at the UNWE.

3. Minutes No. 2/15.05.2019 from a regular meeting of the UNWE Habilitation
Council.

4. Evidence

According to the data provided therein, the candidate Dr. Tsolov has 524 points,
which exceeds the required national minimum requirements. Regarding additional
requirements for the UNWE according to the Law on the State Administration of Higher
Education and Research (Art. 2b, para. 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art.
la, paras. 2-3). In the next columns, the candidate presents 605 points, which is almost



double the required 320 points. There are no criteria with actual failure to meet the
requirements. In connection with the above, the Habilitation Council of the UNWE gives a
positive opinion for the potential candidate in the competition for the selection of "associate
professor" chief assistant Dr. Georgi Hristov Tsolov with Protocol No. 8 of 15.05.2024.
Therefore, the candidacy of Dr. Tsolov meets the quantitative and qualitative scientometric
requirements, both at the institutional and national levels.

4. Assessment of teaching and learning activities for each candidate separately

Dr. Tsolov has many years of experience in teaching and learning activities. Among
the subjects he has taught are "Geodemography"”, "Regional Geodemography",
"Geoeconomics and Regional Development”, "Regional Economics"”, "Regional Economic
Growth", "Economy and Management of Regions”, "Innovation and Competitiveness of
Regions"”, "Introduction to Management”, "Decentralization and Local Government",
"Electronic Services in Regions”, "Public-Private Partnerships”, "Development of Smart
Cities", "Intelligent Business Models and Public Procurement”. The subjects "Regional
Management™ and "Financing of Regional Projects” are directly related to the topic of the
announced competition.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications

The scientific works submitted for review are entirely in the field of regional
development, which fully corresponds to the direction of the announced competition.

The candidate has submitted for participation in the competition 1 independent
monograph — “Regional Management” (126 pages), 1 independent book based on a
successfully defended dissertation — “Cross-border Cooperation in Southeast Europe” (175
pages), 2 participations in author teams of various monographs, 1 co-authored study —
“Regional and Spatial Development of Medium-sized Municipalities in the North Central
Region” (28 pages), 1 independent textbook — “Financing of Regional Projects” (80 pages), 3
co-authored reports, indexed in a global primary database (Scopus), as well as 22 articles and
reports (mostly co-authored).

The monographic work "Regional Management™ is structured in nine chapters
grouped into three parts. In addition to the introduction, conclusion and bibliography, the
author also provides a comprehensive thematic dictionary, which would be of benefit to
students. The author's contribution is strongest in the ninth chapter, which presents the
methodology and results of a survey conducted over a long period from April 2020 to April
2022 with over 400 respondents.

The book, based on a successfully defended dissertation entitled "Cross-border
Cooperation in Southeast Europe", has the largest volume of 175 entirely author's pages. The
book examines an extremely topical issue of modernity from many aspects.

The textbook "Financing Regional Projects" is practically oriented and useful not
only for students, but also for all project-working entities. The main text is enriched with
three appendices. Appendix 3 offers a variety of case studies on the issues under
consideration, which makes it particularly useful for students.

Papers under numbers 9 and 10.1 provide an in-depth review and substantiated
analysis of the urban settlement system in the Northwestern and North Central planning
regions.

The majority of the presented articles and reports are in a foreign language, as well as
in foreign publications, which popularizes the candidate's scientific output and makes it
visible to a wider circle of readers.



Some of the publications are interdisciplinary and are related to other scientific areas
such as sustainable development and environmental protection (No. 6.1, 7.19 from the list of
publications submitted for review), tourism (7.10, 7.13, 7.19), culture (7.17, 7.19). The
indicated papers touch on important and particularly topical issues in the development of
modern society.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied scientific
contributions of the candidates

The main thematic areas and, respectively, scientific contributions in the candidate's
research work and publication activities are:

e Regional Management - habilitation thesis (3.1), as well as publications under
number 7.1, 7.5, 7.11, 7.15, 9.1, 10.1;

e Cross-border cooperation - a separate book based on a successfully defended
dissertation (5.1), as well as publications under numbers 7.3, 7.4, 7.20;

e Smart cities and green transition - 6.2, 7.6, 7.14, 10.2.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to each candidate separately

In order to improve the quality of the scientific production, the following critical
remarks and recommendations to the candidate can be made:

Two of the figures in the monographic work (No. 11 and 12) have an identical title
("Percentage distribution of answers to Question No. 5"). Accordingly, there is no similar
title for question No. 6. Figures with numbers 13 and 14 also have an identical title
("Percentage distribution of answers to Question No. 7"), but are essentially different. Fig. 9
and Fig. 10 have different titles, but are identical in content. Such technical errors lead to
confusion in the presentation of the results of the questionnaire survey and compromise the
otherwise most important part of the monographic study.

In Appendix 2 of the textbook "Financing of regional projects” the physical and
institutional infrastructure is aptly typologized. It would be better to interpret the
infrastructure of recreation and tourism as an independent type of infrastructure. It is possible
to consider it as a physical infrastructure, and not only as an institutional one.

Some of the works submitted for review do not have separate keywords (7.7, 7.11,
10.2), and it would be good if they had such.?

The indicated critical notes and recommendations do not diminish the work of the
author and the results achieved by him.

My question to the candidate is the following: What shortcomings can regional
projects have?

8. Conclusion

The references made show that the candidate meets the minimum national
requirements, the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of
Bulgaria, as well as the quantitative and qualitative requirements specified by the UNWE,
therefore | express a positive opinion and propose that Cief Assistant Georgi Hristov Tsolov
PhD be elected as an associate professor in the scientific field 3.7.
