1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department Regional Development,
Faculty Management and Administration of the UNWE according to the Decision of the
Academic Council No. 4/26.06.2024. | participate in the composition of the scientific jury of
the competition according to the Order No. 2948/15.10.2024 of the Vice-Rector for Research
and Development of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

For each candidate, the following are submitted:

One candidate is participating in the competition for associate professor in the scientific
specialty "Administration and Management (Regional Management and Financing of
Regional Projects)" at the UNWE - Chief. Assist. Dr. Georgi Hristov Tsolov.

The candidate is a full-time lecturer in the Department of "Regional Development”, Faculty
of "Management and Administration” at the UNWE. The submitted documentation for the
competition meets the requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, para.
1), as well as the requirements of the UNWE, set out in the Regulations for the organization
and conduct of competitions for the acquisition of a scientific degree and for holding
academic positions at the university.

The candidate, Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov, was born in 1972 in the town
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of Botevgrad, and completed his secondary education in the town of Pravets. In the period
November 1999 - June 2005, he studied at the Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski* and
obtained two bachelor's degrees - in Political Science and Public Administration. In 2005, he
also completed his studies in the master's program "Political Science - Political Management"
at the Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski".

The candidate acquired the educational and scientific degree "Doctor” in National Economy
(Regional Economics and Administration) in March 2018 based on a defended dissertation
topic "Cross-border Cooperation in Southeast Europe”. Georgi Tsolov is also a licensed
multiplier-teacher in the field of "Continuing Adult Education” (CEA). He speaks and uses
English, Russian and Serbo-Croatian.

The rich practical experience and acquired professional competence presented in his CV also
make a strong impression. Dr. Georgi Tsolov is an expert and analyst at the Union for
Economic Initiative (2001-2012); he has carried out internal audits in the subsidiaries of
"Terem" AD (2013-2015), and is currently the Deputy Chairman of the Board of Directors of
"Armeyski Holding" AD. The candidate works as a consultant, licensed lecturer and
coordinator of OP projects at "Hermes™ OOD (OBC, APC, NA). In September 2024, the
candidate is a national expert and member of the Socio-Economic Analysis Committee
(SEAC), which is a core part of the European Chemicals Agency (ECHA), which is located
in Helsinki, Finland.

Chief Asst. Prof. Dr. Georgi Tsolov is a member of a number of professional organizations -
the Bulgarian Association for Regional Studies (BARI), in which he is also a member of the
Board; the Association "Union for Economic Initiative" (SSI); the Institute for Local and
Regional Development (IMRD); the Association of Bulgarian Cities and Regions (ABGR);
he was the Chairman of the Board of the Association "National Student Association of
Political Science™ (NSAPN). A Certificate of Regional Studies Association (RSA) for the
corporate membership of Georgi Tsolov in this prestigious international organization.

The candidate started his academic career in 2009 at the Faculty of Administration and
Management of the UNWE as a part-time lecturer, and since 2016 he has been an assistant
professor under a basic employment contract in the Department of Regional Development at
the UNWE. In 2018, after a competition, he was appointed as a chief assistant professor in

the department.
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3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

The map for fulfilling the quantitative requirements for holding the academic position
"associate professor” at the UNWE presents the achieved results, and it is clearly seen that
the candidacy of chief assistant Dr. Georgi Hristov Tsolov fully meets the evaluation criteria.
The minimum national requirements according to the Law on Administration and
Management of the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 26) and the Law on the Qualifications for the
Qualifications of the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. la, para. 1) are 400 points, and the
candidate's points are 524 points (section I). According to the additional requirements for the
UNWE in accordance with the Law on the Promotion of Higher Education and Research in
the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b, para. 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1
a, para. 2-3), the minimum requirements are 320 points, and the points of the participant in
the competition are 605 points (section II). Or in total, according to the two groups of criteria
I+11, the minimum threshold is 720 points, and the candidate has achieved 1129 points.

