1. Information about the Competition

The competition has been announced to meet the needs of the "Regional
Development™ Department, Faculty of "Management and Administration™ at the University
of National and World Economy, in accordance with Decision No. 4/26.06.2024 of the
Academic Council. | am participating as a member of the scientific jury for this competition,
as per Order No. 2948/15.10.2024 issued by the Vice-Rector for Research and Development
at the University of National and World Economy.

2. Information about the Candidates in the Competition

The announced competition for Associate Professor in the academic specialty
"Administration and Management (Regional Management and Financing of Regional
Projects)" at the University of National and World Economy has one candidate — Chief
Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Hristov Tsolov.

The candidate is a full-time lecturer under a primary employment contract with the
"Regional Development™ Department, Faculty of "Management and Administration™ at the
University of National and World Economy. The submitted documentation for the
competition complies with the requirements of the Academic Staff Development Act of the
Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b) and its Implementing Regulations (Article 1a, Paragraph
1), as well as the requirements of the University of National and World Economy, as outlined
in its Regulations for the Organization and Conduct of Competitions for Academic Degrees
and Positions.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov was born in 1972 in Botevgrad and
completed his secondary education in Pravets. Between November 1999 and June 2005, he



studied at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski," earning two bachelor's degrees — in
Political Science and Public Administration. In 2005, he completed a master’s program in
“Political Science — Political Management™ at the same university.

He obtained his Doctoral degree (Ph.D.) in National Economy (Regional Economics
and Administration) in March 2018, based on his defended dissertation on the topic "Cross-
Border Cooperation in Southeastern Europe.” Georgi Tsolov is also a licensed multiplier
instructor in the field of “Continuing Adult Education” (CAE). He has proficiency in and
uses English, Russian, and Serbo-Croatian.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov has gained practical experience in his
acquired professional competencies as an expert and analyst at the Union for Economic
Initiative (2001-2012). Later, he worked as a controller conducting internal audits in the
subsidiaries of "Terem" JSC (2013-2015), and currently, he serves as the Deputy Chairman
of the Board of Directors of "Armeiski Holding"” JSC. The candidate also works as a
consultant, licensed lecturer, and project coordinator for operational programs at "Hermes"
Ltd. In September 2024, he became a national expert and member of the Socio-Economic
Analysis Committee (SEAC), a core body of the European Chemicals Agency (ECHA),
headquartered in Helsinki, Finland.

Georgi Tsolov is an individual member of numerous professional organizations,
including the Bulgarian Association for Regional Studies (BARS), where he also serves as a
member of the Management Board; the Union for Economic Initiative (UEI); the Institute for
Local and Regional Development (ILRD); and the Association of Bulgarian Cities and
Regions (ABCR). He has also served as the long-term Chairman of the Management Board
of the National Student Association for Political Science (NSAPS). A certificate from the
Regional Studies Association (RSA) is attached to the candidate's qualitative portfolio,
verifying his corporate membership in this prestigious international organization.

The competition candidate, Georgi Tsolov, began his academic career in 2009 at the
Faculty of "Administration and Management” at the University of National and World
Economy as a part-time lecturer. Since 2016, he has been a member of the "Regional
Development™ Department at the same university. Currently, he holds the position of Chief
Assistant Professor in the same department.

3. Fulfillment of the Requirements for the Academic Position

The report submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov on compliance
with the minimum national requirements and the requirements of the University of National
and World Economy demonstrates that the total mandatory score for the position of
"Associate Professor" at the university has been exceeded by 31%. At the same time, all
specific requirements across the individual sections are met. Notably, there is significant
overachievement in the mandatory sections specific to the University of National and World
Economy, exceeding them by nearly 60%.

The compliance of the quantitative and qualitative requirements for the academic
position of "Associate Professor” at the University of National and World Economy by the
candidate, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov, is also confirmed by the positive
opinion of the UNWE Habilitation Council (Protocol No. 8/15.05.2024, ltem 1.8).

4. Evaluation of Teaching Activity

Georgi Tsolov has been a lecturer at the University of National and World Economy
since 2009. Initially, he worked as a part-time assistant, conducting seminar sessions in the
disciplines  "Geo-economics and Regional Development,” "Geo-ecology,” and
"Geodemography." Since September 2016, he has been a full-time lecturer in the "Regional
Development™ Department. According to the documentation submitted for the competition,
as of April 10, 2024, Georgi Tsolov has accumulated 7.5 years of professional experience at
UNWE, of which 5 years and 11 months have been in the position of "Chief Assistant
Professor.” He exceeds the required minimum for teaching workload during this period.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov teaches students from the Bachelor's and
Master's programs at UNWE in disciplines that fall within the professional field of the
announced competition: "Geo-economics and Regional Development,” "Geopolitics,"
"Geodemography," "Financing of Regional Projects,” "Regional Management," "Intelligent
Business Models and Public Procurement,” "Development of Smart Cities,” "Introduction to
Management,” "Economics and Regional Management," "Innovation and Competitiveness of
Regions," and others.

