The actuality and significance of the research work (monograph) is determined by the large
investments made and the urgent measures required for the modernization, renovation and
construction of the country's transport infrastructure. This is directly related to the need to derive
specific dependencies and indicators for increasing the competitiveness of transport modes.

The object of study is the national transport infrastructure, which includes road; rail; port and air
infrastructure.

The subject of this study are the main development guidelines and priorities of the envisaged
activities in the field of transport infrastructure in its construction and modernization on the
territory of the Republic of Bulgaria. These guidelines will help to identify those projects which
are of common interest to society and whose implementation will contribute most to the economic
and social development of our country.

The main objective is to reveal the problems in the development of transport infrastructure in
Bulgaria. In this regard, it is necessary to reveal clear dependencies between the development of

transport infrastructure and its impact on the activities of different modes of transport in the
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transport system, on the one hand in Bulgaria and the EU and on the other hand in the territory of
different regions in the country. By improving the quality of the infrastructure offered along the
main transport corridors crossing the territory of our country, a reduction in the operating costs of
all users and especially transport operators will be achieved.

In support of the main objective, the following main tasks have been set and implemented in the
monograph:

1. To examine the theoretical formulations in relation to the state and development of the
national transport infrastructure.

2. Definition of the main technical parameters and requirements for transport infrastructure
in different modes of transport.

5. Identification of the main problems related to the quality of transport infrastructure.

7. Study and systematization of specialized literature from Bulgarian and foreign sources in
the field of transport policies of our country and the EU.

8. Evaluation of the state policy in the sector, not only in terms of the implementation of
major infrastructure projects, but also in the direction of creating conditions for technological
development related to increasing the security of transport, developing combined transport,
stimulating competition and increasing environmental friendliness.

Q. Obtaining the necessary data in relation to indicators characterising the state of the national
transport network.

The achievement of the main objective and the accomplishment of the set tasks will prove not only
the author's thesis, but also the main dependencies between the transport infrastructure, its much
better technical condition and the shortening of the delivery time for freight transport and the
reduction of the travel time for passenger transport respectively. Improving the infrastructure
parameters will also attract additional international (transit) traffic, which will generate more
revenue from infrastructure charges. Additional benefits of building new transport infrastructure
and reconstructing and rehabilitating existing infrastructure are the so-called transport
externalities, namely increased efficiency in the use of rolling stock (reduced operating costs) and
a dramatic reduction in road accidents due to increased safety in vehicle movements.

The main thesis of this paper is as follows:
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The condition and development of the transport infrastructure in Bulgaria is an important factor
that has a key impact on the competitiveness of transport companies and the opportunities for the
implementation of intermodal transport.

The following working hypotheses are formulated for the needs of the research:

1. The construction and modernization of transport infrastructure will contribute to obtaining
additional revenues in the economy, as well as to reducing operating costs in transport.

2. A well-developed, modernised transport infrastructure will lead to improved transport and
economic links between Bulgaria and neighbouring countries and between regions within the
country.

3. Increasing the quality of transport infrastructure has a direct impact on reducing harmful
emissions in the environment, which is directly related to achieving sustainable transport
development.

The main scientific results achieved in the monograph can be summarized in the following groups:
1. The knowledge about the transport infrastructure in Bulgaria, the European transport
network, the European transport policy for the development of transport corridors is studied,
evaluated and systematized. Their features, scope, objectives, benefits of their application and their
role for the effective development of transport are outlined. The main technical parameters and
requirements for transport infrastructure in the different modes of transport are defined. Bulgaria's
strategic geographical position as a crossroads between the west-east and north-south transport
corridors is analysed.

2. The status and trends in the development of transport infrastructure in Bulgaria and future
priority projects in the same area are studied. The status and trends in the development of transport
infrastructure in Bulgaria for the period 2010-2030 are analysed. The main problems related to the
quality of transport infrastructure are identified. The main opportunities for integrating the national
with the European transport network are outlined. An assessment is made of the state policy in the
sector, not only in terms of the implementation of major infrastructure projects, but also in the
direction of creating conditions for technological development related to increasing the security of
transport, developing combined transport, stimulating competition and increasing environmental
friendliness. Transport infrastructure policies at both national and European level have been
studied and systematised. The need for modernisation and reconstruction of existing transport

infrastructure is justified.
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3. Models have been developed to demonstrate the increase in travel speeds as a result of the
upgraded transport infrastructure, respectively reducing the overall travel time for passengers and
freight. Calculations are made for travel time and cost savings on already constructed and upgraded
transport infrastructure projects.

Transport is one of the main sectors in the national economy system. It is in close connection with
all other sectors producing different types of goods or services and performs functions both in
supplying raw materials, materials, fuels, finished products and in transporting tourists to the
tourist site. Therefore, it can be said that the quality of transport service to tourists depends directly
on the existing ways of implementing the transport service.

From an economic point of view, increasing the competitiveness of a transport company boils
down to realizing the maximum effect of increasing the quality of transport service at the cost of
minimum expenditure. This is done by taking into account both the specificity of the mode of
transport and the quality of the transport service.

The quality of transport service for the population is characterised by:

- the regularity of transport,

- the improvement of the travelling comfort of the population,

- speed, safety, etc.
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Different transport companies, under certain conditions, incur different amounts of costs to achieve
a given result in terms of quality improvement. The most competitive firms are those that incur
the minimum cost to achieve a given quality outcome, i.e. those that maximise the effect of
improving the quality of transport service at the minimum cost.

The main criterion for assessing the quality of transport services is the satisfaction of the transport
needs of the population in terms of quantity and quality. The formation of the quality of transport
services cannot be expressed by a single indicator, however complex it may be. Only a set of
indicators reflecting the most important aspects of transport activity can give a comprehensive

description of the quality of transport services.
