STATEMENT FOR PROMOTION TO ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR

About: promotion to the rank of associate professor in the field of Economics,
Economics and Management (Transport Infrastructure) at the UNWE.

1. Information about the promotion procedure

The promotion procedure has been announced with tenure in the Department of
Transport and Energy Economics, Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure at the UNWE,
according to the Academic Council’s Resolution Ne04/26.06.2024. I am appointed as a
member of the Promotion Committee according to the Resolution of the Rector of UNWE
Ne2933/15.10.2024.

2. Information about the candidates for the promotion

Only one candidate — Ilyia Dobromirov Gatovski - has submitted documents for the
promotion to associate professor. He has been a chair assistant professor in the Department
of Transport and Energy Economics at the UNWE since 2008. He has successively held the
positions of Assistant (from 2008 to 2014) and Chief Assistant (from 30.10.2014 to the
present).

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for promotion to associate professor

Based on the portfolio of materials submitted by the candidate, one could conclude that

Dr Ilyia Gatovski covers all the requirements for the promotion to associate professor,
according to the Law on the Academic Staff Development in the Republic of Bulgaria
(article 24), as well as the additional requirements of the UNWE. Arguments for this are as
follows:

e He defended a dissertation on the topic of Increasing the competitiveness of road
transport through the development of the national road infrastructure — diploma for
earned PhD degree Ne61 from 08.10.2012 in the scientific field of Economics of
Transport.

e He has been appointed chair assistant professor for 10 years in the Department of
Transport and Energy Economics, Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure at the
UNWE.

e After being appointed chair assistant professor, he has published one monograph as a
single author (reviewed and approved by the Department of Transport and Energy
Economics and the respective peer reviews are presented in the dossier documents for



promotion) and four chapters in collective monographs.

e The candidate covers all the criteria for promotion to associate professor: regarding
the threshold of 720 points for the appointment as an associate professor, he has 1545
points, which is double times higher than the threshold. Between 2014 and 2024, he
developed three bachelor’s syllabuses and three master’s ones. He has been a
coordinator of one university scientific project and participated in two national and
three university scientific projects. He has submitted 32 publications for participation
in the promotion procedure.

e The citation file comprises 13 citations in Bulgarian and foreign journals and papers,
including five in Scopus-indexed articles and papers.

The University Habilitation Council has found that the portfolio of materials submitted
by the candidate meets all the criteria (quantitative and qualitative) adopted by the Academic
Council of UNWE for promotion and appointment as an associate professor. A thorough
review of the portfolio proved this statement.

4. Teaching activities assessment

Dr. Ilyia Gatovski has 16 years of experience as a university assistant professor. He
has taught Transport Infrastructure, Mobility and Public Transport, Transport and Insurance,
Transport Economics, Organization of Transport Activities in the Economic Sectors,
Transport and Regional Development and Transport and Mobility in the Bachelor Programs.
In front of students in the master’s degree programs, he has lectured on International and
Regional Regulations in Transport, Transport Markets, Project Management in Transport,
Security and Safety of Transport, Research, Extraction and Logistics of Energy Resources,
Management of Railway Infrastructure, etc.

The candidate is a co-author with one chapter in two textbooks ("Transport and
Insurance" and "Transport Innovation Management") and in one manual (“Handbook for the
Growth and Development of Food-Producing Companies™).

With regards to the teaching activities, based on the documents submitted (Official
notice Ne 2103/ 13.03.2024), it is evident that between 2014 and 2024, the candidate has
exceeded the threshold of 100 points for classroom horarium after the appointment on the
position of chair assistant professor (he has 323 points fulfilled by 1940 hours of lectures and
2586 hours of seminars at the UNWE).

5. Characteristics and assessment of the scientific publications

The candidate submitted in his portfolio for review 32 publications (17 as a sole
author and 15 — in co-authorship), including one single monograph and four chapters in
collective monographs; two papers in referenced journals on co-authorship (published on
conference books, referenced in Scopus database); twelve articles and papers, published in
indexed volumes (including five in co-authorship); three papers, published in indexed
conference books (incl. one sole and two in co-authorship); and seven papers, published in
edited conference books, as well as sole chapters in two textbooks and one chapter in a
manual.

Based on a thorough review of the publications submitted, we could sum up the
following main fields of the candidate’s research interests:

1) Research in the field of economics and management of the transport infrastructure.
Seven publications have been published on this topic (Ne 1, 4, 5, 6, 10, 24 and 27 in

the presented list of publications), including one monograph (habilitation thesis) on
the topic of Transport infrastructure in Bulgaria — status, challenges and prospects;
one chapter in a collective monograph (,Increasing the economic and social
efficiency of rail passenger transport through the deployment of new rolling stock*),
four articles in indexed editions and one paper in a conference book. They are all
committed to enhancing the state and development of the country's transport
infrastructure, seeking to create opportunities for improved management through the
application of economic and managerial approaches. The author has effectively
pinpointed the challenges facing transport infrastructure development and proposed
solutions using a well-chosen scientific methodology.

