1. Information regarding the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Economics of Transport and Energy
Department at the Economics of Infrastructure Faculty of the UNWE, promulgated in State
Gazette No. 69 of 16.08.2024. | participate in the composition of the scientific jury of the
competition according to the Order Ne 2933/15.10.2024 of the Deputy Rector for Scientific
Research of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. lliya Dobromirov Gatovski is the sole candidate in the competition.
He graduated with a Bachelor’s degree in Economics of Trade from the UNWE (2004). He
continued his studies at the Master’s degree in Economics of Trade (2006). He defended his
dissertation thesis and obtained his PhD in 2012 with the topic of the dissertation “Increasing the
competitiveness of road transport through the development of the national road infrastructure” at
the Economics of Transport Department at the UNWE.

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Gatovski started his scientific career at the UNWE, Economics of
Transport and Energy Department at the Economics of Infrastructure Faculty. He successively
held the academic positions of assistant — 2008 and chief assistant — 2014. In the period from
2016 to 2020 he was the Scientific Secretary of the same Department.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for acquiring the academic position

3. 1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate in the competition Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. lliya Gatovski meets the
requirements for the academic position “Associate Professor”, according to the Law on
Academic Research and Development, Art. 1. He exceeds the fulfilment of the minimum
national requirements according to the Law on Academic Doctorates (Art. 2b) and its
Implementing Rules (Art. 1a, para. 1). It realises 593.2 points from groups A+B+C+D+E+F,
against the required 400. Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Gatovski also exceeded the additional requirements
for the UNWE, according to the RASRB Act (Art. 2b, para. 5) and its Implementing Regulations
(Art. 1a, paras. 2-3). It scores 952 points in groups G+H+I+K, with a minimum threshold of 320
points.



> The analysis of the card for the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements for
the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE shows that the candidate in the
competition, Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Iliya Gatovski has achieved a total performance for both
sections | + 11 of 1545 points, with a minimum threshold of 720 points.

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Iliya Gatovski is an established researcher with contributions to
national and international knowledge development (1.1. — 1.11.). This is evidenced by the
innovative research perspective he has developed on transport infrastructure, his leadership of a
university, participation in 3 universities and 2 national projects, membership in the Association
of Economics and Management Teachers in Industry and the Union of Economists in Bulgaria.

The candidate is an established lecturer with a record of contribution to teaching, learning
and pedagogical development (Sections 2.1 — 2.7). These qualities are manifested in the conduct
of classes at the UNWE, as a lecturer in residence at the NBU, participation in the development
of a textbook and teaching aids at a significant academic level, participation as a lecturer in
round tables and scientific and practical seminars. He has been Secretary of the Student Council
at the UNWE, Secretary General of the National Representation of Student Councils in Bulgaria,
member of the Quality Committee at the National Agency for Evaluation and Accreditation, etc.

The professional achievements of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Iliya Gatovski have received public
recognition in practice (Sections 3.1. — 3.6.). He holds positions as Chairman of the Board of
Directors of Stolichen Autotransport EAD, he is a member of working groups in the Monitoring
Committee of the Operational Programme Transport and Transport Infrastructure 2014-2020 and
in the Transport Connectivity Programme 2021-2027.

The candidate in the competition has contributed to the promotion of the reputation of the
UNWE (4.1. — 4.3.), through participation in national and international scientific forums. During
the years 2012 to 2024 he was a member of the Faculty Council at the Economics of
Infrastructure Faculty of the UNWE, a member of the General Assembly of the UNWE and a
member of the Academic Council of the UNWE. He also held the position of Scientific
Secretary at the Economics of Transport and Energy Department.

For the period from 2014/2015 to 2023/2024 academic years, he has given lectures and
exercises in the Bachelor and Master degree programmes in the subjects Transport and Energy
Infrastructure, Transport Economics, Transport and Insurance, Mobility and Public Transport,
Transport Markets, International and National Regulations in Transport.

He develops and introduces training courses recognized at the UNWE. He has made a
major contribution to the creation and updating of course documentation for the specialty. He is



a co-author of the curricula for the Bachelor's degree programmes in Transport and Energy
Economics, Transport Management, Economics and Management of Railway Transport and
Energy Business.

In his teaching activity, Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. lliya Gatovski applies innovative and
interactive teaching methods. He regularly updates and enriches the teaching material. He
actively works with students. He receives high marks in the students' surveys. Establishes
contacts between business and students of the specialty.

> Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. lliya Gatovski has extensive teaching experience. He has a
high degree of preparation for the academic position of Associate Professor. The academic
competence of the candidate corresponds to the specificity of the competition.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers

5.1. Main directions in the research activity

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. lliya Gatovski participated in the competition for associate professor
with 32 publications. The scientific production submitted for opinion includes:

e 1 monograph — independent;

e 4 monographs in co-authorship.

e 2 scientific articles published in scientific journals, refereed and indexed in world-known
databases of scientific information.

e 3 articles published in proceedings of scientific conferences, indexed in international
databases of scientific information.

e 12 articles indexed in other international databases of scientific information, published in
scientific journals.

e 7 research papers, articles and reports published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or
published in edited collective volumes.

e 2 textbooks and 1 manual, co-authored.

Publications with personal involvement represent 726 standard pages (1800 characters).
Of these, 26 are in Bulgarian and 6 in English; 19 are independent, 5 with one co-author, 8 with
three or more co-authors.

The research activity of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. lliya Gatovski is concentrated in 2 main
thematic directions: 1). Transport Infrastructure; 2). Public transportation.

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. lliya Gatovski participated in 6 scientific research and practical-
applied projects, one of which he is the head. He has provided evidence of citability. He has
established 7 citations in world-known databases with scientific information and 8 — in
monographs and collective volumes with scientific review in secondary databases.

5.2. Scientific and scientifically-applied results
The obtained scientific and applied results can be summarized as follows:

o The knowledge on transport infrastructure in Bulgaria and Europe has been
studied, evaluated, systematized and complemented with innovative models and methods.
o The state of public urban transport and its role in the economic development of

the country have been analysed and trends in its development have been identified.

5.3. Evaluation of the monograph
The monographic work Gatovski, I., Transport Infrastructure in Bulgaria — Status,
Challenges and Prospects, Publishing Complex — UNWE, 2024, 260 p. ISBN 978-619-232-



818-4 deserves high evaluation. The monographic work presents a complex analysis of the state
and development of the transport infrastructure in Bulgaria and draws the relationship between
the transport infrastructure and its impact on the activity of different modes of transport in the
transport system, on the one hand, in Bulgaria and the EU and, on the other hand, in the territory
of different regions in the country.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions
of the candidates

The following significant contributions clearly stand out in the candidate's creative
output:

First, the conceptual apparatus related to the classification of “transport infrastructure”
has been refined. Authorial proposals for additions to the indicators for assessing the quality and
competitiveness of the transport services offered by modes of transport are made.

Second, the theoretical formulations related to the assessment of the state of transport
infrastructure in Bulgaria for the last 13 years (2000 — 2023) are further developed.

Third, guidelines for the development of transport infrastructure in Bulgaria up to 2030
are outlined and key modernisation and reconstruction projects that, if implemented, will have a
positive impact on the country's economic development are highlighted.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations

Prof. Dr. lliya
Gatovski. | would recommend that, in future research, he focuses his attention on publishing in
Scopus and Web of Science publications.
