1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of "Economics of Transport and
Energy" department at the "Economics of Infrastructure™ faculty in UNWE, promulgated in
the Official Gazette, no. 69 of 16.08.2024. | participate in the composition of the scientific
jury for the competition according to Order No. 2933/15.10.2024, of Deputy the rector of
UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

The only candidate in the competition for the academic position of "Associate
Professor” in the professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "Economics and
Management (Transport Infrastructure)”, at the University of National and World Economy is
senior asst. prof. Dr. lliya Dobromirov Gutovski, lecturer on a full-time employment contract
at the Department of "Economics of Transport and Energy”, UNWE. The documentation
submitted by the candidate fully complies with the regulatory requirements of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
implementation, as well as the qualitative and quantitative requirements for holding academic
positions at the UNWE.

Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Iliya Dobromirov Gutovski has a Master's degree in
Economics, graduated from the University of National and World Economy, majoring in
"Trade Economics”. In 2012 he defended his dissertation on the topic: "Increasing the
Competitiveness of Road Transport through the Development of the National Road
Infrastructure™ and acquired the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in "Economics and
Management (Economics of Transport)” from the UNWE. Since 2008, he has been an
assistant professor at the Department of "Economics of Transport and Energy" at the UNWE,
and since October 2014, he has been a chief assistant professor in the same department.

As can be seen from the attached CV, Senior Assistant Professor Dr. GutovsKi
possesses numerous competencies, over the years of his development he has actively
participated in student organizations and governing bodies at university and national level, a
member of management boards and boards of directors of companies, consultant and
participant in many national and international research projects.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position

Habilitation Council of the UNWE found that the candidacy of Senior Assistant
Professor Dr. Iliya Dobromirov Gutovski corresponds to the quantitative and qualitative
requirements adopted by the UNWE Academic Council. The Council gives a positive opinion
and proposes initiating a competition for the academic position of "associate professor" at the
UNWE.



From the submitted report on the fulfillment of the minimum National requirements
for holding the academic position of "associate professor”, as well as the specific quantitative
and qualitative requirements of the UNWE for holding the academic position of "associate
professor”, the following generalizations can be made:

e Defended doctoral dissertation on the topic "Increasing the competitiveness of
road transport through the development of the national road infrastructure”, diploma No. 61 of
08.10.2012, in the scientific specialty "Economics and Management (Economics of
Transport)".

e Published an independent monograph on the topic of the competition: "Transport
Infrastructure in Bulgaria - Status, Challenges and Prospects”, Sofia, Publishing House of the
UNWE, 2024, ISBN 978-619-232-818-4, which was reviewed by habilitated persons in the
relevant scientific field.

e The candidate has presented for scientometric indicators G group: 2 publications
published in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases with
scientific information; 21 articles and reports published in non-refereed journals with
scientific review or published in edited collective volumes; 1 study published in non-refereed
journals with scientific review; 4 chapters of four collective monographs published, which
form 258.2 points.

e The candidate has indicated 7 citations in indexed and refereed publications and 8
citations in monographs and collective volumes with scientific review, which form 185 points
(minimum number 50 points according to the Regulations for the Implementation of the Act
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria).

e The candidate has participated as a co-author in the development of 2 textbooks
and 1 university teaching aid.

e The candidate has developed curricula for 3 disciplines for Bachelor's and
Master's degree programs.

e The fulfillment of the quality requirements for holding the academic position has
been achieved through the management of 1 university research project, participation in 2
national and 3 university research projects, as well as contributions to the development of
scientific research and knowledge. Lecture courses have been delivered in various European
countries. He is a member of the Association of Teachers of Economics and Management in
Industry - Bulgaria and the Union of Economists in Bulgaria, and also participates as an
expert in working committees of various business organizations.

The analysis of the candidate's submitted scientific papers and accompanying
documentation for participation in the competition allows us to conclude that Senior Assistant
Professor Dr. lliya Dobromirov Gutovski has fulfilled all the minimum quantitative and
qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position of “associate professor” at the
UNWE, having achieved 1,545 points with a minimum requirement of 720 points. He is an
established lecturer and researcher, having received public recognition in practice and a
significant contribution to strengthening the good name of the UNWE and the academic
traditions at the university.

4. Teaching activities assessment

The teaching activity of the candidate began 16 years ago in the Department of
"Economics and Energy of Transport™ of the UNWE.

After taking the academic position of "senior assistant”, Iliya Dobromirov Gutovski
has delivered 1940 hours of lectures and 2586 hours of exercises to students in the Bachelor's
and Master's programs, thereby exceeding the required minimum for classroom employment
at the UNWE.

Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Iliya Dobromirov Gutovski develops curricula, leads
lecture courses and seminars in the disciplines "Transport and Energy Infrastructure”,
"Transport and Energy Connectivity", "Organization of Passenger Transport”, "Transport and
Regional Development", "International and National Regulations in Transport”, "Exploration,
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Extraction and Logistics of Energy Resources", etc. He has co-authored two textbooks and
one teaching aid.

The candidate is an established teacher, striving to improve and expand his teaching
and learning activities, deservedly appreciated by the student audience. The candidate's
practical experience strengthens the applied aspect of the training in accordance with the
trends in higher education.

The teaching activity of Senior Assistant Professor Dr. lliya Dobromirov Gutovski
testifies to the presence of teaching experience, competence and qualification to occupy the
academic position of "associate professor” at the UNWE.

