1. Information about the Competition
The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Economics of
Transport and Energy at the Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure at UNWE by Decision of
the Academic Council No. 4 of 26™ June 2024. I participate as a member of the Scientific
Jury for the competition, according to Order No. 2933 of 15™ October 2024 of the Vice-
Rector for Research of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The only participant in the competition for the academic position of "Associate
Professor" in professional field 3.8. "Economics", scientific specialty "Economics and
Management (transport infrastructure)", announced in the State Gazette, issue 69 of 16
August 2024, is Iliya Dobromirov Gutovski, Chief Assistant Professor at the Department of
Economics of Transport and Energy at the UNWE. In 2012, the candidate in the competition
obtained the Educational and Scientific Degree of PhD, having successfully defended a
dissertation on the topic of "Increasing the Competitiveness of Road Transport through the
Development of the National Road Infrastructure", as evident from the attached Diploma No.
61 of 8™ October 2012.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for admittance to the academic position

The quantitative characteristics of the scientific studies and the research activity of
Chief Assistant Professor Iliya Gutovski, PhD, was prepared based on data from the "Card
for the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position of
"Associate Professor" at UNWE", signed by the candidate, and the lists of publications for
participation in the competition. In structural and numerical terms, it is as follows: one is a
habilitation thesis - an independent monograph; articles and reports published in scientific
publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases with scientific
information — 2 items; articles and reports published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals
or published in edited collective volumes - 23 items; studies published in non-refereed peer-
reviewed journals or published in edited collective volumes - 1 item; published chapter of a
collective monograph - 4 items; participation in the body of authors of textbooks - 2 items;
participation in the body of authors of educational aids - 1 item.



From the provided "Card for the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements for
holding the academic position of "Associate Professor" at UNWE", it is clear that the
candidate fulfils these requirements, which is the result of his overall teaching, research and
professional-expert activity. Here, I allow myself to reduce 20 points from indicator 31
"Citations in monographs and collective volumes with scientific review" because in citations
12.4 and 12.7 in the cited and citing publications, two of the authors are the same. This
reduces the points on indicator 31 from 185 to 165. At a minimum threshold of 400 points
according to the national minimum requirements, according to the LDASRB, the candidate
fulfils the criteria for all groups of indicators with a total of 573.2 points.

In the second section of the card "Additional requirements of the UNWE, according
to Art. 26 paragraph 5 of the LDASRB and the Regulations for its application", with a
minimum threshold of 320 points, the candidate has a performance of 952 points after the
analogous reduction of 20 points for indicators 31.9 and 31.12.

The fulfilment of the quantitative requirements by group is presented in the following

The list of qualitative achievements of the candidate is long, but his membership and
work in a number of scientific, professional, and public organisations and expert groups
make an impression, which is an indisputable certificate of his professional and scientific
level. The "Card for the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements for holding the academic
position of "Associate Professor" at UNWE" testifies to: awarded 3 plaques of honour;
membership in four national scientific, professional, and public organisations and two public
boards; contributions to the development of the high level of education in university
structures; contributions to the development of professional organisations through the
preparation of expert opinions, consulting and research activities; participation in scientific
research projects, organisation of scientific conferences and scientific forums; contributions
to the teaching activity; development of new study courses and syllabi, etc.

The decision of the Habilitation Council of the UNWE (Minutes No. 8 of 15" May 2024)
testifies to all of the above. Regarding the candidacy of Iliya Gutovski, the conclusion points
out: "The Habilitation Council gives a positive opinion on the potential candidate in the
competition for the selection of "Associate Professor" and proposes to the Department of
Economics of Transport and Energy" and the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Economics of



Infrastructure to initiate the announcement of a competition for holing the academic position
of "Associate Professor" in Professional Field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty
“Economics and Management (Transport Infrastructure)®.

When preparing the opinion, it was established that scientific research works and
developments by Chief Assistant Professor Iliya Gutovski, PhD, do not repeat the
publications on the acquisition of the PhD degree. In terms of their thematic orientation, the
publications are in the field of higher education 3.8. "Economics", scientific specialty
"Economics and management (transport infrastructure)", for which the competition is
announced.

It can be summarised that the quantitative and qualitative characteristics of the
research activity of Chief Assistant Professor Iliya Gutovski, meet and exceed the basic
and additional requirements for holding the academic position "Associate Professor" at
UNWE.

4. Evaluation of the candidate’s educational activity

Iliya Gutovski has been an "Assistant" since 2008, and since 2014 - a "Chief
Assistant Professor" in the Department of Economics of Transport and Energy. He delivers
lectures and tutors in the course units in: Transport and Energy Infrastructure; Transport and
Insurance; Mobility and Public Transport; besides, he lectures in Transport and Mobility to
the students in the Bachelor's degree program at UNWE. He delivers lectures in the
disciplines of International and National Regulations in Transport, Transport Markets, and
Safety and Insurance in Transport to the students taking a Master's degree at the Faculty of
Economics of Infrastructure. From the attached "Card of the fulfilment of the qualitative
requirements for holding the position of "Associate Professor" at UNWE", it is clear that the
candidate has developed numerous new syllabi for the Bachelor's degree programme and the
Master's degree programme. With his many years of teaching and extensive practical
experience, Iliya Gutovski maintains a high level of his teaching activity and applies
innovative teaching methods. The total teaching experience of Chief Assistant Professor Iliya
Gutovski, PhD, of over sixteen years has been at UNWE, of which ten as a "Chief Assistant
Professor".

