Ch. Assistant Professor Ilija Dobromirov Gutovski has developed a number of study
programs and leads lecture courses and seminars in the disciplines "Transport and Regional
Development”, "International and National Regulations in Transport"”, "Transport and Energy
Infrastructure™, "Transport and Energy Connectivity ", etc.

Ch. Assistant Professor Illiya Dobromirov Gutovski, Ph.D., is the supervisor of two
PhD students.

The teaching activity of the candidate gives me reason to define him as an
exceptionally well-prepared teacher who can fully perform the teaching activity related to the
academic position of "associate professor" for which he is applying. Ch. Ilija Dobromirov
Gutovski, assistant professor, has high competence and professionalism. Actively uses
modern methods in teaching and evaluating students. He is a respected scientist and teacher
by students, colleagues and specialists.

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific papers / publications
The works submitted for participation in the competition are a total of 32
publications, structured as follows:
» 2 textbooks and 1 handbook, co-authored,
» 1 independent monograph, which is a habilitation work.
» 4 co-authored monographs.



» 2 scientific articles published in scientific publications, referenced and
indexed in world-famous databases of scientific information.

» 3 articles published in proceedings of scientific conferences, indexed in
international databases of scientific information.

» 12 articles indexed in other international databases with scientific information,
published in scientific journals.

» 7 scientific papers, articles and reports published in non-refereed peer-
reviewed journals or published in edited collective volumes.

» More than 20 citations of scientific works.

In my opinion, the publications of Ch. assistant professor Iliya Dobromirov Gutovski
are of a high scientific level, based on in-depth analyzes of a wide range of literary sources in
several languages, research significant underdeveloped managerial and economic problems
in transport and transport infrastructure, as well as propose solutions to these problems .

The presented scientific works fully correspond to the scientific specialty of the
competition - Economy and management (transport infrastructure). The scientific production
of Ch. llija Dobromirov Gutovski, assistant professor, PhD, develops a wide-ranging,
purposeful, practical research and applied activity in the field of transport economics and
transport infrastructure. The studies have a marked methodological and applied importance
and are extremely useful, both for the trainees on the one hand, and for their practical
application in the transport sector.

In this regard, serious analyzes of these
problem areas have been carried out.

Different research methods were used, through which a wide-ranging analysis of the
studied problem is obtained - the economic processes, relations and institutions, and the
strategies and policies functioning in their context are compared.




The presented works reflect current and significant problems in the transport sector.

5.2. Scientific and/or applied scientific results.

The presented publications are aimed at studies, evaluations and analyzes of the
transport infrastructure in Bulgaria, the European transport network, the European transport
policy for the development of transport corridors. The development of the transport sector
and transport infrastructure has been studied. The main technical parameters and the
requirements for the transport infrastructure for the different types of transport are defined.

The main problems related to the quality of the transport infrastructure have been
investigated and identified in detail.

The main opportunities for integration of the national and European transport network
are outlined, as well as improving the competitiveness of the transport sector by creating
conditions for better satisfaction of the demand for transport services.

The trends in the development of public urban transport in terms of application of
new technologies in rolling stock, possibilities of using different sources of energy,
applications of intelligent transport systems in the transport infrastructure and vehicles have
been studied. New methods, approaches and models have been developed, which
demonstrate an increase in movement speeds as a result of the modernized transport
infrastructure, respectively a reduction in the total travel time for passengers and cargo.

The research work of Ch. assistant professor Dr. Iliya Dobromirov Gutovski is
directly related to his teaching activities.

5.3. Evaluation of the monographs as a separate subject for review.

Ch. llija Dobromirov Gutovski, assistant professor, PhD, submitted for participation
in the competition one independent monograph and three co-authored monographic works,
dedicated to problematic topics for transport. The independent monograph: "Transport
infrastructure in Bulgaria - state, challenges and prospects™” is presented as a habilitation
thesis.

They contain scientific and applied results that represent an
original contribution to the development of transport and transport infrastructure.



The textbooks, which are presented in the competition materials, are distinguished by
their methodological and practical importance in the training of students studying transport
characteristics and problems.

In my opinion, the publications of Ch. assistant professor Ilija Dobromirov Gutovski
are at a high scientific level, are based on in-depth analyzes of a wide range of literary
sources in several languages, explore significant insufficiently developed research related to
the problems of transport and transport policy. At the same time, the developments offer
solutions to a number of problems.

In the works of Ch. Assistant Professor Ilija Dobromirov Gutovski, a number of
contributions can be highlighted, which are the fruit of his scientific and research work.

| accept the contributions presented by the candidate and summarize them as follows:

Scientific and theoretical contributions:

1. Knowledge about the transport infrastructure in Bulgaria, the European transport
network, the European transport policy for the development of transport corridors has been
studied, evaluated and systematized. Their features, scope, goals, the benefits of their
application are outlined and their role for the effective development of transport is outlined,
and the requirements for the transport infrastructure for the different types of transport are
defined.

2. The strategic geographical position of Bulgaria as a crossroads between transport
corridors in the directions west-east and north-south has been analyzed.




3. An assessment of the state policy in the sector was carried out, not only from the
point of view of the implementation of basic infrastructure projects, but also in the direction
of creating conditions for technological development related to increasing the security of
transport, development of combined transport, stimulation of competition and increasing
environmental friendliness.

4. The policies in the field of transport infrastructure have been studied and
systematized both at the national and at the European level. The need for modernization and
reconstruction of the existing transport infrastructure is justified. More efficient use of the
existing infrastructure has been proven as a result of improving its parameters, increasing its
capacity by intensifying transit traffic and increasing income from its operation.

5. The trends in the development of public urban transport are formulated in terms of
application of new technologies in rolling stock, possibilities of using different sources of
energy, applications of intelligent transport systems in the transport infrastructure and
vehicles.

Contributions of an applied nature:

1. Models have been developed that demonstrate an increase in movement speeds as a
result of the modernized transport infrastructure, respectively a reduction in the total travel
time for passengers and cargo. Calculations have been made for time and travel costs saved
on already built and modernized projects in the transport infrastructure. A map of the state of
the transport infrastructure in Bulgaria by the main types of transport has been developed.

2. The terminological apparatus in the field of public urban transport is defined. An
economic analysis and an analysis of the transport market, demand and supply of transport
services for urban transport in the city of Sofia were carried out.

3. The economic links between the development of the country's transport
infrastructure and the competitiveness of the modes of transport have been determined, and
guidelines have been put forward for increasing the competitiveness of the country's
transport infrastructure and for the sustainability of the implemented projects.

4. The link between increasing economic growth in Bulgaria and the modernization of
the transport infrastructure and the implementation of intelligent transport systems in its
management has been proven.

5. Possibilities for the development of the national transport infrastructure not only
along the main TEN-T network (European transport corridor: Orient-Eastern Mediterranean
and Rhine-Danube), but also connections with our neighboring countries have been
identified.

6. Methodological guidelines have been developed for the sustainable development of
transport by reducing harmful emissions for the environment. The need to introduce
ecological practices in transport to achieve sustainable development is substantiated.

The presented contributions in a structured form give me reason to consider that Ch.
Ilija Dobromirov Gutovski, assistant professor, is a well-established scientist and teacher




who possesses the necessary scientific level to occupy the academic position of “associate
professor”.

My acquaintance with the presented publications gives me reason to state that the
scientific achievements of Ch. assistant professor Iliya Dobromirov Gutovski enrich the
existing knowledge and have applicability in science and practice. The obtained scientific
and scientific-applied results and achievements are published and shown in connection with
the submitted competition documentation.
