The monograph presents a study of the consumption behaviour of Bulgarian households
for the period 2000 — 2022 using HBS data. It aims to reveal the structure, overall and internal
dynamics, as well as the influence of the main factors on household consumption in Bulgaria
at the macroeconomic level in the early XXI c. The object of the study is household
consumption in Bulgaria in the period 2000 — 2022. Its subject is the macroeconomic
characteristics of household consumption, including its structure by groups of goods and
services, overall and detailed dynamics, as well as factor influences with an emphasis on long-
term developments.

The central research thesis of the monograph states that household consumption in
Bulgaria during the period studied displays a specific overall and internal dynamics that is
determined by its relatively high dependence on the current level of income, while interest rates
primarily influence only specific structural components and demographic factors have a strong
impact on long-term developments.

The monograph has a total size of 146 pages and includes an introduction, three chapters,
conclusion, a bibliography, and an appendix. The first chapter is dedicated to the analysis of the
most important results in existing theoretical and empirical literature about household
consumption, incl. about its structure and the impact of relevant factors. A large number of
publications by Bulgarian and international authors that provide a broad view at some of the
most important issues in macroeconomic analysis are studied and evaluated in this chapter. The
large variety of indicators and the approach to their application in the subsequent analysis are
also presented.

Chapter two presents a macroeconomic interpretation of the overall dynamics of
household consumption expenditure in Bulgaria (using GDP and household budget studies
(HBS) data) and their structural characteristics by types of goods and services according to
purpose. An analysis of Bulgaria’s position compared to other EU countries based on the same

aspects of the main subject is also presented.
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The empirical analysis continues in chapter three with a study of the influence of the level
and changes in household incomes and interest rates on consumption expenditures and their
structure. A long-run aspect is added to the analysis by utilizing the information available in
household budget studies to track the influence of the demographic characteristics of the
population, approximated by the shares of children and retirees in the structure of households.

The main conclusions of the analysis indicate that during the period covered household
consumption in Bulgaria plays a predominantly positive role as a component of overall demand,
as it contributes to higher GDP growth rates. This is true for the years after the 2009 recession,
despite the decrease in the growth rate of consumption. The latter is also reflected in the higher
saving rate as an expression of the increased cautiousness among households. The growth rate
of consumption in Bulgaria exceeds that in most other EU countries, which helps in the
country’s attempt to catch up with the EU averages, but despite that the level of consumption
in Bulgaria is still among the lowest in the Union at the end of the period studied.

In the meantime, most of the changes in the structural components of household
consumption in Bulgaria are in line with the common trends outlined in the existing literature.
Some deviations from these trends can be seen for a couple of individual components, like
expenditures for recreation and cultural activities, which indicates the presence of factors that
are specific to Bulgaria. The structural changes in consumption expenditures during the period
are relatively limited and are mostly related to the smaller components. The decrease in the role
of the expenditures on clothing and footwear and on alcohol and tobacco stan out among them,
as well as the increased role of the expenditures on communication goods and services.

The data shows a significant increase of household incomes during the period with
comparable growth rates for consumption. This close association between the two indicators is
a typical characteristic of the absolute income hypothesis and it indicates that macroeconomic
policies targeting consumption should be relatively effective. Regarding the incomes of
individual decile groups, we again find broadly similar growth rates, although some deviations
from that are also present. The combined analysis of incomes and consumption by decile groups
reveals a negative relationship between income levels and the share of food and non-alcoholic
beverages in total spending, while a positive link is found between the level of income and the
shares of other expenditures such as transportation, recreation, and home maintenance.

Demographic developments in the country have a long-lasting influence on the dynamics
and the structure of household consumption. The characteristics of consumption of the different
groups of households suggest that we can expect to see some negative effects on the growth

rate of demand and its structure, among which the reduced demand for high value-added
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products should be highlighted. The latter is undesirable considering their role for the growth

rate of the economy.

The book presents a defended doctoral dissertation studying household saving in Bulgaria
at the end of the XX and the beginning of the XXI c. This time frame allows it to capture the
period of intensive changes after the start of the transition to a market economy, as well as the
periods before and after EU accession. The aim of the study is to reveal the specific factors that
determine the dynamics of household saving in Bulgaria, to evaluate and explain the strength
and the mechanisms of their influence. The object of the study is household saving dynamics
in Bulgaria, while the subject is the factor influence on household saving. The central research
thesis states that in the short run saving is primarily determined by the relatively low disposable
income, while in the long run the impact of the income level is supplemented by the limitations
imposed by the lack of sufficient liquid assets as well as the low degree development of the
financial system.

