1. Information about the competition
The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Economics,
Faculty of General Economics of the UNWE, according to the Decision of the Academic
Council No. 4/26.06.2024. | participate in the scientific jury for the competition according to
Order No. 2938/15.10.2024 of the Vice Rector for scientific research of the UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate has submitted application documents for this competition — Ch. assistant
professor Dimitar Dimitrov Damyanov, PhD, full-time lecturer at the Department of
Economics, Faculty of General Economics of the University of National and World Economy.
He was admitted to participate in the competition by decision No. 71/23.10.2024 of the
Scientific Jury.

Dimitar Damyanov was a full-time assistant professor at the Department of Economics
from 2010 to 2017 and has been a Ch. assistant professor at the same department since 2017.
Prior to that, he was a part-time assistant professor in the same department from 2008 to 2010.
He received a bachelor's (2005) and master's degree (2008) in Macroeconomics from the
University of National and World Economy, and subsequently defended a dissertation on the
topic "Household Saving in Bulgaria (1994-2014)" for the acquisition of the ESD "Doctor" in
the scientific specialty "Political Economy (Microeconomics and macroeconomics)™ in 2016.
For 12 years (2010-2022), the candidate also held an administrative position in the structure
of the UNWE - Deputy Director of the University Center for Student and Faculty Mobility.
Previously, he held the position of senior expert at the same center (in the period 2007-2009).
Chief Assistant Dr. Damyanov was a member of the Faculty of Economics of the UNWE in
the period 2015-2023 (two terms) and a member of various permanently acting committees of
the Faculty of Economics of the UNWE and is currently a member of the FCOOPO (2023-
2027 term). He teaches basic and specialized disciplines taught by the department — both in
Bulgarian and in English. He is fluent in English. He participates in the development and the
updating of the relevant academic cources, as well as the curricula for the specialties led by
the Department of Economics of the UNWE. The candidate has completed a qualification
course in Trade and Gender at the UNCTAD Virtual Institute. As a guest lecturer, the
candidate has given lectures at renowned universities abroad (Romania, Czech Republic,
Slovakia, Vietnam, Kazakhstan). He is a member of the professional organization Bulgarian
Macroeconomic Association. He is also a member of the University Research Center for
Research and Development of Economic Theory. Dr. Damyanov is a founding member of the
Alumni Club "Economics” at the Department of Economics (of the UNWE), actively
participating in the activities of the club, which, along with his academic activities,
significantly contributes to the strengthening of the traditions and good name of the



department and the UNWE as a whole. He is a coordinator of several cooperation agreements
with educational and business organizations. He actively participates in the scientific events
organized by the Department of Economics — conferences, seminars, round tables, etc.

3. Fulfillment of requirements for holding the respective academic title

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative criteria

The documents submitted by the candidate for participation in the competition show
that he fully meets the quantitative requirements for holding the academic position of
"associate professor”. According to the Quantitative requirements form attached to the
documents, the number of points submitted by Ch. assistant professor Dimitar Damyanov,
PhD under the two groups of indicators — the minimum national (Art. 2b of the Law on
Academic Staff Development (ZRASRB)) and the additional criteria for the UNWE (in
accordance with Art. 2b, para. 5 of the Law on Academic Staff Development (ZRASRB)), are
550 and 841, respectively, with the minimum required being 400 and 320, respectively. In this
way, the candidate collects a total of 1391 points with the minimum required being 720
points. The fulfillment of the national minimum requirements is summarized in the table
below.

The candidate has submitted a total of 21 publications. As for the fulfillment of the
minimum national requirements, the attached reference lists one monographic habilitation
work, the subject of which coincides with the specific field of this competition, one book
based on a defended PhD dissertation also in the field of the competition, as well as five
articles in scientific journals, eight papers published in proceedings of scientific conferences,
of which two have been held abroad, and five chapters of collective monographs. Along with
them, evidence of 13 citations is presented, incl. in publications indexed in the international
databases of scientific information Scopus and Web of Science.

In connection with the fulfillment of the additional quantitative requirements of the
UNWE, the candidate also presents one study guide (co-authored) — Macroeconomics (for the
specialties taught in English — university block), participation in six university and national
research and educational projects, as well as participation in the design of seven curricula in
disciplines taught in the bachelor’s and master’s degree programs (also developed in co-
authorship) at the UNWE. The evidence presented by Ch. assistant professor D. Damyanov
for completed classroom work at the UNWE shows a realized number of hours of lectures and
seminars (in Bulgarian and English), which greatly exceeds the minimum required threshold.

3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative criteria

In terms of qualitative requirements, the candidate presents a rich reference, containing
numerous activities, participations and initiatives of an organizational, administrative and
research nature, incl. activities benefiting the students of the UNWE, all of which raise the
good name of the university and the position of the Department of Economics. Among them,
numerous participations in the organization of scientific events at the university stand out, as
well as memberships in governing bodies and working groups for the development of
strategic documents for the UNWE, developed curricula, participation in editorial boards of




scientific journals, specializations and lectures abroad, organization and participation in
summer schools and other events related to the education of students, etc. Chief asst. prof.
Damyanov is also respected among the students of the university, as evidenced by the
maximum evaluations received in student opinion surveys. Based on the evidence presented,
it can be concluded that the candidate also meets the qualitative requirements for holding the
academic position of "associate professor”.

