1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Economics,
Faculty of General Economics of the UNWE in compliance with decision of the Academic
Council No. 4/26.06.2024. Membership in the scientific jury is in accordance with Order No.
2938/15.10.2024 issued by the Vice Rector for Research of UNWE.

2. Brief information for the candidate

In the competition, only one candidate submitted documents and was allowed to
participate in it (according to the decision of the Scientific Jury No. 71/23.10.2024) — Ch.
assistant professor Dr. Dimitar Dimitrov Damyanov, lecturer in the Department of
Economics, UNWE.

Dr. Damyanov was one of the excellent students and graduates of the Department of
Economics, UNWE. After completing secondary education at the National Trade and
Banking School - Sofia, he graduated with a bachelor's and master's degree in
"Macroeconomics” (2001-2008). In 2016 he was awarded the Educational and Scientific
Degree "Doctor" in "Political Economy (Microeconomics and Macroeconomics)" by UNWE
for a defended dissertation on the topic "Household Savings in Bulgaria 1994-2014" (a copy
of the diploma is attached). The candidate has also completed the Trade and Gender
qualification course at the UNCTAD Virtual Institute.

Since 2008, the candidate has been working as a part-time assistant professor, since
2010 as a full-time assistant professor, and since 2017 as a chief assistant professor on an
employment contract at the Department of Economics of UNWE (curriculum vitae and work
experience certificate are attached).

Along with teaching experience, the candidate has considerable administrative and
management experience — as a senior expert (2007-2009) and then as deputy director of the
University Center for Mobility of Students and Teachers at UNWE (2010-2022).

3. Fulfillment of requirements for holding the respective academic title

3.1. Quantitative criteria fulfillment

The documents submitted by the candidate prove that he fully meets the minimum
national and university quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position
"associate professor” in professional area 3.8. Economics (table 1). Dr. Damyanov has
certified this with the attached form for their fulfillment, list of scientific publications and
detailed supporting material.

For participation in the competition, Dr. Damyanov has submitted a total of 21
scientific publications. The candidate has a published and scientifically reviewed habilitation



thesis on the topic of the competition: "Household consumption in Bulgaria: structural
characteristics, dynamics, and factors", Sofia: Publishing complex — UNWE; 146 pages;
ISBN: 978-619-232-803-0 (Reference in shared bibliographic database/consolidated catalog
COBISS). He has also submitted 1 published book based on the defended dissertation; 5
chapters in collective monographs; 1 study guide in English (co-authored); 5 articles in
scientific publications; 8 conference papers (5 of which co-authored). Studies, articles or
reports published in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned
databases of scientific information (Scopus or Web of Science) have not been submitted. 13
citations were also reported.

Based on the performance reflected in the quantitative card, it is established that the
candidate has achieved 550 points, which exceeds the minimum national requirements
(400 points).

Dr. Damyanov also fulfills the specific requirements of the UNWE — instead of the
minimum required 320 points, he achieved 841 points. These include, for example, 6
participations in scientific or educational projects; exceeded minimum number of teaching
hours n Bulgarian and English; several participations in the development of study programs
intended for bachelor's and master's degrees; delivered lectures at universities abroad (in
Romania, the Czech Republic, Slovakia, Vietnam, Kazakhstan); membership in the
Bulgarian Macroeconomic Association, etc.

3.2. Qualitative criteria fulfillment

The candidate fulfills the quality requirements for the academic position of
"associate professor", which is confirmed by the attached form and supporting documents.
The form shows realized achievements according to all main criteria for the position of
"associate professor” at UNWE regarding the quality of teaching and research activities,
participation in the development of curricula, as well as internal normative documents at the
university or faculty level, in the organization of prestigious university, national and
international scientific forums, received public recognition, raising the prestige of UNWE.
He was a member of the Faculty Council of the General Economics Faculty, UNWE (2015-
2023) and of thematic working groups at the department and faculty level.

The fulfillment of the guantitative and qualitative requirements by Dr. Damyanov is
confirmed by the positive opinion of the Habilitation Council at UNWE (transcript-excerpt

4. Assessment of the teaching activity

Dr. Damyanov is a well-prepared and established lecturer with about 15 years of
teaching experience. In his educational and teaching activities, he develops actively and
purposefully, he is primarily focused on academic disciplines in the field of macroeconomics,
which are more closely related to his research work and publications, simultaneously with
theoretical and practical and applied aspects. He teaches both fundamental and specialized
courses to students at various stages of undergraduate and postgraduate studies. He has
authored or co-authored 7 curricula, most of which offer students an in-depth look at current
issues and their scientific and empirical aspects in the field of macroeconomic analysis and
economic growth. He teaches lectures not only in Bulgarian, but also in English, he has
delivered short thematically linked courses of lectures at foreign universities. He received
maximum evaluation and recognition for his achievements as a teacher in periodically
conducted polls for studying student opinion in UNWE and also outside UNWE.

5. Brief characteristics of submitted scientific works/publications

The scientific publications presented by Dr. Damyanov (21 in number) are focused on
the subject of the competition and other relevant current factors and trends in the dynamics of
macroeconomic processes. The main scientific areas and directions of his research and
publications stand out: 1.) consumption and saving processes - to which 6 publications are
devoted, inclusive the main habilitation work; 2.) the process of convergence and mainly the
structural convergence of the EU countries economies (represented also in 6 publications);
3.) problems and/or factors of macroeconomic dynamics and economic growth — such as
labor productivity, empirical manifestations and features of economic growth, demographic
processes, wealth measurement problems. The total number includes 6 publications in
English (1 study guide on macroeconomics and 5 reports). From a total of 8 reports at
scientific forums, 2 have been presented at conferences abroad.

The habilitation work and other studies of Dr. Damyanov are distinguished by
thoroughness, well-thought-out logic and structural components, consistency and thematic
compactness of the analysis, scientific style. In them, scientific and scientific-applied results
were obtained, due to skillfully applied approaches and methods of theoretical, empirical
descriptive and causal analysis, as well as more complex econometric methods.

6. Assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicant

1) to put more emphasis on developing and publishing parts of collective
monographs, scientific studies and articles with a larger volume/number of pages;

2.) direct more efforts to publications in refereed scientific publications indexed in the
world scientific databases Scopus and Web of Science;

3.) to initiate and implement as a scientific supervisor a research projects on a
selected current topic.
