1. Information about the Selection Procedure

The selection procedure is announced from the Department of Economics in the General Economics
Faculty at UNWE, in accordance with Decision No. 4/26.06.2024 of the Academic Council. I am
participating as a member of the scientific jury, in accordance with Order No. 2938/15.10.2024 issued
by the Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the Candidates

There is one candidate in the competition - Assistant Professor Dimitar Dimitrov Damyanov, PhD
from the Department of Economics at the University of National and World Economy (UNWE).
Immediately after graduation in 2008 at UNWE, with a Master’s degree in Macroeconomics, Dr.
Damyanov was appointed as a Teaching Assistant in the Department of Economics. In 2010, after
successfully passing a selection procedure, he was hired as an Assistant on a permanent contract in the
same department. During the period 2013-2016, he was enrolled in a part-time doctoral program. He
has successfully defended a PhD thesis in 2016, earning a PhD in Political Economy (Microeconomics
and Macroeconomics) — Diploma No. 237, dated 10.05.2016. Since 2017, the candidate has held the
position of Assistant Professor in the Department of Economics. During his tenure at UNWE, Dr.
Damyanov completed two international specializations — in 2014 at Novosibirsk State University,
Novosibirsk, Russia, and in 2023 at the University of Wallachia, Romania.

3. Fulfillment of the Requirements for the Academic Position

The candidate, Dr. Dimitar Damyanov, has fulfilled all the quantitative requirements necessary to
qualify for the academic position of "Associate Professor" at UNWE. He has published monograph
"Household Consumption in Bulgaria: Structural Features, Dynamics, and Factor Determinants", five
chapters from collective books, five articles in scientific journals indexed in international databases,
eight reports published in proceedings of scientific conferences indexed in other international scientific
databases, and in volumes with scientific editing (three of which are without co-authors). These
publications primarily focus on household consumption and saving in Bulgaria, the structural
convergence of different economies, and the relationships between labor productivity and wages.
Regarding the quantitative requirements related to teaching activities, the candidate co-authored a
textbook on macroeconomics in English and is a co-author in seven study programs for various
subjects at the Bachelor's and Master's levels. He has participated in five university projects, two
national projects, and three international projects.

The candidate also meets the qualitative requirements for the academic position of "Associate
Professor," as adopted by the Academic Council (Protocol Ne 8/15.05.2024 Habilitation Concil). Dr.
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Damyanov is a prominent researcher who, through his administrative and scientific work, has made a
significant contribution to enhancing the reputation of the General Economics Faculty and UNWE.
Evidence of this is his active role as Deputy Director of the University Center for Students and
Teachers Mobility and his contribution to the development of the Erasmus+ program at UNWE, as
well as his involvement in organizing scientific conferences, student forums, summer schools, and
student competitions. His contribution to the successful implementation of national and international
projects and the indexing of the Economic Alternatives journal in SCOPUS is also substantial.

4. Evaluation of Teaching Activities

Dr. Dimitar Damyanov has considerable teaching experience, with more than fourteen years teaching
activitities at UNWE. According to the official certificate, the candidate has taught tutorials and
lectures in both Bulgarian and English on five different subjects at the Bachelor's and Master's levels.
Since 2017, his teaching responsibilities have been exclusively focused on lectures. This fact ensures
that Dr. Damyanov is fully prepared to continue as an Associate Professor, focusing on lectures. The
candidate's teaching performance can be rated as excellent - he is a recognized educator, motivated,
and ambitious to apply the results of his research in his collaboration with students. His teaching skills
are highly appreciated by the students.

5. Brief Description of the Publications

The candidate, Dr. Dimitar Damyanov, has submitted for review in one monograph, one book
containing the results of his dissertation, five chapters from collective monographs, five articles, and
eight reports, five of which are co-authored, along with one textbook. The main publications are
related to recent macroeconomic issues, with the following areas standing out:

1. Household Consumption and Saving. In this area of his research, the candidate explored the
relationships between consumption and saving on the one hand and employment, income levels,
interest rates, and the demographic composition of households on the other hand, both in static and
dynamic terms.

2. Structural Convergence of GDP Production Structures in Various EU Countries and the
Western Balkans. Using appropriate statistical and econometric methodology, he conducted an in-
depth analysis of the convergence process of sectoral production structures in various countries
towards the Eurozone, with a special focus on the Bulgarian economy.

3. Macroeconomic Analysis of the Economies of the Eurasian Economic Union Countries. The
focus is on the differences in the economic structures of the various countries, as well as the
differences between these countries and the EU, in the context of potential cooperation between these
€conomic unions.

4. Labor productivity dynamics and its interaction with inflation in selected EU countries. For
selected countries from Central and Eastern Europe, labor productivity by sector was investigated, with
a comparative analysis made against the Eurozone countries.

6.Evaluation of the Main Scientific Achievements
In my opinion four main scientific and applied contributions can be identified in the publications of
Dr. Dimitar Damyanov:

1. An in-depth descriptive and diagnostic analysis of the factors influencing consumption and
saving. The relationship between consumption, saving, investment, interest rates, and
employment (both overall and by sector) has been thoroughly studied, with macroeconomic



projections of the obtained results outlined.Special attention has been given to the role of the
population's age structure in the aforementioned phenomena. The factors are appropriately
grouped into two categories: macroeconomic factors and those related to household
characteristics.

2. Identification of specific features in household consumption and savings in Bulgaria and their
deviations from theoretical models. Based on the constraints observed in household behavior in
Bulgaria, modifications to the models proposed in the literature have been suggested. These
modified models could be applied to analyze and forecast consumption in Bulgaria.

3. Through an extensive study of the factors shaping convergence processes, the structural
convergence of the Bulgarian economy to the Eurozone was examined at multiple levels of
disaggregation. The comparative analysis of convergence across various countries and the
measurement of its speed clearly highlight the similarities and differences between different
economies, as well as the challenges faced by Bulgaria.

4. An in-depth macroeconomic analysis of the production structure, investments, and saving in
the economies of the Eurasian Economic Union countries. On this basis, well-founded forecasts
for the growth potential of these economies have been made, within the context of economic
cooperation with the EU.

Through an in-depth study of the factors influencing convergence processes, the structural
convergence of the Bulgarian economy to the Eurozone has been analyzed both overall and at different
levels of disaggregation. The comparative analysis of convergence in different countries and the
assessment of its speed clearly outlines the similarities and differences between individual economies,
as well as the challenges faced by Bulgaria.

The scientific approach used by the candidate is sound, and the presentation style is clear and well
structured. The content and respective volumes of the works and their components are well-balanced.

7. Comments and Recommendations
One of the main recommendations, which concerns the candidate's future research, is to expand the
studies on consumption and saving, and the factors affecting them, to include other EU countries,
particularly those in the Eurozone. A comparative analysis of the results from these studies in Bulgaria
and other countries would be useful for making macroeconomic decisions.

8.Conclusion

The presented information and scientific research provide sufficient grounds for me to affirm that Dr.
