national requirements and the additional requirements of UNWE.

The information in the candidate's Compliance Map with Quantitative Requirements for the
position of Associate PhD at UNWE shows nearly double the required performance levels:
against the minimum required 720 points, Chief Assistant PhD Damyanov has accumulated
1,391 points in total. Regarding the national minimum requirements, the candidate achieves
550 points (minimum required: 400), and against UNWE's additional requirements of 320
points, he achieves 841 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of qualitative requirements



The Compliance Map with Qualitative Requirements for the position of Associate PhD at
UNWE and the accompanying evidence show that Chief Assistant PhD Dr. Damyanov is a
lecturer and researcher with over 10 years of experience. He actively participates in organizing
and conducting various scientific events, projects, and initiatives.

He has conducted six international mobility exchanges for research and teaching purposes under
the Erasmus+ program and others, delivering nearly 50 hours of lectures to students at four
universities. Additionally, he has participated in two international, two national, and five
university projects and served on organizational committees for numerous scientific
conferences and events both in Bulgaria and abroad.

Dr. Damyanov is a member of the Bulgarian Macroeconomic Association and other university
structures. For over 10 years, he served as Deputy Director of the University Center for Mobility
of Students and Teachers, contributing to various committees and working groups for drafting
internal regulations and ensuring quality education. He has reviewed seven scientific papers for
Bulgarian and foreign publications and participated in teams for developing curricula and
educational materials in Bulgarian and English. His teaching consistently receives high
evaluations from students in university surveys.

This evidence demonstrates that Chief Assistant PhD Dimitar Damyanov fulfils both the
quantitative and qualitative requirements for the position of Associate PhD at UNWE.

The Council for Habilitation at UNWE unanimously endorsed the candidate's fulfilment of
these requirements, as recorded in Protocol No. 8/15.05.2024.

4. Evaluation of teaching and educational activities

The reports from the Academic Affairs Directorate at UNWE indicate that Chief Assistant PhD
Damyanov has over 14 years of teaching experience at the university, including seven years as
a senior assistant. His total in-class teaching load amounts to 1,377 hours of lectures and 1,205
hours of seminars in Bulgarian, and 563 hours of lectures and 956 hours of seminars in English,
significantly exceeding the minimum requirement of 100 points, achieving 301 points.

During this period, he has been a lecturer and seminar leader for bachelor's and master's
programs in courses such as: Microeconomics, Macroeconomics (including in English),
Macroeconomic Theory and Analyses (including in English), Economic Growth, Basics of
Economic Theory, Applied Macroeconomics, and Applied Economics.

These courses align fully with the thematic focus of the competition. Noteworthy is the fact that
Dr. Damyanov contributes to the academic process by creating teaching materials. He co-
authored the first English-language macroeconomics guide at the university and contributed
chapters to Bulgarian-language teaching materials on Microeconomics and Macroeconomics.

Based on this evidence, the candidate possesses the necessary teaching experience,
qualifications, and activity levels, proving his preparedness for the position of Associate PhD
at UNWE.



5. Brief characterization of the presented scientific works/publications

Chief Assistant PhD Dr. Dimitar Damyanov participates in this competition with 20 scientific
works, including: 2 monographs (one based on his dissertation), 5 articles, 8 papers (3 solo and
5 co-authored), and 5 published chapters from collective monographs.

The main areas of research are Household consumption and savings, Economic convergence of
European economies toward the Eurozone, and other topics like demographic challenges in
Europe, labor productivity and wages, the Eurasian Economic Union, etc. His work addresses
critical macroeconomic issues relevant to the competition's theme.

The issues of consumption and saving have been examined both theoretically and practically,
with a particular focus on Bulgaria. Saving has been analysed in a book based on the dissertation
of Assoc. Prof. Damyanov, which reflects the specific economic conditions in the country
during the period 1994-2014. The candidate's main habilitation work is dedicated to
consumption, providing a detailed analysis of the general characteristics, structure, and trends
in household consumption in Bulgaria, as well as the influence of key factors on its dynamics
over a 20-year period within the context of EU processes. Alongside detailed theoretical studies,
these analyses form a solid foundation for numerous assessments, conclusions, and forecasts
about household consumption, which the author develops across various dimensions and
timeframes. The main conclusion reached is that consumption has a generally positive impact
on GDP growth in Bulgaria’s economy, despite the mixed effects of its determining factors. The
research highlights current specifics in the dynamics of household consumption in Bulgaria and
justifies its role in the development and implementation of macroeconomic policies.

Another major focus in Assoc. Prof. Damyanov's scholarly work is related to convergence
towards the Eurozone, analysed over different time periods and groups of countries (Bulgaria
and Romania, the Western Balkans, selected SEE countries, and CEE countries). Using
appropriate analytical tools, the sectoral and/or industrial structure of the economy has been
studied, and the degrees of convergence of individual countries towards the Eurozone have been
competently assessed and compared. The findings reveal differing speeds (including uneven
sectoral development) of the convergence process, influenced by both specific features of the
economic development of individual countries and external factors. The study concludes that
although differing degrees of similarity can complicate the synchronization of business cycles,
this should not necessarily be seen as a drawback, given the characteristics of a particular
economy and its relevant sources of growth.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific contributions of the candidates

Dr. Damyanov's scientific output demonstrates significant theoretical and applied contributions.
I accept the candidate's summary of original scientific contributions but suggest that they could
be formulated more succinctly. Notable contributions include: Systematizing theoretical
perspectives and empirical findings on consumption and savings; Developing analytical models
for these topics and tailoring them for different economic contexts; Conducting sectoral
analyses of European economies and assessing their convergence toward the Eurozone;
Macroeconomic analyses of the Eurasian Economic Union and its potential for cooperation
with the EU; Highlighting the demographic factors' long-term influence on economic dynamics
in Bulgaria as well as in other European countries.



7. Main critical remarks and recommendations individually to each candidate

I have two recommendations for the sole candidate:

The researched topic, especially in the field of economic convergence and economic
integration, is not only interesting but also of significant importance for the countries
under consideration. Therefore, I recommend that Assistant Professor D. Damyanov
publish the results of his research in international scientific journals, preferably those
that are peer-reviewed and indexed in globally renowned databases. This will also
contribute to a greater number of citations of his ideas and results by external authors.
Long-term work on the same topic, besides its advantages, can also have drawbacks,
such as the author's conceptual exhaustion and the risk of repetition. To avoid such
consequences, my recommendation to Assistant Professor D. Damyanov is to focus his
attention on topics that are less addressed in his scientific work or closely related ones,
as well as on entirely new topics.

8. Conclusion

The materials and additional information regarding the academic and research activities of
Chief Assistant PhD Dr. Dimitar Damyanov meet the requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and UNWE's internal
regulations for the position of Associate PhD. His scientific contributions demonstrate high
competence and address critical macroeconomic issues.

Based on this, I confidently recommend Dr. Dimitar Damyanov for the position of
Associate PhD in professional field 3.8 Economics, specialty "Political Economy
(Microeconomics and Macroeconomics: Consumption and Savings)" at UNWE.
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
