Regarding: Competition for the academic position of “Associated Professor” at the
University of National and World Economy (UNWE) in professional field 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty "Political Economy (microeconomics and
macroeconomics: consumption and saving)”, published in SG No. 69 of 15.08.2024.

1. Information about the competition
The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Economics at the
General Economics Faculty of the UNWE, according to Decision of the Academic Council
No. 4/26.06.2024. 1 am a member of the scientific jury as per Order No. 2938/15.10.2024 of
the Vice-Rector for Research and International Affairs of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

Only one candidate has submitted documents for participation in the competition, that
is Chief Assistant Professor Dimitar Dimitrov Damyanov, PhD at the Department Economics
in the General Economics Faculty of UNWE.

In 2005, he graduated from the UNWE with a Bachelor's degree in Macroeconomics,
and in 2008 he obtained a Master's degree in Macroeconomics (UNWE).

Since 2008, he has been working as a part-time assistant, and since 2010 as a full-
time assistant in the Department of Economics, UNWE. From April 2017 to the present, he
holds the position of Chief Assistant Professor in the same department.

In 2016, Dimitar Damyanov defended his dissertation on the topic: "Household
Savings in Bulgaria (1994-2014)" and obtained an educational and scientific degree - Doctor
of Economics, scientific specialty "Political Economy (Microeconomics and
Macroeconomics)" at UNWE.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for acquisition of the academic position associate
professor
3.1. Fulfilment of quantitative requirements

D. Damyanov, PhD has filled out a Quantitative Requirements Score Card for the
academic position "Associate Professor” at UNWE, which is accompanied by originals or
copies of documents as evidentiary material. Minimum thresholds have been met and
exceeded for all sections and indicators of the Card.

Attached is a copy of the diploma of a dissertation for the award of the educational
and scientific degree "Doctor" (group A - 50 points), a habilitation thesis - monograph (group
B3 - 100 points), as well as a published book based on a defended dissertation (C5 - 75
points).



13 publications (with all required evidence) from group C, published in non-refereed
peer-reviewed journals or published in edited collective volumes, are presented. Of these, 5
articles (C7-1,2,3,4,5) and 8 reports (C7-6,7,8,9,10,11,12,13), 8 independent and 5 co-
authored, 5 of the publications are in English and 8 in Bulgarian.

The candidate is the author of 5 chapters of collective monographs (C10), written
independently. There are a total of 13 citations (D11,12,13) listed with a full bibliography of
citing and cited publications.

D. Damyanov, PhD declared participation in 6 projects (official notes from the base
implementing organization were presented), developed curricula in Bulgarian and English
(five lecture courses for the Bachelor's and two for the Master's degree), and delivered
lectures at a number of foreign universities.

According to “Act for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ADASRB)” and “Rules for the Implementation of the Act on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria”, 400 points are required to
hold the academic position of Associate Professor, and the candidate declares 550 points
(section I). The additional requirements of the UNWE according to “Act for the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria” (art. 2b, paragraph 5) and
the “Rules for its Application” (art. 1a, paragraphs 2-3) require another 320 points,
Dimitar Damyanov, PhD declared 841 (section II).

In summary, the candidate declared 1391 points, which cover and significantly
exceed the minimum quantitative requirements (from sections | and Il - 720 items)
according to the current regulations.

3.2. Fulfilment of quality requirements

According to the adopted indicators of the quality requirements at the UNWE for
assessment, it should be noted that the candidate D. Damyanov, PhD participates in the
activities of the Faculty Committee for Evaluation and Approval of Training Programs and
the Faculty Committee for Quality Assessment in the General Economics Faculty at the
UNWE. From 2010 to 2022 he was the Deputy Director of the University Center for Student
and Faculty Mobility. He actively participates in the organization and holding of a number of
scientific conferences and is a member of the Bulgarian Macroeconomic Association.

The candidate D. Damyanov, PhD has actively participated in national and
international forums (12 are listed) related to the realization of his academic competencies.
The necessary evidence has been attached for all the listed activities.

D. Damyanov's activities are highly appreciated by the surveyed students. He has
made a significant contribution to the development of scientific and professional
organizations and a higher level of education in university structures.

The assessment made is also confirmed in the Opinion of the Habilitation
Council of the UNWE: The candidacy of Dimitar Damyanov, PhD in the competition
for academic position “Associate Professor” at the University for National and World
Economy, in the professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "Political
Economy (microeconomics and macroeconomics: consumption and saving)” meets all
the quantitative and qualitative requirements, set by the Academic Council of UNWE
and the mandatory requirements as stipulated in ADASRB for the academic position of
“Associate Professor”.



4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activity

Dimitar Damyanov, PhD has been a lecturer at the Department of Economics at the
General Economics Faculty of the UNWE for more than 14 years, of which more than 7
years as a Chief Assistant Professor. He is a leading lecturer in the disciplines of
»,Macroeconomics®, ,,Microeconomics®, ,,Macroeconomic Theory and Analysis®, ,,Applied
Economics®, ,,Economic Growth*, etc.

