1. Information about the competition
The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Economics,
Faculty of General Economics of the UNWE in accordance with Decision of the Academic
Council No. 4/26.06.2024. | participate in the scientific jury for the competition in
accordance with Order No. 2938/15.10.2024 of the Rector of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

Dimitar Damyanov has been a full-time lecturer at the Department of Economics,
UNWE, since January 2010, i.e. almost 15 years. He has a solid academic background in the
field of economic sciences. He completed his secondary education at the National Trade and
Banking High School in 2001, after which he successively completed a bachelor's (2001-
2005) and master's degree (2006-2008) at the UNWE, majoring in Macroeconomics. In 2016,
he successfully defended his doctoral dissertation at the UNWE. Since 2017, he has been a
senior assistant professor at the Department of Economics, teaching in a team with
habilitated lecturers in several disciplines.

His academic qualifications also include a qualification course organized by UNCTAD
and specializations at universities in Romania and Russia. From 2015 to 2023, he was a
member of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of General Economics, UNWE. He was a
senior expert (2007-2009) and Deputy Director (2010-2022) of the University Center for
Student and Teacher Mobility.



3. Fulfillment of requirements for holding the respective academic title

According to the document presented by the Habilitation Council of the UNWE, in
professional areas with accredited doctoral programs in the scientific field 3. Social,
economic and legal sciences, Ch. Assist. Prof. Damyanov fulfills all national and additional
for the UNWE quantitative and qualitative indicators required for the academic position of
Associate Professor. The total sum for sections | and Il of the Fulfilment of the quantitative
requirements form for occupying the academic position of "Associate Professor” at the
UNWE amounts to 1391 points. This is almost twice the required minimum of 720 points.
Behind the quantitative indicators is a real qualitative coverage. The basis for such a
conclusion is the convincing list of publications f the candidate in scientific journals,
published conference papers, participation in research projects, etc. The Fulfillment form also
reflects his extensive teaching experience in basic and specialized courses in the field of

Macro and Microeconomics.

4. Assessment of the teaching activity of the candidate

Ch. Assistant Professor Dimitar Damyanov has 16 years of experience as a lecturer in
Economics at the Department of the same name at the University of National and World
Economy, including one year as a part-time assistant and 15 years as a full-time Assistant
Professor and Chief Assistant Professor. He has lectured independently and/or in a team with
habilitated lecturers in the following disciplines: Fundamentals of Economic Theory,
Microeconomics, Macroeconomics, Macroeconomic Theory and Analyses, Economic
Growth, Applied Economics, Macroeconomic Policies, Economics (for PhD students). In
recent years, in addition to teaching basic courses in Macro and Microeconomics, he has
deepened his specialization in the research and teaching of Micro and Applied Economics.
His scientific interests help to establish him as a promising lecturer in the field of Applied
Economics, where the issues of saving and consumption occupy a special place. In this sense,
his research interests and publications in this field fully coincide with the interests of the
department in providing prepared teachers for specialized courses in the 3rd and 4th year of
the bachelor's degree, as well as those in the "Master" degree and the educational and

scientific degree "Doctor".



Dimitar Damyanov enjoys authority among students and is respected by the teachers at
our university. He uses modern teaching methods and techniques, clarifies the material in an
accessible and convincing language for students. He emerges as one of the promising
teachers of the department, who skillfully combines research and teaching work. He is

demanding and dedicated to the academic profession.

5. Characteristics of the submitted scientific works/publications

The scientific research of Ch. Assist. Prof. D. Damyanov can be divided into two areas.
The first is in the field of international comparative macroeconomic research and, more
specifically, the issue of the convergence of the countries of Southeast Europe to the specific
financial and economic environment of the Eurozone. The focus in his publications on this
topic is placed on the structure and dynamics of GDP growth of the countries selected for
comparative analysis. The quantitative and qualitative parameters of growth in individual
national economies are studied, general trends and national specifics are also derived. The
comparative analysis is carried out on the basis of the convergence criteria, and an
assessment of the sources and factors of growth is made. The level of labor productivity and
income in Bulgaria and other EU countries are correctly chosen as criteria for assessing the
potential and the achieved degree of convergence of individual countries preparing their
economies for possible membership in the Eurozone or the EU, as is the case with the
countries of the Western Balkans.

Among the international aspects of economic relations, another subject of research by
Ch. Assistant Professor Damyanov, is the analysis of trends in the development of economic
interaction between the EuroAsian Union. This analysis is in the context of the opportunities
for cooperation and for achieving a synergy effect, as this Union offers significant market
and scientific and technological potential, as well as the potential for attracting direct and
portfolio investments in Bulgaria.

The second area, which emerges as fundamental and promising for the candidate, is in
the field of applied microeconomics and, in particular, in-depth research into the relations
between labor productivity, income, saving, and consumption. This direction is rightly
considered by Dimitar Damyanov as relatively independent, insofar as the selected indicators

at the microeconomic level are studied as resulting from the level and trends in the

macroeconomic environment. His positions are well outlined in the critical analysis of
modern economic theories and the methodologies and research methods used in the scientific
literature. It can definitely be said that one of the results of his research is the outlining of
opportunities for state institutions to develop and implement income policies and to
maintain sustainable purchasing power of households.

Ch. Assist. Prof. Damyanov has participated in seven research projects with applied
results. | would like to highlight the main ones: “Structural Convergence of the Bulgarian
Economy to the Eurozone”, “Bulgaria and the Eurasian Economic Union — Opportunities for
Cooperation”, and “Functioning of Local Production Systems in Conditions of Economic
Crisis (Comparative Analysis and Benchmarking for the EU and Beyond)”.

In fact, the two areas of research in the candidate’s publications are only formally in
different sections of Economics — Microeconomics and International (Comparative)
Economics. In terms of content, they imply each other, since the levels of labor productivity
and the derived level of income and living standards are the main convergence criteria for the
acceptance of a country into the Eurozone. The same criterion and the system of indicators
attached to it are also decisive for the admission of the Western Balkan countries to the EU.

The habilitation thesis "Household Consumption in Bulgaria: Structural
Characteristics, Dynamics and Factors” was published as a monograph in 2024 by the
Publishing Complex of the University of National and World Economy (ISBN: 978-619-232-
803-0). It is 146 pages in total, including an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list
of used literature and an appendix. In Chapters One and Two, the author demonstrates
excellent knowledge of the existing literature by Bulgarian and foreign authors on the issue,
which is of permanent interest. Income and consumption are a mandatory component in all
models of socio-economic policy. The main dependencies and trends of the main indicators
for the EU and its member states are derived.

Ch. Assist Prof. Damyanov presents a convincing comparative analysis of the
indicators for Bulgaria and other EU countries, brings out the similarities and the differences
between them. One of the focuses of the study is the influence of consumption on aggregate
demand and through it on the dynamics of GDP growth. By emphasizing the specificity of

consumer spending in accordance with the demographic structure of Bulgaria and other EU
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countries, he proves through quantitative comparative analysis that the same factors with
different demographic structures have different degrees of impact.

The impact of individual groups of goods (food, clothing, beverages, tobacco products,
etc.) on aggregate household consumption demand is also subjected to quantitative and
qualitative analysis. The conclusions regarding how the increase in incomes affected the
change in the elasticity of demand for individual groups of goods and services and how this
in turn affects GDP growth are also convincing. The conclusions reached by the author
regarding the regulatory instruments for influencing the propensities to save and consume
and the subsequent change in consumer behavior are useful for the possibilities of improving

and enriching income policy.

6. Assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicant
In my opinion, the following scientific and applied contributions can be derived from

the scientific publications of Ch. asst. prof. D. Damyanov:

¢ Adequate indicators of consumption and savings, relevant to the specifics of the
Bulgarian economy, have been derived. The interrelationships between them have been
shown, as well as the modification of their structure under the influence of various factors.
The author's methodology has been tested, allowing the effects of these factors to be
distinguished in the short and long term.

¢ A gualitative and quantitative assessment of the impact of the demographic collapse
in Bulgaria on the structure of consumption, on savings and investments, and hence on the

mechanism and dynamics of economic growth, has been made.

¢ The differences in the course of the convergence of the structures of gross added
value in the Bulgarian economy at different levels of aggregation — sectoral and by groups of
economic activities — have been analyzed. On this basis, the influence of individual economic

activities on the general course of the process has been highlighted.
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7. Critical notes and recommendations
¢ In future studies on the relationship between income and consumption and their
impact on economic growth, the model of the personal income tax, the necessary levels of
social security and the financing of health services should be taken into account. Because

these additional factors strongly influence the propensity to save and invest.

¢ The consumer behavior of households has its own autonomy, but it should not be
absolutized. In future studies, the close relationship between supply and demand, which also
finds an intersection in income and consumer preferences, should be included. Because it is
important not only how much consumer demand grows as an absolute value, but also
whether, for example, demand is satisfied primarily by imported or domestically produced

goods.

¢ At this stage, Ch. Assist. Prof. Damyanov has enough publications and research
project participations. But the next step must necessarily be publications in leading foreign

journals, international conferences and publications with international participation.

8. Conclusion
Considering the demonstrated academic qualities of Ch. asst. prof. Dimitar Damyanov
as an established researcher and lecturer, I confidently propose to the scientific jury that he

be awarded the academic title of "associate professor".
