1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Economics at the
Faculty of General Economics of the UNWE in accordance with Decision of the Academic
Council No. 4/26.06.2024. | participate in the scientific jury for the competition as an
external reviewer in accordance with Order No. 2938/15.10.2024 and Order No.
3592/10.12.2024 of the Rector of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate participating in the competition is Dimitar Dimitrov Damyanov. It
is evident from the attached complete documentation in accordance with the established
requirements that he was born on 05.12.1982 in Sofia, where he also completed his
secondary education at the National Trade and Banking High School. He received his higher
education with a bachelor's and master's degree at the University of National and World
Economy — Sofia.

D. Damyanov is a chief assistant professor and "doctor of economics" at the
University of National and World Economy. | know him very well from our joint work in the
department and highly value his personal and professional qualities. He has taught courses in
Principles of Economic Theory, Microeconomics, Macroeconomics, Macroeconomic Theory
and Analysis, Economic Growth, Applied Economics, Macroeconomic Policies, Economics
(for doctoral students), Macroeconomics and Macroeconomic Theory and Analysis in
English.

He was a senior expert and Deputy Director of the University Center for Student and
Teacher Mobility at the UNWE from 2010 to 2022. He was also a Member of the Faculty
Council of the Faculty of General Economics at the UNWE from 2015 to 2023 and actively
participated in its work.

Papers published in proceedings of scientific conferences, indexed in other
international databases of scientific information and in collective volumes with
scientific editing. Five of the papers are in English.

According to the completed form for fulfilling the quantitative requirements for
occupying the academic position "Associate professor” according to the national
minimum requirements, there are 550 points with a minimum threshold of 400 points.
There is an excessive workload with courses. In principle, they should be less, as
common sense dictates.

3.2. Fulfillment of qualitative requirements
The scientific specialty of the competition for the academic position of "associate

professor™ /microeconomics, macroeconomics: consumption and saving/ fully corresponds to
the candidate’s university education as an excellently prepared specialist in this field. D.
Damyanov has gained a nationally renowned reputation as a specialist and expert on
problems in this neuralgic subject and has accumulated a lot of knowledge. This is his role
and it will continue to unfold with achievements in theoretical and applied terms.

He has developed and published an author's approach to studying household
consumer spending in the national economy. He has clarified many aspects of their
dynamics, factor influences and internal structure at the macroeconomic level.

He has established himself as an evaluator and reviewer of publications in his field.
He has six reviews of articles in the journal Economic Alternatives /Scopus indexed/,
and he also has a review of an article in a Polish journal published by the Polish
Statistical Institute and the Polish Statistical Association.



- D. Damyanov is a member of the Bulgarian Macroeconomic Association and is an
active participant in its work; he has also contributed to the development of good
practices in the management and activities of the Erasmus program at the national
level. This activity is very broad, extensive and ensures the mobility of students,
lecturers and employees from the UNWE and other higher education institutions from
Bulgaria and other countries.

- He has done a two-month research mobility as a guest researcher at Novosibirsk State
University from the Russian Federation in 2014. He participates in research units at
the universities of Wallachia — Romania, G. Mendel University - Czech Republic,
University of Economics and Law - Ho Chi Minh City, Vietnam, Astana Financial
Academy - Kazakhstan, Bratislava University of Economics - Slovakia.

- He was a member of the organizing committee for the holding of nine student and
university scientific conferences in Sofia, Ravda, Thessaloniki, Vilnius and the
Department of Economics of the UNWE.

- He has participated in seven national, municipal or university scientific projects in the
period 2015 - 2022. which have been successfully implemented. He has also
participated in two international projects - "Management of municipal property in the
cities of Southeastern Europe” and "Functioning of local production systems in
conditions of economic crisis".

- Established lecturer for bachelors, masters and doctors in economics in English.

- There is no evident failure to meet any of the quality requirements.

4. Assessment of the teaching activity of the candidate

According to a Confirmation issued by the Human Resources Directorate of the
UNWE, Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Dimitar Damyanov has been working under an
employment contract since 06.01.2010 and currently has fifteen years of work experience. To
this we can add two years as a part-time assistant professor at the Department of Economics.

Another reference on academic employment shows that almost every year he has an
excessive workload with lectures and exercises, and in recent years in English. Over the
years, he has worked in several teams and gained experience from established and well-
known habilitation lecturers.

There are also objective circumstances for the high workload with courses for the
entire staff of the department. They arise from the sharp change in the composition of the
staff, from which several significant figures withdrew.

Overall and according to a complex criterion, in my personal opinion, he was
prepared for habilitation several years ago. His personal qualities also contribute to this. He is
organized, purposeful, erudite and responsive and has good communication skills. He likes
the profession of a university lecturer. Students and colleagues appreciate and respect him.

The assessment of the candidate's teaching and teaching activities is high in reference
to the quantitative and qualitative criteria for all regulated positions.



5. Characteristics of the submitted scientific works/publications

In the scientific works, presented for this competition, one major direction is clearly
outlined as the main research field. These are the theoretical-methodological and theoretical-
applied problems of the consumption and saving functions, addressed to the Bulgarian
market environment. They are studied with reliable tools and from the point of view of the
factual state of affairs. As a relative share, these are the predominant part of the publications
submitted for evaluation. Two monographs are dedicated to these problems, as well as the
topic of his dissertation. It is good that the publications have their own focus, and this should
be highly appreciated.

A significant share of the publications are of an applied nature and are related to
current and specific problems for Bulgaria. They seek a solution to unfavorable facts typical
of the Bulgarian economy, related to poverty, lack of experience or difficult change of the
status quo.

A third part of the author's work is methodological in nature and serves teaching. He
has sufficient experience in this regard and can contribute competently. The study guide is
useful and necessary in this regard. Among the publications selected for evaluation, there are
seven in English, and this is an important merit of the author.

In the documentation, D. Damyanov has also presented five citations of his works.
Obviously, they refer to his most important and qualitative works. They concern author's
chapters in collective monographs or articles and publications, referenced and indexed in
prestigious databases. For example: in Economic Studies, "Consumption and Savings", etc.
the author has five articles published in indexed in other international databases of scientific
information.

6. Assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicant

The most significant contributions of the candidate for associate professor are in the
study of consumption, saving and wealth of Bulgarian households. After a detailed study of
the achievements of Bulgarian and foreign authors, the applicability of the fundamental
theoretical statements in contemporary analysis and for Bulgarian social practice is
substantiated. The possibility of their adaptation to the specific conditions in our country is
clarified and the most important factors for the dynamics in both aspects of the behavior of
the private and public sectors are derived.

- A complex system of consumption and saving indicators relevant to the Bulgarian
economy has been developed, an econometric methodology for studying the factor
conditionality of saving has been tested, the short-term and ultra-short-term dynamics of
household consumption and saving in Bulgaria have been studied. The discrepancies between
the assumptions and preferences to the actual restrictions caused by low incomes, limited
access to borrowed funds, preferences for highly liquid assets have been substantiated, and
the limitations of information have been outlined.
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- The impact of demographic characteristics and processes, population aging,
negative natural growth, external migration, depopulation of certain areas on consumption, as
well as the large differences between incomes in the main economic centers and the
periphery, has been taken into account.

- The dynamics of labor productivity and wages for three EU countries — Bulgaria,
Slovakia and the Czech Republic — have been studied and a comparison between them has
been made. On this basis, conclusions have been drawn about the level of inflation processes.
The reasons and difficulties of Bulgaria in fulfilling the inflation criterion for membership in
the eurozone have been deduced.

- A comprehensive study of the production structure of the Bulgarian economy has
been conducted and its approximation to that of the eurozone has been assessed. A
comparison has also been made with other new EU member states.

- The author is a very active university lecturer. In this regard, he has contributed to
the development of higher education, to the introduction of new courses, to the development
of new curricula, and to his participation as a lecturer and trainer.

7. Critical notes and recommendations
I have no critical remarks to the candidate. He is a representative of the newer generation
of researchers, who have broader horizons compared to the older generation. Such are the
broader horizons ahead of Bulgaria within the EU.
I recommend that he make the most of these opportunities and continue working on the
persistent economic issues of consumption and saving.

8. Conclusion

We have a proven candidate for the academic position of Associate Professor at the
UNWE. According to the adopted rules and criteria, all conditions for a successful selection
are present. I recommend with deep conviction that the esteemed jury and the higher
authorities honor Dimitar Damyanov with this prestigious title, rank and position.
