1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Economics/Faculty
of General Economics of the UNWE, in accordance with Decision of the Academic Council
No. 4/26.06.2024. | participate in the scientific jury of the competition in accordance with
Order No. 2936/15.10.2024 of the Deputy Rector for Research and Development of the
UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Petar Illkov Peshev, Chief Assistant
Professor, PhD, at the UNWE. He received the Bachelor's degree in Macroeconomics in
2005 and the Master's degree in Macroeconomics in 2010 at the UNWE. In the period 2011-
2014, he was a doctoral student at the Department of Economics. He defended his
dissertation at the same department in 2014 and in 2015 was appointed as an assistant
professor at the Department of Economics at the UNWE, and in 2017 as a chief assistant
professor.

Petar Peshev also has significant practical experience in the field of investment
brokerage.

During his doctoral studies, Dr. Peshev was a BNB scholarship holder, as the winner
of a competition organized by the BNB in 2013.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position
3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The reference submitted by the candidate in relation to the national minimum
requirements and the internal rules of the UNWE shows that the total mandatory amount of
points required by the ZRASRB for participation in a competition for the academic position
of "Associate Professor” is available.

Among the mandatory conditions required of candidates for associate professor
according to the ZRASRB are: "To have acquired an educational and scientific degree
"doctor" or a scientific degree "doctor of sciences”. Chief Asst. Petar Peshev, PhD defended
a dissertation on the topic "Crediting the non-banking sector in Bulgaria" in 2014.



Regarding the requirement for a published monographic work - the candidate has
presented a habilitation thesis on the topic "Wealth in Bulgaria during the period 2000-2022,
UNWE, UNWE Publishing Complex, ISBN, 978-619-232-820-7.

The candidate covers the required points for the indicator groups "B" (100 points) and
exceeds the points for the indicator groups "D™ and "E", proving 477 (required 200) points
and 340 (required 50) points, respectively.

In total, under section | of the minimum national requirements, the candidate proves
967 points out of the required 400.

The candidate also meets the additional requirements for the UNWE according to the
Law on the National University of the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b, para. 5) (section II). In
group "G" the candidate proves 280 points (required 160); for group "H" the required 20
points are proven; for group "I" the points are 558 out of the required 40, i.e. 14 times more.
The overwhelming number of these points under this section come from citations, which is
evidence of the significance of the publications made by the candidate, some of which are in
Scopus.

To summarize: the participant in the competition for associate professor significantly
exceeds the required points in both sections - 2.4 times in section | (minimum national
requirements) and 3.8 times in section Il (UNWE requirements).

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

The "Map for the implementation of the qualitative requirements for holding the
academic position of "associate professor" at the UNWE" presented by the candidate shows
the presence of activities on all main qualitative indicators.

As a researcher and university lecturer, he demonstrates a constant striving to apply
innovative approaches and good practices of academic activity. It can be established that
Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Petar Peshev upholds the traditions of the UNWE and affirms
its positive reputation among the scientific community and the Bulgarian public. He has been
awarded as a lecturer in a joint program with a university from abroad.

| have not established any non-fulfillment of requirements in both sections of the
quantitative requirements, with some of them reporting performance significantly exceeding
the minimum threshold. It is striking that activity was also reported on indicators that are not
among the mandatory ones for "associate professor".

It is necessary to note that with Protocol No. 8 of 15.05.2024 The Habilitation
Council at the UNWE gives a positive opinion on the potential candidate in the competition
for the selection of "associate professor" Chief Assistant Professor Petar Peshev, PhD and
proposes to the Department of Economics and the Faculty Council of the "Faculty of General
Economics” to initiate the announcement of a competition for the academic position of
"associate professor” in the professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "Political
Economy (microeconomics, macroeconomics, wealth and inequality)™.

4. Assessment of teaching and learning activities for each candidate separately

One of the mandatory conditions required of candidates under the ZRASRB is that
they have held an academic position of "assistant”, "chief assistant”, or have been a lecturer,
including part-time, in a higher education institution or scientific organization for at least two
years. Chief Assistant Professor Petar Peshev, PhD, has been an assistant professor at the
UNWE since 2015 and has over a 9 year of teaching experience. Apparently, the candidate
fully meets the legal requirement for a minimum academic experience of two years. He
lectures at the Bachelor's Degree Program (in Bulgarian and English) and the Master's



Degree Program and leads seminars at the Bachelor's Degree Program in a number of
disciplines, including: "Microeconomics", "Macroeconomics”, "Fundamentals of Economic
Theory", "Macroeconomic Theory and Analyses”, "Microeconomic Theory"”, "Financial
Markets", "Monetary Policy"”, "Market Strategies and Policies”, "Technical Analysis", etc.
The disciplines taught in English are: "Macroeconomics™ (in the period 2017-2024) and
"Fundamentals of Economic Theory" (2020-2024) in the Bachelor's Degree Programme.

This information, obtained from the presented Official Note of the Directorate
"Academic Activities" at the UNWE (27.09.2024), is evidence of the serious teaching
experience gained by the candidate for the competition, Chief Assistant Professor Petar
Peshev, PhD.

In the quantitative requirements card, section Il, group "K" point 34 of the internal
requirements of the UNWE, 100 points are required for the teaching and learning activities,
while the candidate has achieved significantly more in total from teaching in Bulgarian and
English, namely 277 points.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications

In the competition for associate professor, Chief Assistant Professor Petar Peshev,
PhD, participated with 29 publications, including: 1 independent monograph, 8 chapters of
collective monographs, of which 2 are independent, 11 studies, of which 6 are independent, 8
articles and conference reports and 1 textbook on microeconomic theory in English. Seven of
the studies and articles have been published in journals indexed in Scopus.

The candidate has publications in the field of macroeconomics, microeconomics and
in the field of education.

The main areas of the candidate's research activity are focused on: wealth in Bulgaria,
inequality in wealth distribution, factors for wealth inequality, income inequality; the
macroeconomic and financial situation of Bulgaria; the problems of convergence of Bulgaria
and the CEE countries.

| confirm that Dr. Peshev's scientific output is on the topic of the competition and can
be highly appreciated.

Without belittling the results achieved in the publications indicated by the candidate, |
believe that the most important scientific and applied scientific results are in the publications
related to the analysis of wealth and its distribution in Bulgaria. Among them are:

1. The systematization of Bulgarian publications assessing wealth in our country,
through the prism of the relevant methodological assumptions and limitations;

2. The created methodology for assessing net wealth by using administrative
aggregated data on the components of wealth;

3. Use of a single-factor regression model for assessing wealth at the national level in
different sections;

4. The assessment of the distribution of wealth for individual components of wealth
using bank deposits and loans;

5. The assessment of the distribution in the ownership of residential properties by
capitalizing rental income;

6. Analysis of the main factors contributing to wealth inequality through a panel
regression analysis of the wealth concentration of 11 EU members from the CEE region.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied scientific contributions
of the candidates



| accept that the main scientific and applied scientific contributions of the candidate
are mostly in the field of wealth and its distribution in Bulgaria, a scientific problem, the
subject of which is the presented monographic work. This problem has also been studied in a
collective monograph, in studies, in articles and reports preceding the habilitation
monograph. From this point, without a detailed list, the main contributions can be
summarized as follows:

1. A systematization of the main publications dedicated to wealth inequality in the
world and Bulgarian literature has been carried out. In these publications, the methodology,
assumptions and limitations in the study of wealth, its measurement and its distribution have
been critically assessed.

2. A methodology has been created for the assessment of net wealth using official
aggregated data on the components of wealth. The assumed structure of wealth has been
derived and the value of the components of wealth has been estimated. This assessment has
been carried out at the national level, per person, incl. in constant prices in leva, in euro in
current prices, and also in purchasing power parity.

A methodology has been created for assessing the distribution of wealth in Bulgaria,
using two methods for assessing the distribution of wealth. The distribution of wealth for
certain components of wealth has been assessed using official data on the components of
wealth
