1. Information about the Selection Procedure
The selection procedure is announced from the Department of Economics in the General
Economics Faculty at UNWE, in accordance with Decision No. 4/26.06.2024 of the
Academic Council. I am participating as a member of the scientific jury, in accordance with
Order No. 2936/15.10.2024 issued by the Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the Candidates
There is one candidate in the competition - Assistant Professor Peter Ilkov Peshev, PhD
from the Department of Economics at the University of National and World Economy
(UNWE). Dr. Peshev completed his bachelor's degree in Economics with a specialization in
Macroeconomics at UNWE in 2005 and earned his master's degree in the same field in 2010.
Between 2011 and 2014, he was enrolled in a doctoral program in Economics at UNWE,
where he successfully defended his dissertation titled “Non-Bank Sector Lending in
Bulgaria”(doctoral diploma No. 171/23.10.2014). During his doctoral studies, he was
awarded a scholarship for doctoral students by the Bulgarian National Bank. Since 2015, the
candidate has held the position of Assistant Professor, in the Department of Economics at
UNWE. He has over 15 years of experience as an expert in financial markets in investment
company.

3. Fulfillment of the Requirements for the Academic Position

The candidate, Dr. Petar Peshev, has fulfilled all the quantitative requirements necessary to
qualify for the academic position of "Associate Professor" at UNWE. He has published
monograph titled "Wealth in Bulgaria during the Period 2000-2022," as well as sections
from collective works titled "Inequality in Wealth Distribution in Bulgaria during the Period
1990-2018" and "Analysis of the Macroeconomic and Financial Condition of Bulgaria in
2014, 2015, and 2016." Additionally, he is the author of 11 studies (four of which are single-
authored) and eight articles and reports. The publications primarily focus on the theoretical
aspects of wealth distribution and inequality in Bulgaria, empirical research in this field,
regional convergence, and the competitiveness of the Bulgarian economy.

As part of the quantitative requirements related to teaching activities, the candidate has
published a textbook in Microeconomics (in English) with practical examples. He has also
contributed to the development of three courses in Bachelor programs and two courses in the
Master program "Forex and Digital Financial Markets." Furthermore, he has participated in



four university projects, one national project, and two international projects.

The candidate also meets the qualitative requirements for the academic position of
"Associate Professor," as adopted by the Academic Council. Dr. Peshev is a member of the
national team for the international research infrastructure EUROMOD, established at UNWE
through a Framework Agreement between UNWE and the Joint Research Centre in Seville.
In 2023, he was among the nominees for Best Lecturer in the joint program by the
university's rectorate at Tianjin Foreign Studies University (TFSU).

4. Evaluation of Teaching Activities

Dr. Peshev has significant teaching experience, with over nine years of service at UNWE.
According to the official certificate, the candidate has taught seminars and lectures in twelve
different subjects at both the Bachelor's and Master's levels. Since 2017, his teaching
responsibilities have been exclusively focused on lectures. This, along with his involvement
in the development of curricula and his nomination for Best Lecturer by the rectorate of the
university in Tianjin, demonstrates his in-depth preparation and excellent teaching skills. He
has a high degree of readiness for the academic position of "Associate Professor".

5.Brief Description of the Publications

Dr. Petar Peshev has submitted for review in the competition one monograph, sections from
two collective books, eleven studies, and eight articles and reports. His main publications
focus on important issues, primarily related to wealth distribution, inequality, and economic
development in Bulgaria. The publications can be summarized in the following areas:

1. Evaluation of wealth in Bulgaria through the combination of data from various sources and
estimations of factor influences on the wealth.

2. Inequality in wealth distribution in Bulgaria and other countries in Central and Eastern
Europe.

3. Structural convergence of the Bulgarian economy with the Eurozone and the convergence
of Central and Eastern European countries economies with the Eurozone.

4. Non-bank financial sector, crediting and credit dynamics, and investments in Bulgaria.

6.Evaluation of the Main Scientific Achievements:

In my opinion, four main scientific and applied contributions can be identified in the
publications of Dr. Peter Peshev:

1. An innovative approach for estimating the wealth of the population in the Republic of
Bulgaria, which represents a significant contribution to Bulgarian economic science
and practice. Data from various sources have been effectively combined to estimate
the wealth.



2. The distribution and concentration of wealth in Bulgaria (both in general and across
different components) have been deeply explored. An innovative approach has been
proposed for estimating wealth distribution by combining two different methods.

3. Through the application of appropriate econometric models, factor influences on the
net wealth of households in Bulgaria have been explored in time series, and key
factors affecting wealth inequality in Central and Eastern European countries have
been identified.

4. The analysis of panel data has investigated beta- and sigma-convergence in
productivity and employment across economic sectors in selected Central and Eastern
European countries relative to the Eurozone, along with regional economic
convergence in Bulgaria.

The candidate's publications are all based on a solid scientific conceptual framework, and the
phenomena have been analyzed using appropriate methods, applied correctly. The content
and volumes of the works and their components are well-structured and balanced.

7. Comments and Recommendations

I have no significant critical remarks regarding the research and teaching activities of Dr.
Petar Peshev. However, I would like to recommend that the candidate continue his research
work in the future in the field of combining data from various sources in order to provide
more precise estimates of wealth and its concentration, both in general and by components.

8.Conclusion

The presented information and scientific research gives me reason to believe that Dr. Petar
Peshev meets all the legal requirements to be a successful candidate in the selection process
for Associate Professor position. With full confidence, I express a positive opinion and will
vote in favor of Petar Ilkov Peshev’s candidacy for the academic position of Associate
Professor in the professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "Political Economy
(Microeconomics, Macroeconomics, Wealth and Inequality)" at the University of National
and World Economy.
