1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Economics, Faculty
of General Economics of UNWE in accordance with Decision of the Academic Council No.
4/26.06.2024. | participate in the scientific jury of the competition according to Order No.
2936/15.10.2024. of the Vice-Rector for Research and Development of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

For the announced competition for the academic position of Associate Professor in
the scientific specialty Political Economy (Microeconomics, Macroeconomics, Wealth and
Inequality) has submitted documents and participated one candidate — Chief Assistant Dr.
Petar Ilkov Peshev from the Department of Economics of the Faculty of General Economics
at the UNWE.

The professional path of Dr. Petar Peshev in the academy is permanently connected
with the UNWE and in particular with the Department of Economics. In the period 2001-
2005 he studied for a bachelor's degree in Macroeconomics. After gaining practical
experience in the process of studying in the Bachelor degree and thereafter, Dr. Peshev
completed a master's degree in the period 2009-2010 in the same specialty. A natural
continuation of his scientific and applied searches is his subsequent training in the
Educational and Scientific Degree "Doctor" in the same professional field. The training in
doctoral studies took place in the period 2011-2014, and after a successful defense and
obtaining a doctoral degree, he was appointed as an assistant at the department where he
studied. Dr. Peshev's academic career started at the beginning of 2015 with the occupation of
the academic position of assistant, and subsequently after a successful competition, from the
end of 2017 until now he holds the academic position of chief assistant. In addition to purely
academic development, Dr. Peshev already has many years of practical experience in
business related to his academic development and improvement. In the period 2005-2007 he
worked as a dealer in international capital markets at Deltastock, and then since 2007 he has
consecutively held the positions of “expert in the field of financial markets” and "CEQO"
(from 2013 to the present) at "Up Trend" Ltd. Dr. Peshev has also received a number of
recognitions for his achievements both in academia and in business. He was a scholarship
holder of the Bulgarian National Bank in 2013 and won a prize with a scientific development



in a competition for doctoral research under the project "Training of PhD students
innovators, visionaries, target analysts and implementers - an investment with European
dimensions”. In the field of his business realization, he is a certified investment consultant
and broker of financial instruments at the Financial Supervision Commission. Dr. Peshev
participates as a member of the project teams in national and university research and business
projects, duly described in his CV and table for the fulfillment of the quantitative and
qualitative requirements of the UNWE for occupying academic positions. For nearly 10 years
of experience at the UNWE he has 22 scientific and applied publications in the entire
spectrum of the publication palette — monographs and chapters of collective monographs,
articles in journals indexed in world databases and those in secondary databases, reports of
scientific conferences in Bulgaria and abroad, as well as educational literature.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

From the attached documents it is established that the candidate Dr. Petar Peshev
meets the mandatory conditions under the LDASRB (Art. 24), the minimum national
requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3; as well as the additional requirements for the
UNWE under the LDASRB (Art. 15, para. 1 and respectively Art. 2b, para. 5) and the
RILDASRB (Art. 53, para. 3). The minimum threshold for occupying the academic position
of Associate Professor at the UNWE according to the "Quantitative Requirements for
Occupying Academic Positions” is 720 points. They are about 2.8 times higher than the
required minimum. | accept the table for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements of
Dr. Peshev as credible and reflective of his publication activity after acquiring the degree of
Doctor. | believe that he fulfills the national and university requirements for occupying the
position of Associate Professor.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity

Dr. Petar Peshev has ten years of teaching and research experience at the UNWE. If
we add to them the years of his doctoral studies, these years become even more. His high
level of preparation on a number of issues in the field of economics, finance, investments,
monetary inequality and excellent English language knowledge are grounds for him to
establish himself as an excellent lecturer, liked by both Bulgarian students and international
students of UNWE.

From the attached official notes, it is evident that the workload of the candidate for
the previous nine full academic years, from the academic year 2015/2016 (when he was



appointed to the academic position of Assistant Professor at the UNWE) to the winter
semester of the academic year 2023/2024 in Bachelor degree and Master degree in Bulgarian
language and English language is a total of 2550 hours of lecture hours. Of these, 458 hours
are lecture hours in English language.

The main disciplines in which Dr. Peshev conducts lectures and seminars are:
Microeconomics, Macroeconomic Theory, Financial Markets, Technical Analysis, Foreign
Exchange Trading Strategies, Monetary Strategies and Policies, Fundamentals of Economic
Theory.

In order to provide training in the above-mentioned disciplines, the applicant has
developed curricula in: Fundamentals of Economic Theory, Microeconomic Theory (in
Bulgarian language and English language), Stock Exchanges and Exchange Operations (in
Bulgarian language and English language), Financial Markets. The taught diverse, but at the
same time related economic and investment disciplines, the curricula prepared individually
and/or co-authored, give grounds to evaluate, that the candidate has the necessary qualities
and accumulated critical teaching experience to occupy the academic position of Associate
Professor at the UNWE.

5. Brief characteristics of the presented scientific papers/publications

Chief Assistant Dr. Petar Peshev participated in the competition with a total of 22
publications — 1 independent monograph; 3 collective monographs (where the candidate has
separate chapters); 7 scientific articles and studies (in indexed journals in Scopus and WoS);
4 articles and studies in journals indexed in secondary databases; one independent teaching
book; 6 reports at scientific conferences. The candidate's publications show his abilities for
both independent work and teamwork (some of the publications are co-authored). The
publications with which he participated in the competition have been presented at various
forums and have found publicity in various forms: monographs, educational literature,
studies, articles, conference reports. A good impression is that 1/3 of the publications are in
indexed journals in Scopus and WoS.

The main directions of his research activity are the following:

1. Wealth and inequality - both conceptual and applied issues of wealth and
inequality in the country and in the context of the country's membership in the EU are
examined. A total of 13 of the publications submitted to the competition can be directly or
indirectly related to this thematic area, including the main habilitation monograph,
participation with chapters in other monographs and articles in indexed journals with
scientific information in world databases.

2. Macroeconomics — another part of the publications examines the main
macroeconomic indicators, such as: credit dynamics, bank deposits, export-oriented
Bulgarian business, dependencies in the production of smaller EU member states, etc. — 6
publications.

3. Investments and innovations in education — this thematic area includes 3 (three)
of the publications presented in the competition. They are mainly co-authored and are related
to the participation of the candidate in the scientific team of scientific research.

Some of the presented publications fall into more than one of the research fields
outlined by me. In order to avoid their duplication and create the impression of a discrepancy
in the number of publications described in the opinion with that of those presented in the
competition, they are taken into account in the narrower scientific field.



It can be said that the majority of publications fall directly into the thematic area and
scientific field of the competition.

6. Synthesis of the main scientific and applied scientific contributions of the
candidates

The review of the submitted scientific publications shows that the candidate's
contributions are theoretical, practical and methodological in nature. It can be said that they
fully reflect the real results and achievements of Dr. Peshev's research and practical
activities. They enrich and supplement the specialized and educational literature in the
narrower and broader thematic scientific field of the announced competition for "Associate
Professor”.

Their systematization can be done in the following direction:

Scientific — they refer to the study, systematization and critical analysis of the main
existing statements, views and concepts in the field of wealth and inequality in general and in
Bulgaria in particular.

Scientific and applied - they refer to the enrichment and supplementation of the
educational literature related to Macroeconomic Theory, including in English.
Methodological schemes for estimating net wealth by using official (administrative)
aggregate data on the components of wealth have been developed or adapted.

Practical and applied — such is the nature of research based on a critical analysis of
the problems related to the derivation of the supposed structure of wealth; the assessment of
the value of the components of wealth that are used to calculate it, etc.

7. Key Critical Notes and Recommendations
I have no specific critical remarks on the publications submitted in the competition.
As a reviewer of some publications, | have had the opportunity to address my comments and
recommendations to the author in the process of their development and before their actual
publication. Dr. Peshev conscientiously and in accordance with his scientific views has taken
into account them.
