3. Evaluation of the Candidate's Teaching Activity

As a lecturer responsible for courses in Microeconomics and Macroeconomics, | have
had the opportunity to work with Petar Peshev during his tenure as a Senior Assistant and
later as a Doctor of Economics. He was part of teams with other habilitated faculty
members, from whom he also gained valuable experience and insights in teaching and
research work. My personal impression of him is exceptionally high, reflecting a
comprehensive assessment of his qualities as a university lecturer at UNWE.

At UNWE, the standards for being considered a good lecturer have always been
stringent, and Peshev has consistently met and exceeded these standards. During his
evaluations, both in terms of his work performance and personal qualities, he received very
high marks from me, as well as during discussions within the department.

Several years ago, the prevailing opinion in the department and the broader academic
community was that Peshev was nearly ready for a competition and habilitation. Now, with
his habilitation work published and reviewed during two departmental discussions, along
with other highly regarded contributions, he has significantly exceeded the requirements
outlined by the Habilitation Council.

His study approaches wealth from
multiple angles—status, dynamics, structure, and prospects—showcasing his expertise as a
well-prepared economist. Notably, wealth, particularly economic wealth in Bulgaria, remains
an insufficiently studied topic.

A significant portion of the author's publications is dedicated to the functioning of
financial and international capital markets, asset management, company valuation, and
related subjects.

A third group of publications addresses applied microeconomics, applied
international economics, economic growth, applied econometrics, and human capital.

The most important scientific and applied research results are pragmatically oriented
toward addressing the status quo of significant inequality and uneven wealth distribution in
Bulgaria. These issues hinder the country's ability to achieve the EU's average socio-
economic indicators in the foreseeable future.



5. Synthesized Evaluation of the Candidate's Key Scientific and Applied
Contributions

- The author’s most significant contribution is the extensive research on wealth and
its uneven distribution in Bulgaria. This has been realized through numerous publications
over the years, demonstrating consistent scientific interest and dedication to the topic.

- One of the major aspects of the contribution is the empirical evidence revealing
that inequality and polarization hinder economic dynamics. This is particularly relevant for
Bulgaria, which has one of the highest income inequality rates in the EU.

- Unlike studies rooted in syndical or sociological perspectives, the author
approaches the issue of inequality through the lens of comprehensive macroeconomic
analysis. This methodological distinction enriches the understanding of the problem and its
broader implications.

- Scientific and applied contributions are also in the field of possible policies,
resulting from the analysis of the facts about our country during the research period. These
include: Introduction of progressive taxation on wealth sources.; Imposition of windfall taxes
on extraordinary profits in specific sectors.; Income policies targeting the economically
disadvantaged half of the population.; Subjecting monopolistic industries to a differentiated
taxation regime.; Reducing the informal economy through measures like economic
digitization.; Enhancing education systems in all forms.; Overall improvement of policies to
ensure a more equitable economic landscape.

6. Main critical remarks and recommendations to the candidate.
