9. Information about the Competition

The competition was announced to meet the needs of the Department of Economics at the
Faculty of General Economics of the University of National and World Economy (UNWE), in
accordance with Decision No. 4/26.06.2024 of the Academic Council and published in the State
Gazette, Issue 69 of 16.08.2024.

The review has been prepared on the basis of Order No. 2936 dated 15.10.2024, issued by
the Vice-Rector for Research at UNWE, for the appointment of the members of the scientific
jury, and Protocol No. 77 dated 24.10.2024 from the first meeting of the jury members.

10. Information about the Candidate

Chief (Senior) Assistant Professor Petar Ilkov Peshev was born on October 17, 1981, in

Varna, Bulgaria.

He completed his secondary education at the Private Trade High School in Varna, where he
studied from 1995 to 2000.

During the period 2000-2005, he studied at the University of National and World Economy
(UNWE), specializing in Microeconomics, Advanced Microeconomics, and Macroeconomics,
obtaining a Bachelor's degree in Macroeconomics. In 2010, he graduated with a Master's degree
in Economics from UNWE, specializing in Applied Macro- and Microeconomics, Financial

Markets, Economic Growth, Applied Econometrics, and Human Capital.
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From 2011 to 2014, he was a full-time doctoral student and earned the educational and

scientific degree Doctor of Economics.

Since 2007, Assistant Professor Petar Peshev has been working in the field of international
capital markets at the investment intermediary "Up Trend" LLC, regulated by the Financial

Supervision Commission.
He is fluent in English and proficient in working with complex software applications.

Chief (Senior) Assistant Professor Petar Peshev is a recipient of a scholarship from the
Bulgarian National Bank (BNB) and won a doctoral scholarship competition initiated by BNB
in 2013 with the publication "Factors of Credit Dynamics Outside the Eurozone”, which was

awarded first prize.

He holds certifications as an Investment Consultant and Financial Instruments Broker,

issued by the Financial Supervision Commission.

11. Fulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position “Associate
professor”

The observation and evaluation of the quantitative requirements for the academic position
of "Associate Professor" have been conducted based on the document submitted by Chief
(Senior) Assistant Professor Peshev, which includes a comprehensive requirements map
demonstrating compliance with the overall criteria for the position. These criteria take into
account both the requirements of the National Centre for Information and Documentation
(NACID) and the expanded requirements set by UNWE.

The submitted requirements map indicates full compliance and a significant exceeding of
the minimum requirements for the position of "Associate Professor" by Assistant Professor

Peshev.

The dissertation titled "Lending to the Non-Banking Sector in Bulgaria" is evaluated at 50

points under Group A.

In Group B, the habilitation thesis "Wealth in Bulgaria for the Period 2000-2022" is

presented, earning 100 points.

Group G, Section 4, also meets NACID's criteria, including a published monograph that is

not the primary habilitation work (100 points) and articles and conference papers (Group G,
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Section 7). These include three individual articles and others co-authored, published in non-

refereed journals with scientific review (46 points).

In Group G, Section 8, significant importance is placed on studies published in scientific
journals that are refereed and indexed in globally recognized databases. Among these, four are
individual studies published in English. The combined score for individual and collective

studies in this group is 230 points.
In Group G, Section 9, studies published in non-refereed journals account for 42 points.

In Group G, Section 10, which includes chapters in collective monographs, the total score

is 59 points.

The quantitative assessment of publications in Group G demonstrates the candidate's
substantial focus on research activities, with a total of 477 points, significantly exceeding the
minimum requirement of 200 points set by NACID. Additionally, the elevated criteria of
UNWE are fully met.

The number of citations also meets NACID requirements, with citations carefully
categorized into sections:-Citations in referenced and indexed scientific journals (Group D,
Section 11); and Citations in non-refereed journals with scientific review (Group D, Section
13).

In Group D, Section 11, there are 19 citations, all meticulously listed with their
corresponding sources. Notably, all these citations are indexed in Scopus, featured in

publications by prominent economists, and are in English.
In Group D, Section 13, the citations amount to a score of 55 points.

The total amount of the fulfilment of the quantitative criteria is 967 points against 400 points
of the minimum requirements of the Ministry of Education and Science. This reveals a twice
higher exceeding of the fulfilment of the criteria of the National Centre for Scientific Research
and Education and the Ministry of Education, and with the additional criteria of the UNWE the
level is even higher Chief(Senior) Asst. Peshev fully and comprehensively fulfils the expanded

format of quantitative indicators of the UNWE.

The scientific activity of Asst. Peshev can be judged by his active participation in 3 projects
financed with funds for the research activities of the UNWE, 2 international projects and one
national, which accumulates 85 points.
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The fulfilment of the qualitative requirements will be thoroughly revealed in the
characteristics of the submitted scientific publications. It can be emphasized that all
publications are in accordance with the requirements of the competition, are dedicated to
extremely topical problems and outline new knowledge in an area insufficiently affected by the

scientific space.
12. Evaluation of Teaching Activities

Assistant Professor Peshev has held the position of Senior Assistant Professor for 6 years,
9 months, and 21 days, out of a total of 9 years and 8 months at the University of National and

World Economy (UNWE), at the Department of Economics, Faculty of General Economics.

The courses he has taught include: ,,Microeconomics*, ,,Macroeconomics®, ,,Principles of
Economics*, ,,Macroeconomic theory and analysis®, ,,Financial markets*, ,, Applied financial
markets®, ,,Technical analysis-second level, ,, Technology of FOREX trading and Technical
analysis introduction®, ,,Monetary policy*, ,,FOREX trading strategies*, ,,Market strategies and

policies*®.

In the requirements map for Meeting Quantitative Requirements, the candidate provides the
following information regarding teaching activities: Lectures in Bulgarian for undergraduate
(Bachelor) and graduate (Master) programs:1,588 hours for Bachelor programs. And 1,657
hours for Master programs. Seminars in Bulgarian: 1,008 hours /divided by two/, lectures in
English for undergraduate (Bachelor) and graduate (Master) programs: 456 hours (Group K,
Section 34).

The candidate has also developed curricula for the following courses: "Principles of
Economics" ; Microeconomic Theory"; "Microeconomic Theory" (in English); "Exchanges and

Exchange Operations.".

13. General Characteristics of the Submitted Scientific Publications

13.1. Main areas of research

The publications of Chief (Senior) Asst. Peshev are dedicated to problems that have not
been explored in the economic literature so far and can be systematized in several main areas -
research of wealth and inequality with theoretical and empirical dimensions /in Bulgaria, in the
countries of Central and Eastern Europe, in an international aspect/, macroeconomic and
financial situation of Bulgaria, microeconomic problems, convergence and regional problems,

financial problems / financial wealth and dynamics of bank deposits.

The indicated thematic areas are an argument for the extremely wide scope of
knowledge of Senior Asst. Peshev on problems of exceptional importance for Bulgaria as a

member of the European Union.
13.2. Scientific and/or scientific-applied results

The monograph identifies the main factors that have a key impact on wealth formation.
/ p.164/ An in-depth analysis of net wealth in Bulgaria has been carried out through two
independent approaches to individual components. / p. 165/ The distribution and concentration
of net wealth in Bulgaria and EU countries have been studied in depth. / 124-157 p.

13.3.  Assessment of monographs

The monographic work of Senior Assoc. Prof. Peshev "Wealth in Bulgaria during the
period 2000-2022" is distinguished by a high degree of relevance in the contemporary dynamic
conditions both in the EU and in Bulgaria. The issue, the focus of the monograph, is completely
innovative in the research field, because it is poorly represented in the economic literature,
which is evident from the literature review, in which /94.7% /literature in English prevails, with
8 publications in Bulgarian being noted. The implementation of the research tasks is further

challanged by the lack of adequate statistical information.

The two arguments are sufficient to outline the great importance of such a study for both

economic theory and business practice.

A topic in the indicated scientific direction is extremely complex to develop due to the need
for a high degree of scientific competence and practical expertise in various theoretical areas
such as Macroeconomics, Microeconomics, Statistics, Mathematical Modeling, Econometrics,
Finance, etc. Only a high level of knowledge of theoretical concepts and approaches would
allow such an ambitious goal of an author to become a reality, which has been achieved in this

case.

The object of research in the monograph is net wealth in Bulgaria for the period 2000-2020.
The author proposes an author's definition / p.12/, on the basis of which he forms a system of

indicators for its measurement.

Six working hypotheses have been very skilfully identified, which have been tested and
their official confirmation is presented in the conclusion. / p.167-170/
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Theories of wealth are in focus, correlated with utility / p.16/, consumption / p.20/,

concentration / p.37/, economic policy / p.56/

Based on the author's methodology, an assessment of wealth in Bulgaria with different

dimensions has been made - elements of wealth / p.74/, relationship with GDP / p.95/

The distribution and concentration of wealth are also in the focus of the study / p.119-137/
- bank deposits and loans / p.121-123/, rental income / p.125-127/, etc.

14. Evaluation of Scientific Contributions

In the Overview of Original Scientific Contributions, Assistant Professor Peshev formulates
a total of 18 contributions—10 derived from the monographic work and 8 from publications

outside the monograph.

- The scientific contributions in the monograph are indisputable. Each hypothesis tested (out
of a total of six hypotheses, formulated in the introduction of the monograph, p. 13) is the
result of a lengthy process of accumulating primary data, selecting appropriate
methodologies, determining the type of analysis (e.g., regression or others), selecting
coefficients (e.g., Gini or others), employing economic models, quintile, decile, and
cumulative distributions, conducting in-depth econometric calculations, analysing the
results, and drawing conclusions. In this sense, all generalizations in the conclusion and
confirmed hypotheses are based on reliable data (pp. 163-170).

- Avery high evaluation is given to the author's approach of analysing indicators in multiple
units of measurement (e.g., net wealth calculated in Bulgarian levs, euros, and PPP—
Purchasing Power Standard, pp. 86-88). Another form of distribution involves net wealth
categorized as real, per adult, or per capita (pp. 90-93). This comprehensive approach
ensures that the scientific results are reliable, objective, accessible, and unique.

- A scientific contribution can be recognized in the fact that each proposed thesis has been
rigorously tested using a high-quality econometric approach, based on genuinely
accumulated primary data from diverse sources.

- Another significant scientific contribution is the analysis of economic categories over a 20-
year period. For example, the components of net wealth have been observed and evaluated
as percentages for the period 2000 to 2020 (p. 93).

- High recognition is given to the author's independent calculations based on official data
from the Bulgarian National Bank (BNB). For example, on page 122, the author
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independently conducts a successful assessment of the concentration of household bank
loans (p. 122).

Based on data from the National Revenue Agency (NRA), Assistant Professor Peshev
presents a scale constructed by him for the distribution of rental income ranging from less
than 3000 BGN to over 250000 BGN (p. 133), as well as declared income from sales (p.
135). The current data are also presented in tabular form for the years 2020, 2021, and 2022
(pp. 141-144).

Using data from the Ministry of Agriculture, calculations are made for the distribution of
agricultural properties across specific hierarchical levels (p. 148).

The contributions formulated in the monograph align with its content and are beyond
question, underscoring the depth and rigor of the research.

The scientific contributions in publications beyond the monograph are also recognized:
Contribution 11 is not merely about developing a Microeconomic Theory Guide in English
but lies in the systematic presentation of a complex area of microeconomics. It formulates
cases, and each case is thoroughly elaborated with detailed calculations and formulas,
making it a valuable tool for students.

Contribution 13 holds practical significance as it provides specific recommendations to
minority shareholders, emphasizing their familiarization with electronic trading platforms.
In the Appendix, data on the distribution of net wealth in European countries (pp. 190-194)

are presented, further enhancing the positive evaluation of the candidate's work.

15. Remarks and Recommendations

All publications by Chief (Senior) Assistant Professor Peshev are distinguished by their

depth and high scientific value. Notably, each publication contains a theoretical section and an

empirical section with independent calculations and measurements employing various

econometric methods and approaches.

The author independently identifies 18 scientific contributions, organized into two

groups—those in the main monographic work and, respectively, those in publications other than

the monograph.

The author independently identifies 18 scientific contributions, organized into two groups—

those in the main monographic work and, respectively, those in publications other than the

monograph. For instance, theoretical contributions 1, 2, 3, and 4 can be combined, as they

encompass the systematization of concepts and approaches applicable to analyzing wealth.
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Similarly, theoretical contributions 8, 9, and 10 could be grouped, as they examine the structural

components of wealth and its distribution.

The same applies to the conclusions directed at evaluating inequality, such as 16, 17, and
18. These focus on investigating the primary factors leading to increasing wealth inequality and
uncover disparities in the distribution of bank deposits and financial wealth over the long term.

Contribution 10, which highlights the study of wealth in EU countries, particularly in
Central and Eastern Europe, and presents a comparative analysis with Bulgaria, is confirmed.

This contribution is of great significance but could be reformulated at the author's discretion.

Unfortunately, Assistant Professor Peshev has not explicitly formulated contributions with
applied significance, though they clearly stand out in both the monograph and other
publications.

According to the reviewer, the author's methodology has considerable applied significance
and can serve as a basis for future research on the topic by academics, doctoral students, and
students, as well as by institutions such as the National Statistical Institute (NSI), the Bulgarian
National Bank (BNB), and the Bulgarian Stock Exchange (BSE).

Moreover, the author’s in-depth recommendations for improving Bulgaria's tax system and

the operation of electronic trading platforms for stock markets also hold practical significance.
16. Conclusion

The abovementioned demonstrates full compliance with the requirements for the
development of the academic staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, as well as the regulations for its
application regarding the minimum national requirements for obtaining the educational and

scientific degree "Doctor" and the additional elevated requirements of UNWE.

What distinguishes Chief (Senior) Assistant Professor Peshev as a candidate in the
announced competition is not only his high theoretical preparation as an academic staff
member, with specific emphasis on his knowledge in econometrics—which serves as a dividend
for his career path as a researcher—but also his responsible fulfilment of teaching tasks at
UNWE in core disciplines, some of which are exclusively taught at UNWE, along with his

high-quality expertise in practice.

As a candidate in the announced competition, Chief (Senior) Assistant Professor Peshev

fully meets all administrative requirements for the position of "Associate Professor," applied to
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professional field 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty "Political Economy (Microeconomics,

Macroeconomics, Wealth, and Inequality)" And | give a positive assessment.
At the second meeting of the scientific jury, | will cast a positive vote.

Based on all this, | propose to the esteemed members of the scientific jury that Chief
(Senior) Assistant Professor Dr. Petar Peshev be awarded the academic position of "Associate

Professor” in the competition announced by UNWE.
