The monograph examines the formation, development, and main activities of the first state
Ottoman credit institution in the Balkans, known as the “public benefit” funds. It contextualizes
their emergence within the Ottoman reform period (the Tanzimat), highlighting the
contributions of the prominent Ottoman official and reformer, Midhat Pasha. The book provides
a detailed analysis of the institutions' capital, loan mechanisms, and the participation of
Bulgarians in their operations. Additionally, it includes a comprehensive list of individuals
involved in the administration and activities of these funds, encompassing both Bulgarian and
Turkish participants.

The monograph is based on an extensive collection of published and unpublished Ottoman
documents, as well as a wealth of materials from the Bulgarian Revival press and the memoirs
of contemporary Bulgarians.

The monograph draws extensively on Ottoman-language registers documenting the
activities of the “public benefit” funds (1865-1878), presenting an impressive proportion of
these sources. Additionally, ten volumes of the so-called salnames for the Danube Vilayet were
consulted in various Turkish electronic libraries. Inventories of inheritance from gadi court
records (sicils) — including those from Dobrich (R 44, R 45), Ruse (R 28, R 32, R 30, R 33, R
34, R 31), and Vidin (S 343) — housed in the National Library of St. Cyril and Methodius, were
utilized for reconstructing agricultural inventory prices. Materials from the Ottoman Archives
of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Turkey (BBOA, | DH 533/36970, 1-4) further
enriched the study.

Most of the archival materials used in this research are previously unknown to Bulgarian
economists and historians, apart from a few Ottomanists specializing in 19"-century studies.
This reliance on a substantial amount of unexplored archival data represents one of the key
contributions of the monograph, enabling a more comprehensive reconstruction of the history
of the “public benefit” funds.

The monograph presents information from the sources in 39 tables within the main text and
an additional 77 tables in the appendices.

The study employs a methodological approach that moves from the general to the specific,
or from macro- to micro-economic and history. It begins with a broad overview of the Ottoman
Empire's economy, then narrows its focus to the Danube Vilayet, the Dobrich kaza, and finally
to two villages within this administrative unit — Piri Fakh (modern-day Ravnets, General
Toshevo) and Eli Bey (modern-day Pchelarovo, General Toshevo). This progression aims to
make the “small” stories more vivid and tangible, bringing the realities of the period closer to
the reader, which is a key goal of any economic and historical research.

To further assess the true impact of the “public benefit” funds and their credit systems —
determining how significant and practical they were — the study returns to the larger picture at
its conclusion. It examines agricultural inventory prices using data from Ruse and Dobrich,
alongside the income levels of the agricultural population in the Danube Vilayet, providing a
comprehensive context for evaluating these institutions.

The monograph follows a standard structure, comprising an introduction, three chapters,
and a conclusion. The first chapter serves as an extended introduction to the topic, offering a
brief overview of the main features of the Ottoman economy, particularly its agricultural sector.
It also discusses ideas presented in both the Bulgarian and Ottoman press regarding agriculture
and government policies aimed at its intensified development. Special attention is given to
credit and credit institutions within the Ottoman Empire.

This chapter also provides a broader characterization of the Danube Vilayet, including its
administrative, demographic, and economic aspects. Additionally, it presents the
historiographical and source-based framework for the study. This is because much of the
sources and specific research related to the “public benefit” funds are directly relevant to the
subsequent two chapters.



The second chapter focuses specifically on the “public benefit” funds, examining their
establishment, operation, and capital. Regarding the year of their inception, the study does not
present new findings, instead reaffirming conclusions previously reached by other researchers.
However, the sections addressing the treasuries' functioning, capital, and their direct
management and administration are based on newly uncovered sources. These provide a much
richer and more detailed perspective than what was previously known.

The third part of the study focuses on the Dobrich fund and the loans provided to the
inhabitants of two villages under the jurisdiction of the Dobrich kaza. The data presented in this
section are drawn either from previously unpublished sources or from published sources that
have been statistically processed. Additionally, a significant amount of new information is
incorporated in the analysis of prices, credit, and income, which is included in the appendix to
this chapter.

The study concludes with a summary, an appendix, photographs of the documents used, and
a bibliography.

It is important to clarify that the monograph focuses solely on the “public benefit” funds
located within the Danube Vilayet. While similar credit institutions were established in other
Ottoman vilayets and regions of the Ottoman Empire, they are not addressed in this study. The
goal is to provide as comprehensive and detailed an analysis as possible for a smaller, specific
area.

The publication provides a complete translation of two registers of the jizya tax,
documenting the taxpayers from the Vidin region in the 1720s. The first register dates to
1721/22, while the second is an immediate (chronological) inventory created in 1723/24. The
book offers a comparative analysis of the data from both registers. For the reader's convenience,
some of the information — such as the number of taxpayers, the settlement network, and other
relevant details — is presented in four tables.

The edition is structured into four parts: an introduction, a translation of the inventories
of the jizya taxpayers from the Vidin region in the 1720s, a glossary, and an index of
geographical names.

The Ottoman tax system is described in detail at the beginning. The key components on
which Ottoman tax policy, and by extension, the finances of the Ottoman state, were based are
outlined. First, these include the tax “deductions” granted to the spahis and representatives of
the higher Ottoman administration. Second, there are the various avariz, or extraordinary taxes,
levied for the benefit of the treasury in exceptional circumstances. However, these taxes
gradually became regular and, by the 17" and 18" centuries, played a significant role in shaping
the Ottoman tax system. By the end of the 17" century and throughout the 18" century, local
taxes emerged as a third major component. These taxes were levied by regional administrations
in the Ottoman provinces to cover the expenses of various local authorities.

Undoubtedly, the primary source of Ottoman tax revenues throughout most of Ottoman
rule in the Balkans, and particularly in the Bulgarian lands, was the poll tax levied on non-
Muslim subjects of the empire — the jizya. This tax, often referred to as haraj (harac) by the
Ottomans, especially in the 16™ century, was one of the “most Islamic” taxes collected in the
Ottoman state. Regulated by Shari‘a law, it had been collected in medieval Islamic states,
though the practices prescribed by law often reflected local traditions and specificities. In the
Ottoman state, the jizya was levied on non-Muslim subjects from the beginning of Ottoman rule
until 1856, when it was replaced by a military levy. It should be noted that the collection of this
tax did not follow a uniform process over time. Initially, the jizya was collected based on the
hane, a term whose numerical value is not unambiguously defined in historiography. In 1691,
an administrative reform to the tax system replaced the collective collection of the jizya with
an individual one, and all adult non-Muslim males (usually aged 15 to 75) began to be taxed
individually, categorized into three wealth groups: the rich or higher category (a'la), the middle
category (evsat), and the poor or lower category (edna).

The introduction again outlines the process of registering the tax collection. The first
stage began when the jizya accounting department decided that the tax documents should be
renewed. The next step involved preparing the “initial list”, where the gadi recorded all the
names organized by settlement — this form the detailed jizya registers (mufassal). The third
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stage took place in the capital, Istanbul, where summary (icmal) deffters were prepared based
on the mufassals. These deffters recorded the names of the settlements and the number of payers
in each. The fourth stage involved preparing registers called jizya muhasebesi, where
settlements were grouped by kazas and vilayets, and the total tax to be collected from each
administrative unit was recorded. The amounts to be deducted, for example, for salaries or other
purposes, were also noted. Finally, an overall erkam defteri was drawn up, listing the global
amount for each district. These registers covered the entire empire, marking the fifth and final
stage in the creation of the jizya registers.

A review of the historical writings of Bulgarian scholars on this type of register is also
provided. It is emphasized that few documents written by the Ottoman administration have
attracted the attention of Bulgarian historians as much as the registers prepared during the
collection of the tax. These sources have been inventoried and published, with the inventory
compiled by Ottomanists working in the Oriental Department of the National Library of
Bulgaria and the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences being particularly valuable. The jizya
registers, along with other documents related to the administration and collection of the tax, are
also published in the “Sources for Bulgarian History” series. In 2001, Volume VIII of the
Turkish Sources for Bulgarian History (TIBI), which focuses on documents related to the
collection of the jizya tax, was published as an edition by the General Directorate of Archives.

At the end of the introduction, the principles guiding the publication and the
characteristics of the published documents are outlined.

The following is the publication of a complete translation of the deffters, which, with
their rich and varied information, further enrich the previously known name stock of the
population that inhabited the Bulgarian lands during the century in question. They list the names
of a total of 9, 518 jizya taxpayers in the first registration and 8, 990 payers in the second. These
deffters provide invaluable information about the name stock of the Christian and Jewish
populations in Vidin and the Vidin region.

In addition, the deffters provide valuable data on the settlement network in the region
and shed light on various aspects of Ottoman tax practices, including the method of grouping
payers according to their ability to pay, among other details. In this regard, the inventories are
useful to historians, whether Bulgarian or Ottoman, who are interested in the history of the
Bulgarian lands or the Balkan Peninsula as a whole, as well as to economists, local historians,
linguists, demographers, and others.

At the end of the edition, as noted, a glossary of terms and an index of geographical
names have been included.

The textbook contains selected materials that chronologically cover the period from
1854 to the end of 1876. This period was marked by rapid economic development in the
Bulgarian lands, accompanied by Europeanization at almost every level — new economic and
political ideas, the emergence of modern European and secular justice, the establishment of
joint-stock companies, credit institutions, and financial systems. The focus of the textbook,
which will be valuable to students studying “Economic History” at the University of National
and World Economy (UNWE), is specifically on the financial aspect. Priority is given to
materials with significant informational value, particularly in credit history. For example, it
examines the regulatory framework of the “public benefit” funds established by Midhat Pasha
in 1863/64, as well as other initiatives to create credit institutions, both in Istanbul and in
Bulgaria.

The materials related to private usury are also of interest. In this case, the focus is on the
usury problem in Dobrudja during the 1860° and 1870°. Both perspectives are presented — those
of the indebted agricultural producers and the lenders. | believe that presenting, through
authentic sources, a problem from at least two viewpoints, particularly from those directly
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involved, is beneficial for developing critical yet objective thinking among students.
Particularly engaging for students of the discipline will be the publications related to the
issuance of paper money (kayme) and government bonds (esham) by the Ottoman government.
These materials provide a wealth of information that can be summarized, analyzed, and
discussed during seminar classes. For instance, they illustrate how these financial instruments
were used to alleviate budget deficits.

In terms of the transmission of materials, a strictly defined archival methodology is
followed. As a rule, the materials are introduced by their designation — whether they represent
“correspondence”, an official issue from the Ottoman authorities, an “order” (ferman), or an
official normative document such as a “law”, “instruction”, etc. The author’s analytical
materials, particularly those of Bulgarian newspaper publishers, are especially valuable. They
offer original reflections on specific economic topics or issues and are crucial for studying the
history of economic theory. These texts are written in an outdated language that can be difficult
for modern readers to understand. As a result, the language has been somewhat modernized,
without compromising the quality of the transmitted information, opinions, and ideas. The
textbook strives to balance authenticity with greater accessibility for comprehension.

The article examines property trends among the urban population of three “Ottoman” towns
— Sofia, Ruse, and Vidin — during the period from the late 17" to the early 19" centuries. The
main source for the study is the kadi registers, which provide over 5,000 inheritance inventories.
These documents shed significant light on the property status of the urban population during
the period in question. The strengths and weaknesses of this type of source are discussed, and
the initial findings are statistically summarized in numerous tables and figures. A key result of
the research is the clear tendency for the citizens to accumulate wealth over time, with notable
differences in property status: men had better property holdings than women, the askeri
(Ottoman rulers) had more wealth than the productive population (rayah), and Muslims were
generally wealthier than Christians.

The aim of this paper is to provide a historiographical review and analysis of the major
works published by Bulgarian scholars on the topic of money and prices in the Ottoman Balkans
during the 18™ and 19™ centuries. This period is crucial, both in a broader European and
Ottoman context, as well as from a Balkan and Bulgarian perspective. We employ a
chronological approach and have divided the study into two periods: 1878-1989 (the era of the
Third Bulgarian Kingdom and the subsequent communist regime) and from 1990 to the present
(the period following the democratic changes). The reviewed studies are categorized into two
main groups: (i) historical studies on money and prices, and (ii) numismatic studies. We have
prioritized smaller publications, as they are less known to both Bulgarian and foreign
researchers. In general, larger studies on the region’s monetary history are well-known to
scholars in the field.

The article presents a comparative analysis of land property status in the Ottoman Empire
(from 1839 to 1878) and in Bulgaria after its Liberation (1879-1912). The findings reveal
significant discrepancies. In the Ottoman Empire, land property (rakaba) ideally belongs to the
state, but in practice, the immediate agricultural producer is regarded as the full-right owner
and landlord, in line with the traditional understanding of private property law. Landowners'
rights are protected through a formal procedure for issuing land ownership documents, and a
cadastre is introduced in the 1860s. Social tensions regarding land ownership are virtually
nonexistent, as the state successfully manages and protects land rights. In contrast, in the
Principality of Bulgaria, although the newly introduced Constitution guarantees private land
ownership, the state administration fails to effectively ensure its protection. As a result, there is
significant evidence of infringements and insecurity surrounding land ownership.

This paper aims to present the financial information published in the Tsarigradski
Newspaper, which ran for about fifteen years. Hundreds of weekly issues, containing an
extraordinary volume of materials dedicated to finance — such as tables, reports, analyses, and
orders from the Ottoman government — have been reviewed. The article does not claim to be
exhaustive, as it is not possible to present all the materials due to their sheer volume.
Additionally, cliometric data derived from the newspaper will not be included. Instead, we
adopt a thematic approach and focus on a few selected materials. These include information
on the determination of coin and paper money values, the formation of prices, and details on
credit institutions, among others. We hope this article will encourage greater interest in the
digital editions of Bulgarian newspapers, which we inherit from the Revival period. These
newspapers are a valuable source for historical research and are fully accessible online via the
website of the National Library “St. St. Cyril and Methodius™.

The paper provides an overview of the credit institutions that operated during the Bulgarian
Revival period. It explores the moral norms surrounding interest and usury, which were shaped
by religious worldviews. Credit institutions are categorized by religion — Islamic and Orthodox.
The paper describes the Ottoman state credit institutions, including the “public benefit” funds
and orphan funds. Special attention is given to the well-known Ottoman cash waqfs, which also
played a significant role in the Bulgarian lands. Orthodox credit institutions are also analyzed,
including municipal funds and funds associated with school and church boards. The paper
places particular emphasis on private credit institutions, which were established by Bulgarians
after the 1840° and are considered the beginning of banking in the Bulgarian lands.

The paper aims to present the information in the Bulgarian National Revival Press regarding
the economic crisis of 1875, a topic that has been largely overlooked by Bulgarian scholars.
Hundreds of issues of Revival newspapers were reviewed, containing numerous reports,
executive orders from the Ottoman authorities, analyses, and other relevant materials. While
the article cannot be exhaustive due to the sheer volume of sources, it highlights key thematic
groups. These include the famine in Asia Minor in 1874, the harsh climatic conditions of the
winter of 1875, the extinction of farm animals, the uprisings in the Ottoman provinces of
Herzegovina and Bosnia, and the bankruptcy of the High Porte in the same year.

The article discusses the municipality councils established during the Tanzimat (reform
period) and their role within the Ottoman administrative system of the provinces. The focus is
on the capital accumulated and effectively managed by these councils. It presents the employees
responsible for overseeing the financial funds in the region, as well as the amount of money
involved. These financial assets were utilized for granting loans with interest, further
demonstrating that when there is significant market demand coupled with limited supply,
normative regulations are often bypassed. The research draws on the published ten volumes of
Ottoman statistical yearbooks for the Danube region, covering the period from 1868/1869 to
1877/1878. Additionally, several materials from the official newspaper Dunav (Danube) have
been used to illustrate the administrative framework within which these municipality councils
operated. Special attention is given to a publication from January 5, 1872, which provides
evidence that municipality councilors were lending money at interest.

At the end of 1871, the Ottoman government initiated the issuance of internal debt
through the release of new bonds (esham-: cedid), aimed at raising funds for the construction
of railways in Anatolia. These bonds had a 10% annual interest rate and a maturity period of
ten years. The securities were offered for purchase not only in Istanbul but also in various
Ottoman provincial centers. Available records, although scattered and incomplete, suggest
significant interest in these new bonds, indicating that the issuance was largely successful, with
the Ottoman government selling the securities under the initially proposed conditions.

Of note is the involvement of provincial institutions, such as orphan funds (eytam
sandigt) and city councils (belediye meclisi), which invested their capital in the new bonds. This
is especially significant and raises important questions, as the Ottoman financial system at the
time was struggling with a poor reputation and substantial external debt. This took place just a
few years before the Ottoman Empire would declare bankruptcy in 1875.

While the article presents initial observations, the conclusions cannot be considered final.
However, the information regarding the 1871-1872 bond issuance suggests that there was
significant personal interest from investors, and it also demonstrates the Ottoman central
government's ability to effectively utilize the financial assets of provincial institutions to
support its infrastructure projects.

On November 3, 1839, the Grand Vizier Mustafa Resid Pasha read out the Sultan's order
(Hatt-: Serif), marking the beginning of the Tanzimat (reorganization) period in the Ottoman
Empire. This period, characterized by extensive reforms, saw deep polarization within the
Ottoman administrative elite, dividing them into two opposing groups: a pro-Western liberal
faction and a traditionalist one that resisted change. This struggle between these factions would
see varying successes, with the liberals initially prevailing. They provided the ideological
inspiration for the Sultan’s Firman (Hatt-: Hiimdyiin) of 1856 and, most notably, the 1876
Constitution (Kanun-i Esasi). Despite this success, the liberal reform movement eventually lost
momentum. Sultan Abdul Hamid Il ended the constitutional reforms, dissolved the Ottoman
parliament, and established an authoritarian regime, which would continue until the Young
Turk Revolution of 1908.

This article focuses on analyzing the three main acts of the Tanzimat reforms — the Hatt-:
Serif, the Hatt-: Hiimdyin, and the Constitution — particularly from an economic perspective.
While the Constitution has been ambiguously assessed in scholarly literature, it is viewed as
the logical culmination of the reform period. Despite its short-lived existence, the Constitution
encapsulated the reformist ideology, particularly concerning property rights, finance, and
economics. It made significant strides by guaranteeing private property, ensuring freedom of
religion, the press, association, and expression. Additionally, it marked a pivotal moment in the
modernization of Ottoman state finances by placing them under public scrutiny and control
through deputies elected by the empire’s subjects. This move toward modern budgeting and
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auditing is considered a key achievement and an important breakthrough for a society as
traditionally structured as the Ottoman Empire.

One of the main goals of the paper is to highlight best practices for creating digital platforms
that facilitate easier access to archival information. Examples of successful initiatives include
the Archival Collections Portal at Columbia University Libraries and the Archives Portal
Europe, both of which serve as models for how archives can be made more accessible to the
public through the internet.

The combination of theoretical knowledge and practical experience is
crucial for developing well-rounded archivists. Students not only gain familiarity with modern
technologies such as computers, software, and the Internet but also learn the traditional skills
of an archivist: preserving information, ensuring its integrity, and making it accessible. In the
digital age, the role of the archivist is even more critical, as they ensure the preservation and
accessibility of accurate, reliable information, a task that is essential for the information society
at large.

The purpose of this paper is to present and analyze the digitization efforts of three major
Bulgarian institutions: the Central State Archive, the National Library St. St. Cyril and
Methodius, and the National Museum of History. These institutions are considered leaders in
the preservation and dissemination of Bulgaria’s historical records and serve as examples for
other regional institutions. The paper will outline the digitization initiatives these institutions
have undertaken so far and provide a comparative analysis of their approaches.

The focus of the study is to assess the standards and practices that the three institutions have
adopted for digitization. By doing so, the paper aims to identify common approaches, highlight
successful practices, and uncover any challenges faced in the digitization process. A key
component of this research will involve the use of quantitative indicators to measure the extent
of digitization. This will allow for a comparison of the institutions' efforts, both in relation to
one another and with similar institutions in other European countries.

In addition to providing a snapshot of Bulgaria’s digitization progress, the paper will
identify both the strengths and weaknesses of the country’s efforts in digitizing archival
heritage. These insights will be valuable for understanding how well Bulgarian institutions are
integrating technology and making information resources more accessible to the public.

This article aims to present price indexes applicable to the Bulgarian lands over a relatively
long period, from the 1650° to the 1820°. The data used to construct these indexes are drawn
from officially established price lists (narh) set by the Ottoman provincial authorities to regulate
the prices of essential goods.

This article is the result of the authors' longstanding work in deciphering, translating,
annotating, and organizing documents in the Ottoman language, which are grouped in Inventory
No. 11 of the Bulgarian Exarchate Fund. The documents are preserved in the Central State
Archives of the Archives State Agency. These annotations serve as a reference point for both
language specialists and non-specialists. The paper presents thousands of sources, organized
into more than 800 groups of archival units. Most of the document’s date from the late 19" and
early 20" centuries and are typical of the Exarchate and Ottoman government institutions.

These documents are invaluable sources as they provide detailed insight into the role of the
Bulgarian Exarchate as an intermediary between the Ottoman administration and the Bulgarian
population. Among the documents, many offer important testimonies regarding education,
economic, political struggles, culture, and daily life of Bulgarians after the Russo-Turkish War
of 1878. Numerous “small history” documents, such as passports and travel permit, are
included, offering valuable information for reconstructing the lives of ordinary people during
this period.

This publication aims to be a valuable resource for specialists in various fields of study,
including historians, economists, jurists, linguists, and others. It once again highlights the
significant role of Ottoman documentation in the scholarly presentation of Bulgaria's past.

The proposed paper examines the orphan funds in the Danube Vilayet during the 1860s and
1870s, focusing on the religious foundations that underpinned these institutions. Special
attention is given to the social practices of orphan care, which were common across the various
religious groups in the Ottoman Balkan provinces. In the 1850s, the Ottoman Empire became
significantly more active in the social sphere, and as a result, these orphan care practices were
brought under state control.

The capitals of the orphan funds in the province are explored and analyzed, with a particular
focus on the management of these funds. The amount of the loans is detailed, using information
available on the orphan fund in the city of Tran. The paper also draws important comparisons
with the capitals and practices of the “common benefit” funds, another Ottoman credit
institution. Additionally, significant observations and analyses of interest rates in the Ottoman
Empire during this period are presented (compare with no. 6).

This article presents and provides an initial analysis of six Ottoman registers related to the
“public benefit” funds established in 1863/64. The documents include three registers from
settlements within the kaza (district) of Osman Pazar (now Omurtag), and one register each
from the kazas of Cuma-i Atik (now Targovishte), Hacioglu Pazarcik (now Dobrich), and
Mangalia. These sources offer valuable insights into the cultivation of arable lands designated
for credit institutions, the quantity of grain supplied, and the capital managed by these
settlements in the funds, among other key details.

By examining these documents, the article explores questions related to the documentary
and accounting practices of the Ottoman financial administration. Additionally, it addresses
theoretical inquiries, such as whether these funds were based on pre-existing cooperative
practices or represented a new institution introduced by Midhat Pasha. The article also includes
a comparative analysis with cooperative credit institutions in Western Europe to identify any
notable differences.

It is noted that while there is some interest in the topic, it
remains unsystematized and lacks a clear focus, with the exception of the studies of Angel
Daskalov and Maria Todorova.

A presentation is made of both domestic and foreign sources on the “public benefit” funds.
Special emphasis is placed on the Ottoman documents housed at the National Library “St. St.
Cyril and Methodius”, including registers of credit institutions, the so-called general books
(ana defteri) of the “public benefit” funds, and the “income and expenditure” registers. The
conclusion drawn is that the available source material “should allow researchers to outline
both the macro picture of the funds in the Danube Vilayet and provide the opportunity, at a
very detailed micro level, to trace the operations of this institution and the beneficiaries of its
services”.

The data from the official Ottoman statistics for Lozengrad and the surrounding region,
covering the period from 1870 to 1900, have been examined. For the first time, these statistics
are presented in summarized form to Bulgarian historical science. A total of 23 yearbooks were
reviewed. The chronological period covered by these yearbooks is from 1287 to 1317 AH, as
recorded in the documents themselves, or from 1870/71 to 1899/1900. Using the periodization
of Bulgarian historical science, this spans a critical period of the Bulgarian Revival up to the
early 20th century, or the period after Edirne Thrace remained within the Ottoman Empire. All
the yearbooks are written in Ottoman-Turkish (in Arabic script) and were most likely published
by the printing house of the Edirne Vilayet.

The scriptures of the three major monotheistic religions — Judaism,
Christianity, and Islam — are discussed in terms of their teachings on care for children and
widows. These scriptures are of great importance for understanding the functionality of the
orphan funds during the Ottoman domination in the Bulgarian lands.

Both direct and indirect evidence are
presented, confirming the existence of Bulgarian involvement in the Ottoman internal security
services. This participation likely served not only practical purposes but also played a role in
the ideological struggle against the revolutionary Bulgarian committees, through which the
Sublime Porte sought to win the loyalty of the inhabitants of the Danubian Vilayet, particularly
in Vidin.

It is well known that history and historical studies play a significant role in shaping the
collective identity of both large and small groups of people, encompassing their traditions,
saints, national heroes, and key historical events. In this context, Bulgaria does not have as
strong a tradition as countries like Great Britain in the study of genealogies, but in recent years,
there has been a growing interest among Bulgarian citizens in researching the history of both
their close and distant relatives.

A valuable resource for such research is the Ottoman population registers (nifus defteri),
which provide a detailed list of the population in Bulgarian villages and towns. These registers
record individuals' names (including given names and patronymics), professions, ages, physical
characteristics (such as height, beard, hair, and eye color), and other relevant information.

The purpose of this study is to present the archival repositories in both Bulgaria and the
Republic of Turkey that store these documents, to analyze them in terms of their informational
value, and to offer ideas and recommendations on how these unique sources can be utilized for
the study of family history. Ultimately, this research aims to contribute to the consolidation of
national identity.
