9. Information about the competition

10. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

11. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

According to the provided information from the completed cards for quantitative and
qualitative requirements of Assoc. Prof. Hristiyan Atanasov Atanasov, PhD the following
conclusions could be made. The quantitative and qualitative requirements for the position
of Associate Professor are met by the candidate and are in accordance with the Act on the

Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its



implementation and that of the UNWE, and for the individual positions, they even exceed
these requirements.
12. Assessment of training and teaching activities for each candidate separately
Assoc. Prof. Hristiyan Atanasov Atanasov, PhD possesses the required teaching
experience to hold the academic position of Associate Professor. He has been giving
lectures and seminars at UNWE since 2010 to the present, having met the required
auditorium load. He has developed curricula and lecture courses for the Bachelor’s and

Master’s Programmes for the Department of Political Economy.

13. Brief description of the presented research works/publications

The main areas of the candidate’s research are in the field of economic history. Two
monographs, a textbook, fifteen studies indexed in Scopus and Web of Science, seventeen
studies published in refereed scientific journals, reports and articles published in non-
refereed journals and in various media are presented. It is a great merit for the candidate
that he has worked in the State Archive and has experience in the archival science.

Characteristics of the candidate’s habilitation thesis

The candidate’s monograph “Development of Agricultural Lending in the Danubian
Vilayet: General Benefit Funds in the 60-ies and 70-ies of the 19" Century” consists of an
introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. The topic has been relevant as it presented
the establishment of the credit institutions in the Ottoman Empire during the period of
reforms called Tanzimat. That was a time of economic upsurge for the Bulgarians, who
under the new conditions started to produce agricultural crops, were involved in industrial
activities, developed trade and crafts. An interesting fact pointed out by the author was that
the first credit institutions in the Ottoman Empire did not arise spontaneously, but were set
up by the Ottoman State. The General Benefit Funds were administered and audited by the
state, and the profit from the interest received was used for public needs — expenses for
education, construction of roads, fountains and bridges. The funds were created from the
sale of agricultural produce grown on free lands.

The period referred by the author had been of interest for the economic history, since in
the European countries the industrial capitalism was already moving towards financial,

banking was developing, central banks were being founded. In the Ottoman Empire,



without the intervention of European banks, state credit institutions were being created that
worked for the public needs.

Original sources in the Ottoman and Turkish languages, which had not been published
before, had been studied. The thesis of the monograph was argued with an abundance of
empirical data, and a comparative analysis of Ottoman and European sources had been
made.

Description of the rest of the candidate’s scientific papers

The research papers of Assoc. Prof. Hristiyan Atanasov Atanasov, PhD have been
dedicated to current topics in the field of economic history, mainly during the period of the
Revival and the reforms of the Ottoman Empire in the 19th century. Various aspects and
scientific fields have been studied, using an interdisciplinary approach between economic
history, ethnography, and economic theory. Many previously unknown historical
documents have been published.

14. Summarized evaluation of the main research and research-applied

contributions of the candidates
The candidate’s scientific work has the following research and research-applied
contributions:
- original Bulgarian and Ottoman sources were studied;
- alarge amount of empirical data was analysed;
- valuable Ottoman documents were translated and published, which shed new light on
the economic history and socio-economic relationships during the Revival;
- relation was done in the research at the micro level (household, village, region) and at

the macro level (vilayet, state).

15. Main critical comments and recommendations to each candidate
individually
It is positive that Assoc. Prof. Hristiyan Atanasov, PhD also has training in Ottoman

and Turkish language, which means a wider range for researching original sources. My
recommendations to the candidate are to expand his research beyond the history of the
Ottoman Empire, for which he undoubtedly has great knowledge and to carry out research
on the economy of national states in the 19th and 20th centuries, the imposition of the

financial capitalism and the centralization of credit institutions in the 19th century.



The textbooks are for students, and in my opinion, in order to be more accessible to
them, it is necessary to include sample topics from the students’ curricula.
16. Conclusion
With a view of the above stated, | express a positive opinion on the candidacy of
Assoc.
