1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Economic History Section
in the Political Economy Department of the UNWE in accordance with the Decision
of the Academic Council No. 4/ 26.06.2024. | participate in the composition of the
scientific jury for the competition in accordance with Order No. 2939/ 15.10.2024
of the Rector of the UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov Atanasov,
who since 2017 has been an associate professor in the specialty "Archiving and
Documentary Studies" at the University of Library Science and Information
Technologies.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

From the submitted materials it is clear that the participant in the competition
has fulfilled both the national minimum requirements according to the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the
Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, par. 1), as well as the quantitative and
qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of "associate professor"
at the UNWE. The attached references show that the minimum thresholds and the



number of points have been exceeded both in the main groups A, C, D and E, and
those according to the additional requirements for the UNWE according to the Act
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b, par.
5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, par. 2-3), i.e. groups G, Z, I,
K - or a total of 1878 points.

4. Assessment of teaching and learning activities for each candidate
separately

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Hristian Atanasov is an established lecturer. His total
workload for the period from the academic year 2010/11 to 2023/24 is 4773 teaching
hours, equivalent to tutorials. His workload at the University of National and World
Economy (UNWE) as a part-time lecturer in "Economic History" in the Department
of "Political Economy" for the same period is 918 teaching hours, equivalent to
tutorials, and that at the University of Library Science and Information Technologies
- lectures and tutorials - 3855 teaching hours, equivalent to tutorials. Dr. Hristian
Atanasov enjoys high authority in the professional field in which he works and
teaches, and is fully prepared and meets the requirements for the academic position
of "associate professor" under the announced competition.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications

After the successful defense of his doctoral dissertation in 2007, Dr. Hristian
Atanasov directed his research efforts and interests to various problems of economic
history from the end of the 17th to the 1920s: credit, the state and development of
guilds and trade, demographic problems. Some of his publications are devoted to the
socio-economic history of the Bulgarian lands in the 18th and 19th centuries (No. 1,
2, 4, 5 of the list of publications). The author introduces various new archival
documents into scientific circulation - about the "orphan treasury"” (No. 6, 21, 29 of
the list of publications), about the purchase of Ottoman government securities in the
1870s (No. 12 of the list of publications), a financial analysis of the Ottoman
constitution of 1876 is proposed. The method of pricing the so-called. regulated or
controlled by the state prices, which is important for gaining an idea of the economic
situation during the period and the state policy in this direction (No. 19 of the list of
publications).

Several publications, some of which are cited in Bulgarian and foreign
historiography, are related to the initial accumulation of capital in the Bulgarian
lands, the method of price formation, credit institutions in the Bulgarian lands during
the Revival (No. 1, 2,5, 6, 7, 9, 20, 22, 24, 29 and 35 of the list of publications).

In the field of local lore and regional history, the author has published a large
number of tax, demographic and economic data for Bulgarian settlements in the 18th
and 19th centuries - for Vidin, Lozengrad, Lovech, Kazanlak, etc. (No. 1, 2, 25, 28,



30, 31, 32, 33 and 35 of the list of publications). The names of settlements in Vidin
and in some parts of Western Serbia have been clarified and their ethnicity has been
studied (No. 2 of the list of publications). The names of 218 settlements in
Northwestern Bulgaria and Western Serbia have been deciphered and most of them
have been localized. The names of a significant number of Jews who inhabited Vidin
in the 1820s have been specified.

In the field of archival and documentary studies, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Hristian
Atanasov has published documentary corpora with Ottoman sources for Bulgarian
history in the 18th and 19th centuries. The Bulgarian ethnic character of large parts
of Eastern Serbia, whose population in the 18th century was part of the Bulgarian
ethnic group, is presented in an argumentative manner (No. 2 of the list of
publications). The data from the two published Ottoman jizya registers have been
introduced into scientific circulation and have been evaluated by Bulgarian and
foreign specialists in onomastics, documentary studies and local history. Significant
information on prices, coins, measures and weights, which are directly related to
Bulgarian history in the 17th, 18th and 19th centuries, has been included in scientific
use (No. 3, 19 and 20 of the list of publications). The benefits of digitizing archival
materials, the use of artificial intelligence and various internet portals for archival
information are presented (No. 14, 15, 16, 17 and 18 of the list of publications).

Hr. Atanasov also participated in the competition with the monograph
“Development of agricultural lending in the Danube Vilayet: “Common-Use” Banks
in the 1960s and 1970s. Second edition. Sofia: “Faber”, 2024, 252 p., ISBN 978-
619-00-1779-0". It examines the formation, development and main activities of the
first state Ottoman credit institute in the Balkans — the so-called “common-use”
banks. The capitals of these institutions, the loans and the Bulgarian participation in
them are examined in detail. A complete list of the persons who participated in the
administration and activities of these institutions — Bulgarians and Turks — is
presented. The monographic work is based on a significant number of published and
unpublished Ottoman documents, as well as materials from the periodical press and
memories of contemporaries. The monograph includes an introduction, three
chapters and a conclusion. The first chapter presents the main features of the
Ottoman economy and in particular agriculture. Special attention is paid to credit
and credit institutions in the Ottoman Empire. This chapter provides a more general
description — administrative, demographic and economic — of the Danube Vilayet.
The second chapter is devoted to the establishment, functioning and capital of the
“common good” banks, their management and administration. The third part of the
study is devoted to the Dobrich bank and the loans of the residents in two of the
settlements in the Dobrich kaza. Here, the data are extracted either from previously
unpublished documents or from statistically processed published sources. The study
ends with a conclusion, appendix, photographic material of the documents used and
a bibliography. The monograph focuses solely on the “common good” banks opened
in the Danube Vilayet. It is known that similar credit institutions were also



established in the Edirne Vilayet and in other places of the Ottoman state. However,
they have not been considered, as the goal is to make a detailed development for a
smaller area.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied scientific
contributions of the candidates
