Economics,
Scientific Specialism: Economic History, UNWE.

1. Information on the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Political
Economy of the Faculty of Economics of the UNWE according to the Decision of
the AC No. 4/ 26.06. 2024. My participation in the composition of the scientific
jury of the competition is in accordance with Order No. 2939 / 15.10.2024 of the
Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov Atanasov is the only candidate nominated
in the competition. Assoc. Prof. Atanasov has been a part-time lecturer in Eco-
nomic History at the Department of Political Economy of the University of Na-
tional and World Economy since 2010. Since 2017, the candidate has held the
position of Associate Professor at the University of Library and Information Sci-
ence and Technology (UniBIT). From 2022 to 2024, he worked as a visiting lec-
turer at the Postgraduate School of Ottoman Studies at Sofia University St. Kli-
ment Ohridski. Also, since 2018, he has been working as the Chief Archivist of
the Oriental Collections Department of the National Library St. St. Cyril and
Methodius. From 2007 to 2018, he worked as a Chief Expert at the State Agency
for Archives. He holds a bachelor’s, a master’s, and and doctoral degree in His-
tory from the Sofia University St. Kliment Ohridski. He also holds a master’s
degree in International Economic Relations from UNWE.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for the academic position

The candidate has completed the quantitative and qualitative performance cards
for the post correctly and thoroughly. Based on the information provided, it can
be concluded that both the quantitative and qualitative requirements are met. In
particular, as regards the quantitative requirements, with a minimum require-
ment of 400 points in Groups A, B, C, D and E under the Implementing Rules of
the Academic Staff Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria, the candidate
has 855 points. For the additional requirements of UNWE (groups G, H, I, and K),
with a minimum of 320 points required, the candidate has 1023 points.



4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities for each candidate individually

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov has more than 14 years of experience in
teaching economic history at UNWE and teaches a number of related disciplines
at UniBIT. His teaching work is of exceptionally high quality, which is supported
both by his rich research activity and his practical experience gained at the State
Agency for Archives and the National Library of St. St. Cyril and Methodius.
Assoc. Prof. Atanasov is respected and recognized both by the professional guilds
of historians and economists and in the public sphere. The latter is evidenced
by his participation in numerous public appearances. This makes him one of
the most prepared specialists in the field of economic history in Bulgaria and an
excellent candidate for the academic position of Associate Professor under the
present competition.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers/publications

The candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov has submitted for the pur-
poses of the competition one independent monograph, which serves as a habil-
itation thesis. It is followed by one more monograph (’scientific book’), as well
as by one textbook. Of the other publications submitted for the competition, a
total of 15 are in journals indexed in the world-renowned databases Scopus and
Web of Science: 4 studies and 11 articles. In addition, there are 4 studies and
13 articles in journals from the NACID reference list and peer-reviewed scientific
volumes. In terms of titles and content, all are directly and indirectly related to
the field of the competition, reflecting both national and regional aspects of the
economic history of Bulgaria.

The monographic habilitation work entitled “Development of Agricultural Lend-
ing in the Danubian Vilayet: The “Public Benefit” Credit Desks in the 1860s and
1870s” is a solid study that sheds light on the development of credit relations
in the Bulgarian lands in the decades before the Liberation. In particular, the
topic of agricultural lending is addressed. The interesting thesis that the author
develops in the monograph is that the Ottoman state authorities played a major
role in the creation of the so-called “public benefit” credit desks as prototypes
of banking institutions, following the general historical context and specifically
the effects of the reforms and the development of socio-economic relations in
the empire in the preceding periods. The book provides interesting facts and
evaluations of the role of the “public benefit” credit desks in terms of increas-
ing the welfare of the rural population in the Bulgarian lands, as well as reducing
their dependence on usurers as a much more burdensome and inefficient lending
channel. The study is also built on original unpublished sources and data, which
further emphasizes its value. The overall assessment is that the monographic
habilitation thesis itself makes an unequivocal statement about the high quality
of the applicant for the advertised academic position.

The other materials submitted for the competition not only confirm this impres-
sion, but also demonstrate a wide range of scientific interests, open-mindedness,
and courage in the search, systematization, generalization, and analysis of his-
torical facts. The significant number of publications in journals indexed in the
Scopus and Web of Science databases show, on the one hand, a willingness to
participate in the scientific debate beyond the confines of internal discussions



in Bulgaria and, on the other hand, a recognition of the quality and value of his
research by the scientific communities behind these publication outlets.

. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the can-
didates

In the submitted reference, the candidate has systematized his scientific con-
tributions in three main areas: economic history (credit history, history of in-
stitutions), local and regional history, and archival and documentary studies.
Many of these contributions relate to the identification of hitherto unknown in-
formation from a variety of sources and the provision, in a processed form, of
information of interest to scholars and the public, which undoubtedly signifi-
cantly advances our knowledge of the past. Apart from pure historiography, As-
soc. Prof. Atanasov also makes important additional steps in the development
of knowledge, often applying analytical tools from other fields, such as finance,
economics, and statistics. In doing so, his research often acquires an element of
interdisciplinarity that provokes both additional interest and opportunities for
use as additional references by researchers in other scientific fields. The local
studies (on Vidin and the Vidin Sanjak, Lozengrad, Lovech, Kazanlak, etc.) con-
tribute significantly to the preservation of regional historical memory, includ-
ing outside the present borders of Bulgaria, both by publishing a considerable
amount of statistical information and by combining it with accompanying histor-
ical factology and authorial summaries. My first acquaintance with the author’s
work as a nonprofessional reader many years ago was in connection with a pub-
lished book based on his processing and extraction of information from Ottoman
Turkish sources about Bulgarian history during the Renaissance; hence, my first
impressions of the importance of this work in the field of archival and documen-
tary studies. I believe that Assoc. Prof. Atanasov, as one of the few Bulgarian
scholars proficient in Ottoman Turkish, is doing extremely useful work in this
respect, both from the point of view of our national history and from the point
of view of the history of the Ottoman Empire as a whole (considering the poten-
tial of the still unprocessed part of the Ottoman archive, located in the National
Library St. St. Cyril and Methodius).

The contributions are reflected objectively and correctly in the reference submit-
ted by the candidate in the competition; therefore, I believe that they should be
accepted by the members of the scientific jury.

. Main critical remarks and recommendations to each candidate individually

I have no criticism of the candidate in the competition. I would only like to rec-
ommend that, in his future research work, he should seek opportunities to pub-
lish in specialised world journals that have an even wider and more authoritative
audience and prestige.

. Conclusion

Based on the information and documentation submitted in connection with the
announced competition, I consider that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov
Atanasov fully meets the requirements of the Law for the Development of Aca-
demic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for the Implementation
of the Law for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and
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the Regulations for the Organization and Conduct of Competitions for the Acqui-
sition of Scientific Degrees and for the Filling of Academic Positions at UNWE.
Therefore, I express my strong positive opinion on its approval. I also take the
liberty to recommend my fellow members of the scientific jury to support the
award of the title of Associate Professor in Professional Field 3.8. Economics, Sci-
entific Specialism Economic History at UNWE to Assoc. Prof. Hristiyan Atanasov
Atanasov.
