1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Political
Economy at the Faculty of General Economics of the UNWE according to the
Decision of the AC Ne 4/26.06.2024. | participate in the composition of the scientific
jury of the competition according to the Order Ne2939/15.10.2024 of the Vice Rector
for National Education of the UNWE. The requirements of the Academic Staff
Development Act of the Republic of Bulgaria (ASDA), the Regulations for the
Implementation of the ASDA, as well as the Regulations for the Organization and
Conduct of Competitions for the Acquisition of a Scientific Degree and for the Filling
of Academic Positions at the UNWE have been complied with in the preparation of
my review.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

Hristiyan Atanasov Atanasov is a Master of International Economic Relations,
UNWE (diploma Ne 032130 from 2014) and "Doctor/PhD" in the professional field
"History of Bulgaria™, with the topic "Socio-economic development of the Vidin kaza
in the 18th century (based on Vidin kadi books)", Sofia University "St. St. Kliment
Ohridski" (Diploma Ne 31767 of 30.08.2007).
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For quite a long period of time - from 2010 until now he has been a lecturer in the
discipline of Economic History at the Department of Political Economy, University of
National and World Economy (UNWE).

In addition, Hristiyan Atanasov is a lecturer (2013 - 2015), full-time assistant
(2016) and associate professor (from 2017 to present) in the specialty "Archival and
Documentary Studies” at the University of Library and Information Science
(UniBIT).

In addition to teaching and research, the candidate has held expert and
administrative positions. Thus, in the period from 2007 to 2018 he has held various
positions in the State Agency "Archives”, and from 2018 to the present time he has
been successively an expert and head of the department of "Oriental Collections”,
National Library "St. He has been the Head of the National Library of St. Cyril and
Methodius.

Evidently Dr. Hristian Atanasoff was engaged in a various activity - teaching,
scholarship, expertise and administrative work, and for a considerable period of time.
The latter makes him a researcher with considerable experience in Bulgarian
university, administrative and cultural institutions.

3. Fulfilling the requirements for the academic position

After a careful review of the materials and attestations provided by Dr. Hristian
Atanasov on groups of indicators concerning the fulfilment of the minimum national
and Additional requirements for the UNWE according to the Law on the National
Education and Research Policy (Article 2b, paragraph 5) and the Regulations for its
implementation (Article 1a, paragraphs 2-3) for the position of Associate Professor, |
report that the candidate has a total of 1 878 points, with 720 points required (see
table below). This means that the candidate exceeds more than twice the required
minimum national and additional requirements of the UNWE for the post of
Associate Professor.

The applicant has diligently completed the table required by the UNWE
including some qualitative indicators. It shows that Dr. H; Atanasov is a member of
the editorial board of the prestigious journal History. In addition, he is a frequent
reviewer of journals with an economic and historical profile, most of which are
indexed in Scopus, or Web of Science, such as: the Proceedings of the Centre for
Economic and Historical Studies, Economic Alternatives (a journal published at the
UNWE), Historical Review, History and the international journal Hyperboreea, etc.

In addition, Dr. H. Atanasov is a member of the following professional
organizations (in Bulgaria and abroad): the Monetary Research Center (2013-present);
the Centre for Economic History Research (2016-present); the Ottoman & Turkish
Studies Association (2022-present); and the Association for Slavic, East European,
and Eurasian Studies (2023 — till present).
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He has also prepared a significant number of reviews and opinions on
competitions and procedures in various scientific and educational institutions. In the
last few years, he has participated in a significant number of scientific conferences at
home and abroad. He was on the Organizing Committee of the ESHET Conference,
8-10 October 2021, UNWE, Sofia. He has organized a conference and a scientific
round table.

Dr. Hristian Atanasov has also made a number of media appearances. He has
organized exhibitions on various economic and historical topics. All this outlines the
profile of the candidate as a serious and reliable young scientist who is already
beginning to become recognizable in society.

It is worth mentioning that Dr. Hristian Atanasov managed to win the
prestigious Fulbright research grant and is currently undergoing an important
specialization at the University of Texas - Austin. This is a testimony that the
candidate has the potential and prospect to become a more recognizable figure among
the academic circles abroad. I should also note that the candidate has been admitted to
the final participation in the competition after a thorough examination of the
documentation by a special committee (Protocol No. 1/21.10.2024), in accordance
with the Regulations on the Organization and Conduct of Competitions for the
Acquisition of a Scientific Degree and for the Filling of Academic Positions at the
UNWE (Articles 24 and 25).

