1. Information about the Competition

The procedure is announced for the needs of the Department of Political
Economy, Faculty of General Economy of UNWE — Sofia according to the
Decision of the Academic Council No. 4/26.06.2024, promulgated in the State
Gazette No. 69 of 16.08.2024. | participate in the composition of the scientific jury for
this procedure according to Order No. 530/29.02.2024 of the Vice-Rector for
Research at UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates

The only participant in the procedure is Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov Atanasov. Since
2017, Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov has been an Associate Professor in Archival and
Documentary Studies at the University of Library and Information Science
(UniBIT). Since 2010 until now, Hristiyan Atanasov has also been a lecturer in
Economic History at the Department of Political Economy at the UNWE, which

implies that he has sufficient experience in teaching at the university where he



Is applying for the position of Associate Professor through the current
procedure. In the meantime, the candidate has also been a lecturer at Sofia
University and has worked, and continues to work, as a specialist in the field of
Ottoman archival and documentary studies (respectively, and economic-
historical issues) at the State Agency “Archives” and at the National Library
“St. Cyril and Methodius” (NBCM). Membership in four prestigious
international scientific organizations, profiled in economic history, as well as
the won and realized scientific specializations on topics also in the field of
economic history constitute a very serious asset, with which Dr. Hristiyan
Atanasov appeared in the procedure for “Associate Professor” for the needs of

the Department of Political Economy at the UNWE.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for the academic position

The participant in the announced procedure for “Associate Professor” Dr.
Hristiyan Atanasov fulfils the quantitative requirements set in the regulations.
Here is the evidence for my claim: instead of the 400 items required by the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act (Art. 2b), and
its Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, para. 1), the candidate presents
twice as many assets — 855 points. According to the criteria of the additional
requirements of the UNWE, Hristiyan Atanasov’s asset is 1023 points (instead
of 320 points), or a total of both sections — 1878 points instead of 720 points,
which is significantly exceeding the minimum requirements for holding the
position of Associate Professor in the country and at the UNWE.

The candidate in the announced competition for “Associate Professor” Dr.
Hristiyan Atanasov fulfils the qualitative requirements set in the regulations. He
meets almost all the criteria included in the card for the academic position of

“Associate Professor”: Alongside with the dissertation required by the Law for



the PhD and the habilitation thesis — monograph, Atanasov presents 6 articles in
scientific journals, refereed and indexed in world-known databases of scientific
information, 13 articles published in non-refereed journals with scientific peer
review, 4 studies in scientific journals, refereed and indexed in world-known
databases of scientific information, a large number of citations, etc.

In the present procedure, there has been no actual non-fulfilment of one or more
of the requirements; on the contrary, there has been significant overfulfilment
of both the quantitative and the qualitative requirements laid down in the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act and its

Regulations for its implementation.

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities

The candidate in the announced competition for “Associate Professor” Dr.
Hristiyan Atanasov has a good teaching experience, accumulated over the last
14 years mainly in three Bulgarian universities: the University of Library and
Information Science (UniBIT), the UNWE, and the Sofia University “St.
Kliment Ohridski”. For the period from 2010 until today his teaching asset
amounts to nearly 5000 teaching hours, equated to seminar exercises, of which
over 900 hours are in the discipline “Economic History”” at UNWE. Dr.
Atanasov has developed 10 curricula for undergraduate and graduate studies.
He lectures in foreign languages at foreign universities and at universities in the
country. All this gives me a reason to highly appreciate his university teaching
experience and to claim that he will do well if he takes the academic position of

Associate Professor in Economic History at the UNWE.

5. General description of the presented scientific works
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In the announced procedure, Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov appeared as the only
candidate, who presented a total of 35 publications, grouped under the
following headings: habilitation thesis (monograph) — 1; published book on tax
registers and their analysis — 1; teaching aid-book — 1; studies in scientific
publications, refereed and indexed in world-renowned databases with scientific
information — 4; articles in scientific journals, refereed and indexed in world-
known databases with scientific information — 11; studies and articles in
scientific journals, published in non-refereed journals with scientific peer
review — 17. In terms of number, volume and thematic focus, the works
submitted by the candidate fully correspond to the objectives of the procedure.
There are several main themes on which Dr. Atanasov’s publications, presented
in this procedure, make important scientific contributions. | would like to single
out his latest publication — the monographic study (Faber Publishing House,
2024, 252 pp.), devoted to the development of agricultural lending in the
Danube Vilayet, in particular to the establishment and activity of the “General
Beneficial Treasuries” in the 1860s and 1870s. It is evident that the research of
the topic took the author quite a bit of time, as related to the monograph are
several other publications submitted to the procedure that appeared in the
previous years, namely.

