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Abstract:

The attitudes of children and young people towards democracy define their participation in the
social and political life, as well as their participation in the development of the public
understanding of the democracy overall. Despite the fact that the children and young people
between 15 and 24 are barely 10% from the Bulgarian population, their participation has a key
influence on the national progress and the political processes. In the past years a low level of
interest and participation in the democratic processes of the lower age groups is observed. This is
the focus of the research, which uses data from the 10™ edition of the European Social Survey for
Bulgaria. The research results show that the young people between the ages of 15 to 25 don't
recognize themselves as participants in the political processes and don't follow them closely. Even
if they see various problems, young people don't associate their participation in the political life
with the state of the healthcare, education and social support systems. Along with that, they don't
trust the politicians and the political parties as democratic values bearers.

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Abstract

Violence against children has clearly proved demographic, health, educational, social and
economic consequences which are not limited to immediate trauma and increased child mortality
rates. Establishing and maintaining sustainable data collection systems is a key component of the
effort to address child abuse. The review of the indicators collected by the institutions in Bulgaria
shows that there are partially collected data that are relevant to the topic of violence against
children. However, it remains unclear how the collected data is integrated into a general
framework. The use of the data collected by the institutions for the improvement of the existing
mechanisms, as well as for the planning of effective policies to deal with violence against children,
is also in question.

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Abstract

The economic growth is inextricably linked with human development. Research in the last decades
shows the impact of interpreting public spending, related to access to healthcare, education, social
support, justice etc as investment in demographic development and addressing inequality. Both
research and European policies show that it is especially true concerning the early childhood
development.

In crisis conditions, special efforts are needed on adapting of the investment in children. Very
often, the public resources do not reach the most vulnerable children in an efficient way. Analysis
data on the public investment in children in a Bulgarian context shows the need of quantitative
evaluation, that would in turn allow an assessment of the efficiency and the efficacy of the policies
for human development, including from the point of view of economic growth.
