1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Entrepreneurship of
the Faculty of Business of the UNWE in accordance with the Decision of the Academic
Council No. 6/11.12.2024. | participate in the scientific jury of the competition in accordance
with Order No. 761 of 07.03.2025 of the Vice-Rector for SR of the University of National and
World Economy.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition
The only candidate for participation in the announced competition is Dr. Hristin
Strijlev, lecturer in the Department of IP and technology transfer.

The candidate for the announced competition has been a lecturer at the UNWE,
Department of "Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer” since 2017, when he defended
his dissertation titled "Business with Intellectual Property in the Radio Industry” in 2017. He
was a scientific secretary in the period from 1.01.2018 to 15.07.2019. He also held the position
of director of the Information Service Center at the Institute of Information Technology and
Radio Broadcasting in the period 2020-2021. Hristin Strizhlev holds a Master of Laws from
Sofia University “Kliment Ohridski” since 1990 and an educational and scientific degree of
Doctor, issued by the University of National and World Economy. Outside of his academic
activities, he has participated in the management of media companies since 1995 and until now
as a member of the Board of Directors of the Bulgarian National Radio, of “Radioplay Media”
- owner of BG Radio, Radio 1, Radio Energy, Radio and Television City and others; as a
member of the Board of Directors of "Pro News Bulgaria™ AD - publisher of the newspaper
"24 hours™ and numerous other publications and websites.



3.Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate for the announced competition has fulfilled the quantitative and
qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position of "associate professor" at the
UNWE, in accordance with the requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, Regulations for the Implementation of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and Regulations for the
Organization and Conduct of Competitions for the Acquisition of a Scientific Degree and for
Occupying Academic Positions. As can be seen from the presented card, the performance
exceeds the required minimum with a total number of 1060 points for the candidate, of which
485 points in group | - National minimum requirements according to the Law on the State of
the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, para.
1), the candidate achieves the necessary quantitative requirements for the academic position of

sufficient in volume and meets the requirements of the announced competition.

Property”; to students of specialties "Creative Industries and Business” and "Intellectual
Property and Business" the discipline "Intellectual Property on the Internet and Digital
environment™ and "Radio and Television Business". He teaches the course "Creative Industries
and Digital Transformation™ to students in the "Master" degree.

c. In the period 2017-2024 he has developed the following academic and educational
fields, accompanied by published textbooks, teaching aids and materials: "Radio and
Television Business" /co-authorship/ and "Intellectual Property in the Internet and Digital
Environment", for students in Bachelor and Master degree.



5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific works/publications

Analyzing the scientific production of the candidate under the announced competition,
2 main areas of research and publication activity are distinguished, which are the following:

1. the radio industry and the intellectual property rights of the participants

2. new areas and management problems facing the system of IP in digital enviroment.

Following a complex and systematic analytical review of emerging legal and economic
problems in the fields of creative industries, with a focus on the radio industry and by applying
an innovative approach, the author presents his reasoned position in the research fields, through
his publications:

Electronic textbook
intended for students in the specialty “"Intellectual Property and Creative Industries”, ox
"Master" winter semester of the academic year 2022-2023: in the disciplines: global
intellectual property system, product and technological innovations and protection through
intellectual property, creative industries and digital transformation, Knowledge management
and transfer in the organization, financing of creative industries (optical disk (cd-rom),
Department of Intellectual Property and TechTransfer; 2022; isbn: 978-619-188-968-6.

In the textbook, in a separate section of 121 pages, the author outlines the specifics of
creative industries in the conditions of digital transformation with an emphasis on legal and
economic mechanisms and the importance of IP.

The part is presented systematically in an analytical and creative manner, and at the
same time accessible for the purposes of the educational process.

6. The obtained scientific and/or scientific-applied results are summarized.

The main chronologically developed contribution over the years by the candidate is in
the field of the radio industry, which is the subject of research in the dissertation for the ONS
"doctor™ and in subsequent publications, which is summarized in the following complementary
aspects:

- The creative and market characteristics of the product of the radio industry - the radio

program, are described, while indicating the current manifestations in the digital

business environment;

- The public performance of musical works and the amount of remuneration paid for

public performance in commercial and other public venues and is such remuneration

always due to the holders of copyright and related rights;

- The legal and regulatory framework relevant to the activities of radio operators, as

well as the business relations between participants in the radio industry, have been

clarified, as well as

CR, the forms of individual and collective rights management used in practice;

- The author's position and proposals are presented in an argumentative manner,

referring to decisions of the EU concerning the public performance of musical works
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in commercial establishments and other public places, as well as regarding the "EU
Directive on Copyright and the Rights of Publishers in Their Publications on the
Internet™;

- A comparative analysis of the licensing and sale of copyright and related rights, as
basic models for business with intellectual property, is made. The methods for
generating income from the use of protected objects are indicated, including in the
conditions of free use and public domain. Copyright business models for managing
intellectual property in the radio industry are derived: through digital technologies, by
cable, transmission of information in a digital environment.

- Subsequent publications present the problems of the Bulgarian National Radio and
digital radio in Bulgaria in the analysis of digital technologies for the distribution of
radio programs in Europe and North America, as an alternative or as a supplement to
the existing analog distribution; the advantages and disadvantages of digital
distribution; the legislative basis of this type.

The assessment of the second main area of the candidate's research and publication activity
"intellectual property in the creative industries in the digital environment™ is presented in p.5.

The monographs are assessed as an independent object of review.

The candidate submits his monograph under the announced competition, entitled
"Intellectual Property Law in the Creative Industries in the Digital enviroment®, Publishing
Center of the Institute for National and International Security Foundation, "Security™ Library,
No 36; 2024; ISBN 878-619-7143-16-4.

The monograph presents the characteristics and features of the manifestation of
intellectual property in the creative industries in a digital environment with a focus on
copyright and related rights. Special attention is paid to Internet piracy piracy as the essence
and main forms of manifestation; “List 301” and Bulgaria’s place in it; protection of
intellectual content on the Internet. Author models of using intellectual content on the Internet
are presented. Special attention is paid to the music industry in a digital environment, platforms
for legal provision of music on the Internet; e-books, e-libraries and e- and electronic
bookstores, the film and photography industry in a digital environment, video games and the
gaming industry.

The scientific and applied scientific contributions in the candidate's publication
activity, derived and confirmed in the analytical review of the publications, in the two main
areas of the radio industry as a creative industry based on intellectual property and and the
creative industries in new forms of manifestation in a digital environment by applying an
innovative approach, the author presents his well-reasoned professional and scientific position.

All educational and scientific directions developed by the candidate enrich the
academic activity of the Department of Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer in the
two interconnected directions research and teaching.
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My personal impressions of the candidate are for a high moral, academic ethics and
collectivism, which are shared by academic colegium and students.
No signals or data for similarity and plagiarism have been received.

7. Main critical notes and recommendations to each candidate individually

I have no critical comments to the candidate for the announced competition.
From the standpoint of my academic experience, | make the following recommendation: in
future research activities, he should reflect in publications his author's reading and a justified
position of the radio industry through macroeconomic indicators such as contribution to GDP,
to employment and others, at a national and supranational levels.

8. Conclusion

The documents and materials presented by Dr. Hristin Strijlev meet all the requirements of the
Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDSRB), the
Regulations for the Implementation of the LDSRB and the Regulations on the Terms and
Procedure for Acquiring Scientific Degrees and Holding Academic Positions at the UNWE.
The candidate in the competition has presented a sufficient number of scientific publications
after the defense of the PhD "Doctor". Based on the findings made, | give a positive opinion
