The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Entrepreneurship,
Faculty of Business of the UNWE in accordance with the Decision of the Academic Council
No. 6/11.12.2024. | am a member of the scientific jury of the competition in accordance with
Order No. 763/07.03.2025 of the Vice-Rector for Research and Development of the UNWE.

1. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate for the announced competition is Chief Assistant Dr Silvia
Dimitrova Georgieva. She obtained a Master's degree in Economics from the University of
National and World Economy in 1999, majoring in "Economics and Industrial Management".
In 2013, she defended her doctoral dissertation on the topic "Strategic Alliances of Small and
Medium-Sized Enterprises (Construction, Management and Development)™ at the University
of National and World Economy and in the same year she was appointed as an assistant
professor in the Department of Entrepreneurship, UNWE. Three years later - in 2016, she
was elected as a Chief Assistant in the department.

Over the past eight years, Dr Georgieva has taught various entrepreneurship courses.
From 2020 to February 2021, she was the Scientific Secretary of the Institute of
Entrepreneurship at the UNWE, and then until now, she is the Deputy Director for Research
of this institute.

Dr Silvia Georgieva has participated in a number of national and international
projects in the field of entrepreneurship, as well as in numerous national and international
scientific forums, round tables and discussions. She is fluent in English.

3. 2ulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position

Dr Silvia Georgieva has provided the relevant cards for the fulfilment of the
quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of "associate
professor” at the UNWE, as well as evidence of the publications, citations, participation in
projects, classroom workload, developed courses, and others indicated in these cards.

2.1. Fulfilment of quantitative requirements

The data provided show that the candidate Dr Silvia Georgieva meets the
requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria and the additional requirements of the UNWE. Regarding the card for the fulfilment
of the quantitative requirements, she reports 1,889.5 points, with a threshold of 720 points.

The candidate has published her own monograph and textbook, participated in a
collective monograph, has publications in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in



world-renowned databases with scientific information, as well as one study, other articles and
reports published in non-refereed journals with scientific review or published in edited
collective volumes.

The report on fulfilling the quantitative requirements shows that some of these
publications are cited in other articles, studies and reports in referenced and indexed in
world-renowned databases with scientific information and in non-refereed journals with
scientific review or published in edited collective volumes.

2.2. Fulfilment of qualitative requirements

The card for fulfilling the qualitative requirements for holding the academic position
of "associate professor" and the evidence presented testify that the candidate has significant
achievements in all points and sub-points of this card. Based on a positive opinion from the
Commission on the quantitative requirements for holding academic positions at the UNWE,
the Habilitation Council has also given a positive opinion on the candidacy of Dr Silvia
Georgieva, as she meets the specified quantitative and qualitative requirements.

8. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities of the candidate

As a teacher in the Department of Entrepreneurship since 2013, Dr Silvia Georgieva
has taught a number of courses at the bachelor's and master's level, which are entirely in the
field of the announced competition. Such own courses for bachelors are: Fundamentals of
Entrepreneurship, Business Environment for Entrepreneurship, Art and Creative
Entrepreneurship, and for masters respectively: Fundamentals of Entrepreneurial Activity,
Digital Creativity and Entrepreneurial Thinking, Internationalization of Family Business. She
has also taught other courses in co-authorship with colleagues from the department.

Chief Assistant Dr Georgieva's classroom workload has been continuously growing,
with an average of over 400 hours of lectures and 120 hours of seminars per year for the last
two years. Her total classroom workload as a Chief Assistant is 2792 hours, of which 1666
hours of lectures and 1126 hours of seminars. She also lectured at the Institute of Transport
and Telecommunications in Riga (Latvia) in 2023, as well as at the University of Ahmedabad
in India in 2024. All this testifies that the candidate Dr Silvia Georgieva possesses the
necessary academic experience and preparation to occupy the academic position announced
under this competition.

4. Brief description of the presented scientific papers/publications

Dr Georgieva is the author and co-author of 19 scientific publications in the field of
entrepreneurship. These publications include one independent monograph, two chapters of a
collective monograph; one textbook, 5 publications published in scientific journals,
referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific information, as well as ten
articles, reports and studies published in non-refereed journals with scientific review or in
edited collective volumes. The attached reference shows that the candidate's publications
have a number of citations.

The publications submitted for participation in the competition do not repeat those for
acquiring the educational and scientific degree of "doctor”. With these works, Dr Georgieva
meets the minimum national requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria for the professional field 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty
"Economics and Management /Entrepreneurship/", as well as the requirements of the UNWE.



Most of the presented publications are dedicated to issues related to entrepreneurship,
inclusive and social entrepreneurship. For example, the textbook ‘“Fundamentals of
Entrepreneurial Activity” contains basic topics on the essence of entrepreneurship, as well as
more contemporary problems such as inclusive, digital and ecological entrepreneurship and
others. These topics are supported by appropriate examples that can motivate students
towards various forms of entrepreneurship. In the monograph “Ethnic Entrepreneurship”, the
author has analyzed the entrepreneurial intentions of young people of Roma origin,
identifying the motives and existing barriers to the creation of their own business. On this
basis, she has formulated recommendations to the various interested institutions and
organizations. Two more publications are dedicated to this issue. Other publications have
revealed the main characteristics of female entrepreneurship, as well as the dimensions of
creative entrepreneurship. In one of the chapters of the collective monograph, the author has
shown the most prominent representatives of entrepreneurship in Bulgaria, while in another
chapter examples of successful Bulgarian entrepreneurs abroad are given. A relatively new
issues were developed in articles analysing cooperation between local authorities and social
entrepreneurs.

In the publications on the internationalization of small and medium-sized enterprises
(SMEs) in Bulgaria, the managerial characteristics of entrepreneurs for successful
internationalization of these enterprises are highlighted. The author has shown the connection
between the training of entrepreneurs and their performance in an international business
environment. Conclusions are made regarding the education of future entrepreneurs for their
successful performance in international markets

Another area of research by the candidate is the partnership between universities and
businesses and the transfer of scientific products between them. These publications reveal
that the size of enterprises is positively related to the use of scientific products. Knowledge-
based services are identified as the leading sectors in this regard. In the above-mentioned
textbook, there is a special topic dedicated to the partnership between science and business.

5. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied scientific

contributions of the candidate

| agree with the scientific and applied scientific contributions formulated by the
candidate, especially in the field of inclusive and social entrepreneurship. The scientific
contributions relate to revealing: the factors influencing the entrepreneurial attitudes of
young people of Roma origin; the demographic characteristics of women entrepreneurs and
the specifics of their business; the management traits of international entrepreneurs, the role
of education as a factor for successful internationalization; as well as the opportunities for
cooperation between social entrepreneurs and local authorities. The scientific and applied
contributions include a number of recommendations for improving entrepreneurship
education and developing entrepreneurial attitudes among young people; improving policies
to support female entrepreneurship and the internationalization of SMEs. Evidence of these
contributions is the interest shown by some stakeholders to the relevant publications and
results.



6. Main critical notes and recommendations to the candidate

I have no critical notes on the submitted scientific works. | would recommend that the
candidate continue her research on different types of inclusive and social entrepreneurship, as
these topics are insufficiently investigated in our country.

7. Conclusion

The submitted works testify to the candidate's in-depth knowledge of the problems
related to entrepreneurship, inclusive entrepreneurship, SME development and partnership
between institutions and business. Important results are obtained, which add value to the
existing knowledge. All this gives me reason to recommend to the esteemed scientific jury to
award Chief Assistant Dr Silvia Georgieva the academic position of "Associate Professor" in
professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty “Economics and Management”
(Entrepreneurship), at the University of National and World Economy.
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
