1. Information about the competition
The competition is announced for the needs of the Law Faculty of the UNWE. I
participate in the composition of the scientific jury of the competition in accordance to Order
Ne Ne 768/07.03.2025 of the Vice-Rector for Research of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the announced competition is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda
Hristova Hristova. Assoc. Prof. Hristova graduated in Law from the Faculty of Law of the
UNWE in 1999, and in 2000 she was appointed to the position of "assistant professor" in the
same faculty. She successively held the positions of "senior assistant professor" (2003 -
2006), “chief assistant professor” (2006 - 2018) and associate professor, from 2018 to the
present. She obtained doctoral degree in the scientific specialty "Administrative Law and
Administrative Procedure” in 2008. In parallel with the development of her academic career,
Assoc. Prof. Hristova worked as a legal advisor at the Regional Inspectorate for
Environmental Protection - Sofia (2008 - 2009), and since 2013 she practices as a lawyer at
the Sofia Bar Association. Since 2022, she has been an arbitrator at the Arbitration Court at
the Bulgarian Industrial Association, she is also a member of the "Bulgarian Commission of
Jurists - Section of the International Commission of Jurists™ and a consultant for the program
"The Law and Themis" on the Bulgarian National Radio. She has been a member of working

groups for the preparation of various draft laws and for the transposition of EU law acts in



our country. In the period 2002 — 2005 she participated in training seminars on
administrative, financial and tax law issues in Austria, Greece, Italy and Hungary. In her
research and practice, Assoc. Prof. Hristova demonstrates a lasting and profound interest in

the extremely topical areas of environmental and migration law.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position

The only candidate in the announced competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda
Hristova, has submitted a Card for the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements and
evidences of their fulfilment, from which the following completion of the individual
indicators is established. In Group A - 50 points with a minimum number of 50. In Group B -
100 points with a minimum number of 100. In Group D - 215 points with a minimum number
for the professional field Law of 100. In Group E - 240 points with a minimum number of
100. In Group E - 120 points with a minimum number of 100, or a total of 727 points with a
minimum number for the professional field Law of 450 points, which represents a significant
excess of the minimum required number of points according to national requirements.

The fulfilment of the indicators according to the additional requirements of the
UNWE is as follows. In Group G — 80 points with a minimum required for the professional
field Law of 40; in Group H — 485, with a minimum required for the professional field Law
of 260; in Group | — 718, with a minimum required of 120, or a total of 1283, with a
minimum required for the professional field Law of 420 points. In total, the candidate
collects 2010 points for both groups of requirements with a minimum required number for
the professional field Law of 870 points. The sum of points of Assoc. Prof. Nadezhda
Hristova significantly exceeds the required minimum number of points in relation to the
majority of the indicators. It should be noted the large number of citations established in
scientific journals, referenced and indexed in established international databases with

scientific information.

4. Teaching
The candidate in the competition has many years of teaching experience, which meets
the requirements for holding the academic position of "professor". The submitted documents

certify the candidate's teaching activities for the period from holding the academic position of



"associate professor"” to the conduct of the competition, amounting to a total of 2208 hours of
lectures and 5773 hours of seminar classes. Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova has
developed lecture courses and curricula for four academic disciplines from the specialty
"Law", namely the disciplines Environmental Law, Migration Law, Practicum in
Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure. Along with them, she has prepared a
curriculum for the discipline Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure, studied by
students in the bachelor degree, specialty "Public Administration”, as well as for the
discipline Administrative Law, which is thought to students in the master degree, specialty
"Public Financial Management"”. Assoc. Prof. Hristova has also prepared three curricula for
the doctoral degree program, in the disciplines Administrative Law, Administrative

Procedure, and Essay on the topic of the dissertation.

5. General characteristics and contributions of the presented scientific papers

The publications with which the candidate participates in the competition include the
habilitation work "Administrative-legal Regime of the Protected Areas”, chapters in three
collective monographs, five articles in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in
international databases with scientific information, three reports published in collections of
reports from scientific conferences in the country, one textbook and seven chapters from a
co-authored textbook. All submitted publications fall within the scope of the announced
competition.

5.1. General characteristics and contributions of the candidate's habilitation work

The habilitation work "Administrative-legal Regime of the Protected Areas" is a
scientific study dedicated to the legal regulation of the relations in connection with the
safeguarding of the protected areas. The main goal of the work is to clarify the administrative
and legal nature and characteristic features of protected areas under Bulgarian environmental
law. The work is 250 pages long. The scientific literature used includes 96 titles in Cyrillic
and 19 in Latin. 223 footnotes have been made. The works structure comprises of an
introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. A List of the Protected Areas is attached.

