OPINION

Dear Members of the Academic Committee,

By Order No. 768/07.03.2025 of the Vice-Rector of UNWE, | have been appointed as a member
of the academic committee for the competition for the academic position of “Professor” in the
field of higher education 3. Social, Economic, and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6. Law,
scientific specialty “Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure.”

1. Information about procedure for appointment to an academic position

The competition was announced to meet the needs of the Department of International Law and
EU Law at the Faculty of Law (FL) of UNWE, in State Gazette issue No. 3 of 10.01.2025.

2. Information about the candidate

One candidate applied on time for the competition — Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova
Hristova from the Department of International Law and EU Law at the Faculty of Law, UNWE.
She submitted the necessary documents within the deadline.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova graduated from the Faculty of Law at UNWE in 1999. In
2000, she won a competition for an assistant position in the same faculty. From 2003 to 2006,
she was a senior assistant, from 2006 to 2018 — a chief assistant, and since 2018, she has held
the academic position of "associate professor." In 2008, she successfully defended her
dissertation and obtained the educational and scientific degree "Doctor."

From 2000 to 2024, she has conducted seminars and lectures in Administrative Law and
Administrative Procedure, Environmental Law, Migration Law, and the Administrative Legal
Status of Citizens and Organizations. She has participated in scientific conferences. From 2008
to 2009, she worked as a legal advisor at the Regional Inspectorate of Environment and Water
(RIEW) — Sofia under the Ministry of Environment and Water, which positively contributed to
her acquisition of practical experience in applying environmental legislation.



In addition to her academic background, Assoc. Prof. Hristova possesses valuable practical
knowledge, especially in the field of environmental law and legislation, particularly regarding
the administrative legal regime of protected areas — which is also the topic of her habilitation
thesis.

3. Compliance with the requirements for holding the academic position

Assoc. Prof. Dr. N. Hristova has fulfilled both the quantitative and qualitative requirements for
participation in the competition for the academic position of “professor” as per Articles 2b, 29,
and 29b of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(LDASRB), Articles 1a and 60 of the Regulations for the Application of the LDASRB, and
Articles 34 and 35 of the Regulations for Academic Staff Development at UNWE.

4. Evaluation of the candidate’s teaching activity

Since the beginning of her academic career as an assistant at the Faculty of Law at UNWE,
Assoc. Prof. Hristova has gained considerable teaching experience by delivering lectures and
seminars in nearly all administrative law disciplines, including electives.

5. Candidate’s scientific publications
Assoc. Prof. Hristova has submitted the following:

e A monograph titled “Administrative Legal Regime of Protected Zones”, which is her
habilitation thesis;

e A co-authored monograph “Legal Regime of Protected Natural Areas (Scientific and
Practical Analysis) ”;

e A textbook titled “Short Course on Administrative Law and Administrative
Procedure”,

e A co-authored study guide “Guide for the State Examination in Public Law Sciences
(PLS)";

« Eight articles published in reputable peer-reviewed academic journals (in print and
electronic format), including in Legal Thought, Business and Law, Scientific Works of
UNWE, and in proceedings from scientific conferences organized by the Faculty of Law
at UNWE.

These publications demonstrate both scientific and applied contributions, with clear novelty in
the research. The most significant contributions are in the habilitation thesis.

6. Structure and content of the habilitation thesis

The structure is traditional and logical — it includes an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion,
and a bibliography with 96 titles in Cyrillic and 19 in Latin script. An appendix provides a list
of protected zones in Bulgaria.

e Chapter One: “General Characteristics of the Administrative Legal Regime of Protected
Zones” — theoretical overview

o Chapter Two: “Declaration of Protected Zones and Compatibility Assessment”

e Chapter Three: “Administrative Enforcement Measures for the Protection of Protected
Zones”



Each chapter is divided into sections.

7. Scientific and applied contributions in the habilitation thesis

The habilitation work features unquestionable contributions, among which the following stand

out:

Relevance of the topic, particularly considering the need for environmentally
responsible interaction between society and nature;
Novelty of the research — the first comprehensive monographic study of the
administrative legal regime of protected zones;
Examination of the principles of Bulgarian environmental law, indicating the depth of
the work;
Use and citation of prominent scholars in administrative procedure and legal theory;
Analysis of a wide range of normative acts on the topic — national, supranational, and
international;
Effective integration of theory and practice in the research;
Skilled use of research methods — historical-legal analysis, comparative legal analysis,
etc.;
Original definitions proposed for:

o “Administrative legal regime of protected zones” (p. 17)

o “Biological diversity” (p. 25)

o ‘“Administrative legal regime for declaration and amendments to protected

zones” (p. 100);

Competent outlining of the stages in the procedure for declaring protected zones in
Chapter Two;
From a practical perspective, the most valuable part is the identification and analysis of
administrative enforcement measures in Chapter Three;
Distinction between "legal status" and "legal regime™;
Academic critique of the term “administrative authority” in § 1, item 1 of the Additional
Provisions of the Administrative Procedure Code (p. 50);
Scientifically justified conclusion about the legal nature of the Management Plan for
Protected Zones (approved by the Minister of Environment and Water) and the
Minister’s order under Art. 12, para. 6 of the Biological Diversity Act as secondary
legislative administrative acts (pp. 134-141);
Valuable analysis of the activities of public benefit NGOs in initiating procedures for
declaring protected zones;
Though limited, the case law presented is competently analyzed,;
Proposals de lege ferenda for improving legislation (pp. 224-229).

8. Critical remarks and recommendations

8.1. Critical remarks

Given the thorough and competent discussion, which includes many legislative
improvement proposals, it would be appropriate to highlight these proposals more
explicitly in the conclusion;

It would be helpful to more clearly distinguish the administrative regime of protected
zones from other administrative regimes — of biodiversity, protected natural areas, etc.,
and define their interrelations (p. 15);



e While the proposal to involve established legal scholars in environmental law in the
procedures for declaration, management planning, and modification of protected zones
is appropriate, it should not be classified as a separate principle (p. 225);

e Some inaccuracies are noted in the analysis of supranational EU acts;

e Minor stylistic and editorial issues are present, such as using “prescribed” instead of
“regulated” or “established” (pp. 77, 83, etc.).

These critical notes do not affect my positive opinion regarding the candidate’s eligibility for
the academic position of "professor."

8.2. Recommendations

My only recommendation is that Assoc. Prof. Hristova continues to explore the undoubtedly
relevant and engaging topic of her habilitation thesis and other publications, as | believe she
has more to contribute and substantiate academically in these underexplored legal areas.

9. Conclusion

Based on the analysis presented in this opinion, | give my positive assessment of the teaching
and research work of Assoc. Prof. Nadezhda Hristova, who meets all legal requirements for
appointment to the academic position of “professor.”

I recommend that the academic committee propose to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of
Law at UNWE that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova be appointed to the academic position
of professor in the field of higher education 3. Social, Economic, and Legal Sciences,
professional field 3.6. Law, scientific specialty “Administrative Law and Administrative
Procedure.”
