1. Information about the competitive procedure

The competitive tender was announced for the needs of the Department of
International Law and EU Law of the Faculty of Law of the UNWE, according
to the Decision of the AC Ne 6 / 11.12.2024. 1 have been appointed in the as a
member of the academic jury of the competitive tender on the ground of Order
No 768 of 7 March 2025 of the Vice-Rector for Research of the UNWE and |
submit my opinion to your attention.

2. Information about the candidates

Only one candidate submitted documents for participation in the competitive
tender - Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova from the Department of International
Law and EU Law of the Faculty of Law of the UNWE. The candidate graduated
from the Faculty of Law of the UNWE in 1999. Since 2000, the candidate has
been working on an employment contract basis as a lecturer at the Faculty of Law
of the UNWE, since 2006 she has been a senior assistant professor, and since
2018 she has been an associate professor of Administrative Law and
Administrative Procedure. In 2008 she successfully defended her dissertation for
acquiring the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the scientific specialty
"Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure”. It should be pointed out that
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as a legal practitioner, the candidate has worked in the Regional Inspectorate for
Environment and Water - Sofia, and since 2013 has been a practicing as an
attorney. This is an additional and useful experience, reflected in the critical and
accurate analysis of the legal framework, the source of the administrative legal
regime of protected areas, the analysis of the case law and the de lege ferenda
proposals made with a view to better preservation of the protected areas, in the
presented monographic work "Administrative legal regime of protected areas".

3. Fulfilling the requirements for the academic position

The set of materials and documents submitted by the candidate, comply with
the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and the Regulation on the Implementation of

In this
sense is also the opinion of the Habilitation Council of the UNWE. Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Nadezhda Hristova has submitted a "Card for fulfilling the quantitative
requirements for holding the academic position of Professor”, accompanied by
the relevant evidence, which shows that she meets the legal conditions and the
additional requirements of the UNWE for holding the academic position of
Professor. The candidate's published works related to the research activity
(monograph, three chapters of a collective monograph, 5 scientific articles and 3
scientific reports) and to the teaching activity (textbook and textbook) not only
comply with the additional requirements of the UNWE for holding the academic
position of "Professor" in the professional field of "Law", adopted pursuant to
Article 15, par. 1 of the LDASRB and Article 53, par. 2 of the RILDASRB, but
also exceed the required minimum threshold of points. All of them were
published after the acquisition of the academic position of Associate Professor.

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"Migration Law", and a lecture course in the elective course "Administrative Law
and Administrative Process" to the students of Public Administration.

5. Characteristics of submitted scientific papers/publications

In connection with the research activity, the applicant has submitted one
monograph for the competitive tender entitled 'The administrative legal regime
of protected areas'. PC - UNWE, Sofia, 2024. In structural terms, this work
comprises of a list of abbreviations used, an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion and a bibliography. In connection with the scientific research activity,
the candidate has attached 8 more publications - 5 scientific articles and 3
published scientific reports. The candidate's works related to research are mainly
in the field of administrative law, administrative procedure and environmental
law.

The candidate has also submitted a collective monograph, in which he
contributed by writing three independent chapters - Penchev, G., N. Hristova.
Legal Regime of Protected Natural Areas /Scientific - Practical Analysis/, PC -
UNWE, Sofia, 2023, pp. 36 - 81., ISBN 978-619 - 232 - 764 - 4. In the chapters
written by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova are discussed in detail the legal
regime of management of protected natural areas, the legal regime of designation
and changes in protected natural areas, and the measures of administrative
coercion applied for the protection of protected natural areas.

