1. Competition information
The competition was announced in the State Gazette, issue 3 from 10.01.2025 for the
needs of the Department of "National and Regional Security”, Faculty "Economics of
Infrastructure” at the UNWE in accordance with the Decision of the UNWE Academic Council
Ne 6/11.12.2024. | participate in the scientific jury of the competition in accordance with Order
Ne 765/ 07.03.2025 of the Vice-Rector for Research of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition
For participation in the mentioned competition for "Associate professor” at UNWE,
only one candidate has submitted documents: Chief Assist. Dr. Nedko Georgiev Tagarev
from the Department of "National and Regional Security”, Faculty "Economics of Infrastructure”
at UNWE.

Nedko Tagarev graduated “Industrial Economics” (Bachelor's and Master's degrees) and
"Defense and Security Economics™ (Master's degrees) in UNWE.

In 2013, he received PhD in the professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty
"Economics and Management (Corporate Security)" at UNWE with the topic of the dissertation
"Improving the Analysis of Information Security in Critical Infrastructure Facilities™.

The candidate has been working under an employment contract in the Department
,National and Regional Security, Faculty "Economics of Infrastructure” at UNWE since 2010,
initially as an assistant professor, and from 2015 as a chief assistant.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position
3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements
According to the attached "Card for fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for
occupying the academic position "Associate Professor” at UNWE for professional fields in the
scientific area 3. “Social, economic and legal sciences", Chief Assist. Dr. Nedko Tagarev has




twice as many points (1678) as the required minimum threshold of 720 points, and in all
indicators, he satisfies the set minimum requirements (National and Additional of UNWE).

According to the official note from the Department of Educational Documentation,
Reporting and Control at the UNWE, the candidate has completed classroom employment with
bachelor's and master's degree students of 1233 hours of lectures and 1 540 hours of exercises
for the academic years from 2016/2017 to 2020/2021.

Chief Assist. Dr. Nedko Tagarev, individually or together with colleagues from the
Department "National and Regional Security”, has participated in the compilation of
curricula that are directly related to the topic of the current competition for the academic position
"Associate Professor': "Economic Analysis in Internal Order and Security”, "Economic Analysis
in Defense and Security”, "Network Protection”, "Economic Aspects of Cybersecurity”,
"Internet Security”, "Penetration Testing of Information Systems", “Information Protection in
Defense and Security”, "Introduction to Ethical Hacking”, "Fundamentals of Virtualization in
Cloud Systems™ and others.

Chief Assist. Dr. Nedko Tagarev is the author of a teaching textbook for preparing
coursework using the “Cost-Benefit” method and case study analysis of an event in the
disciplines “Economic Analysis n Defense and Security” and “Economic Analysis in Internal
Order and Security”.

5. General characteristics of the submitted research publications
The candidate Chief Assist. Dr. Nedko Tagarev has submitted for participation in the
competition a total of 31 publications, of which 1 habilitation research thesis - individual
monograph; 6 collective monographs as a co-author; 1 teaching textbook; 2 papers published in
proceedings of international scientific conferences, indexed in Scopus/Web of Science; 21
papers published in indexed editions in secondary databases with scientific information, non-
refereed journals with scientific review or edited collective volumes.



The Card for fulfillment of the quantitative requirements states that publications of Chief
Assist. Dr. Nedko Tagarev have 20 citations, of which 3 citations in scientific publications
indexed in Scopus/Web of science.

The main areas of research activity of Chief Assist. Dr. Nedko Tagarev are information
security, economic analysis in security, cybersecurity management, ethical hacking.

The candidate's research activities have produced scientific and applied scientific results,
such as determining the main technical directions in cybersecurity management; determining the
specifics of applying the "cost-beneftt method" to assess the effectiveness and efficiency of
cybersecurity tools; determining the main elements necessary for cybersecurity management
training; analyzing the basic principles for building security and cybersecurity in smart cities.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

The main scientific and applied scientific contributions of the candidate Chief Assist. Dr.
Nedko Tagarev are:

e Deweloped a conceptual model for implementing an integrated cybersecurity
management system based on ERP models;

e Analysis and evaluation of metrics for establishing the effectiveness of cybersecurity
management;

e Proposal for the application of GAP analysis for cybersecurity management, as a process
and product;

e Models for training in cybersecurity management are proposed.

7. Conclusion

The candidate Chief Assist. Dr. Nedko Tagarev fulfills the necessary normative
