One candidate participated in the competition — Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nedko
Georgiev Tagarev. He is a lecturer in the Department of National and Regional Security of the
University of National and World Economy.

After completing his secondary education at the Sofia High School of Mathematics “St.
Paisii Hilendarski” in 1998, Chief Assistant Professor Nedko Tagarev obtained a bachelor’s
degree at the University of National and World Economy in 2003 and two master’s degrees at
the same university — in the specialty “Industrial Economics” in 2005 and in the specialty
“Defense and Security Economics” in 2007. He obtained his doctoral degree in 2013 in the
specialty “Economics and Management (Corporate Security)” with a topic of his dissertation:
“Improving the Analysis of Information Security in Critical Infrastructure Objects”.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

From the submitted reference and evidentiary material for fulfilling the minimum
National requirements for holding an academic position of “associate professor”, as well as the
specific requirements of the UNWE, it is evident that the candidate, Chief Assistant Professor
Dr. Nedko Tagarev, has fulfilled the quantitative requirements set out in the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations for the
Implementation of the LDASRB and the Regulations for the Organization and Conduct of
Competitions for the Acquisition of a Scientific Degree and for Holding Academic Positions at
the UNWE. He has collected points in the individual groups above the required minimum
number, and in some of them - he repeatedly exceeds them (in group G - with a required 200
points, he collects 438 points, in group D, with a required 50 points, he has 277, and in group G -
with 160, he presents 197.5 points, etc. and for other groups of the additional requirements of the
UNWE).



3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

The provided card and supporting materials show that the candidate shows serious
academic and professional experience in the field of the announced competition, having worked
for more than 15 years for the development of the field of “Cybersecurity Management”,
developing curricula, working on scientific projects (participating in 5 university, 2 national and
2 international projects, one of which he is the head of - scientific project 2018-2021 “Economic
aspects of models for assessing cybersecurity in smart cities”, No. NID NI-15/2018, UNWE),
leading and participating in scientific conferences (Head of the International Conference - Cyber
Security Management and Cyber Society /IC-CSMCS/ -2023), is a member of the editorial board
(of the Department of “National and Regional Security”), is a scientific editor of scientific
publications (“Approaches for determining the economic assessment of disasters and accidents,
economic assessment of protection in disasters and accidents”, Publishing Complex - UNWE,
2018 ; “Preceding of scientific conference - 10 years since the accession of the Republic of
Bulgaria to NATO”, Publishing Complex - UNWE, 2014; “Protection of critical infrastructure in
the EU and Bulgaria - economic and organizational aspects”, University Publishing House
“Stopanstvo”, 2010.; “Current problems of the economy of defense and security”, University
Publishing House “Stopanstvo”, Sofia, 2010), participates as a reviewer in scientific publications
(in Iternational Journal of Science and Research (1JSR) as well as in Unodc University Modules
on Cybercrimes), is a co-author of textbooks, prepares training courses, programs, etc.

I consider that the candidate, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nedko Tagarev, has
fulfilled the necessary quality requirements for occupying the academic position for which he
is applying.

| do not find any non-fulfilment by the Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Tagarev in any of
the required quantitative and qualitative indicators for the position he is applying for. Evidence
for the above conclusions is also the opinion of the Habilitation Council of the UNWE (Protocol
No. 9/11.11.2024).

4. Evaluation of the candidate's teaching and learning activities

The candidate, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nedko Tagarev, has the necessary
competence to hold the academic position of “Associate professor”, which is certified by the
submitted documents for his nearly 15 years of teaching and learning activity as an assistant and
chief assistant professor at the UNWE, which includes over 400 hours of lectures and exercises
per year in the disciplines: Information Technologies, Economic Analysis and Planning in
Defense and Security, Current Issues in Defense and Security, Fundamentals of Security Policy,
European Security Architecture, Energy Security, Corporate Security, Cybersecurity, etc.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nedko Tagarev teaches students as an assistant professor
(since 2010) and as a chief assistant professor (since 2015) at the UNWE in disciplines related to
information technologies, defense and security, and is the supervisor of more than 100 master's
theses. The candidate develops and implements training courses and programs (7 programs
related to network protection and cybersecurity), is a co-author of monographs and a teaching aid
(Tagarev, N. Teaching aid for preparing a coursework using the “Cost-Benefit” method and
analysis of a case study on an event in the disciplines “Economic Analysis in Defense and
Security” and “Economic Analysis in Internal Order and Security”, Avangard Prima, Sofia,
2024, ISBN 978-619-279-018-9).

