1. Information about the Competition

The competition for occupying the academic position of "Professor" in the
professional field 3.6 Law, academic specialty "Financial Law", has been announced to
meet the needs of the Department Public Legal Studies at the Faculty of Law of the
University of National and World Economy (UNWE pursuant to Decision of the
Academic Council No. 6 dated 11.12.2024 (published in State Gazette, issue 3 of
10.01.2025). 1 am a member of the academic jury for the competition based on Order No.
769 /07.03.2025 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the Candidates in the competition
One candidate is participating in the announced competition for the position of
Professor — Associate Professor, Doctor of Law Nina Stefanova Chilova. The candidate

obtained her higher education in Law at the Faculty of Law of Sofia University "St.



Kliment Ohridski" in 1998. Since 2010, she has been an established lecturer at the Faculty
of Law of the University of National and World Economy. In 2013 Nina Stefanova
Chilova was awarded the academic degree of Doctor of Law (Diploma No. 84 /
28.03.2013). Since 2018, the candidate has held the academic position of Associate
Professor (Certificate No. 78/2018 issued by the Rector of UNWE).

Nina Stefanova Chilova has acquired practical knowledge in the application of
legal regulations, starting her professional career in 1998-1999 at the Ministry of Finance
as a specialist in the Tax Administration. From 1999 to 2000, she was Head of the Legal
Department at the Directorate for Gambling Control. During the period 2000 to 2001, she
worked as a legal advisor at Mobiltel AD. She was elected as a Member of Parliament in
the 39th National Assembly (2001-2005), where she also took a seat as a member of the
Budget and Finance Committee, Chair of the Subcommittee on Foreign Debt, and a
member of the Transport and Telecommunications Committee. In 2005, she served as
Minister of Culture and Tourism. She was re-elected as a Member of Parliament in the
40th National Assembly (2005-2009). Since 2010, she has been the authorized
representative (procurator) of Generali Zakrila MDC [Medico-dental center] EOOD. She
has been a member of the Vidin Bar Association (2005-2024) and a member of the
Arbitration Court at the Bulgarian Chamber of Commerce and Industry (2011-2024).

From the biographical information presented, it can be concluded that Associate
Professor Nina Chilova is a well-known Bulgarian legal expert who has gained practical
experience in the adoption and application of legislative acts. Her teaching activities and
published academic research throughout her academic career (doctoral dissertation,
habilitation thesis for the position of Associate Professor, academic articles, and
educational materials beyond those submitted for this competition) also characterize her
as a scholar who successfully identifies and critically analyzes problematic issues in the

legal framework.
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3. Compliance with the Requirements for the Academic Position

3.1. Meeting the Quantitative Requirements

The competition materials include a Compliance Map for meeting the quantitative
requirements for occupying the academic position of "Professor" at UNWE in
professional fields with accredited doctoral programs in the scientific area 3 — Social,
Economic, and Legal Sciences. The analysis of the submitted data confirms that the
candidate has met—and in some indicators (for example: articles and reports published in
non-refereed but peer-reviewed journals or in edited collective volumes, and citations)—
has even exceeded the national minimum requirements for scholarly and teaching activity
as stipulated in the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act
(Art. 2b) and the Regulations on its implementation (Art. 1a, para. 1). The additional
requirements introduced by the internal acts of the UNWE have also been fulfilled, for

example extra-auditorium workload in the UNWE has been established.

3.2. Meeting the Qualitative Requirements

The competition materials include a Compliance Map for meeting the qualitative
requirements for occupying the academic positions of "Professor" and "Associate
Professor" at UNWE. From the content of the map and the attached official certificates, it
Is confirmed that all of the requirements have been fully met.

In the opinion of the Habilitation Council of UNWE, recorded in Protocol No. 9
dated 11.11.2024 and adopted unanimously after a secret vote, it is stated that the
Habilitation Council gives a positive opinion regarding the prospective candidate in the

competition for the position of "Professor" — Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nina Stefanova Chilova.

4. Evaluation of Teaching and Educational Activity

Based on the biographical data, the submitted records of teaching workload -
including in Master's programs outside the field of Law—as well as the developed
academic courses and other teaching materials, | am confident that the candidate has

accumulated sufficient teaching experience for holding the academic position of
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"Professor."” The candidate's primary academic work focuses on control-related legal
relations within the scope of public finance. The combination of the candidate’s
accumulated teaching experience, active participation in councils for scientific
conferences, and her research contributions gives me reason to assume that she possesses
the necessary preparation and erudition to independently teach lecture courses in the
academic disciplines of Financial Law, and in particular, Tax Law. Her competence also
qualifies her to supervise postgraduate students and PhD candidates in the fields of
Financial and Tax Law. The attached course evaluation surveys for the periods 2021-
2022 and 2023-2024 confirm the candidate’s ability to organize an engaging and high-
quality educational process. Further evidence of the candidate's authority within the
academic community of the Faculty of Law at UNWE is her election as Chair of the
General Assembly of the Faculty for the terms 2019-2023 and 20232027, as well as her

active involvement in the Faculty Committee for Quality Assurance and Evaluation.

5. General Overview of the Submitted Scientific Works/Publications

The candidate participates in the competition with a habilitation work (monograph)
and a published chapter from a collective monograph. Twelve articles and four scholarly
papers are submitted as independent academic studies. Additionally, a sole-authored
textbook on tax law and co-authorship in a state exam guide for public law subjects are
presented.

