REVIEW

Subject: competition for the academic position of “professor” in the professional field 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty "Economics of the Defense Industry, European and Energy

Security" at the University of National and World Economy.

1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of Department of "National and Regional
Security"”, at the Faculty of "Infrastructure Economics"”, UNWE according to the Decision of
the Academic Council No. 6/11.12.2024. | participate in the scientific jury according to the
Order No. 756./7.03.2025 of the Rector of the UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate participates in the competition - Associate Professor Svetoslav Ivanov Spasov,
PhD, from the University of National and World Economy. The biographical details of the
participant are available in the documents submitted.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

The candidate has submitted a Card for fulfilling the quantitative requirements about the
academic position of "professor” at the UNWE, which includes both the national minimum
requirements according to the Law on the Promotion of Academic Research and Education
(Art. 2b) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. la, para. 1), as well as the
additional increased requirements of the UNWE.

The data presented in the documents and the evidence to them show that Associate Professor
Spasov fulfills all formal quantitative criteria for holding the academic position of
"professor". Particularly important in this regard is the presence of publications in Scopus
and in Web of science, a solid habilitation thesis, publications in authoritative periodicals,
etc. The identified citations of Svetoslav Spasov's publications by other fellow researchers
exceed the minimum thresholds. They show that the professional community gives a positive
assessment of his scientific qualities.

The documents with the qualitative requirements is in a certain sense more impressive. It



shows that for many years, Associate Professor Spasov has been making successful efforts
and participating in various political, diplomatic and public activities, which, on the one
hand, are closely connected to his scientific and pedagogical activities, and on the other hand,
they contribute to increasing the authority and establishing the good name of the UNWE at
the national and international level.

The findings are confirmed by the opinion of the Habilitation Council at the UNWE dated
11.11.2024, in which a unanimous positive opinion was given regarding the readiness of the
(then) potential candidate, Associate Professor Svetoslav Spasov, to participate in the current
competition.

4. Assessment of teaching and learning activities for each candidate separately

Associate Professor Svetoslav Spasov has been a long-time lecturer at the University of
National and World Economy and, despite the interruptions, it can be said that he has
sufficient pedagogical and life experience to hold the academic position of "professor”. This
is also confirmed by the fact that he has successfully taught at other higher education
institutions in the country and abroad. In addition, the reviews and ratings in student surveys
for his teaching activities in recent years have been very good and excellent.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications

To participate in this competition, Associate Professor Spasov has submitted a voluminous
habilitation work - Development of the Defense Industry in Bulgaria 1990-2013, UNWE
Publishing Complex, 2016, 802 pages. From a formal point of view, the work meets the
regulatory requirements for the presence of two reviewers, and from a content point of view
it is fully suitable for the scientific specialty for which the competition was announced. It
should be noted that the habilitation work of Associate Professor Spasov is not the result of a
"sporadic” interest, but is connected and develops his previous publications on the same
topic. In this sense, the presented monograph is a sign of sustainable research interest and
systematic efforts to reconstruct the past and understand the present of the defense industry in
Bulgaria.

For participation in the competition, St. Spasov has also submitted various other publications
- articles, studies, conference reports. From a thematic point of view, they complement and
logically develop the presented monograph. It is essential to note that all additional

publications extremely well serve the specific scientific specialty of the professor, formulated



by the Department of "National and Regional Security”. They are related to nuclear security,
energy security, European security, the fight against corruption, the place and role of
academic institutions and specifically the UNWE in education and training personnel on
these serious and topical topics, international trade in defense products. Many of the studies
are focused on specific scientific and applied proposals for building sustainable models and
adopting adequate policies, anti-corruption strategies, initiatives in support of technological
innovations such as small modular reactors, a more integrated approach to investments in
solar energy, which takes into account all accompanying factors - from infrastructure and
regulations to social and economic consequences, in order to guarantee the successful
transition to a sustainable and independent energy system, etc.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions of
the candidates

From the point of view of my expertise in the field of economic history, the habilitation work
of Sv. Spasov is particularly interesting, dedicated to a certain extent to the history of the
Bulgarian defense industry in one of the most dramatic and debatable moments of its
development. The author traces in detail the influence of profound socio-political, economic
and geopolitical changes on the Bulgarian arms-industrial complex. The problems,
difficulties and achievements in its transformation in the conditions of a market economy and
deeply changed geopolitical realities are revealed. The development of the system for export
control of defense-related products - regulatory framework, state organizations that are
engaged in its implementation, etc. is carefully revealed and analyzed. Based on his many
years of research on the topic, which covers the development of the military industry in
different eras of Bulgarian history, the author makes justified and meaningful conclusions
about the possibilities for restoring the positions of the Bulgarian defense industry to the
level of the world's leading producers of special and military production

7. Main critical notes and recommendations to each candidate separately

From the point of view of the formal requirements for occupying the academic position of
"professor” at the UNWE, Associate Professor Svetoslav Iv. Spasov fulfills all the necessary
requirements. Probably understandably, due to his employment in other areas outside the
university and teaching, he nevertheless applies for participation in the competition on the

basis of relatively limited number of publications that are truly scientific. Many of the



applied articles lack a real research question, lack an appropriate theoretical framework or
contribution to a substantial academic discussion at the national or international level.
Articles and studies that are dedicated to "challenges to ..." essentially have a limited
scientific nature and are related to administrative findings and recommendations. The
scientific field to which he directs his research efforts is directly dependent on the dynamics
of international geopolitics and many of the articles are rather conjunctural in nature, without
contributing significantly to the scientific understanding of the extremely important topics on
which he writes and teaches.

8. Conclusion

The critical remarks and recommendations to the only participant in the competition do not
diminish the value of the research presented by him, nor of his other activities.

My opinion on the competition for a professor with the participant Associate Professor
Svetoslav Ivanov Spasovq PhD is positive. He meets the requirements of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its
implementation, as well as the Regulations in this regard of the UNWE and | propose that he
be elected as a professor in the professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty
"Economics of the Defense Industry, European and Energy Security" at the UNWE.
