Economics, scientific specialty "Economics of the Defense Industry, European and Energy
Security" at UNWE

1. Information about the Competition.

The competition for the academic position of “Professor” in professional field 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty “Economics of the Defense Industry, European and Energy
Security,” was announced to meet the needs of the department/faculty at the University of
National and World Economy (UNWE), pursuant to Academic Council Decision No.
6/11.12.2024, and published in State Gazette, issue No. 3 of 10.01.2025. Order No. 756 dated
07.03.2025 was issued by the Vice Rector of UNWE appointing the scientific jury, in which |
participate as a member.

2. Brief Information about the Candidate.

The competition has one candidate — Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav lvanov Spassov, a
faculty member at the Department of National and Regional Security within the Faculty of
Economics and Infrastructure at the University of National and World Economy (UNWE).
Since 2012, he has held the academic position of “Associate Professor” and has been actively
engaged in teaching courses related to security and defense policy, including “European
Security Architecture,” “Foundations of Security Policy,” “Administration of Internal Order
and Security,” among others.

The candidate holds two master’s degrees — in History (Shumen University “Episkop
Konstantin Preslavski,” 1998) and in International Economic Relations (UNWE, 2003). In
2009, he obtained the academic degree of Doctor of Philosophy in the scientific specialty
“Military-Political Issues of Security.” He has completed specializations at numerous
prestigious international institutions, including the George C. Marshall European Center for
Security Studies (Germany) and the European Security and Defence College, as well as
academic programs in the United States, France, lIsrael, Italy, Belgium, the Netherlands,
Austria, Hungary, and others.

Assoc. Prof. Spassov has extensive teaching experience not only at UNWE, but also at
the “G. S. Rakovski” National Defence College, the “Vasil Levski” National Military
University, and the “N. Y. Vaptsarov” Naval Academy, where he teaches undergraduate and
doctoral students in the field of national and international security.

His research work is focused on the fields of defense, security, and the military
economy. He is the author of numerous academic publications, including three monographs
dedicated to the development of the Bulgarian defense industry across different historical
periods (1879-1944; 1945-1989; 1990-2013). Among his notable works are the books



European Security Architecture and SEEing European Security Architecture*, the latter
published in English in Vienna with the support of the Austrian Federal Ministry of Defence
and the National Defence Academy.

In addition to his academic background, Assoc. Prof. Spassov has significant experience
in public administration and diplomacy. He served as a Member of Parliament in the 39th and
40th National Assemblies of the Republic of Bulgaria, actively participating in the work of
various standing parliamentary committees. Between 2009 and 2012, he was a political adviser
to the Prime Minister of the Republic of Bulgaria and Secretary of the Interdepartmental
Council on the Military-Industrial Complex and Mobilization Readiness of the Country. From
2012 to 2019, he held the position of Permanent Representative of the Republic of Bulgaria to
the United Nations, the OSCE, and other international organizations in Vienna, with the
diplomatic rank of Ambassador.

For his contributions to national security education and the promotion of Bulgarian
identity, Assoc. Prof. Spassov has been awarded the Silver Honorary Badge of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs (2018) and a commemorative plaque and diploma from the Ministry of Interior
(2024).

3. Fulfillment of the Requirements for the Academic Position.

For participation in the competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Spassov submitted a
complete set of documents, including evaluation forms confirming compliance with the
quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of “Professor” at
UNWE, along with the necessary supporting evidence. Upon review of the submitted
documentation, it is evident that the candidate fully meets—and in many aspects exceeds—the
established regulatory thresholds, in accordance with both the national academic standards and
the internal requirements of UNWE.

3.1. Fulfillment of the Quantitative Requirements.

The candidate has met all criteria set forth by the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, as well as the additional requirements established
by UNWE. The total number of points accumulated in the two main sections of the quantitative
evaluation form amounts to 1,979 points, which significantly exceeds the minimum threshold
of 1,070 points.

