Abstract

This paper focuses on the cooperative relations among the most critical stakeholders in the e-
waste sector: municipalities, industry organizations, NGOs, residents, private owned collectors
and recyclers. The cooperative relations among these stakeholders are key for at least three
reasons, i.e. 1) for improving the collection and treatment of e-waste; (2) for achieving high levels
of eco-efficiency and recycling, and (3) for reducing the transaction cost in the whole process
(Coase 1937; Williamson 1981; Williamson 2010).

Abstract

Social entrepreneurship is recognized as a key tool for overcoming social problems in society and
supporting sustainable development. While social entrepreneurship is not a new phenomenon, the
field has experienced significant growth over the past 15 years, either when applied to social
problem-solving in a traditional way, or focused on private-sector entrepreneurship and large-
scale transformation. However, there is still a lack of scientific review papers examining various
government regulatory mechanisms, implemented on different government levels for stimulating
social entrepreneurship and social entrepreneurship ecosystems. This study aims to analyze the
state-of-the-art of social entrepreneurship and its relation with government and key non-state
actors. Following Pittaway et al. (2014) and Cerchione et al. (2018), a systematic literature review

was carried out using the Scopus database, covering the period from 2001 up to 20th of March
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2018, which resulted in a corpus of 478 scientific articles. The papers were ranked by the number
of citations, according to the Web of Science® database, from which were selected the 102 most
representative works. The abstracts of these selected studies were organized and submitted into
an analysis of content via the 2015 edition of Alceste® software. Following the reading of all
sources, the papers were classified and a matrix of data was produced, which allowed the
descriptive analysis. The results show that there are at least six levels of government intervention
to facilitate the development of social entrepreneurship. It also identified 4 directions taken by the
government in support of social entrepreneurship, and 11 regulatory mechanisms, both of which
could be deepened in future studies. The role of key non-state actors in the social entrepreneurship
field has also been discussed. Based on the study, a future research agenda on the topic has been
defined in the following directions: (i) a combination and coordination of regulatory mechanisms
for better stimulation of social entrepreneurship, (ii) government policy oriented to the whole
social entrepreneurship ecosystem, (iii) social capital, (iv) business models for social

entrepreneurship ecosystems and government support.

Abstract

The study aims to analyze the agroforestry system and its eco-efficiency, mainly from regulatory
mechanisms and partnerships. We chose the stakeholder theory lenses to analyze the complex
scenario of the relationship among different social actors. The contexts of Brazilian and Bulgaria
agroforestry systems have been selected for our case study research. Twenty-four agroforestry
experts/farmers working across 24 organizations and operating in Brazil and Bulgaria have been
interviewed through semi-structured interviews. As a result, a comprehensive framework was
created, which illustrates the key findings from the research divided into five directions: (i) key
social actors in the agroforestry system, (ii) types of partnerships and cooperation between social
actors, (iii) regulatory mechanisms for the agroforestry system, (iv) challenges of working with
the agroforestry system, and (v) recommendations for future agroforestry entrepreneurs.

Abstract

Research on social entrepreneurship (SE) has increased significantly over the past ten years, with
growing interest in the ecosystems that support initiatives to address social problems with
innovative solutions. Such ecosystems can facilitate solutions to society’s wicked problems on a
much larger scale. However, there is a lack of research on the nature of such ecosystems, the
essential players in them and the factors driving their development and sustainability. The current
study aims to fulfill this research gap. Based on a systematic literature review, the study analyzes
43 peer-reviewed papers related to SE ecosystems and SE efforts that address environmental
problems. It is found that there are at least 24 patterns/ types of SE ecosystems classified into five
general groups. Moreover, a diverse set of factors support SE ecosystems and facilitate them to
thrive faster and more sustainably. These ecosystems often develop around particular social
problems. Using environmental challenges as an example, four groups of significant
environmental problems solved by SE ecosystems and SE are identified. The key findings are
presented as a comprehensive study framework, which is the basis for a recommended research

agenda.

Abstract

Creative territories are geographic spaces of collaboration between different social actors,
driving innovations and requiring regulatory mechanisms for sustainability and growth. This
paper aims to synthesize available evidence on creative territories through a systematic literature
review to analyze the significant actors in creative territories, the type of partnerships between
them, the kind of innovations in creative territories, and the regulatory mechanisms for supporting
these territories. The Preferred Reporting Items for Systematic Reviews and Meta-Analyses
(PRISMA) guidelines were followed to ensure a transparent and systematic approach. A
comprehensive search in the Scopus database, employing predefined search terms and inclusion
criteria, included 86 articles. The findings revealed several key topics within the existing academic
literature on creative territories, including i) the individual social players in creative territories
and partnerships and collaborations among them, ii) the various innovations in these territories
and sectors, iii) the regulatory mechanisms applied by government and non-government actors.
These topics or aspects were further analyzed and categorized to provide a comprehensive
overview of the research landscape. The discussion section presents a critical analysis and
synthesis of the findings, highlighting that the government supports creative territories through 16
regulatory mechanisms, while the literature highlights at least 5 levels of government intervention.
Additionally, private social actors can positively impact creative territories through various
regulatory mechanisms, including firm self-regulation, industry self-regulation, and civil
regulation, with at least 21 social actors classified into 5 groups collaborating through six
types/forms of collaboration. Furthermore, several circumstances and factors should be available
to prosper in a particular partnership/collaboration like a clear definition of responsibilities, well-
defined rules, mutual benefits, equal collaboration, and solid authority. The findings underscore

