Regarding: Competition for the academic position of “Associate Professor” in the scientific
specialty Political Economy (Macro- and Microeconomics), professional field 3.8. Economics at
UNWE.

1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Economics, Faculty
of General Economics, UNWE, in accordance with Decision No. 6/11.12.2024 of the Academic
Council. I am participating as a member of the scientific jury for the competition pursuant to Order
No. 764/07.03.2025 of the Vice-Rector for Research at UNWE.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Ivan Atanassov Bozhikin, Department of Economics, Faculty
of General Economics, University of National and World Economy (UNWE), is the sole candidate
in the competition for the academic position of Associate Professor. He has nine years of teaching
experience at UNWE, Department of Economics—four years as an Assistant Professor and five
years as a Chief Assistant Professor. He has also served as a research fellow and intern at Charles
University, the Czech Republic, and Vrije Universiteit Brussel, Belgium, respectively. He earned
his Bachelor's degree (2007-2011) in Macroeconomics from Paisii Hilendarski University of
Plovdiv and his Master's degree (2012—2014) in European Business and Finance through a joint
program between Nottingham Trent University (United Kingdom) and UNWE.

In April 2016, he successfully defended his Ph.D. dissertation under a joint doctoral
program between UNWE (Department of Economics) and Vrije Universiteit Brussel, Belgium.
His dissertation was titled “Eco-Fiscal Policy for Sustainable Development: A Comparative
Analysis.”

Dr. Bozhikin has been a reviewer and a member of the editorial board of the Journal of
Cleaner Production since 2017, having conducted over 300 peer reviews for its authors. He is also
a reviewer for several other prominent international journals, including Humanities & Social
Sciences Communications, Journal of Small Business Management, and Environmental Science
& Policy. Since 2016, he has been a reviewer for Economic Alternatives, an English-language
journal published by UNWE.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position “Associate professor”
3.1. According to Protocol No. 9/11.11.2024, approving the “Map” for the fulfillment of the

quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate
Professor” at UNWE, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Bozhikin exceeds the quantitative



requirements more than four times — with 3100 points achieved, compared to the required 720
points. Specifically, he has accumulated 1465 points in Section One (at 400 required) and 1634
points in Section Two (at 320 required).

3.2. Dr. Bozhikin also fully meets all qualitative criteria, primarily demonstrated by his
scientific publications in reputable Bulgarian and international journals, along with the recognition
of the quality of these publications, as evidenced by a significant number of citations in the
scholarly works of other researchers.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

During the eight academic years spanning 2016/17 to 2023/24, Dr. Bozhikin has gathered a
total teaching workload of 2146 hours, including 762 hours of seminars and 1384 hours of lectures.
Of these, 16 hours were taught at the Master's level and 2130 hours at the Bachelor's level. He has
taught the following courses: Economics, Fundamentals of Economic Theory, Macroeconomics,
Microeconomics, Economic Policy, World Economy, Economy and Political Sector, and
Corporate Social Responsibility.

Chief Assistant Dr. Bozhikin conducts classes in both Bulgarian and English. Student feedback
on his teaching performance is excellent. He employs modern interactive teaching methods that
encourage active student participation in the learning process. He successfully integrates
experience gained from leading European universities. His teaching performance has also been
highly evaluated in courses such as "Economics” delivered in English to Chinese students under
the joint Bachelor's program between UNWE and Tianjin University, China.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications

Dr. Ivan Bozhikin presents an impressive portfolio of scientific publications for the
associate professor competition, including: a sole-authored monograph titled " Social
Entrepreneurship Ecosystems in Support of Sustainable Development,” published by UNWE
Academic Publishing House, ISBN 978-619-232-857-3 (2024); two chapters in collective
monographs, respectively "Factors Influencing Wealth Inequality: A Literature Review" (2024)
and "Cooperative Relations for E-Waste Management,” in Engaging With Stakeholders (pp. 222—
238), Routledge, eBook ISBN 9780429450341 (2018). In 2022, he published a study guide on
Economic Policy, UNWE Publishing Complex, ISBN 978-619-232-615-9.

He has published six studies/articles indexed in Scopus and Web of Science, as well as five
studies/articles published in non-refereed but peer-reviewed journals or edited collective volumes.
These are indexed in other international scientific information databases. He has also successfully
presented and defended six scientific papers at national and international conferences.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and applied contributions

Dr. Bozhikin's scientific research is clearly defined and focused on the socio-economic
aspects of sustainable development. His publications in the economic dimension of sustainable
development incorporate issues such as the analysis and evaluation of various business ecosystems
at the corporate and sectoral levels, the comparative advantages of the circular economy, and the
implementation of sustainable development principles in the agroforestry business. He has



authored several valuable publications in the fields of corporate social responsibility and income
distribution. Dr. Bozhikin is a well-recognized author in Bulgaria and internationally, as evidenced
by citations of his research and his engagement as an author, editor, and reviewer for specialized
publications within the European Union.

Several key achievements and contributions in his publications can be highlighted:

1. Identification of social entrepreneurship ecosystems tailored to the specific Bulgarian
context.

2. Comparative analysis and development of recommendations for applied regulatory
mechanisms and instruments in the agroforestry system, aligned with and promoting
sustainable development.

3. Innovative analysis of the key actors in creative territories, the types of partnerships among
them, the main innovations within creative territories and sectors, and the regulatory
mechanisms supporting creative territories.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations

Future research on the circular economy should be linked to market competitiveness and
economic growth,
