1. Information about the competition
The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Economics, Faculty
of General Economics at the UNWE in accordance with Decision of the Academic Council
N06/11.12.2024.
2. Short information about the candidate
The only applicant in the competition was Chief Assist. prof. Ivan Atanasov
Bozhikin, PhD, candidate for the academic position of Associate Professor in Political
Economy (Microeconomics and Macroeconomics) at the Department of Economics, UNWE.

3. Completion of the requirements for the academic position

3.1. Completion of the quantitative requirements

According to the materials presented in the competition, it can be confirmed that the
candidate Chief Assist. Prof. Ivan Bozhikin, PhD has fulfilled the National Minimum
Requirements under the Academic Development Act and the Rules for its Implementation
(with 1465.5 points out of the required 400 points), as well as the Additional Requirements
for the UNWE (with 1634.5 points out of the required 320 points).

1.1. Completion of the qualitative requirements

For the opening of the competition, a positive opinion was given by the Habilitation
Council of UNWE with Protocol 9 of 11.11.2024. The applicant has attached the necessary
evidence on the basis of which the fulfilment of the quality requirements can be confirmed,
including membership in editorial boards, awards received, participation in projects,
participation in committees of conferences, etc.

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity for each candidate separately

According to the materials presented, the candidate Chief Assist. prof. Dr. Ivan
Bozhikin has the necessary required teaching experience (8 years of work experience at the
UNWE, of which 4 years as a Chief Assistant) and a proven contribution to the development
of education in the scientific specialty. For participation in the competition, a textbook in the
discipline "Economic Policy” was also presented. The textbook is focused on studying the
theoretical foundations of economic policies, methodological approaches and methods for
their justification and development. It is subordinated to the content of the educational
process in the discipline "Economic Policy", included in the curricula of the specialties



"Macroeconomics”, "Political Economy", "Economics”, "Economics of Human Resources",
"Economic Sociology and Psychology”, "Insurance and Social Affairs™ at the UNWE.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific papers/publications

In the monograph Ecosystems for Social Entrepreneurship in Support of
Sustainable Development, the social entrepreneurship ecosystem and the 18 key economic
actors that make it up are presented. An innovative proposal of the author is to divide these
economic entities into three main sectors (private, public and non-governmental). This
division provides greater clarity in the analysis of ecosystems and their social subjects.
Another significant contribution to the monograph is the in-depth analysis of the role of
government and local authorities in social entrepreneurship and its ecosystems. An in-depth
knowledge of the regulatory mechanisms that can be used by governments and local
authorities to stimulate social entrepreneurship is impressive. The author examines them in
two main groups, namely financial (taxes, fees, subsidies/grants, green/sustainable public
procurement, contracts or vouchers for social ventures, in-kind resources) and non-financial
(laws, public-private partnership and cooperation, public statements on social
entrepreneurship, websites and media campaigns, stickers for social enterprise products).

The remaining publications include wide-ranging research on significant topics such
as factors that influence inequality, wealth distribution, responsible consumption, eco-
innovation and social entrepreneurship. 6 articles published in scientific journals indexed in
Scopus are presented.

6. Synthesis of the main scientific and applied scientific contributions of the
candidates

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the candidate are synthesized in
three main directions:

1. The monograph presents different definitions of social entrepreneurship, social
enterprise and social entrepreneur. The existence of 23 types of social
entrepreneurship ecosystems has been investigated and established, which are
classified into five general groups. Various factors that support social
entrepreneurship ecosystems and facilitate them to develop faster and more
sustainably are also considered. Four groups of significant environmental problems
have also been identified, which are solved through the ecosystems of social
entrepreneurship.

2. The second strand of contributions is the consideration of the agroforestry system and
its eco-efficiency. The applicable regulatory mechanisms and partnerships are
presented in their entirety. The main results and contributions of the study are divided
into five areas: main social actors in the agroforestry system, types of partnerships
and cooperation between social actors, regulatory mechanisms for the agroforestry
system, challenges in working with the agroforestry system and recommendations for
future agroforestry entrepreneurs.

3. The third direction is creative theories, and in this direction the literature on creative
theories and sustainable development has been studied. The key actors in the creative



territories, the types of partnerships between them, the main innovations in the
creative territories and sectors, as well as the regulatory support mechanisms are
analyzed.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations

8. Conclusion

The documents and materials presented by Chief Assist. Prof. lvan Bozhikin, PhD
meet all the requirements of the Law for the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (RASRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of the RASRB and
the additional requirements of the relevant Regulations of UNWE.

The candidate in the competition has submitted a sufficient number of scientific
papers published after the materials used in the defence of the PhD thesis. The candidate's
works contain original scientific and applied contributions that have received international
recognition, and a representative part of them have been published in journals and scientific
collections published by international academic publishers. His theoretical developments
have practical applicability, and some of them are directly oriented to the educational work.
The scientific and teaching qualification of Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Ivan Bozhikin is
undoubted.

The achievements of Chief Assist. Prof. lvan Bozhikin, Ph.D., the results in the
educational and research activities are fully consistent with the Regulations of the UNWE for
the application of the Law on the Implementation of the Law for the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (RASRB).
