1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Economics, Faculty of
General Economics of the UNWE in accordance with the Decision of the Academic Council No.
6/ 11.12.2024 (SG No. 3/10.01.2025);

| participate as a member in the scientific jury for the competition in accordance with
Order No. 764 / 7.3.2025 of the Rector of the UNWE.

2. Brief information about the applicant in the competition

Only one applicant has submitted documents to the competition and he has been
admitted to participate in it (according to protocol No. 1 of 12.03.2025 of the document
verification commission and protocol No. 23 / 17.03.2025 of a meeting of the scientific jury)
— Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Ivan Atanasov Bozhikin, lecturer at the Department of
Economics, UNWE.

The candidate is a highly qualified specialist in the field of economics and sustainable
development. He holds two doctoral degrees — one in political economy (micro- and
macroeconomics) from the UNWE and another in economics from the University of
Brussels. In addition, he has completed master's degrees in macroeconomics (UNWE) and
European business and finance (Nottingham Trent University — UK), as well as two
bachelor's programs — in macroeconomics and business management.

His professional career includes both academic and research positions. He has worked
as an assistant and chief assistant professor at the University of National and World
Economy, as well as a teaching assistant at the CERGE-EI Foundation. In addition, he was a
research associate at the Free University of Brussels, and also gained practical experience as
an intern at the Bulgarian National Bank and Raiffeisenbank.

His scientific activity includes publishing a number of studies in prestigious
international journals such as Cleaner and Responsible Consumption, Journal of Cleaner
Production, Journal of Developmental Entrepreneurship and Agroforestry Systems. He also
actively participates as a reviewer in international journals, including Journal of Cleaner
Production (with over 300 reviews), Economics Alternatives, Humanities & Social Sciences
Communications, Journal of Small Business Management and Environmental Science &
Policy. He is a member of professional and scientific organizations, including the Bulgarian



Macroeconomic Association and the International Society for the Study of Sustainable
Development.

Ivan Bozhikin possess excellent communication and organizational skills, as well as
significant international experience gained through participation in various conferences,
seminars and research projects. He is fluent in English and has excellent computer skills.
Among his awards are the "Young Economist" award of the Union of Economists in Bulgaria
in the "PhD students” category (2014) and the international award Young Researcher in
Economics - 8th Venus International Science and Technology Awards (VISTA 2022), India.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The documents submitted by the candidate prove that he fully meets the minimum
quantitative national and university requirements for acquiring the academic position of
"associate professor" in the professional field 3.8. Economics. Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Ivan
Bozhikin has certified this with the attached card for their implementation, a list of scientific
publications and detailed materials which serve as an evidence for the fulfillment of the
requirements.

For participation in the competition, he has submitted a total of 21 scientific
publications. Among them there is a scientifically reviewed habilitation thesis entitled
"Ecosystems for Social Entrepreneurship in Support of Sustainable Development”, published
by Academic Publishing House of UNWE in 2024 (ISBN 978-619-232-857-3), which can be
found in the COBISS union catalog and the National Library. In addition, the candidate is
also an author of one chapter of a book/monograph (co-authored), one chapter in a collective
monograph, one textbook on economic policy, as well as one article in English, indexed in
Scopus and Web of Science (co-authored). He also has five studies in English, indexed in
Scopus and Web of Science database (four of them co-authored), as well as five
articles/studies in non-refereed scientific journals or edited collective volumes (two in
English and three in Bulgarian, one of which is co-authored). In addition, Dr. Bozhikin has
presented six scientific conference papers — two in English and four in Bulgarian, two of
which are co-authored. 70 citations available in Scopus are also presented .

Based on the presented scientific materials in the quantitative card, it can be seen that
the candidate has achieved a total of 1465.5 points, which exceed the minimum national
requirements (400 points) by more than three times.

The presented scientific materialsq submitted by Senior Asst. Dr. lvan Bozhikin
significantly exceeds the specific requirements of the UNWE, as instead of the required
320 points he has collected an impressive 1634.5 points — more than five times of the
required minimum. His achievements include participation in four scientific or educational
projects, exceeding the classroom workload by conducting lectures and exercises in
Bulgarian and English, as well as contributing to the development of two curricula for
bachelor's and master's degrees. In addition, he is a member of the editorial and advisory
board of the Journal of Cleaner Production (IF 11.07) — one of the leading international
journals in the field of sustainable development.

3.2 Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements
The candidate meets the necessary quality requirements for the academic position
of "associate professor', which is confirmed by the attached card and the submitted



relevant materials. The card presents the achieved results in all key criteria for occupying this
position at the UNWE. These include the quality of teaching and research activities,
participation in the development of curricula and internal normative documents at the faculty
level, as well as the organization and conduction of prestigious university, national and
international scientific forums. In addition, the candidate has received wide public
recognition, numerous international awards and certificates for peer review, as well as
participation in editorial boards of renowned international journals with a high impact factor,
which contributes to raising the prestige of the UNWE. In the period from August 2022 to
August 2024. Dr. Bozhikin served as Managing Guest Editor in the journal Cleaner and
Responsible Consumption (IF 3.7, Scopus), where he led the special issue on the topic
"Social Entrepreneurship, Creative Territories and Responsible Consumption®”. Senior Asst.
Prof. Dr. Ivan Bozhikin has been awarded Career Integration Fellowships twice by the
CERGE-EI Foundation for the periods 2016-2019 and 2020-2023, which further confirms his
academic and scientific achievements.

The fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements by Senior Assistant
Professor Dr. Bozhikin is confirmed by the positive opinion of the Habilitation Council at the
UNWE (a transcript-extract from protocol No. 9/11.11.2024 is attached) regarding the
achieved readiness to participate in the competition.

Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Ivan Bozhikin has significant experience in university
teaching, having held various academic positions. In the period 2016-2020 he worked as an
assistant professor, and from 2020 to 2025 he held the position of senior assistant at the
Department of Economics of the UNWE. He was a teaching associate at the CERGE-EI
Foundation (Prague, Czech Republic) for the period from 2016 to 2024, where he
participated in programs to improve economic education in Central and Eastern Europe. He
teaches both bachelor's and master's degrees, including such in English. Dr. Bozhikin has
taught courses in economics in various fields.

Bachelor's programs: Fundamentals of Economic Theory (in Bulgarian and English),
Microeconomics (in Bulgarian and English), Macroeconomics (in Bulgarian), Economics
and Public Sector (in Bulgarian), Economics (in Bulgarian), Economic Policy (in Bulgarian
and English). Master's programs: Corporate Social Responsibility (in Bulgarian),
Sustainable Development and New Business Models for Management (in Bulgarian).

The wide range of disciplines he is involved in confirms his in-depth expertise and ability
to adapt to diverse educational requirements. In addition, Dr. Bozhikin plays an active role in
international academic cooperation. In the period 2018-2023, he was a coordinator of the
partnership between the UNWE and the University of Caxias do Sul in Brazil. Along with his
teaching activities, he participates in numerous student conferences dedicated to economic
education at the UNWE. He is also one of the first lecturers in the dual bachelor's program in
economics, implemented jointly between Tianjin Foreign Studies University (TFSU) in
China and the UNWE in Bulgaria.



He has received high marks and recognition for his achievements as a lecturer in periodic
student opinion surveys conducted at the UNWE and by the CERGE-EI Foundation (Prague,
Czech Republic).

5. Brief characteristics of the submitted scientific publications

The twenty-one scientific publications presented by Senior Assistant Professor Dr.
Ivan Bozhikin are directly related to the topic of the competition, with a focus in the field of
economy and sustainable development. They can be divided into three main areas that
contribute to achieving sustainable macroeconomic development: 1) social entrepreneurship
and its ecosystems, 2) agroforestry systems and the role of the state, and 3) creative
territories and economic policy. In each of these areas, the candidate has developed his
research in depth and with good arguments.

Of particular interest is the monographic work "Ecosystems for Social
Entrepreneurship in Support of Sustainable Development™ (2024). It defines the ecosystem
for social entrepreneurship and identifies the 18 key economic entities that build it or can be
part of it. In addition, the study distinguishes three different levels of ecosystems for social
entrepreneurship in Bulgaria, which makes it one of the first studies examining such multi-
layered structures not only in a national but also in an international context.

Dr. Bozhikin's scientific publications have high academic value and convincingly
demonstrate his competence within the framework of the competition. His habilitation thesis,
as well as his other research, are characterized by in-depth analysis, logical consistency, well-
built structure and precisely selected methods. They are distinguished by thematic unity,
scientific style and validity of the conclusions. The obtained scientific and applied scientific
results have been achieved through the effective application of methods such as systematic
literature review, case studies and empirical research.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientifically-applied
contributions of the applicant

The overall evaluation of the scientific and scientifically-applied contributions of the
candidate Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Ivan Bozhikin is entirely positive. The research
pursuits and innovative approaches deserve admiration, especially in the field of sustainable
development. The most important scientific and scientifically-applied contributions from the
publications of Senior Assistant Professor Dr. lvan Bozhikin can be presented as follows:

e identifies and analyzes the main social actors in the agroforestry system, (ii) the types
of partnerships and cooperation between social actors, (iii) the regulatory mechanisms
for the agroforestry system, (iv) the challenges in working with the agroforestry
system. Provides recommendations to future agroforestry entrepreneurs.

e establishes that there are at least five levels of state intervention to support the
development of social entrepreneurship (SE). Identifies four guidelines that
governments follow in support of SE, as well as 11 regulatory mechanisms for the
development of SE.



e reveals that there are at least 23 models/types of social entrepreneurship ecosystems,
which are classified into five general groups. In addition, a diverse set of factors that
support social entrepreneurship ecosystems and facilitate their development faster and
more sustainably has been identified.

e identifies 3 levels of social entrepreneurship ecosystems in Bulgaria: organizational
level (5 types of ecosystems), regional level (one ecosystem), national level (2 types
of ecosystems).

e contributes to the scientific literature related to creative territories by examining the
key social actors in these territories, the types of partnerships between them, the
leading innovations in different sectors, as well as the mechanisms for regulatory
support.

e expands the Bulgarian literature in the field of economic policy by developing a
textbook on the topic.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to the applicants

The candidate's evaluation in the competition so far gives me reason to note that there
are no critical remarks about his performance. The only recommendation | would make to
mention is that he should continue his scientific research activity in the three key areas
indicated. They are of essential importance and offer significant opportunities for
development at both the micro and macroeconomic levels in the context of sustainable
development.

8. Conclusion

Based on the evaluation review done, | could with full conviction give my positive
opinion chief assist. prof.
