1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Economics,
Faculty of General Economics at the UNWE according to Decision of the AC No.
6/11.12.2024. 1 am part of the scientific jury for the competition according to Order No.
764/07.03.2025 of the Deputy Rector for Research and International Affairs (RDA) at the
UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates

Ch. Asst. Prof. Ivan Atanasov Bozhikin, PhD, lecturer at the Department of
Economics, Faculty of Economics, at the UNWE, is the only participant in the competition.
Ivan Bozhikin, PhD, has more than 8 years of work experience at UNWE, nearly 5 of which
as a chief assistant professor. In 2016, he defended his doctoral thesis on the topic "Eco-fiscal
Policy for Sustainable Development: A Comparative Analysis” and was awarded the
educational and scientific degree of "Doctor” in Political Economy (Microeconomics and
Macroeconomics). He has been a scholarship lecturer with the CERGE-EI Foundation.
Bozhikin, PhD, has participated in internship programs organized by banking institutions in
the country. He has significant experience as a reviewer of scientific works for Bulgarian and
foreign journals.

3. Satisfaction of the requirements for occupying the academic position

The candidate's submitted chart for meeting the quantitative requirements for holding
the academic position of "Associate Professor” at UNWE shows that he exceeds the
minimum threshold, having accumulated a total of 3100 points. It is confirmed that the
candidate complies with both the National Minimum Requirements according to the Act for
the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB) (Art. 2b) and the
Rules for its application (Art. 1a, para. 1), as well as the Additional Requirements for UNWE
in accordance with Act for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(ADASRB) (Art. 2b, para. 5) and the Rules for its application (Art. 1a, para. 2-3).

In Protocol No. 9 from 11.11.2024 of the Habilitation Council at UNWE, it is
certified that "the candidate meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements accepted by
the AC". The protocol also indicates that "the Habilitation Council gives a positive opinion
for the potential candidate in the competition for the position of 'Associate Professor’, Asst.



Prof. lvan Atanasov Bozhikin, PhD, and proposes to the Department of Economics and the
Faculty Council of the Faculty of General Economics to initiate the announcement of a
competition for the academic position of 'Associate Professor...".

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

Ivan Bozhikin’s, PhD, teaching experience at UNWE exceeds eight years. The
submitted official notes confirm that the candidate's teaching workload during the period
from 2016 to 2024 amounts to 1,630 hours of lectures and 762 hours of seminars at the
Bachelor's degree level, as well as 16 hours of lectures at the Master's degree level, with 262
hours conducted in English.

Ivan Bozhikin, PhD, has taught courses in the fields of microeconomics,
macroeconomics, and economic policy, which are fundamental for the education of students
in economics-related specialties. The courses he has taught fully correspond to the scientific
specialty announced in the competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor".
His extensive teaching experience, combined with the relevance and significance of the
courses taught, provides compelling evidence of the candidate's high teaching and academic
competence.

Ivan Bozhikin is the author of a study guide in economic policy, published by the
UNWE Publishing House: Bozhikin, I. (2022). Economic Policy, PC-UNWE, ISBN 978-
619-232-615-9. The study guide is aligned with the curriculum for the course and meets
contemporary requirements for teaching economic policy at the Bachelor's degree level. It
enriches the educational process by offering a systematic presentation of the main theoretical
concepts and practical aspects of economic policy. The study guide is a reflection of the
candidate's contribution to the development of the educational process.

5. Brief characteristics of the presented scientific works/publications

The candidate has submitted the following publications for participation in the
competition: one monograph; one article (co-authored), indexed in world-renowned scientific
databases; four articles in non-refereed journals; six papers (two of which are co-authored) in
collective volumes; five studies (four of which are co-authored) in scientific publications
indexed in world-renowned scientific databases; one study (co-authored), published in a non-
refereed journal; two chapters from collective monographs (one of which is co-authored);
and one study guide.

Bozhikin’s, PhD, monograph, titled "Ecosystems for Social Entrepreneurship in
Support of Sustainable Development”, focuses on "social entrepreneurship and its
ecosystems, as explored in the scientific literature and in Bulgaria®. The monograph
identifies the key participants in the social entrepreneurship ecosystem, presents the main
types of ecosystems for social entrepreneurship in the scientific literature, and examines the
role of government and local authorities in their development. The analysis is also framed
through the lens of the Bulgarian reality, with recommendations formulated for the
successful establishment, initiation, and sustainable functioning of social enterprises.

The scientific and applied-science results from the candidate's work are not limited to
the field of social entrepreneurship and its ecosystems. His research also covers studies in the
field of agroforestry systems and the role of the government in them, as well as in the area of
creative territories. The results achieved by Bozhikin’s, PhD, research are confirmed through
the citations of his publications.



6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and applied-science
contributions

Based on the review of the scientific contributions of Ch. Asst. Prof. lvan Bozhikin,
PhD, they can be summarized into three main areas: social entrepreneurship and the
development of its ecosystems; agroforestry systems and the role of the state in them;
creative territories and their significance for sustainable development. In the first area, the
contributions include distinguishing the economic entities in the ecosystem within the
context of the private, public, and non-governmental sectors, and identifying different levels
of ecosystems for social entrepreneurship in Bulgaria. In the second area, the contribution is
the examination of the agroforestry system and its eco-efficiency through the lens of
regulatory mechanisms and partnerships, highlighting its role in Bulgaria concerning the
three dimensions of sustainable development. In the third area, through a systematic review,
the key actors in creative territories, the types of partnerships between them, the main
innovations, as well as the regulatory mechanisms supporting their development were
analyzed.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

I have no substantial critical remarks. | recommend Bozhikin, PhD, to continue his
active research and teaching work, maintaining his high level of professionalism and
commitment..

8. Conclusion

Based on the findings regarding the candidate's research and teaching activities, I
recommend that Ch. Asst. Prof. lvan Atanasov Bozhikin, PhD, be appointed to the academic
position of "Associate Professor” at the UNWE in the professional field 3.8. "Economics”,
scientific specialty "Political Economy (Microeconomics and Macroeconomics)".
