1. Information about the Competition

The competition was announced to meet the needs of the Department of Economics at
the Faculty of General Economics of the University of National and World Economy (UNWE),
in accordance with Decision No. 6/11.12.2024 of the Academic Council and published in the
State Gazette, Issue 3 of 10.01.2025.

The review has been prepared on the basis of Order No. 764 dated 07.03.2025, issued
by the Vice-Rector for Research at UNWE, for the appointment of the members of the scientific
jury, and Protocol No. 23 dated 17.03.2025 from the first meeting of the jury members, at which

reviewers and authors of opinions were appointed.

2. Information about the Candidate

Chief Assistant Professor Ivan Atanasov Bozhikin was born on February 26, 1988, in
the town of Peshtera, Bulgaria.

He completed his secondary education at the VVocational High School of Economics and

Management in Pazardzhik.
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Between 2009 and 2013, he studied at the Paisii Hilendarski University of Plovdiv and
earned a Bachelor's degree in Business Administration and in Macroeconomics.

At the University of National and World Economy (UNWE) he successfully completed
a Master's degree in Macroeconomics (2011-2012).

He also holds a second master's degree in European Business and Finance from
Nottingham Trent University, UK /2012-2014/

Since 2013, Ivan Bozhikin has been a full-time doctoral student at the Department of
Economics, specializing in Political Economy (Macro- and Microeconomics).

Since 2014, Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin has been enrolled in the first joint
doctoral program between UNWE and the Free University of Brussels (Vrije Universiteit
Brussel). As a result, he had the opportunity to prepare his dissertation as part of his training at
two leading economic universities — UNWE and the Free University of Brussels.

His dissertation is titled "Eco-Fiscal Policy for Sustainable Development: A
Comparative Analysis."

Diploma No. 236 dated May 3, 2016, from UNWE, Faculty of General Economics,
certifies the awarding of the educational and scientific degree of Doctor in Political Economy
(Micro- and Macroeconomics) to Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin.

The Faculty of Economics and Social Sciences at the Free University of Brussels also
issued a legitimate diploma, which Rector Mr. Paul De Knop signed on April 14, 2016.

Chief Assistant Professor Ivan Bozhikin is fluent in English at an advanced level (C1).

He is the recipient of national awards, including: Certificate of Merit from the Union of
Economists in Bulgaria in the "Young Economist 2014" competition, Honorary Certificate from
the Union of Economists in Bulgaria, 2014, Certificate of Excellence from the D. A. Tsenov
Academy of Economics for outstanding performance in the competition "The Voice of Youth

for a Strong Economy."

3. Fulfillment of the Requirements for the Academic Position of "*Associate Professor"*

The observation and evaluation of the quantitative requirements for the academic
position of "Associate Professor have been conducted based on the document submitted by
Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin, which includes a comprehensive requirements map
demonstrating compliance with the overall criteria for the position. These criteria take into
account both the requirements of the National Centre for Information and Documentation
(NACID) and the expanded requirements set by UNWE.
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The submitted requirements map indicates full compliance and a significant exceeding
of the minimum requirements for the "Associate Professor" position by Chief Assistant
Professor Bozhikin. The dissertation, “Eco-Fiscal Policy for Sustainable Development: A
Comparative Analysis, ” is evaluated at 50 points under Group A.

In Group B, the habilitation thesis “Social Entrepreneurship Ecosystems in Support of
Sustainable Development,” published by the UNWE Publishing House in 2024 (ISBN 978-
619-232-857-3), earned 100 points.

Group G also meets NACID's criteria and includes:

e Initem 6: an article published in a scientific journal indexed in a recognized database —

15 points (due to co-authorship);

e Initem 7: 4 single-author articles published in non-indexed but peer-reviewed journals

— 40 points; and 6 conference papers — 4 single-author (40 points) and 2 co-authored by

two persons (10 points in total);

e Initem 8: 5 studies published in indexed databases — 1 single-author (45 points) and 4

co-authored in teams of two or three — 82.5 points, totaling 127.5 points;

e Initem 9: a co-authored study in a non-indexed but peer-reviewed journal — 3 points;

e Initem 10: a partial monograph — 20 points, and a co-authored book chapter — 10 points.