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities

As the direct supervisor of the candidate, | have personal observations of his teaching work

and its results. He actively participates in candidate-student campaigns, accreditations of the

professional field, preparation and storage of educational documentation, organization and
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holding of scientific-applied and student conferences, forums and round tables. With great
energy and enthusiasm, he participates in the preparation and implementation of the master's
program "Development of Smart Cities", in which there has been a steady intake of students
for five years. Also in the postgraduate qualification "Management of Smart Cities". He has
excellent organizational and administrative competencies. He is fluent in specific
terminology and manages to present the educational material to students clearly,
understandably and fascinatingly. In independent and anonymous surveys conducted by the
university administration, | see that the score is 5.67, with some of the common
characteristics being related to dialogicity and respect for the opinion of students in the
learning process and successful use of practical examples, case studies and personal
experience. The submitted service notes for internship and academic employment, issued on
10.04.2024 in connection with the competition, show that Chief. Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov
has 7 (seven) years and 6 (six) months of work experience at the UNWE, of which 5 years
and 11 months as a "senior assistant” and with a total result of 1075 hours of lectures, he
exceeds the required minimum for classroom employment. The disciplines in which he
lectures and exercises are: Financing of regional projects; Regional management; Public-
private partnerships; Intelligent business models and public procurement; Introduction to
management; Economy and management of regions; Innovation and competitiveness of
regions, etc. | also report positively the candidate's participation in long-term teaching
mobility under the "EconEd2030" project in the period 26.10 - 27.12.2023, when Chief.
Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov Assistant Professor Dr. Tsolov conducts 40 training sessions hours
of lectures to international students at Neapolis University Pafos (NUP), Pafos, Cyprus.

My assessment related to the candidate's teaching and learning activities expresses a high
degree of preparedness, commitment and competence of the candidate in conducting lectures

and exercises for students at the bachelor's and master's degrees.

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific works/publications

From the materials submitted to me for review, it is clearly evident that the candidate's

research activity is focused on current issues in the subject field of two main areas: regional

management and theory and practice of regional development.
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For participation in the competition for the academic position of "associate professor™ senior
assistant professor Dr. Tsolov presents scientific books and publications, including: 1
textbook; 1 independent monograph, 1 monographic book, published on the basis of a
defended dissertation for the award of the educational and scientific degree "doctor",
participation in 2 collective monographs with independent chapters; co-authorship of 3
scientific publications in refereed and indexed editions in world-renowned databases; 8
articles in specialized scientific journals indexed in other international databases with
scientific information, 16 reports, 6 of which were presented at conferences abroad. It is
important to note that the publications do not repeat those submitted by the candidate for the
acquisition of the ONS "doctor" and for the acquisition of the academic position "chief
assistant”.

The main habilitation work in the Regional Management competition. EC - UNWE, Sofia,
2024, ISBN - 978-619-232-824-5, info COBISS BG-ID - 65352456
https://plus.cobiss.net/cobiss/bg/bg/bib/65352456, has the following structure: Introduction;
Three main (thematic) parts, each of which contains three chapters; Conclusion; Thematic
dictionary; Bibliography which includes 183 primary and secondary sources in Bulgarian and
foreign languages in written or electronic format. Meteorologically, stylistically and
scientifically it is very well maintained. The main author's thesis about the essence of
regional management in general is that in the conditions of a market economy,
decentralization of management and expansion of the autonomy of various organizations, the
role of management in the regional system becomes significant. Activity and efficiency are
its main features - competently monitoring the development and implementation of
innovations in the conditions of dynamic transformation; independently and in a team, ideas
are generated and possible alternatives are evaluated; all proposals for changes are
comprehensively studied, regardless of their insufficient reasoning, and often absurdity.
From these ideas, alternatives to solutions are born that qualitatively change the behavior of
people and the organization in a regional plan.