In the period from October 26 to December 27, 2023, under the Erasmus+ program,
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov delivered a lecture course (40 academic hours)
in a foreign language at Neapolis University Pafos (NUP), Paphos, Cyprus. The course
covered the following disciplines: Regional Management, Strategic Dimensions of the EU
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Green Deal, European Financial Instruments, Cross-Border Cooperation, Public-Private
Partnerships — a Tool for Local Investments, Digital Transformation, and Local Governance.

The consistent preference of students over the years for the elective course developed
by the candidate, "Intelligent Business Models and Public Procurement,” is a testament to
their satisfaction with the course content and a high appraisal of the candidate's teaching
capabilities.

For the purpose of educating students in the Bachelor's program, Georgi Tsolov has
developed three new lecture courses: "Financing of Regional Projects,” "Regional
Management,” and "Public-Private Partnerships.” For Master's students, he has created three
additional courses: "Introduction to Management,” "Economics and Management in
Regions,” and "Innovative Business Models and Public Procurement.” He has also developed
two postgraduate qualification programs for the Institute for Continuing Studies at UNWE:
"Financing of Regional Projects” and "Digital Transformation and Regional Management."
Additionally, he has published a university teaching aid: Georgi Tsolov. Financing of
Regional Projects. Teaching Aid. UNWE Publishing House, Sofia, 2024, ISBN 978-619-232-
823-8.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov actively participates in the development
of new research directions and master’s programs (2021: postgraduate qualification program
"Management of Smart Cities,” developed in partnership with the corporate business
partner, Vivacom, and several small and medium-sized municipalities; 2019: Master's
program "Development of Smart Cities (Smart City)").

A further argument for the positive evaluation of Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
Georgi Tsolov's teaching activity is his commitment to fostering an effective and innovative
learning environment. This includes developing a reference model for teaching regional
development science and testing it through the Quadra Helix Approach model, including in a
digital environment. He has also designed a project for a digital textbook, enhanced with
innovative visualizations and interactive functionalities.

With his expertise in the field of regional management, Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
Georgi Tsolov has repeatedly served as an organizer and moderator of numerous practically
oriented training seminars with businesses. He has also acted as a lecturer, facilitator, and
panelist at scientific and practical conferences organized by UNWE or external organizations
that partner with the university.

The professional achievements of Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov also
receive public recognition in practice. This is evidenced by the prominent positions he has
held during various periods of his career development, including Controller of the divisions
of the state enterprise "TEREM" JSC, Founder, Management Board Member, and
Representative of the National Association "HERMES" (a non-governmental organization),
Member of the Management Board of the Bulgarian Association for Regional Studies
(BARS), and Deputy Chairman of the Management Board of "Armeiski Holding" JSC.

Based on the above, I conclude that the teaching and academic activities of Chief
Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Hristov Tsolov are unequivocally aligned with the
subject of the competition. He possesses the required qualifications, teaching
experience, and preparation to hold the academic position of *Associate Professor™ at
the University of National and World Economy.
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5. General Overview of the Submitted Scientific Works/Publications

All publications submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov for the
competition for "Associate Professor" are within the thematic areas of the announced
competition in Professional Field 3.7 "Administration and Management." The focus of his
scientific works can be grouped into two main directions: (1) regional management and (2)
financing of regional projects. Over two-thirds of the submitted publications are in English
and have been presented in a multi-linguistic environment at various international
conferences. In his publications, the author demonstrates an in-depth understanding of the
theoretical frameworks in the studied fields and strong skills in the well-reasoned defense of
his ideas and proposals.

It should also be positively noted that Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov
has the ability to effectively inform the scientific community about his research work. A
significant portion of his publications has been cited by other researchers (18 citations),
which attests to the positive reception of his theses and research results. Authors of
publications in scientific journals indexed in Scopus have referenced five of his works
submitted for the Associate Professor competition.

The habilitation work submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov for
the competition is titled ""Regional Management,” published by the Publishing Complex —
UNWE, Sofia, 2024, ISBN 978-619-232-824-5. The monograph consists of 126 pages and is
based on research, analysis, and systematization of various literary and informational sources
(books, articles, reference books, reports, regulations, decrees, normative documents,
statistical studies, presentations, reports by state institutions, strategic documents, and official
and specialized websites). The bibliographic reference includes a total of 183 sources, 51 of
which are in English. The literary and informational sources are well-focused on the
researched problem, appropriately utilized, and correctly cited. The author demonstrates a
commendable ability to perform scientific selection and maintain critical perspective toward
external views and concepts while structuring his arguments to substantiate the main thesis of
the monographic work.