Research in the field of economics and management of public and passenger
transport. This field of research is presented by 16 publications (Ne2, 3, 7, 8, 9, 11,
12, 14, 15, 16, 17, 19, 20, 22, 23, 27 in the list of publications submitted by the
candidate). These are as follows: one chapter in a monograph ("Increasing the
economic and social efficiency of rail passenger transport through the deployment of
new rolling stock"); two papers in scientific collections, referenced in Scopus; seven
articles in scientific journals, indexed in international databases with scientific
information; and six reports from scientific conferences. The primary outcomes of the
research on this topic seek to clarify theoretical and methodological concerns
associated with the management of public passenger transport. Additionally, the
research aims to provide practical guidelines for enhancing all facets of urban
transport operations, taking into consideration the economic, social, and
environmental dimensions of public passenger transport.

Research in the field of the organisation of transport activities in the economic
sectors. The candidate has presented nine notable publications in this field,
encompassing the following: three distinct chapters in collective monographs; two
separate chapters in textbooks and instructional materials; one paper featured in an
indexed collection within international databases; one paper from an international
scientific conference; and two papers from scientific conferences. Each of these
works focuses on the analysis and evaluation of the transport sector's development in
the country and the EU, as well as the methodologies and strategies for enhancing the
organisation of transport activities within the tourism and food sectors.

The monograph titled ‘Transport Infrastructure in Bulgaria — Status, Challenges and

Prospects’ is a comprehensive scientific study in which the author presents analyses and
evaluations of current issues concerning the methodologies and approaches for assessing the
development of transport infrastructure. It also offers an adapted framework and suitable
models for identifying measures aimed at enhancing management practices and exploring
various financing options for transport infrastructure projects.

6. Assessment of the scientific and applied results and contributions
The candidate's main scientific and applied contributions to the field of Transport

Infrastructure Economics and Management can be summarised as follows:

1) Scientific results and contributions include (1) the formulation and
systematization of concepts, alongside the clarification of fundamental
principles and concepts in the economics and management of transport




infrastructure and public passenger transport; (2) the development and
organization of methods and tools for evaluating the progress of transport
infrastructure and public passenger transport management; (3) the
establishment of key indicators and the definition of a framework for the
technical and economic assessment of the transport infrastructure state and the
development of public passenger transport; (4) the further advancement and
enrichment of the theory surrounding the economic analysis of transport
infrastructure and public passenger transport.

2) Methodological and Applied Results and Contributions. This pertains to (1)
the adaptation of existing methods and tools for assessing the development of
transport infrastructure and public passenger transport to Bulgarian
conditions; (2) the creation of methodological tools aimed at identifying
solutions to enhance management and boost the competitiveness of transport
infrastructure and mass urban passenger transport; and (3) the identification,
systematisation, and analysis of the most significant issues and potential
solutions for improving the organisation of transport activities across various
sectors of the economy.

3) Applied Results and Contributions. These include (1) recommendations for
enhancing the competitiveness of the country's transport infrastructure and
ensuring the sustainability of implemented infrastructure projects; (2) practical
guidelines for the adoption of new technologies aimed at improving the
performance of rolling stock, as well as exploring various energy sources and
the application of intelligent transport systems in both transport infrastructure
and vehicles; (3) defined guidelines for enhancing passenger transport
services within urban environments; and (4) identified conditions and
synthesized recommendations to support the successful development of
enterprises in Bulgaria's transport sector.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

Regarding Dr Ilyia Gatovski's further academic development, I recommend that he
focus on exploring the impact of digitalisation and contemporary policies within the transport
sector, particularly concerning transport infrastructure in the country. While he has already
dedicated part of his research to these subjects, there is significant potential for him to
expand this area of inquiry. Specifically, he could evaluate the relationship between
indicators used to assess the implementation of transport development policy objectives and
the effectiveness of management tools, considering current global challenges.

Additionally, I encourage the candidate to enhance his publication activity in
international journals and to pursue the publication of his studies more vigorously.

8. Conclusions

The review of Dr Ilyia Gatovski's portfolio, which includes a range of publications
and documents reflecting his scientific, teaching, and social contributions, indicates that he
meets all the criteria for promotion to associate professor as outlined in Article 24 of the Law
on the Academic Staff Development in the Republic of Bulgaria (LASDRB), as well as the



relevant regulations for its implementation and the processes for obtaining scientific degrees
and academic promotions at UNWE.

His publications demonstrate the essential theoretical, methodological, and applied
advancements in Transport Infrastructure Economics and Management.

Additionally, there have been no reports or evidence of duplicate content in his works
compared to those of other authors.

Given the arguments presented, I confidently support Dr Ilyia Dobromirov

Gatovski's promotion to associate professor in Economics and Management, specifically
in Transport Infrastructure.