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific papers / publications

The candidate's list of scientific publications includes one monograph, which is a
habilitation thesis, four chapters of co-authored monographs, two scientific articles published
in scientific magazines, referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific
information, three articles published in proceedings of scientific conferences, indexed in
international databases of scientific information, twelve articles indexed in other international
databases of scientific information, published in scientific journals, seven scientific reports,
articles and reports published in non-refereed journals with scientific review or published in
edited collective volumes and two textbooks and one handbook in co-authorship.

The author focuses on management and economic problems in transport and transport
infrastructure that are significant for modern economic theory and practice. They can be
identified in several main areas of the candidate's research work, namely: transport and
transport infrastructure; transport and insurance; innovations in transport; energy efficiency of
urban transport; quality of transport service, etc.

The main scientific and scientific-applied results in the presented publications are
based on a systematic approach and comparative analysis in the study of transport
infrastructure in Bulgaria, European transport network, European transport policy for the
development of transport corridors. Through a wide base of empirical data, their features,
scope, objectives and benefits of their application have been deduced and their role for the
effective development of transport has been outlined. The main problems related to the
quality of transport infrastructure have been studied and identified.

The policies in the field of transport infrastructure have been studied and systematized
both at national and European levels, and the main opportunities for integrating national with
European transport network have been outlined.

I would define the assessment of the state policy in the sector as particularly useful,
not only from the point of view of the implementation of major infrastructure projects, but
also in the direction of creating conditions for technological development related to increasing
transport security, developing combined transport, stimulating competition and increasing
environmental friendliness.

Main trends in the development of public urban transport have been outlined in terms
of the application of intelligent transport systems in transport infrastructure and vehicles, and
the possibilities for using different energy sources.

The singe-authored monographic work and the four collective monographs represent
fully completed scientific research on current and original topics that enrich the theory and
practice of scientific research in the main research direction of the competition. As a result of
scientific research and in-depth analyses in these monographs, significant recommendations
have been derived in relation to regional management, the implementation of regional policy
and economic development.

Submitted scientific works correspond to the scientific field of the competition —
Economics and Management (Transport Infrastructure). In terms of quality and quantity, they
fully meet the requirements for occupying the academic position of “Associate Professor”.

The candidate's main scientific and applied-scientific contributions can be summarized
as follows:

Scientific and theoretical contributions:

e Concepts are formulated and systematized, and basic principles and concepts of
the transport infrastructure in Bulgaria, European transport network, European transport
policy for the development of transport corridors are clarified. Their features, scope,
objectives and the benefits of their application are outlined, and their role for the effective
development of transport is outlined, while the requirements for the transport infrastructure
for various modes of transport are defined.

e The policies in the field of transport infrastructure have been studied and
systematized both at national and European levels. The need for modernization and
reconstruction of the existing transport infrastructure has been substantiated. More effective
use of the existing infrastructure has been proven because of improving its parameters,
increasing its capacity by intensifying transit traffic and increasing income from its operation.

e The strategic geographical position of Bulgaria as a crossroad between the
transport corridors in the west-east and north-south directions has been analyzed. The state
policy in the sector has been assessed, not only from the point of view of the implementation
of major infrastructure projects, but also in the direction of creating conditions for
technological development related to improving the quality of the transport infrastructure,
transport security, development of combined transport, stimulating competition and increasing
environmental friendliness.

e Trends in the development of public urban transport have been formulated in
terms of the application of new technologies in rolling stock, opportunities for using different
energy sources, applications of intelligent transport systems in transport infrastructure and
vehicles.

Contributions of an applied nature:

e Models have been developed to prove the increase in travel speeds as a result of
modernized transport infrastructure, respectively the reduction in the total travel time of
passengers and freight. Calculations have been made for time and travel costs saved on
already built and modernized projects in the transport infrastructure. A map of the state of the
transport infrastructure in Bulgaria has been developed.

e Important connections and dependencies between the role and importance of
transport infrastructure and the economic development of the country have been established
and proven. The economic connections between the development of the country's transport
infrastructure and the competitiveness of the modes of transport have been determined.

e Guidelines have been derived for increasing the competitiveness of the country's
transport infrastructure and for the sustainability of the implemented projects. The link
between increasing economic growth in Bulgaria and the modernization of the transport
infrastructure and the implementation of intelligent transport systems in its management has
been proven. Opportunities for the development of the national transport infrastructure have
been derived not only along the main TEN-T network (European transport corridor: Orient-
East Mediterranean and Rhine-Danube), but also connections with our neighboring countries.

e The terminological apparatus in the field of public urban transport has been
defined. An economic analysis and analysis of the transport market, demand and supply of
transport services in urban transport in the city of Sofia have been carried out.

e Methodological guidelines for the sustainable development of transport have been
developed, through the reduction of harmful emissions to the environment. The need to
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introduce environmental practices in transport to achieve sustainable development has been
substantiated.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

I have no critical remarks towards Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. lliya Dobromirov Gutovski
regarding his production presented in the competition for Associate Professor.

My main recommendation to the candidate is to expand his publications in refereed
and indexed publications in world databases. This will allow him to further develop in his
scientific activity and popularize his achievements on the current, popular and important
topics he works on among the international community.

I recommend Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Gutovski to continue his active work with students
and doctoral candidates, thus forming his own school for the development of young
researchers.

8. Conclusion

The results achieved in the candidate's scientific research, teaching and public
activities, scientific publications and major scientific and applied scientific contributions