The applicant has the necessary practical and pedagogical experience, works very
well with and manages to motivate students. In addition, it can be stated that he is fluent in
English, which he uses in his teaching, publication, and research activities.

I believe that the educational and teaching activity of the applicant for the
academic position of ""Associate Professor'" at UNWE is categorically related to the
subject of the competition and that he has sufficient educational and teaching
experience.

5. Short characteristics of the presented scientific papers/publications

The presented scientific production by Chief Assistant Professor Iliya Gutovski is
sufficient in terms of volume and content, as there is a variety of publications — a monograph,
chapters in collective monographs, studies, textbooks, a teaching aid, articles in scientific
journals, and reports from scientific conferences. The predominant part of the publications
(53.13%) are independent studies, and the rest are co-authored. The language in most of the
publications is Bulgarian (78.13%) and English (21.87%). The candidate's participation in six
university and national projects of importance for science and practice, of which one as a



project leader, should be highly valued.
Seven main directions in the thematic focus of the candidate's research and

publication activities can be distinguished, namely:

e Status and trends in the development of the European transport network, the
European transport policy, and the development of transport corridors.

e Status and trends in the development of the Bulgarian transport infrastructure by
types of transport and future priority projects.

e Problems in the development of the Bulgarian transport infrastructure.

e Models for evaluating the positive effects of increasing traffic speeds.

e Increasing the competitiveness of the Bulgarian transport infrastructure.
Possibilities for the development of the national transport infrastructure.

e Trends in the development of public urban transport and deriving guidelines for
increasing its efficiency.

From the overall review of the scientific production submitted by the candidate
for the competition, it can be concluded that it fully corresponds to the name of the
scientific specialty of the competition and meets the requirements for acquiring the
academic position of ""Associate Professor' at UNWE.

6. Synthesised assessment of the applicant’s main scientific and scientific-applied
contributions of the
I accept the contributions synthesised by the candidate. They can be differentiated and
summarised as follows:

6.1. Scientific and theoretical contributions:

1) Clarification and definition of the conceptual apparatus in the field of public urban
transport infrastructure.

2) Theoretical knowledge in the field of transport infrastructure in Bulgaria and the
European transport network has been studied, evaluated, and systematised.

3) National and European transport policies have been studied in terms of the state,
trends, and development of transport infrastructure and motion stock by types of transport.

4) The main technical parameters and the requirements for the transport infrastructure
by types of transport are defined and the main problems in it are identified.

5) The numerous positive effects of the sustainable development of this branch of
industry and of the country's economy and the quality of transport services resulting from
increasing the quality of the transport infrastructure, have been deduced and proven.

6.2. Scientific-applied contributions:

1) The trends in the development of public urban transport have been outlined on the
example of the city of Sofia.

2) A thorough study of the state of the transport infrastructure in Bulgaria has been
made; based on that, the author has assessed the prospects for its future development.

3) A study of the state and trends in the development of the national transport
infrastructure has been conducted. In this regard, the priority projects in this area have been
considered.

4) Models have been developed that prove that the increase in movement speeds and



the competitiveness of individual modes of transport can be achieved through the
modernisation and renovation of the transport infrastructure.

5) The methodological guidelines for sustainable development of transport by
reducing harmful emissions have been derived and the need to introduce ecological practices
in transport in order to achieve sustainable development is substantiated.

My general assessment is that the achieved scientific and scientific-applied
contributions of the candidate can be qualified as enrichment of existing knowledge and
application of scientific achievements.

7. Main critical comments and recommendations
Having carefully studied the scientific studies and the attached documentation on the
candidate's competition, I did not find any significant inaccuracies, errors or contradictions;
therefore, I have no remarks. I recommend that he continue his scientific and research
activity, publishing preferably in English and in indexed scientific editions and conferences.

8. Conclusion

In conclusion, it can be stated that the quantitative and qualitative indicators of the
candidate's teaching and research activity fulfil the requirements and scient metric indicators
of LDASRB, the Regulations for the Application of LDASRB, and the Regulations for the
Organisation and Conducting of Competitions for Acquiring a Scientific Degree and for
Occupying Academic Positions at UNWE. The applicant has achieved significant scientific
and scientific-applied contributions in his published scientific studies. With full reason and
conviction, I propose to the respected Scientific Jury that Chief Assistant Professor Iliya
Dobromirov Gutovski, PhD be admitted to the academic position of "Associate Professor" in
the scientific specialty of "Economics and Management (Transport Infrastructure)",
Professional Field 3.8. "Economy" for the needs of the UNWE.