The study covers 210 pages and includes an introduction, three chapters, conclusion, a
bibliography, and an appendix. An analysis of the theoretical views about the factor influences
on household saving is carried out in chapter one, with an emphasis on the permanent income
hypothesis and the life-cycle hypothesis that dominate contemporary saving theory.

Chapter two is dedicated to the descriptive analysis of household saving. It starts with a
detailed introduction of the indicators and the research methods used in the subsequent analysis.
Following that, the links between saving and its main factors like disposable income, the rate
of growth of income, interest rates, financial development, demographic changes, etc. are
studied using a large volume of statistical data and methods.

Chapter three presents the econometric analysis, carried out using contemporary

methodologies, which are described and discussed in detail in the beginning of the chapter. In
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the next part of the chapter the results of the econometric estimation of the influence of the
abovementioned factors on household saving are presented and discussed.

The analysis shows that household saving is an important component of total national
saving in Bulgaria with its share increasing significantly after 2009. However, household saving
in Bulgaria remains below that in other EU countries with a similar economic history for much
of the period studied. Results also show that the behaviour of households is mainly short-term
oriented, which is determined by their relatively high preference for current consumption and
the lack of sufficient liquid assets and access to loanable funds that can be used to shift
consumption between individual time periods. This also determines the high dependence of
saving on the changes in current disposable income.

Real interest rate dynamics also have a specific impact on household saving. Negative
real interest rates until mid-2008 caused by high levels of inflation are accompanied by low
saving. With the decline in inflation after 2008 real interest rates decrease too, and an increase
of saving is observed. Meanwhile, the econometric estimation shows that in the short run
households increase their saving when interest rates rise, but in the long run there is a negative
association between the two variables. On the other hand, the relatively low degree of financial
development is the primary channel of its influence on saving as it limits the ability of
households to shift consumption between time periods. The dynamics of total wealth, mainly
determined by changes in asset prices and the continuous growth of bank deposits, has a
relatively weak influence on saving, which can be explained by its uneven distribution among

households.

In view of the main objectives of the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) set in its

founding documents, this chapter presents an analysis of the main macroeconomic indicators

of its member countries in an attempt to assess the capabilities of the union to achieve these
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objectives, as well as the potential of the relationship between it and other parties, incl. Bulgaria
and the EU. Attention has been paid to the main macroeconomic indicators of the countries,
including their overall GDP and GDP per capita, employment and unemployment levels, and
inflation dynamics. In order to be able to evaluate the level of competitiveness of the economies
in an international context, the chapter also studies their current account balances and the
structure of their exports, as well as foreign direct investment and external debt dynamics. The
results indicate the presence of significant imbalances in the distribution of the countries’
economic potential, which are not observed in any other international integration entity and for
which both positive and negative effects can be inferred. The economies’ potential growth as
an export market for EU producers, incl. Bulgarian ones, is outlined. Meanwhile, the member
economies’ relatively low level of competitiveness stands out, together with their strong

dependence on fluctuations in international markets.

This chapter presents an overview of the production structures of the economies of the
EAEU member countries in an attempt to evaluate their growth potential and the prospective
benefits and challenges associated with EAEU membership. The analysis is carried out at the
sectoral level, and comparisons to the relevant indicators for the EU are also made. An overview
of other economic growth factors like countries’ export structures and domestic investment
dynamics is also provided. According to the results, the countries show some similarities, but
significant differences also exist between them. The characteristics that stand out are the very
high shares of agriculture in gross value added (GVA), as well as the low services shares. In
most countries industry has a higher share in GVA compared to the EU. A tendency towards
smaller differences both between countries themselves and between them and EU averages
dominates during the period, with the agricultural sector contributing most strongly. The

countries’ growth prospects are boosted by the current high levels of domestic investment, but
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the low shares of high value-added activities in their Industry sectors are important limiting

factors.