The above conclusions regarding the fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative
requirements for holding the academic position of "associate professor” by the candidate, Ch.
assistant professor Dimitar Damyanov, PhD, are also confirmed by the positive opinion given
by the Habilitation Council of the UNWE regarding his readiness to participate in the
competition (protocol No. 8/15.05.2024).

4. Assessment of the teaching activity of the candidate

The declared teaching experience of the candidate Dimitar Damyanov, supported by the
relevant evidence, is over 14 years. During this time, he has continuously developed as a
lecturer, initially teaching mainly seminars for students of the bachelor’s degree programs and
gradually increasing his experience in teaching lectures both in the bachelor’s and master’s
degree programs. The candidate's activity comprises both fundamental and specialized
disciplines taught by the Department of Economics, including Microeconomics,
Macroeconomics (incl. in English), Macroeconomic Theory and Analyses (incl. in English),
Economic Growth, Applied Macroeconomics, etc., as evident from the attached reference for
teaching experience. He is also a co-author of curricula in several of these specified
disciplines. The high evaluations received by Ch. asst. prof. dr. D. Damyanov from UNWE
students also speak of an established and excellently prepared lecturer.

In view of the above, | believe that the candidate's accumulated teaching experience and
academic competence fully correspond to the scientific specialty of the current competition
and the requirements for holding the academic position of "associate professor".

5. Brief characteristics of submitted scientific works/publications

The scientific publications of the candidate, Ch. assistant professor D. Damyanov, PhD,
published after taking up the academic position of "Ch. assistant professor”, are concentrated
on problems in the field of macroeconomics and in this sense the presented scientific
production fully corresponds to the field of the competition. The predominant part of the
presented research is focused on two areas — analysis of the consumption, saving and wealth
of households and issues of structural convergence. In the first of those, the candidate presents
a total of seven publications, including the main habilitation work. The distribution of these
publications over time and their content indicate the presence of lasting scientific interests and
a process of upgrading and deepening of the research. The presented monograph entitled
"Household Consumption in Bulgaria: Structural Characteristics, Dynamics, and Factors”
(2024) with a total volume of 146 pages reflects the interests of the candidate in the field of
household behavior and the factors that determine it. In this book, he examines the structure
of household consumption in Bulgaria by product groups and its changes over time in order to
identify the factors that determine it, as well as its influence on the development of the
country's economy. The analysis in the monograph is distinguished by its depth and the use of
a wide variety of data, and the results achieved are well-founded and provide a detailed
picture of both the current economic situation of the household sector and its prospects.

The second research area, economic convergence, includes most of the articles
published by the candidate in scientific journals (including in co-authorship) and papers from
scientific forums. The issues discussed in them are of both scientific and practical interest in
connection with Bulgaria's efforts for membership in the eurozone. Most of the publications
are aimed at characterizing the process of convergence of the production structure of the
country's economy to the average indicators for the EA, including in comparison with other



countries in the CEE region. Considered as a whole, they allow the candidate to reveal in
detail the current state of the process, its factors and prospects and to assess its impact on the
country's integration.

Last but not least, the candidate's other scientific publications have well-defined
connections with the main areas and complement their results. This is especially true for
research in the field of inflation and its dependence on labor market dynamics, given the
dependence of the inflation process on the structure of the economy and its impact on the
consumption capabilities of households. In this sense, | find the submitted scientific
publications to be well-connected and fully consistent with the field of the competition.

The presence of numerous publications in English, as well as the candidate’s
participation in conferences abroad, which helps to promote the achieved scientific results,
should also be positively evaluated.

6. Assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicant

The candidate presents a detailed report on his scientific and applied scientific
contributions. In it, they are divided into five groups, which represents a good summary of the
research work of Dr. D. Damyanov. | see reasons for the contributions from the group related
to demographic characteristics and processes to be combined with those on consumption and
saving, due to the interrelations between the processes considered in the publications. But
even without this change, | find the contributions thus formulated to be correct and consistent
with the results obtained, without going beyond them. | believe that they also contain certain
guidelines for the candidate's future work in these areas.

7. Main critical notes and recommendations

The detailed review of the scientific publications presented by the candidate, Ch. asst.
prof. Dr. Dimitar Damyanov, shows that there are no omissions, inaccuracies or
contradictions in them.

Main recommendation to the candidate — in addition to continuing his active publication
activity, targeting journals indexed in the scientific information databases Scopus and Web of
Science, to make the necessary efforts to promote his research interests focusing on the
development of a scientific school, expressed (at a minimum) in supervising graduate and
doctoral students in the relevant research field and developing specialized courses in the
Bachelor's and Master's degree programs, as well as the Doctoral degree program.

8. Conclusion

The scientific publications and other documents presented by the candidate, Ch. asst.
prof. Dimitar Damyanov, PhD, convincingly prove that he fully meets the requirements of the
Law on Academic Staff Development (ZRASRB), the Regulations for its implementation, as
well as the internal regulations of the UNWE. Referring to the above statements in the
position, | express my positive assessment of the candidacy of Ch. asst. prof. Dimitar
Damyanov, PhD and propose to the members of the esteemed scientific jury to vote positively
for his election to the academic position of "associate professor" at the UNWE in the
professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "Political Economy (microeconomics
and macroeconomics: consumption and saving)".