He has the following completed classroom work - lectures - 1377 hours and exercises
- 1205 hours in Bulgarian (according to official note with issue No. 2103/09.10.2024). In
addition, the candidate conducts lectures (563 hours) and exercises in English (956 hours).
During this period, D. Damyanov, PhD has a number of specializations/mobilities, both in
various Bulgarian institutions and in foreign universities (Romania, Czech Republic,
Slovakia, Vietnam, Kazakhstan, etc.).

He is the author of five chapters of collective monographs, a university study guide
on macroeconomics (154 author's pages), as well as five curricula for the Bachelor's and two
for the Master's degree, in Bulgarian and English.

It can be concluded that the accumulated teaching experience shows a high degree of
preparation for holding the academic position - associate professor, and the academic
competencies of Dimitar Damyanov, PhD fully correspond to the scientific specialty of the
announced competition - "Political Economy (Microeconomics and Macroeconomics:
Consumption and Saving)".

5. Brief characteristics of the presented scientific works/publications

The scientific and research activities of Dimitar Damyanov, PhD are in the field of:
consumption, savings and wealth of households (publications No. 1.1., 2.1., 3.3,, 3.4,, 3.5,,
5.4., 6.8 of the List of publications), the influence of demographic characteristics and
processes (publications No. 1.1., 5.5.), inflation and its dependence on labor market
dynamics (publications No. 6.1., 6.2.), economic convergence (publications No. 5.1., 5.2.,
5.3,6.3., 6.4, 6.5, 6.6., 6.7.) and economic integration (publications No. 3.1., 3.2.).

The candidate's scientific works are divided into two parts:

The first part includes a monograph entitled ,,Household Consumption in Bulgaria:
Structural characteristics, dynamics, and factors* (Sofia. UNWE Publishing; 146 p.,
including an introduction, three chapters, conclusion, list of used literature and appendix;
ISBN: 978-619-232-803-0). The structure, general and internal dynamics, and factor
determinants of household consumption in Bulgaria and their impact on macroeconomic
development at the beginning of the 21st century are studied. Empirical analysis proves the
influence of demographic characteristics of the population, as well as the level and changes
in household income and interest rates on consumer spending and its structure. The main
conclusions from the analysis indicate that during the period under review, household
consumption in Bulgaria has a predominantly positive role as a component of aggregate
demand, and in most years it contributes to a higher rate of GDP growth.

The second part of publications (Group C) proves the high expertise of the author and
detailed knowledge of the current state of the research problem, an original approach to its
analysis, a critical attitude to the literature in the relevant field.

All publications are distinguished by a clear structure, a reasoned and logical
presentation of the research, compliance with the rules of academic language and writing



style, and high applied significance. Proof of this is the number of citations in Bulgarian and
foreign publications.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and applied science contributions

of the candidate

The scientific contributions of the candidate D. Damyanov, PhD can be briefly
summarized as follows:

1) Systematization of theoretical views and analysis of empirical results in the field of
household consumption and saving.

2) The role of household consumption and saving in forming the current
macroeconomic situation and development of the country is substantiated.

3) An approach is proposed to determine the impact of household demographic
characteristics on the structure and overall dynamics of consumption, as well as the balance
between investment and saving.

4) The relationship between changes in average labor productivity and wage
dynamics in economic activities in the Services sector (Bulgaria, Romania and Croatia) is
analyzed.

5) Based on a detailed study of the literature and the experience of the EU countries, a
classification of the factors that influence the process of convergence between the production
structures of the GDP of the countries in an integration community has been developed.

6) A detailed empirical analysis of the process of convergence of the sectoral
production structures of a group of CEE countries, including Bulgaria, to the eurozone has
been carried out.

7) An assessment of the real economic convergence of a group of countries from the
Western Balkans (Albania, Montenegro, North Macedonia and Serbia) towards the EU has
been made.

8) The macroeconomic situation and development guidelines of the member states of
the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) have been studied and the main challenges facing the
integration process in the community in conditions of large differences in the economies and
markedly low competitiveness have been identified.

After getting acquainted with the materials (publications, research, participation in
projects, specializations/mobility, active social activity, etc.) of the Chief Assistant Professor
Dimitar Damyanov, PhD, with which he participated in the competition for the academic
position of ‘“Associate Professor” in the scientific specialty "Political Economy
(microeconomics and macroeconomics: consumption and saving)" at UNWE, | am
convinced that his contributions to scientific, research and educational activities are personal,
indisputable and beyond doubt.

In conclusion, | recognize the candidate's contributions, which are scientific,
scientific-applied and applied in nature and refer to:
e Enrichment of the existing theory, methodology and knowledge in the field
of the announced competition.
e Application of scientific research and analysis in practice.
e Application of scientific research and analysis in training.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations