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities

As | mentioned, the candidate Hristian Atanasov has been engaged in teaching at
the UNWE since 2010 - in this period he has been giving lectures and exercises in the
discipline Economic History and has obviously gained a lot of experience. At the
same time, he is also the author of a number of curricula for the specialty "Archival
and Documentary Studies” at UniBIT - at the bachelor’s and master’s degree’s level.

For the training in the discipline "Economic History" at the UNWE the candidate
has developed a textbook "Atanasov, Hr., Chrestomathy. The Past of Finance and
Money on the Pages of the Bulgarian Renaissance Press (textbook in Economic
History). Sofia. ISBN 978-619-160-875-0". The textbook was discussed and adopted
at a meeting of the Department of Political Economy and received a positive
evaluation from two members of the department Prof. Pencho Penchev and Assoc.
Prof. Evgeni Kostov. | believe that the publication will be interesting and useful for
the students at the UNWE, it contains dozens of materials that are directly related to
credit and financial history, the history of public finance. In my opinion, the

publications related to the issuance of paper currency and government (treasury)
bonds by the Ottoman government will be particularly useful for students of the
discipline. They present a wealth of information that can be summarised, analysed and
commented on in seminar sessions. All in all, the textbook is one of the examples of
an appropriate combination of basic economic financial knowledge with good literacy
in archaeography and archival science.

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific papers/publications

Dr. Hristian Atanasov's publications can be attributed to several areas. First of
all, there are those related to the very nature of the competition - in the field of
""Economic History". Here the candidate has the most significant achievements and
has published a large number of very informative and analytical studies and articles,
which are now actively cited by Bulgarian and foreign scholars - economists and
historians. Particularly interesting are his studies and articles related to the so-called
orphan coffers, which is a completely new topic, Ottoman state securities and to what
extent they were perceived by the Bulgarian population, etc.

In terms of price history is interesting his study of the normalized prices in the
XVII - XIX century ("Atanasov, Hr., Towards the arrangement of the puzzle:
normalized prices in Vidin, Ruse and Sofia from the mid XVII to the early XIX
century. Historical Future, 2014, vol. 1-2, pp. 3-52"). This work analyses well the way
of pricing in Ottoman Bulgaria and is key in the study of monetary and pricing issues
during this period.

The candidate has a significant number of publications in microeconomics
and small history. He has published studies on credit, tax practices and demography
of a number of Bulgarian towns - Vidin, Lovech, Kazanlak, Lozengrad, etc.

Dr. H. Atanasov has a lot of experience in other important fields - for example
in archival and documentary studies. He has published very valuable information
on the management staff of various credit institutions - "general” and orphan caisses.
Through his publications, a considerable amount of information - prices, coins, paper
currency, weights and measures, which are directly relevant to Bulgarian history and
economy in the 17th, 18th and 19th centuries - has been incorporated into scholarly
use. Particularly important is the information published by the author from the
Ottoman statistical yearbooks - the so-called salnameta, for the period from the
Renaissance to the end of the 19th century.

Interestingly, the candidate presents on a theoretical level the benefits of

digitization of archival materials, the use of artificial intelligence and the recently
modern Internet portals for archival information.
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| should note that in this respect Dr. Hristian Atanasoff is quite in time with the
world trends observed in the study of the history of money and credit. It is known, for
example, that the European Association for Banking History (EABH) organizes two
events every year. One is devoted to monetary and financial theory and history and
the second focuses on archives. The candidate has credible expertise in both areas.

For his participation in the competition, Hristian Atanasov presented a number
of scientific works, among which his monographic study is particularly impressive:
"Atanasov, Hr., Development of agricultural lending in the Danube Vilayet: the
"General Benefit" banks in the 1860s and 1870s. Second edition. Sofia: Faber, 2024,
252 p. This study has already found wide application in the scientific literature - it has
been peer-reviewed in an indexed scientific journal and cited in a number of
publications, as is evident from the table with quantitative indicators of citations.

It is also important to note that Dr. H. Atanasov's work is the result of many
years of work with documentary sources in Bulgarian and Ottoman Turkish from the
period of the Bulgarian Revival. The study is devoted to a key topic related to the
economy of the Bulgarian lands during the Renaissance - the development of
agricultural production and its accompanying credit activity. It is a topic that has
aroused considerable interest not only among Bulgarian and foreign historians, but
also in the circles of financiers and economists, as Dr. H. Atanasov uses a rich array
of data extracted from sources of the relevant period.

This is probably the most important contribution of the monograph. In it the
author has researched, read, statistically processed and analysed dozens of registers in
Ottoman Turkish, kept in the Oriental Department of the National Library "St. The
collection of the Oriental literature is preserved in the library of the Oriental Library
of St. Cyril and Methodius, as well as in other Turkish libraries and archives. Along
with this, hundreds of Renaissance newspapers have been reviewed and analysed. All
data have been summarized, grouped professionally and commented objectively.