The topic of the “Commonwealth treasuries™ is not new in historiography, but
as the candidate accurately notes, research on it is “both many and few”. In fact,
apart from the contributory works of Angel Daskalov and Maria Todorova (the
former appearing more than a century ago, the latter nearly half a century ago),
as well as some publications by Turkish historians in more recent times, this
topic still remained open in the historiography, and Dr. Atanasov's monographic
study comes to light at an opportune moment to fill the void. There is no doubt

that the candidate is to be credited with the introduction of new source material
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for this original Tanzimat institution with a specific contribution to the
development and modernization of agriculture, in particular the agricultural
sector in the Bulgarian territories. Dr. Atanasov systematizes the voluminous
information in numerous tables and subjects it to a detailed analysis, from
which it is evident when the “Commonwealth treasuries” appeared, what their
structure was, how their capital was formed, whether there were abuses, what
positions were held in the institution, what was the participation of Muslims and
Christians in their occupation, etc.

As a contribution of the candidate, | would like to point out the approach he
used in structuring the monograph in question — from the general to the
particular. He situates the “Commonwealth treasuries” against the background
of the trends in the development of the economy and administration of the
Ottoman Empire during the Tanzimat era, i.e., he presents them in the macro
frame, and then goes to the micro level, tracing the history of the treasury in a
specific kaza (the Dobrich kaza), even in two villages of the kaza. Such an
approach makes it possible to study the historical phenomenon in its entirety,

but also in its concreteness.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions
The candidate’s publications contribute to the research, publication and
popularization of Ottoman archival sources and their application in the study of
topics in Bulgarian and Balkan economic history. Dr. Atanasov is not an
innovator in this respect. As a young and loyal researcher, he draws on the
experience of scholars of previous generations, and it is to his credit that he
does not fail to note this most correctly. The majority of Ottoman scholars in
Bulgarian historiography to date, however, have studied problems of the early

Ottoman period (15" — 17" centuries) and far fewer have made contributions on
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the basis of Ottoman documentary sources on topics in Bulgarian National
Revival history. And there is no doubt — for both the 18" and 19" centuries
Ottoman documentation continues to be of paramount importance in the study
of the regional, economic, social, political, etc. history of the Balkans, in
particular of the communities that inhabited the Ottoman Balkan provinces.
The main part of the candidate’s publications are devoted to and make concrete
contributions to the problems of the economic-historical history of the
Bulgarian national Revival and the history of the Ottoman Empire, studied
again on the basis of Ottoman-Turkish historical sources (archival materials and
statistical yearbooks) and the periodical press of the era: the credit institutions
in the Bulgarian lands in the 18" — 19" centuries; economic-historical "reading"
of the 1870s in Ottoman history (Ottoman debt before the bankruptcy of the
middle of the decade, the economic crisis of 1875, economic analysis of the
Ottoman constitution of 1876); normalized prices in Sofia, Vidin and Ruse
(from the middle of the seventeenth to the beginning of the nineteenth century);
demographic and economic outlook and property trends among the urban
population in Ruse, Sofia, Vidin and Kazanlak (eighteenth-nineteenth century);
the Bulgarians in Lozengrad and their immovable cultural heritage; analysis of
the main types of Ottoman documents and the Bulgarian Revival press as
sources of economic and historical information; the orphan coffers; the
Bulgarian Exarchate, etc.

Dr. Atanasov’s publications have already aroused the interest of the scientific
community and this is evident from the fact that they are the subject of
numerous citations. The candidate has noted 18 citations of his publications in
refereed and indexed scientific journals, but from personal impressions, as
editor-in-chief of several learned periodicals, | want to confirm that Bulgarian

and foreign historians know and use his works well. All this has given me a

convincing reason, in my capacity as editor-in-chief of the journal “Istoriya-
History” (a refereed and indexed scientific journal in the world-famous
database Web of science, Q3) to invite in 2024 Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov to
become a member of our editorial board. Dr. Atanasov is already gaining
valuable experience in the field of scientific editing, which will be useful (I am

convinced!) in his future engagements as an associate professor of the UNWE.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations

| have no critical remarks to the candidate in the procedure Dr. Hristiyan
Atanasov, but | have a recommendation. | expect him to prepare and
successfully defend a dissertation for a Doctor of Science. His interests in the
field of financial history give me hope that this will happen in the foreseeable

future.

8. Conclusion

The documents and materials provided by Dr. Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov Atanasov
meet all the requirements of the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria Act, the Regulations for its implementation, and the
relevant regulations of the UNWE.

The candidate in the competition has provided enough scientific works
published after the materials used in the defence of the educational and
scientific degree of Doctor. The candidate’s publications contain original
contributions that have received the recognition of the scientific community.
Their subject fully corresponds to the field and professional direction in which
the competition was announced and mainly to the specialization of “Economic

history”.
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The teaching qualification of Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov is undoubted and meets
the requirements set in the competition.

Based on the reasons presented herein, | propose that Dr. Hristiyan Atanasov
Atanasov, the only candidate in the procedure, be appointed to the academic
position of ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR of “Economic history” in Professional
Field 3.8. “Economics”, Scientific Area “Social, Economic, and Law Sciences”