The habilitation work is an original study on up to date problems of the administrative
law, which has numerous contributions. It is the first monographic research of the regime of

protected areas in the Bulgarian legal literature. Among the numerous scientific



contributions, the following can be highlighted: 1. The systematization of the regime of the
protected areas based on the various actions carried out in relation to the relevant objects; 2.
The derivation of the features of protected areas as an object of the administrative-legal
regime; 3. The proposed doctrinal definition of the concept of "biological diversity"; 4. The
analysis of the administrative procedure for the adoption of protected area plans and its
phases; 5. The study of the state bodies for the management of the protected areas; 6. The
analysis of the principles of Bulgarian environmental law, which are relevant for the
management of the protected areas and the proposals for the normative formulation of special
principles; 7. The author's justification of the legal essence of the order for the declaration of
a protected area as an administrative act; 8. The well-founded critical analysis of the
exclusion from judicial control of orders for the announcement of protected areas; 9. The
determination of the features of the assessment of the compatibility of plans, programs,
projects and investment proposals with the subject and objectives of the safeguard of the
protected areas; 10. The analysis of coercive administrative measures; 11. The clarification
and definition of the concept of "administrative environmental violations”; 12. The
comprehensive analysis of the case law and the formulated proposals for improving the
regulatory framework of the indicated relations. Along with the scientific contributions, the
habilitation work is also distinguished by numerous applied contributions and will be of great
benefit to practicing lawyers.

5.2. General characteristics and contributions of the candidate’s other publications

For her participation in the competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova has
presented numerous other scientific publications in the field of administrative law and the
administrative procedure. All of them contain contributions, with the more significant ones
highlighted below. The article “Withdrawal of an Administrative Act” (Journal Pravna Misal,
2020, No. 3, pp. 3 — 180) analyzes the legal nature and legal prerequisites for the validity of
the withdrawal. The conclusion regarding the purpose of the withdrawal as an act of
procedural economy and the analysis of the consequences of the withdrawal of the
administrative act can be pointed out as contributions of the article. The article “Critical
Analysis of Art. 66a of the Protected Areas Act” (journal Business and Law, 2022, No. 3, pp.
30-47) contains a critical analysis of the provision of Art. 66a of the Protected Areas Act, on

the basis of which the author formulates a proposal for its repeal as unconstitutional. The

article "Contesting of a Refusal for Resuming of Proceedings for Issuing an Administrative
Act" (Scientific Works of UNWE, Sofia, 2023, No. 4, pp. 157-p. 172) contains scientific and
applied contributions. It offers an answer to the question of the possibility of challenging a
tacit refusal to allow the resumption of proceedings for issuing an administrative act. Another
publication of important practical and applied significance is the report "Residence of
Foreigners on the Territory of the Republic of Bulgaria for the Purposes of Intra-Corporate
Transfer" (Collection of Reports from the Scientific Conference "Current Problems of Labor
and Social Security Law", 2020). In it, the author substantiates the conclusion that the
employer's decision to change the workplace of the employee - a third-country citizen, is not
an absolute basis for the latter's residence on the territory of the country. The textbook "Short
Course in Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure™ covers the main issues of
substantive and procedural administrative law. Although intended for students of non-law

majors, the textbook is also suitable for law students.

6. Recommendations

In view of the scope of the EU's competence, which also includes some of the areas in
which the candidate's scientific research is focused, | recommend that in future research, the
case law of the Court of Justice of the EU be subjected to a more thorough analysis. This will
contribute to complete clarification of the issues in the areas under study, which are regulated
by the norms of EU law.

The recommendation made above do not change my entirely positive assessment of the

habilitation work and the other publications submitted for participation in the competition.

7. Conclusion
The candidacy of Assoc. prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova Hristova meets all the
requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ZRASRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of ZRASRB and the additional
requirements of the UNWE.
Based on my overall assessment, | consider that Assoc. prof. Dr. Nadezhda
Hristova possesses all the necessary qualities, research and teaching experience, to hold

the academic position of ""professor’ and I confidently recommend to the scientific jury
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to adopt a decision to propose to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Law of the
UNWE, Assoc. prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova to be elected to the academic position of
"professor' in the field of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences,
professional direction 3.6. Law, scientific specialty "Administrative Law and
Administrative Procedure™.