The publications submitted by the candidate in connection with the research
activity are a very good indicator of his creativity and hard work. The presented
monograph "Administrative and Legal Regime of Protected Areas" is the first in
Bulgaria complex scientific research in this field. It can definitely be said that this
study fills a gap in our legal literature. | assess the presentation in the
monographic work as purposeful, meaningful and useful for the legal doctrine
and practice of the relevant judicial and administrative authorities. It is
accompanied by individual comparisons and distinctions, justification of
conclusions and proposals de lege ferenda. At the same time, in the five scientific
articles and three scientific reports presented, the author has analysed a variety of
legal issues. They have both scientific and scientific-applied significance. In my
opinion, the author's conclusions, summaries and de lege ferenda proposals made
in them make an indisputable contribution, on the one hand, to the development
of the scientific discussion on the issues raised and, on the other hand, to the
improvement of the relevant legal framework.

In connection with the study activity, the candidate has attached a study guide
in the writing of which he participated with independently developed seven topics

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and prasctical

contributions of the candidate

The scientific and applied contributions of Prof. Nadezhda Hristova, in the
presented publications, | assess as significant, important and useful for the legal
doctrine and practice of the relevant state authorities.

The specific scientific and applied results and contributions of the candidate
in the monograph "Administrative and Legal Regime of Protected Areas" can be
outlined as follows:

1) a very good legal analysis of the administrative and legal regime of
protected areas, its object and content;

2) useful author's analysis of protected area management authorities;

3) a useful authorial analysis of principles of Bulgarian environmental law
with relevance to protected area management;

4) the analysis of the designation regime of protected areas is important.

5) a useful authorial analysis of the legal nature of the order for the designation
of protected areas with a reasoned authorial conclusion that this act is a normative
administrative act;

6) very good critical analysis of Article 12, paragraph 7 of the Biodiversity
Act;

7) a useful, both for theory and practice, analysis of the stages of the procedure
for assessing the compatibility of plans, programmes, projects and investment
proposals with the subject and objectives of conservation of protected areas,
accompanied by reasoned proposals de lege ferenda;

This chapter analyses the administrative coercion applied for the protection of
protected natural areas. Specifically, it examines and analyses the two main types
of administrative coercive measures regulated in the Protected Areas Act -
coercive administrative measures and administrative penalties. The analysis of
the legal framework is rather critical with suggestions for amendments.

Scientific and applied contributions can also be noted in the five articles and
three reports presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova, which are useful
and valuable for doctrine and practice and could provoke scientific discussion

In connection with her teaching activities, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova
has presented a "Guide for the State Examination in Public Law", in the writing
of which she has participated with seven topics. The purpose of the study guide
Is to systematize the study material and to meet the needs of the student audience.
The Guide for the State Examination in Public Law is intended to facilitate to the
maximum extent the preparation of law students at the Faculty of Law of the
University of National and World Economy. Of course, the guide can also be used
by students at all other law faculties in the country, as it is fully aligned with the
Uniform Questionnaire for the Public Law Examination, which is applicable to
the Law major.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Hristova has presented a textbook "Short Course
on Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure”, which is intended to
correspond in abbreviated form to the taught disciplines "Administrative Law and
Administrative  Procedure”, "Administrative Law" and "Administrative
Procedure” to students of the Bachelor and Master degree, according to the
adopted and approved curricula. The textbook consists of two titles - Title |
"Administrative Law" and Title Il "Administrative Procedure”, which cover
separate chapters devoted to the main issues of substantive and procedural
administrative law. The main concepts of the individual issues are clarified with



a significant number of references to publications of prominent Bulgarian
scholars.

4. Key critical comments and recommendations:

In the monograph "The Administrative Law Regime of Protected Areas", the
bibliographical reference could have been more detailed with specific page
references. The monograph could also include a list of the Supreme
Administrative Court decisions and CC decisions on the subject analysed and
cited in the monograph.

However, these weaknesses do not diminish the importance of the work
presented by the candidate. They are only intended to help the author in case he
decides to continue his creative efforts on this topic.

5. Conclusion

In conclusion, and after reviewing the materials presented in the competition,
| believe that the only candidate - Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadejda Hristova, meets fully
the regulatory requirements for election to the academic position of "Professor"
in the field of higher education 3. "Social, Economic and Legal Sciences",
professional field 3.6.