Analyzing the candidate's teaching and learning activities, | believe that he has the
necessary teaching experience, solid preparation and is fully suitable for the position he is

applying for.



5. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications

The scientific works provided by the candidate (1 independent monograph and 6 co-
authored, 2 studies and over 30 publications) outline the main areas of his research and teaching
activity. They fully correspond to the scientific specialty and scientific field for which the
competition is announced. Scientific works and publications can be classified into three main
groups:

« Scientific-theoretical — this includes publications related to the development of models
(publications: 1.B.3, 1.G.6.2, 1.G.7.6, 1.G.7.13, 1.G.7.9, 1.G.10), concepts (publications: 1.G.7.1,
1.G.7.17), technical areas related to cybersecurity management (publications 1.G.6.1, 1.G.10.4),
technological transformation in defense planning (publications: 1.G.7.1, 1.G.7.8), security in the
application of ERP in “block-chain technologies” (publications: 1.G.7.1, 1.G.7.17), as well as
research related to the relationship between security and business goals of organizations
(publications: 1.G.7.11, 1.G.6.13, 1.G.4).

« Scientific-applied — publications related to approaches and analyses of issues related to
security and cybersecurity (publications: 1.G.6.1, 1.G.6.10, 1.G.7.3, .G.7.4, 1.G.7.15, 1.G.10.1,
1.G.7.18), with research on security in “smart” cities and the effectiveness of digitalization and
digital transformation measures in Bulgaria (publications: 1.G.7.12, 1.G.4, 1.G.10.3), cyber
intelligence (1.G.7.19) and others.

» Applied — this brings together publications related to programs and models for the
application of cybersecurity training approaches (publications: 1.G.6.2, 1.B.3), application of cost
analysis models and the cost-benefit method (publications: 1.G.6.14, 1.G.7.14, 1.G.7.15, 1.G.7.16,
11.G.26), application of GAP analysis for cybersecurity management (1.G.6.20), analysis of the
costs of natural disasters and cybersecurity assessment (publications: 1.G.4, 1.G.10.2) and others.

The main monographic work of chief assistant professor Dr. Nedko Tagarev “Modern
Approaches to Cybersecurity Management, Part I. Theoretical and Methodological Foundations”
is a study of the key aspects of information and computer security and their relationship with
cybersecurity, analyzing the main elements of information security - integrity, availability and
confidentiality of information, as well as the importance of key information assets in critical
infrastructure objects. This serious work also examines the role of information security in
building information system architectures, and also presents an assessment of the maturity of
cybersecurity systems with the introduction of integrated cybersecurity management systems
based on ERP models.

The monographic work of chief assistant Professor Dr. Nedko Tagarev is a vivid
illustration of his knowledge and competence to conduct in-depth scientific analyses and carry
out independent research on important issues related to cybersecurity management.

6. Synthesized assessment of the candidate's main scientific and scientific-applied
scientific contributions
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Tagarev has presented a detailed overview of his
contributions, as well as summaries of their content. From their review, as well as the remaining
evidentiary material, it is evident that they contain a sufficient number of scientific-theoretical,
scientific-applied and applied results, which lead to the enrichment and development of existing
and new knowledge in the field of economic analysis and cybersecurity management, as well as
offer solutions to specific problems. A large part of the proposed solutions are characterized by
serious analyticality and depth and, in my opinion, will be beneficial both for the students he
teaches and for the wider scientific community.
| accept as completely justified the claims of the candidate regarding his contributions,



which are a deserved result of his overall scientific production.

The citations of his publications, which exceed the required minimum in terms of points,
show the candidate's recognition in the scientific space regarding his scientific production.

7. Main critical notes and recommendations to the candidate

world database, as well as to popularize the acquired and developed knowledge not only among
students, but also to the general public. | also recommend that he continues his research work
and develops the next parts of his independent monograph, which will be useful for the
deepening of his research in the field of cybersecurity and its economic aspects.

8. Conclusion

The content of the submitted materials for the scientific production, the implementation
of the procedural requirements for compliance with the Law on the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of the
LDASRB and the internal institutional requirements, as well as my personal impressions, give
me reason to provide a positive assessment and to recommend to both the members of the
scientific jury and the members of the academic council of the UNWE to support the selection of
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nedko Georgiev Tagarev to hold the academic position of
“Associate Professor” in the professional field 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty “Economic
Analysis and Management of Cybersecurity” at the University of National and World Economy.