The candidate's research focuses on financial and tax law. These studies are
notable for their concentration on the ambiguities in the positive legal regulation of
various financial law institutes, which leads to difficulties in legal enforcement. Through
the use of analytical and synthesis research methods, along with an in-depth
understanding of accumulated judicial and administrative practice, the candidate identifies
legal issues and reaches well-substantiated scholarly conclusions. In her research, Assoc.
Prof. Chilova also employs historical, comparative law, formal-logical, and normative
research methods. Her scientific and applied-scientific contributions are oriented both

toward new theoretical advancements and the practical improvement of law enforcement.
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Proposals for the future improvement of the legislation are also being advocated. Her
academic output is characterized by clarity of presentation and the use of precise legal
terminology. In each of the presented scientific papers, the relevant literary sources are
cited, which proves that the candidate has a deep understanding of the development of
key theoretical theses and, based on them, can draw her own scientific conclusions.

The textbook on tax law and her contribution to the public law state exam guide
represent significant methodological contributions to the quality of legal education of law
students and also have practical relevance for tax authorities and public enforcement
officers.

The monograph submitted for the competition, "Legal Aspects of the Financial
Control of the National Health Insurance Fund (NHIF)," stands out, first and foremost, for
its novelty within Bulgarian legal literature—this alone constitutes a scholarly
contribution. To date, no comprehensive monographic legal study has been devoted to
this topic. Secondly, the work is highly relevant in light of the need to achieve
effectiveness, efficiency, and economy in the use of public resources allocated to the
NHIF—management principles that are difficult to apply under the current legal
framework criticized by the candidate. Thirdly, the monograph is distinguished by its
clearly structured content, enabling a multi-faceted and accurate outline of the gaps and
ambiguities in the legal regulation of financial control. The analysis covers all relevant
legal provisions governing the healthcare sector. Fourth, the work is notable for its well-
reasoned critical analysis of the specific features of health insurance control, viewed as
subsequent external institutional financial control. This is grounded in the author’s deep
knowledge of the contributions of the Bulgarian legal science to the study of financial
control powers. The control activity is examined as a procedure, a legal relationship, a
function, and a competence. From this perspective, the monograph contains substantial
theoretical contributions. Fifth, the work is also practically oriented. It includes well-
founded proposals for legislative amendments as well as practical guidance for the lawful

exercise of control powers.
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Significant scholarly contributions include the author’s conclusions regarding the
lack of legal provisions that explicitly regulate: the legal principles guiding control
procedures; procedural deadlines for conducting the audit under Article 72, paragraph 2 of
the Health Insurance Act (HIA); deadlines related to the exercise of control powers by
NHIF/Regional Health Insurance Fund (RHIF) officials; the required elements of all
documents by which the inspection is initiated and concluded; the obligation for an
explicit response by the control authority to a written objection submitted by the audited
party in the context of health insurance control under Article 72, paragraph 2 HIA; the
acts that may be issued by the Deputy Director of the NHIF and the procedures for their
appeal.

Also of significance is the practical criticism regarding the absence of criteria
for selecting members of the NHIF Supervisory Board, along with the useful proposal
that members of this body meet certain professional standards—such as expertise in
healthcare, economics, finance, professional experience, and impartiality.

Of further contribution are the author’s observations on terminological
inaccuracies and ambiguities in the legal concepts used in the HIA—such as order,
sanctions, invitation, financial penalties, and others—compared to their established
meaning in the legal doctrine.

Based on her critical review of the legislation, the candidate has made well-
reasoned de lege ferenda proposals which will undoubtedly contribute to better
management of NHIF funds and to the lawful exercise of control powers by authorities
while respecting the rights of the entities subject to control.

The first chapter of the collective monograph "A Comparative Legal Analysis of
Withholding Tax in Light of the Case Law of the Court of Justice of the European Union"
also stands out for the novelty of its subject matter, practical applicability, and
multidisciplinary approach. Bulgarian legal literature lacks a comprehensive analysis of
this method of income taxation based on the primary and secondary law of the European
Union and the accumulated case law of the Court of Justice of the EU. Both Bulgarian

and foreign legal sources are correctly cited and discussed to evaluate the compliance of
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existing legal regulation with the Bulgarian Constitution and EU law. The candidate’s
scholarly contribution includes her analysis of the structure and content of the elements of

this form of income taxation.

6. Evaluation of Scientific and Applied Research Contributions

| consider that the scientific and applied-scientific research contributions contained
in the published academic studies submitted by the candidate for the competition do not
duplicate the works presented for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree
"Doctor" or for the occupying of the academic position of "Associate Professor." The
identified contributions and achieved results are entirely the product of the candidate’s
personal effort and creative thinking, as well as her ability to identify problems within the
legal framework and its application, to analyze them, and to reach well-reasoned
academic conclusions. These contributions stand out for their significant scientific value,
originality, and practical relevance. The relevance and informative value of the research
justify the enhancement of the legislative framework and its more effective practical

implementation.

7. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

I have no significant critical remarks regarding the academic works submitted by
the candidate, nor do | find any major gaps in them—except to encourage the candidate to
engage in even more in-depth research into the legal framework, particularly in light of its
evolving nature. My recommendation is for the candidate to actively participate, based on
her accumulated knowledge, in public discussions and, if possible, in working groups,
regarding future amendments to the regulatory framework of financial control carried out

by the National Health Insurance Fund, which undoubtedly needs improvement.

8. Conclusion
Based on the evaluation of the academic development, scientific works, and

scholarly contributions of Assoc. Prof. Nina Stefanova Chilova, | firmly believe that the
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candidate meets all the requirements set forth in Article 29, paragraph 1 of the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act and in Article 60 of
the Regulations on its implementation for appointment to the academic position of
"Professor”. | strongly support her candidacy and recommend to the scientific jury to
submit a proposal to the Faculty Council of the Law Faculty at UNWE to appoint Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Nina Stefanova Chilova for the academic position of "Professor" in the field of
higher education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6 Law
(Financial Law).
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