The list of scientific publications submitted by Assoc. Prof. Spassov includes: one
monograph, one textbook, two publications in journals indexed in internationally recognized
scientific databases; six scientific articles and papers published in peer-reviewed non-indexed
journals or edited collective volumes; and two studies published in similar peer-reviewed
sources.

The candidate’s research work has received notable recognition within the academic
community. According to an official reference issued by the Reference and Bibliographic
Services Department of the UNWE Library, the number of reported citations is 240 points,
compared to the required minimum of 100 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of the Qualitative Criteria.

The candidate’s performance in meeting the qualitative requirements for the academic
position of “Professor” is of exceptionally high quality. The qualitative assessment form clearly
demonstrates that Assoc. Prof. Spassov has made substantial contributions across all four
groups of indicators outlined in the internal regulations of UNWE. Noteworthy is not only the
scope but also the depth of his engagement, which spans teaching, research, expert analysis,
diplomacy, and academic leadership.

Throughout his career, the candidate has significantly contributed to the development
of the academic fields in which he specializes, while also enhancing the national and



international reputation of UNWE. He has played an active role in the revision and development
of academic programs within the Department of National and Regional Security and has
participated in initiatives aimed at expanding inter-university cooperation across the European
Union.

Based on the confirmed fulfillment of both the quantitative and qualitative requirements
adopted by the UNWE Academic Council, the Habilitation Committee issued a positive opinion
regarding Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Spassov’s participation in the competition for the position
of Professor (Protocol No. 6/11.12.2024)

As a member of the academic jury, | fully support the decision of the Habilitation
Committee and consider that the candidate fully meets the criteria for appointment to the
academic position of “Professor.”

4. Evaluation of the Candidate’s Teaching Activity.

The academic engagement of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Spassov is marked by
consistent presence and active involvement in the university environment. Since 2012, he has
held a full-time teaching position at the Department of National and Regional Security at
UNWE, while also lecturing at several leading higher education institutions in Bulgaria,
including the “G. S. Rakovski” National Defence College, the “Vasil Levski” National Military
University, the “N. Y. Vaptsarov” Naval Academy, and the National Sports Academy.

The candidate has contributed both to the education of students in the Bachelor's and
Master's degree programs and to the development of the corresponding curricula. In the
undergraduate courses, he teaches subjects such as History of Military Economy and Corporate
Security (co-taught with Assoc. Prof. Dr. K. Pudin), Foundations of Security Policy, European
Security Architecture, Marketing and Trade in Special and Military Products, and Registry
Organization in E-Government.

In master’s programs, he delivers lectures in courses including “Administration of
Internal Order and Security,” “Organization and Management of the Security Business” (with
Chief Assistant Prof. Dr. A. Dimitrov), “Auditing” (with Dr. V. Konstantinova), and “Strategic
Management in the Collective Security and Defense System” (with Dr. A. Dimitrova).

In addition to teaching in Bulgarian, Assoc. Prof. Spassov has been actively involved in
international academic mobility under the Erasmus+ program. Within this framework, he has
delivered lectures in English at the following universities: the University of Vienna (Austria,
2020 — 18 hours), the University of Nicosia (Cyprus, 2022 — 8 hours), the University of Iceland
(2023 — 8 hours), and the University of Salerno (Italy, 2024 — 8 hours).

The candidate’s teaching workload at UNWE is also noteworthy. As an associate
professor, he has delivered 924 hours of lectures and 448 hours of seminars in Bulgarian, as
well as 214 hours of lectures in English in the specialized courses “Corporate Security” and
“Nuclear Security.”

Based on the above, | conclude that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Spassov possesses
extensive and systematically acquired teaching experience, along with a high level of academic
competence that fully meets the requirements for holding the academic position of “Professor”
under the announced competition.