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Abstract

The standardization of agroforestry systems, processes and products can support and strengthen
their transformational potential for implementing sustainable agriculture. However, scientific
research in this area is quite limited. Therefore, our study aims to identify the key agroforestry
systems in the temperate climate of Bulgaria and to reveal the leading Voluntary Sustainable
Standards and Systems (VSSS) in support of their better development. To achieve the set research
aim, we use a “case study” approach combined with a review of the Voluntary Sustainable
Standards and Systems in Europe. Moreover, the 187 private and public Sustainability Standards
and Systems covered by the ITC Standards Map for Europe to assess the degree of association
between VSSS and the above types of agroforestry systems have been analyzed.

Creative territories are one of the current topics that have attracted the attention of researchers
in the last decade. Some of the research in this scientific area focuses on cultural heritage, and
others on the economy and creative industries, including smart and creative cities. The present
research aims to discover the different innovations in the European creative territories and the
governmental regulatory mechanisms to stimulate them. To achieve this goal, a systematic
literature review was conducted. The following two research questions were formulated: Q1: What
are the key innovations created in European creative territories? Q2: What are the main
regulatory mechanisms of European governments for the development of European creative
territories? As a result of the research, 11 innovations created in the European creative territories
and 7 regulatory mechanisms to stimulate these territories are indicated. A brief conclusion is

presented at the end of the development.

Abstract

Purpose. The study aims to (i) discover the various trees and shrubs appropriate for building
agroforestry systems in Bulgaria’s temperate climate and their possible use in various economic
activities, (ii) identify the contribution of Bulgaria’s agroforestry systems to the three dimensions
of sustainable development.

Results. The contributions of Bulgaria’s agroforestry systems to the three pillars of sustainability
were pointed out. Regarding the social dimension of sustainability, the respondents highlighted
the social benefits of agroforestry (e.g., raising the standard of living and the social status of the
population; providing jobs and access to renewable energy; overcoming social inequality in
individual regions, providing recreation opportunities for the population, give social, educational,
scientific, landscape and recreational benefits to society; generate firewood for society). The
contribution of agroforestry in the environmental dimension is unquestionable. Moreover, 46 trees
and 15 shrubs have been presented. The use of their products in various economic activities and
industries has been discussed. These trees and shrubs are appropriate for the construction of
various agroforestry systems such as forest-farming, alley-cropping, and forest-pasture
agroforestry systems.

Scientific novelty. A few scientific researches focus on tree species suitable for agroforestry

systems in particular counties with different climates. However, there is limited research on
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various trees and shrubs suitable for constructing agroforestry systems in a temperate climate,
especially in Bulgaria. Moreover, the use of the products of these trees and shrubs in various
economic sectors and activities, which can bring additional economic value for agroforestry
farmers in temperate climates, is not discussed in one paper.

Practical value. The current findings will provide farmers with additional knowledge about trees
and shrubs suitable for the construction of agroforestry systems in temperate climates and the
possible implementation of their products in various economic activities and industries. This will
encourage them to create ecoefficient agroforestry systems using some of the 46 trees and 15
shrubs, based on their regional location and local conditions, to support sustainable development
and the environment. What is more, if these tree species are promoted by decision-makers and
professional/farmer associations, and adopted by the farmers can support and reinforce

agroforestry in Bulgaria and regions with temperate climates.

The present study analyses wage income inequality in Bulgaria during the period 2010-2019,
using data from the National Revenue Agency (NRA) on the actual incurred income of taxpayers
and survey data on wage income from the Household Budget Survey of the National Statistical
Institute (NSI).

This conference paper systematizes, analyses, and synthesizes the results of selected publications
on the ever-hot topic of wealth distribution. Traditionally, wealth is two to three times more
unevenly distributed than income, and inequality in both groups of variables has been in a global
steady upward trend since the 1970s. The concentration in the distribution of wealth is more
relevant than ever, not only since a microscopic part of the world's population controls a large
part of net assets, but also because during the COVID-19 pandemic, from 2020 to nowadays, the
share of the wealth of the wealthiest people is increasing. Inequality is an important factor in

preventing economies from moving faster to their potential, depriving even the most developed
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societies of higher economic growth and a greater increase in people's well-being. The weight of
the share capital in the net wealth of the richest decile and percentile is significantly higher than
that of the middle and lower deciles, with a major contribution to growing inequality. Current
meritocratic capitalism allows self-built entrepreneurs and capitalists to be among the richest
people in their countries and around the world, not so much because of inherited wealth or

They interact with different
social players to form various types of social entrepreneurship ecosystems and thus address
society’s social problems on a larger scale. However, there are limited studies on key social
entrepreneurship ecosystems and their role in overcoming the ecological problems of the
community. Hence, the paper aims to analyze 36 critical peer-reviewed articles that focus on
various social entrepreneurship ecosystems and the vital environmental problems they solved. The
36 articles have been studied from some critical aspects of social entrepreneurship ecosystems,
including i) patterns and groups of social entrepreneurship ecosystems, ii) factors for the
successful development of social entrepreneurship ecosystems, and iii) ecological problems solved
by them. The present study’s findings can support future research in the growing research area of

social entrepreneurship ecosystems.