As a result of the evaluation of the publications, all listed sources are recognized,
accumulating a total of 265.5 points against the minimum required 200 points. This clearly
demonstrates that the minimum requirements of NACID and the Ministry of Education and
Science, according to the Regulations for Academic Positions, have been exceeded. This also
applies to the elevated standards for the position of "Associate Professor” at UNWE.

The number of citations also meets NACID's requirements. These are precisely structured
in the section "Citations in Referenced and Indexed Scientific Publications™ (Group D, item
11). Notably, the highly indexed co-authored study by Bozhikin, Macke, and da Costa has been
cited 70 times in scientific publications indexed in world-renowned databases, generating 1050
points.

Citations in Group D, item 11 are thoroughly described, including the source of each
citation. All citations in this group are from Western authors and in English. Citation No. 16 is
a self-citation and is recommended not to be considered.

The total score for the quantitative indicators met by Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin
in groups A, B, C, G, D, E amounts to 1465.5 points, exceeding the minimum requirements for

the position of "Associate Professor" by threefold.
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The additional criteria of UNWE have also been successfully fulfilled. Chief Assistant
Professor Bozhikin has also met the expanded format of UNWE's quantitative indicators.

The candidate’s participation in national and international research and educational
projects, including under the ERASMUS program, further substantiates the candidate's
scientific interests. Official note No. NIDNP-106/31.05.2024 confirms the candidate’s
participation in the UNWE-funded project “Inequality in Wealth Distribution in Bulgaria in
the Period 1990-20/8” during 2020-2022. The candidate’s involvement in the project
“Training of Doctoral Students as Innovators, Visionaries, Target Analysts, and Implementers
— An Investment with European Dimensions,” under the Human Resources Development
Operational Program, is legitimized by Official Note No. 1/05.06.2024. Certificate No.
52/19.06.2018 confirms participation in the research project “Challenges to Motor Insurance
in the Context of Dynamic Economic Development.” A certificate of participation in the
Erasmus program dated 13.03.2015 is also attached.

The emphasis will be on fulfilling qualitative requirements, and the content of the
presented scientific publications will be reviewed and verified. It is evident that they comply
with the competition requirements.

It is worth noting that the dissertation and the habilitation thesis/monograph, along with
three articles, three conference papers, and one publication from collective monographs, are in
Bulgarian. All other publications are in English.

Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin is a member of the Union of Economists in Bulgaria,
a managing guest editor of the journal Cleaner and Responsible Consumption, and a member
of its editorial and advisory boards.

Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin was a visiting researcher at the Free University of
Brussels from 2016 to 2018.

The candidate actively participates in scientific and program committees organizing
national and international scientific conferences.

Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin has also successfully participated, with a certificate,
in a joint bachelor’s program between UNWE and Tianjin University, China, where he teaches
“Fundamentals of Economic Theory.”

The candidate has also lectured at the summer seminar “Sustainable Development in
the Black Sea Region.”

Bozhikin participated in an international cooperation program with a university in

Brazil.
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All of this highlights the high level of engagement of Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin

in both teaching and research activities at UNWE and beyond.

4. Evaluation of the Candidate’s Teaching Activity

Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin presents Certificate of Employment No. HR
65/14.01.2025, which serves as proof of 8 years, 3 months, and 24 days of employment at
UNWE, of which 4 years, 8 months, and 27 days have been as a Chief Assistant Professor in
the “Economics” Department of the Faculty of General Economics.

The courses taught by Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin include: “Microeconomics,”
“Macroeconomics,” “Fundamentals of Economic Theory,” “Economics,” “Economic Policy,”
“World Economy,” “Economy and the Political Sector,” and “Corporate Social Responsibility.”

In the Quantitative Requirements Performance Map, the candidate provides information
about delivering lectures in Bulgarian for the “Bachelor” degree program: 1384 hours of
lectures and 762 hours of seminars, as well as 262 hours of lectures in English. The English-
language lectures are in the following subjects: “Fundamentals of Economic Theory,”

“Economic Policy,” and “Microeconomics.”

5. General Characteristics of the Presented Publications
5.1. Main Areas of Research Activity

The publications of Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin are dedicated to current
economic issues and can be categorized into several main areas: ecosystems of social
entrepreneurship, the role of the state as a key stakeholder in the preservation of agroforestry
systems in Bulgaria, contemporary creative theories, and economic policy.