The author believes that in the field of classical theories, the corresponding justifications can
be easily found, but in fact its starting point and the discussions that it provokes are more
significant in a practical and applied plan. I also agree with the statement that in regional

practice, determined problem situations are extremely rare, and management models
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introduced without adaptation are, in the majority of cases, ineffective.

In second place is the book Financing of regional projects. Textbook/aid. IC — UNWE, Sofia,
2024, ISBN  978-619-232-823-8, info COBISS BG-ID - 65351176
https://plus.cobiss.net/cobiss/bg/bg/bib/65351176

The textbook offers systematized information, analyses and assessments on current issues of:
project financing; mechanisms for its implementation; aspects of civil, business and
institutional participation; its complex influence on the regional development of Bulgaria.
The textbook structure includes: Introduction; 11 main chapters; Bibliography; Three
appendices — 1. Terminological dictionary, 2. Typology of physical and institutional
infrastructure, 3. Case studies on the subject “Financing of regional projects”. The
bibliography contains 62 sources, including monographs, articles, scientific reports,
normative acts, methodological guidelines, European regulations and electronic resources in
Bulgarian and English.

The author defends the position that the study of the financing of regional projects is
necessary, especially with the actual membership of the country in the European union,
because it corresponds to the increased role and place of project and program management on
a global scale, as a result of the globalization of the economy, the qualitative restructuring of
business and public institutions and the increasingly deepening process of regional
development and the pursuit of sustainable development of the national territory. The author
strives for the topics to be in line with the requirements for the development of knowledge
and practical skills of students majoring in "Regional Development".

The issues of theoretical and methodological foundations of financing regional projects,
project management and implementation, the project life cycle and the specifics of project
financing in Bulgaria are consistently clarified. Special attention is paid to: risk management;
budget and budget operations in financing regional projects; basic steps for compiling a
budget; financial accountability and responsibility; financial control in the implementation of
regional projects, etc. These topics have been developed in the context of the requirement for
high expertise and professional competences for all parties involved, but special attention has
also been paid to the need for interaction at all levels of the national cohesion policy and
strategic regional planning.

The textbook provides basic knowledge with exceptional relevance to this day: on the
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theoretical premises and the specifics of financing regional projects; on the philosophy and
functioning of European programs and the challenges facing regional projects financed by
the EU in Bulgaria; on the content of strategic documents, application guidelines and the
technology for preparing project proposals.

In third place is the book Cross-border Cooperation in Southeast Europe. The book is
published on the basis of a defended dissertation for the award of the educational and
scientific degree of "Doctor” in social, economic and legal sciences, scientific specialty

Scientific contributions of a theoretical and conceptual nature:

The interdisciplinary knowledge and complex theoretical approaches in the field of regional
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development have been systematically and functionally upgraded, through research and
development of the role of regional management in the context of the general framework of
policies in Bulgaria, which are related to the spatial and territorial development of the
country. The key concept of "regional management" is justified as a need for effective
transformation of management systems, relationships and models at all levels, through
consistent analyses and assessment of the potential for influence of European regional policy
on national regional development policy.

An analysis of objective trends and processes is presented, main problems in a number of
areas of regional development policy are defined, and a critical selection and scientific
approbation of specific models, good practices and actions for qualitative change and
achieving efficiency through the potential of management in regional development in
Bulgaria is applied. The thesis is scientifically argued that the regional development system
in Bulgaria cannot function by inertia, based solely on regulatory and administrative
approaches. Proposals for its rationalization in response to contemporary challenges in the

Under the conditions of technological transformation of the economy and society,
functioning models and tools with potential for application in the management of Bulgarian
regions have been studied with the aim of their successful incorporation and adaptation to the
concept of sustainable development. An assessment of the national legal framework defining

the regional dimensions and the specifics of management in the construction of Smart City in
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Bulgaria and mechanisms for their successful adaptation to European and global standards in

this new area of regional development are proposed

7. Critical notes and recommendations

When reviewing the candidate's scientific achievements, | have not found any significant