The monographic study focuses on current and significant issues for regional science
and practice related to regional policy and regional management in Bulgaria. The main thesis
advanced by the author is that management within the regional system is a critical factor in
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the context of the modern market economy, the decentralization of governance, and the
expansion of autonomy for various organizations. According to the author, this necessitates
the enhancement of training for regional experts to ensure they adhere to specific approaches
and rules when evaluating their managerial decisions. The author convincingly argues for
increased efforts to improve the efficiency of local self-governance and deepen
decentralization. He highlights regional management as a specific tool through which
authorities can appropriately address the unique characteristics of a region and meet the
financial independence needs of each Bulgarian municipality. The author has made a
successful attempt to provide a perspective on effectively combining the theoretical and
practical-applied aspects of regional science and, consequently, regional management. In the
course of the monographic study, the author:

e reveals the historical, structural, substantive, functional, and applied specifics of
regional management;

e justifies the development of municipal, district, regional, and trans-territorial
management as an objective process that follows the evolution of the economy and
society on a larger systemic scale — that of the EU;

e defines the main applied directions of regional management, namely: to stimulate the
development of cooperation among stakeholders in a wide range of problem areas; to
encourage the movement of material flows (trade, finance, human resources) and
intangible assets (knowledge, innovations, value concepts) in spatial and territorial
terms by consolidating efforts and removing barriers to improving overall welfare; to
create prerequisites for the development of managerial and institutional infrastructure
to overcome disparities in national regulation regarding economic, social,
demographic, cultural, and other issues, aiming to achieve similarity in regional
behavior among economic and non-economic actors;

e reveals the positive impact of regional management on: the overall trade openness
and the exchange of goods and resources; regional financial and investment
concentration; the digitalization of governance in the country; efforts to effectively
limit the emergence of the so-called "center-periphery effect” as a negative aspect of
regional development.

My overall assessment of the monographic study by Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
Georgi Tsolov is that it presents a thorough and well-founded exploration of the conceptual
foundations of regional management, thereby advancing interdisciplinary knowledge and
complex theoretical approaches in the field of regional development.

The findings of the other monographic study by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi
Tsolov, titled *"Cross-Border Cooperation in Southeastern Europe,” Avangard Prima,
Sofia, 2024, ISBN 978-619-239-985-6, which is not presented as a habilitation thesis, are
also of current relevance. The study includes an analysis of various elements and processes
within regional systems, with a primary focus on integration and cooperation. The author
considers cross-border cooperation as a prerequisite for achieving sustainable economic
growth, security, and prosperity in the region. As a result of the monographic study, the
author systematizes the factors that are critical for the future of cross-border and territorial
cooperation and identifies the areas where changes are necessary to fully maximize the
benefits of cross-border cooperation.
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The review of the scientific works and publications submitted for the competition by
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov provides grounds for me to highly evaluate both
their scientific content and their practical applicability in terms of the achieved results.

6. Evaluation of Scientific and Applied Scientific Contributions

A significant portion of the concepts, ideas, and achieved results from the scientific
and applied scientific research of Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Tsolov can be
regarded as contributions to the development of regional science and practice. These
contributions can be systematized into three groups:

e Contributions of a theoretical nature:

- Research and development of the role of regional management within the general
framework of policies in Bulgaria and the definition of the term ™regional
management";

- Identification of key issues in various areas of regional development policy;

- Scientifically justified proposals for optimizing the regional development system in
Bulgaria.

e Contributions of a practical-applied nature:

- Assessments of spatial development and the territorial potential of Bulgarian
municipalities, districts, and regions within the context of the Multiannual Financial
Framework (MFF 2021-2027), the Green Deal, and the European Strategy 2030;

- Systematization of deficits in regional management and proposed approaches for
involving all stakeholders—investors, local businesses, NGOs, academia, and the
media—in governance;

- Proposed specific measures for introducing good European practices based on the
integrated territorial approach to overcome formalism in performing socially
significant functions of administrations in regional units;

- Evaluation of the national legal framework defining the regional dimensions and
specifics of management in building Smart Cities in Bulgaria and proposed
mechanisms for its successful adaptation to European and global standards in this
new area of regional development.

e Contributions of a scientific-pedagogical nature:

- Development of digital teaching materials to facilitate students' access to knowledge
and enhance their engagement in the learning process through mobile device access.

7. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

In the reviewed scientific output, | do not find any incorrect concepts or significant
omissions that would diminish its high quality.
| recommend that he finds a balance between his teaching and public activities to enable
further deepening of his research efforts in the field of regional management in the future.

Regarding his future teaching activities, it would be advisable for him to develop and
publish independent textbooks, including those based on the monographs presented in this
competition.

8. Conclusion
The documents and materials submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi
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Hristov Tsolov meet all the requirements of the Academic Staff Development Act of the
Republic of Bulgaria (ASDA), the Implementing Regulations of ASDA, and the
corresponding Regulations of the University of National and World Economy (UNWE).

The candidate has presented a sufficient number of scientific works published after
the materials used in the defense of his doctoral degree.