The analysis of household consumption and saving is of great importance to
understanding the overall economic dynamics, to forecasting future changes, and to the
formulation of appropriate macroeconomic policies. This chapter presents the main indicators,
and the sources of statistical information used in the study of consumption and saving in
Bulgaria during the 2014 — 2016 period. Regarding the data sources, attention has been paid to
the characteristics and limitations of the information contained in all three main sources —
national accounts data, household budget studies, and financial accounts statistics. With these
characteristics in mind, the indicators for the levels and rates of consumption and saving used
in the following analysis have been described, as well as those for the factors of consumption
and saving, like income level and growth rate, interest rates, financial system development,
capital markets and the labour market. A review of the methodological features and the time

frame of the analysis is also presented.

This chapter presents an analysis of household consumption and saving in Bulgaria for
the period until 2014 and the first half of 2015 based on data from the two principal information
sources — the national accounts and the household budget studies, along with some of their main
factors. The analysis based on national accounts data highlights the fluctuations in household

disposable income during the period and their influence on the final consumption by
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households. The sluggish labour market recovery, increased cautiousness in the low growth
environment, and the limited use of bank loans are outlined as additional factors for the slow
growth of household consumption.

The analysis of household budget studies data also highlights the decreasing growth rate
of disposable income, caused by the slower growth of all of its components, and the associated
decline in consumption growth. Attention is also paid to the persistently high saving rate and
its possible explanations. When looking at the structure of consumption expenditure the chapter
emphasizes the continuing decline of the share of spending on basic goods and services (e.g.
food), which is traditionally viewed as an indication of improving consumption capabilities, as
well as the differences between consumers from different decile groups. Forecasts of the short-
run dynamics of the income, consumption and saving indicators through the rest of 2015 are

also presented in the chapter.

This chapter presents an analysis of the dynamics and characteristics of household
consumption and saving in Bulgaria in 2016 and, as in the previous one, based on data from the
two main information sources. In the first part of the chapter the most important features of the
short run dynamics of consumption according to national accounts data are outlined, along with
their contributing factors — changes in employment, government spending and lending activity.
Similarly, the following part of the chapter reviews the current changes in the relevant indicators
based on data from the household budget studies, as well as their main factors. Some emphasis
is placed on the dynamics of the main components of household income, which are essential to
the determination of the ratio between consumption and saving, highlighting the continued
increase in the share of transfers and the decline in labour income. The final part of the chapter
focuses on the continued fall in nominal interest rates and their impact on real interest rates, as
well as the observed reversal in the downward trend in lending, in their role as the major
financial factors of consumption and saving. Forecasts of the future changes in the relevant

indicators until 2018 are also presented.

The study guide is intended for students studying Macroeconomics at the University of
National and World Economy, as well as other higher education institutions teaching similar
programmes. It was the first such publication in the field entirely in English by authors from
the university, since the launch of English language undergraduate programmes over 10 years
earlier. The contents of the study guide are also in line with some of the world's leading
textbooks in this field and can serve to test and deepen the students’ knowledge of the subject.

The guide is divided into 15 topics (units). The first two topics introduce the most
important issues that macroeconomics deals with today and the indicators that are used in the
study of the economy throughout the rest of the book. After that, a simplified version of the
aggregate demand — aggregate supply model is used to provide a general view of the subject of
macroeconomics and the approach to studying it. Subsequently, the short-run analysis of the
market for goods and services is presented through the expenditure equilibrium model. With
this foundation the multiplier is introduced as one of the key concepts that underlie many
macroeconomic policy decisions. This part of the study guide ends with the analysis of the first
major macroeconomic policy — the government’s fiscal policy.

The next part is dedicated to the monetary sector. It starts by introducing money, the
banking system, the interactions between supply and demand that take place in the money
market, and how interest rates are determined. The unit about the central bank, its monetary
policy and the influence it has over the economy follows, and then the IS-LM model is used to
unite the goods and money markets.

The last section starts with the analysis of the labour market, employment and
unemployment, and the other major issue in macroeconomics — inflation. These units explain
the role of the labour market in the determination of the economy’s output as well as how
unemployment and inflation are related by studying the Phillips curve. Finally, the last two units
study the long run dynamics of the economy, including business cycles and economic growth,

as well as the open economy to demonstrate how it interacts with the rest of the world.
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Each unit includes various types of tasks that are meant to help students improve their
knowledge of the specific topic. The overview section presents a summary of the most
important definitions and relationships in each topic. It is meant to remind readers about the
core ideas in it and to serve as a quick reference guide. The “key terms” section requires students
to find the appropriate definition for each of a number of terms that are essential to
understanding the phenomena and the relationships that the unit describes. The multiple-choice
section can be used to test students’ understanding of the key concepts in each topic. It includes
questions of varying difficulty to allow readers to better assess their progress.