The author pays tribute to the achievements of historiography on the subject,
although he puts forward his own original and often different view on a number of
issues. Along with the achievements of Bulgarian researchers, he also presents in a
synthesized way the achievements of historians writing in English, Russian, Turkish
and Serbian. Of particular interest are the "common good financial institutions
(obshtopolezni kassi)* that Dr. Hristian Atanasov explores, which were established in
towns that today fall within the territory of various Balkan countries - Romania,
Serbia, Northern Macedonia and Turkey. Therefore, the author has made an effort to
research, as far as possible, the national historiographies of the respective countries.
This, of course, also requires serious language training and skills.
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Dr. Hristian Atanasov strives, and to some extent succeeds, in combining
numerous empirical data with the achievements of financial, historical and economic
theory. The result is a study that, in my opinion, can rightly claim to be
interdisciplinary - between economics and history.

| also consider the documentary book "Christians and Jews in Vidin: Gizie
Inventories of the Vidin Sanjak from the 20s of the XVIII century” to be a
contribution. In it, H. Atanasov has prepared an extensive analytical preface, followed
by a complete translation of two Ottoman tax inventories from the 1820s. These
registers are a valuable source for the study of the name stock of the Bulgarian
population during the period and, according to the author, prove the Bulgarian ethnic
character of the population in the district.

As | mentioned, H. Atanasov is the author of numerous other studies and
articles in which he publishes, systematizes and analyses a variety of sources. His
main focus is on financial and property history. In total, the candidate has presented
32 studies (to which we should add one monograph, a documentary book and a
textbook), prepared independently or in co-authorship. A considerable part of them
(almost 50%0) are in publications indexed in Scopus and/or Web of Science.

It should be emphasized that the works of Dr. Atanasov are known to both the
Bulgarian and the international scientific community. They have been repeatedly cited
in indexed scientific journals both in Bulgaria and abroad.
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6. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

| consider that the works of the candidate Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov fully meet
the requirements for the academic position "Associate Professor"” in the professional
field 3.8 "Economics", scientific specialty "Economic History" at the UNWE.

In his publications | could highlight the following points of research and
academic contribution to the field.

First - Dr. Hristian Atanasov shows the important role of agricultural lending
in the Balkans and especially in Ottoman Bulgaria in the 19th century. He presents
and analyses essentially almost unknown topics for economists and historians -
orphan's banks, the issuance of Ottoman government securities and their acceptance
among the population. The main risks to the purchase of the bonds and the subsequent
state bankruptcy are also debated.

Second - the important trends in the pricing policy of the Ottoman state for a
rather long period of time - XVII - XIX centuries are presented and detailly
elaborated.

Thirdly - on the basis of significant data sets the main property trends among
the urban population in the 18th century are analysed.

Fourth — interesting microeconomic and micro historical analyses have been
made on credit, economic activity and demography in a number of Bulgarian towns -
Lovech, Vidin, Kazanlak, etc.

Fifth - a huge amount of new archival information has been studied. This in
the time of the information boom we are experiencing is also important from a
scientific and applied point of view. Readers and researchers have access to reliable
information on a range of economic topics and issues.

Thus, the contributions in the monograph and the other publications of Dr.
Hristian Atanasov correspond to the professional field of the competition. | believe
that they have achieved significant scientific and applied results.
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7. Critical comments and recommendations

Undoubtedly, the candidate's scientific works contain a huge amount of
information, which is presented and analysed in an appropriate way. At the same time,
there is one weakness which | would recommend the candidate to correct in time, in
his future scientific production. It seems to me that a fuller theoretical comprehension
of the vast amount of sources could be attempted. I think that if their theoretical part
were expanded, the candidate's empirical research would be even more interesting and
contributory - especially in terms of monetary history, the history of institutions, etc.

| would advise the candidate to include more economic theory in his future
research. In the Political Economy Department at the UNWE, he will be in the right
place to do that.

8. Conclusion

Based on my personal observations of Dr. Hristian Atanasov (I have worked
with him on various projects and topics) and based on what | have written regarding
the candidate's research and teaching activity, | believe that he fully meets all the
requirements for "Associate Professor” set forth in the Law on the Development of
Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, its Implementing Regulations, as well as
the criteria of the University of World and National Economy.

Therefore, | strongly support the application of Dr. Hristian Atanasov and
vote positively (*'Yes') to take the academic position of Associate Professor in the

professional field 3.8 "Economics", scientific specialty "Economic History" at the