5. Brief Description of the Submitted Scientific Works/Publications.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Spassov participates in the competition with a total of 12
scientific publications, published in both Bulgarian and English. Among them, a monograph of
over 800 pages stands out, dedicated to the development of the Bulgarian defense industry
during the period 1990-2013, as well as a textbook in English published by the Federal Ministry
of Defence of Austria. The remaining publications include studies published in both



internationally indexed and peer-reviewed journals, as well as in edited scientific collections
and collective volumes.

The candidate’s research interests are focused on both the historical and contemporary
dimensions of Bulgaria’s military economy and its transformation within the Euro-Atlantic
framework. His work also explores topics such as security within the EU and NATO, nuclear
security, international trade in defense products, and energy security. In his recent publications,
Assoc. Prof. Spassov builds upon theoretical foundations by incorporating applied analyses of
current policies and strategic developments in the defense sector.

His body of work is characterized by its comprehensive nature—some of his
publications are primarily theoretical, while others are strongly oriented toward practical
application. Particular attention should be given to his monographic study on the Bulgarian
defense industry after 1990, which forms a logical continuation of his previous research and
represents a coherent academic contribution in this field. This positions him as one of the few
scholars in Bulgaria who has explored this topic in depth and with consistency.

No suspicions or reports of plagiarism have been identified in the publications submitted
by the candidate. A verification of the originality of the academic work submitted for the
competition has been carried out.

6. Synthesized Assessment of the Main Scientific and Applied Contributions.

The scientific work of the candidate, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Spassov, contains
results with a clearly expressed contributory character, enriching contemporary research in the
fields of security and defense economics, international trade in defense products, as well as in
topics related to European, nuclear, and energy security, and anti-corruption prevention. His
research demonstrates an in-depth understanding of the processes related to the transformation
of the defense industry, the development of sectoral policies within the EU, and the global
challenges in the field of security.

The contributions may be systematized in the following categories:

Theoretical contributions — These relate to: the development of conceptual
frameworks for assessing the transition of the Bulgarian defense industry from a centrally
planned to a market economy; analysis of the role of the national industrial base within the
context of Euro-Atlantic integration; theoretical exploration of the interaction between EU
security institutions (CFSP and CSDP); assessment of the impact of regional conflicts and
global risks on EU defense policy; and the identification of key challenges in nuclear security
and the role of Small Modular Reactors (SMRS) in the energy transition.

Practical and applied contributions — These include: policy analysis on the
restructuring and modernization of defense enterprises; proposals for the creation of clusters
and public-private partnerships between universities and the defense sector; the development
of guidelines for strategic security management within the EU; specific recommendations for
implementing anti-corruption education through sustainable academic models; and practical
suggestions for enhancing export control mechanisms and reforming the management of state-
owned enterprises in the defense sector.

7. Main Critical Remarks and Recommendations to the Candidate.

During the review of the submitted materials, I did not identify any significant
weaknesses or omissions that would cast doubt on the quality of the teaching or research
activities of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Spassov. His scientific output is thematically well-
structured, methodologically sound, and aligned with the objectives and requirements of the
announced competition.

As a recommendation, | would encourage the candidate to further develop the
interdisciplinary potential of his work, particularly in areas related to nuclear and energy



security, scientific research and innovation in the defense industry, and to consider designing a
new master's program focused on anti-corruption prevention. Additionally, he is encouraged to
actively involve young researchers—students and PhD candidates—in research on current
topics that are emerging as priorities in both the European and global context.

8. Conclusion.

Based on the review of the materials submitted by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Ivanov
Spassov for the competition, as well as the analysis of his teaching, research, and expert
activities, | conclude that the candidate fully meets the requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the internal regulations of
UNWE for holding the academic position of “Professor.”

Assoc. Prof. Spassov’s scientific researches and teaching experience demonstrate a high
level of professionalism, academic maturity, and scholarly commitment. Therefore, | give my
positive assessment and fully support his candidacy for the academic position of “Professor” at
UNWE in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty “Economics of the Defense
Industry, European and Energy Security.”