These thematic areas serve as evidence of the exceptionally broad range of interests
demonstrated by Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin on significant issues for Bulgaria as a

member of the European Union.

5.2. Scientific and/or Applied Scientific Results
1. Enriching the theoretical framework of social entrepreneurship through the
systematization of various theories and scientific concepts in the field.
2. Identification of the most significant social actors in social entrepreneurship in Bulgaria
by sectors, types, regional characteristics, and others.
3. Presentation of the extensive experience of European countries in strengthening and

supporting social entrepreneurship.
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5.3. Evaluation of the Monographs

The monographic thesis by Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin, “Social
Entrepreneurship Ecosystems in Support of Sustainable Development”, published by the
Academic Publishing House of UNWE, addresses a highly topical issue that is in focus both in
Bulgaria and the EU.

The subject matter of the monograph is under-researched in the academic field. The
monograph addresses topics that are currently the subject of active discussion, which is evident
from the literature review, where the majority of sources are in English. The completion of the
research tasks is further complicated by the lack of adequate statistical data, which prompted
the author to employ methods such as interviews, case studies, focus group research, and others.

These arguments sufficiently highlight the great significance of such a study for both
economic theory and business practice.

The author's topic is interdisciplinary and requires high competence in theoretical areas
such as Macroeconomics, Microeconomics, Statistics, Management, Corporate Social
Responsibility, and others.

Based on a modern approach to analyzing literary sources, established in the
development of PhD theses at leading European universities, a systematization of up-to-date
academic literature has been carried out. A large number of high-impact publications have been
discovered and analyzed, with a descriptive analysis applied using filters based on key concepts,
thematic areas, and theoretical frameworks. The findings are summarized in two ways — both
in tabular form for clarity, and analytically through theoretical generalizations.

This approach has significantly contributed to the comprehensive revelation of the main
theoretical-methodological points, which form the foundation for subsequent empirical
observation.

The object of study in the monograph is the social entrepreneurship ecosystems through
the lens of sustainable development. The author's thesis is that social entrepreneurship is a key
tool for achieving sustainable development and solving major social and environmental issues
such as poverty, the environment, education, and others (p.9). The object, subject of research,
as well as the research methods and approaches used, are scientifically accurately presented
(p.10). The five formulated research goals fully correspond with the eight targeted tasks.

The monograph is structured into three symmetrical chapters, with an introduction,

conclusion, and references for each chapter.
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The author's fundamental assertion that social enterprises are intended to function in
order to achieve the Sustainable Development Goals is valid (p.15).

The historical aspects of social entrepreneurship (p.18), definitions of social
entrepreneurship (pp. 19-20), of a social enterprise (p.22), and of social entrepreneurs (pp. 23—
24) are systematically presented in tabular form. Important clarifications are made that social
entrepreneurship is not charity, nonprofit management, nor corporate social responsibility
(p.28).

The main economic entities related to social entrepreneurship from the private, public,
and nonprofit sectors are identified (pp. 33-57).

The conclusions the author independently formulates at the end of each chapter are
highly valued (p.47).

The second chapter examines the main types of ecosystems from the perspective of the
synergistic effect of joint actions by economic actors in solving social and ecological problems
(p.58).

The author focuses on five main types of ecosystems based on sectoral characteristics
(p.62), innovations/technologies that help solve socio-ecological problems (p.64), educational
institutions — both public and private (p.66), geographic distribution (p.68), and other
dimensions.

The hierarchical levels of state intervention are correctly identified (p.80). EU policies from
2011 to 2023 are systematized based on significant European documents (p.81).

The empirical study of social entrepreneurship in Bulgaria is analyzed in the third
chapter of the monograph. Based on the presented methodology, key types of ecosystems for
social entrepreneurship in Bulgaria are identified, the state's role is given, and specific
recommendations are formulated for the initiation and successful operation of social
enterprises. The characteristics of the main beneficiaries, as well as the primary government

levers (regulatory acts and laws) for promoting social enterprises, are presented in tabular form.

6. Evaluation of the Scientific Contributions

All publications by Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin possess scientific value. It is
noteworthy that most of them employ a modern method of systematization and analysis of
economic literature.