The “true or false” section contains short statements about important elements of each
topic and readers are asked to assess their truthfulness. The final two sections of each unit
present students with several problems and discussion tasks. To solve the problems students
will usually need to apply their knowledge of multiple concepts that they have learned within
this topic. Discussion tasks draw the students' attention to the application of the acquired
knowledge in analyzing real processes and phenomena in the economy.

The article presents an analysis of the inter-industry structural convergence process of the
Bulgarian economy to the Eurozone for the period 2000-2018. In order to study the specific
characteristics of the process the article explores the dynamics of the relative shares of separate
industries (economic activities) in gross value added and compares them to the reference
economy, along with possible explanations and implications. The divergence index is employed
as a quantitative measure of the degree of structural similarity, and comparisons to other EU
economies with similar characteristics are also made. Results indicate significant initial
differences in the shares of some major economic activities between Bulgaria and the eurozone.

It can be noted that often Bulgaria has higher shares in low value-added activities like
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Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing (AFF), Mining and Quarrying, etc. A slow process of
convergence of the output structures at the industry-level is observed during the period, with its
rate being higher in the first half and declining after the 2009 recession. It can be said that at
the end of the period the Bulgarian economy’s output structure shows enough similarity with
that of the eurozone and no major differences in the effects of the ECB’s monetary policy

compared to other EMU countries should be expected.

The convergence of production structures is an important factor for the synchronization
of the business cycles of eurozone economies and for the effectiveness of the monetary policy
of the ECB. This paper presents an analysis of the process of structural convergence between
the economies of Bulgaria, Romania and the eurozone at the intrasectoral level for the period
1998 — 2017. A sigma convergence methodology is employed, and the divergence index and
dissimilarity index are applied. The results indicate that production structures in Bulgaria are
diverging slightly from the eurozone, while the opposite is true about Romania. The structure
of the Industry sector in Bulgaria displays larger differences from the eurozone at the end of the
period studied compared to its beginning, while a reduction of the difference is observed in
Romania. The differences between the Services sector in Bulgaria and the eurozone are

comparatively smaller but remain relatively unchanged throughout the period.

This article presents a brief review of the
existing theoretical and empirical literature regarding the convergence of output structures
among countries. The analysis of the theoretical literature identifies a wide variety of factors

driving the convergence process. Among them there are favorable ones which accelerate it, like
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the reduction of transportation costs, the mobility of factors of production, and the equalization
of demand conditions under increased integration. Others, like the size of the domestic market,
economies of scale, and the links between industries, could slow down the process and may
even reverse it and increase the differences between countries. In line with that, conflicting

evidence about the EU’s past experience with convergence can be found in empirical studies.

The main assumptions on which neoclassical economic theory is built and which underlie
its recommendations for economic policy include the atomism and rationality in individual
behaviour as well as the maximization of utility and profits. Along with several other key
conditions, they also form the basis for the neoclassical theory of household consumption and
saving. This paper presents several examples of deviations from these assumptions, based on
the behaviour of Bulgarian households during the period 2000 — 2018. Among them are the
insufficient size of the available liquid wealth, the limited access to bank lending, the low
income levels, as well as the limited availability of information required to generate accurate
forecasts about future income dynamics. They highlight the need for a careful evaluation of
prevailing conditions whenever we try to model economic dynamics and to develop and

implement macroeconomic policies.

effects of demographic changes on several aspects of the development of European economies.
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Some aspects of economic development and the introduction of new technologies in which
demographic changes could have positive effects are also revealed. An attempt to forecast the

In light of the changes in the levels of inflation over the past 2 years, this paper studies
the dynamics of the total and industry-level labour productivity and compensation of employees
in three Balkan countries over the 2010 — 2022 period. The analysis uncovers certain specifics
in the variations of the main indicators by country that reveal the overall state of their labour
markets and could serve to partially explain the differences between the inflation processes in
each country. The largest difference between the growth rate of nominal wages and the growth
rate of labour productivity is found in Bulgaria followed by Romania and Croatia. At the
industry level the largest gaps between the two indicators in Bulgaria are found in construction,
information services, and professional services. The Services sector generally exhibits larger

differences between wage growth and productivity growth compared to the other two sectors.