The candidate identifies three areas in which he claims to have made scientific
contributions: social entrepreneurship as a core focus, the agroforestry system and its eco-

efficiency, and creative territories.
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The candidate’s scientific contributions, not only in the monograph but also in the
comprehensive set of publications, are undeniable and beyond dispute. The scientific concept
and its realization are his own.

Protocol No. 9 of the Habilitation Council at UNWE provides a positive opinion. There

is no evidence of plagiarism.

7. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

The most significant remark concerns the scientific contributions, which are not
precisely formulated. The conclusion that “governments have many roles...” is not accurate.
The reviewer suggests the following formulation for the first area of focus:

Based on solid arguments, the role of the government as a key guarantor for the
successful functioning of social entrepreneurship has been proven, and the main directions
requiring proactive state support have been identified, aiming to address the complex
environmental and social problems in Bulgaria, based on studied European experience.

A positive European experience in this direction has been studied and presented.

Mentioning Santos is completely unnecessary. What is essential is the identification of
optimal  mechanisms  for  supporting social entrepreneurship in  Bulgaria.
It is also unnecessary to refer to Stefan’s institutional theory and the application of the
institutional approach to social entrepreneurship. What matters is the formulation of well-
argued regulatory mechanisms to stimulate social entrepreneurship both at the European level
and in Bulgaria, which is the author's real achievement.

A scientific contribution acknowledged by the reviewer is the high degree of
independent systematization and periodization of academic literature in social entrepreneurship
as a result of applying a European analytical approach.

The descriptive format of presenting scientific results does not contribute to their clear
distinction. The candidate’s recommendations to business practice regarding improving the
forms of social entrepreneurship in Bulgaria are substantial.

The comparison of European and Bulgarian regulatory frameworks and the pathways
for translating European directives into Bulgarian legislation also receives a high evaluation
and is recognized as a contribution.

For the second area of focus, the reviewer suggests the following formulation as a
scientific contribution: The environmental dimensions of sustainability in agroforestry systems

in Bulgaria have been observed and verified.
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For the third area of focus, the reviewer suggests the following formulation.
The key stakeholders in creative territories, the types of partnerships between them,
fundamental innovations, and main regulatory mechanisms have been identified.

The scientific contribution in the textbook, according to the reviewer, is the following:
A panel of basic macroeconomic topics—fiscal, monetary, income, and investment policy—
has been systematized to support students in mastering macroeconomic theory. A highly
effective methodological approach to presenting and commenting on the educational content
has been applied. Test questions, sample discussion topics, and course project themes have been

systematized to facilitate the formation of systematic knowledge.

Recommendations:

In the future, it is not recommended to present a monographic work with a literature
review at the end of each chapter. The established practice is to present the literature at the end
of the
monograph.

For future projects, it is recommended that the author formulate basic hypotheses, which
can be either confirmed or rejected following empirical observation. In both cases, specific
evidence should be presented.

The reviewer recommends preparing abstracts of all publications in Bulgarian and
English, as they must be submitted to NACID within 15 days of the defense.

When formulating the contributions, it is important to specify exactly which
publications contain these scientific achievements, according to the publication numbering in
NACID.

The publications in Bulgarian are reduced and are primarily limited to those within the
University of National and World Economy (UNWE). For a young researcher to establish
themselves successfully within the academic community with their specific expertise, a broader
representation of their work is necessary.

Bulgarian authors with publications on the topic should be cited.

Questions:
1. Can Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin outline the fine line between social
entrepreneurship and corporate social responsibility—what they share in common and
how they differ?
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2. In the process of observing real economic practice, has there been a case of a social
enterprise transforming into an SME based on market principles? Is a reverse transition

also possible?

Conclusion:

The abovementioned demonstrates full compliance with the requirements for the
development of the academic staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, as well as the regulations for its
application regarding the minimum national requirements for obtaining the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor” and the additional elevated requirements of UNWE for the conduct
of the competition, and the conformity of the candidate’s achieved results.

As a candidate in the announced competition, Chief Assistant Professor Bozhikin fully
meets all administrative requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate
Professor,” as applied to the professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "Political
Economy (Microeconomics, Macroeconomics),” based on which | declare my positive
assessment and will cast a positive vote.