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The continuing process of economic integration within the EU is accompanied by various
changes in the output structures and the productivity levels of the economies of member
countries. Meanwhile, for the past two years European economies have been going through a
period of high inflation which has impacted both consumers and businesses. This paper explores
the dynamics of productivity and wage indicators at the industry level in three EU member
states from Central and Eastern Europe, namely Bulgaria, Czech Republic and Slovakia, for the
period 2010 — 2022 and outlines certain specifics of their convergence towards the eurozone
and the impact of individual industries on the overall inflation process in each country. Labour
productivity grows faster in the three countries compared to the eurozone, indicating the
existence of a convergence process. However, the process appears to be relatively slow,
especially given the initial differences to the single currency area. This generally applies to
individual industries as well. In all three countries nominal compensation of employees also
grows faster than in the euro area, with the inflationary pressure from the labour market being
strongest in Bulgaria, followed by Slovakia and the Czech Republic. Among individual
industries, construction appears to have the strongest inflationary effect in all countries and its

influence increases over the period.

This paper attempts to find out to what extent CEE countries are converging towards the
euro area in terms of their GDP structures. To achieve our objectives, we use a beta-convergence
econometric approach that relies on fixed effects panel data estimation. The results obtained
from the empirical analysis indicate that there is a process of beta convergence in the GDP
structures of the CEE countries towards the euro area. The intensity of this process shows
certain specifics both in relation to the countries in and outside the euro area, and in relation to
individual structural components. The increasing structural similarity does not exclude the
manifestation of certain negative influences on macroeconomic dynamics, which could reduce

the intensity of the real convergence process.

Western Balkan countries are at various stages on their path towards future European
Union membership. Formal accession procedures aside, in this paper we take a brief look at the
economic convergence between them and the EU. We use several indicators to assess and
compare the degree of real convergence of each country to the union, focusing on the level of
GDP per capita and the production structures at the sector level. The results reveal a moderate
convergence process, with some specifics by country, that paints a cautiously optimistic outlook
regarding their future in the EU. The higher per-capita GDP growth rate has helped reduce the
gap to the EU27 by about 20% during the period. Some remaining significant differences in the
shares of the individual GVA components at the sectoral level could be positive for future

economic growth because of the differences in productivity levels between sectors.

This paper analyzes the GDP expenditure and production structure of EU members
Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia, comparing it with that of the eurozone and tracing the presence
or absence of convergence processes. Empirical results show that until the crisis of 2009, all
three countries have a tendency to increase their divergence from the eurozone in the GDP
expenditure structure, with net exports showing the strongest divergence tendency. After 2009,
the negative trend towards divergence of the GDP expenditure structure of Bulgaria, Romania
and Croatia from that of the Eurozone turns into a positive one — towards convergence. This
also applies to the separate expenditure components, which show stronger convergence after
the crisis year of 2009. Contrary to that, convergence of the production structures is faster
during the first half of the period, with Bulgaria and Romania showing the highest rates, and

the agricultural sector contributing most strongly. After the 2009 recession the process is slower
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and more uneven, with some reversal patterns also emerging. The convergence process in
Croatia is slightly stronger in the second half of the period, with construction and information

services contributing the most.

Convergence of the output structures of EU economies is an important contributor
towards the synchronization of their business cycles in light of their (present or future)
membership in the eurozone. This paper presents a brief overview and analysis of the progress
of Bulgaria in terms of the convergence of its sectoral production structure towards the eurozone
during the 2000 — 2018 period and compares it to other countries with similar characteristics.
A sigma (o) convergence approach is applied, with the divergence index used to measure the
relative changes in the distribution of output. Results show an increasing degree of structural
similarity which can be viewed as a positive development with regard to the country’s future
membership of the monetary union. The process is somewhat uneven both over time and

between sectors.

Convergence of the production structures of member economies is an important
contributor to the synchronization of business cycles in the Eurozone and the effectiveness of
the monetary policy of the European Central Bank. This paper explores the progress made by
several of the newest EU members from Central and Eastern Europe in terms of the convergence
of their sectoral production structures towards the Eurozone. We employ two indicators that

allow us to evaluate the degree of similarity between the production structures of the selected
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CEE economies and the Eurozone over the period 1998 — 2018. The results indicate that they
have slowly become more similar, although some significant differences remain. Bulgaria is the
economy that has made the biggest progress, while Romania remains the most distant from the
eurozone, despite also having made significant progress. The CEE countries that are already
members of the Eurozone do not necessarily show a higher degree of convergence than non-

members.
