1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced to meet the needs of the Department of Economics,
General Economics Faculty at UNWE, pursuant to Decision of the Academic Council No.
6/11.12.2024. 1 am a member of the scientific jury for the competition, appointed by Order No.
764 dated 07.03.2025 of the Vice-Rector for Research at UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates

Chief Ass. Prof. Ivan Atanasov Bozhikin, lecturer at the Department of Economics, General
Economics Faculty (GEF) at UNWE, is the only candidate in the competition.

Ivan Bozhikin has served as a regular Ass. Prof. at the Department of Economics from 2016
to 2019 and has been a Chief Ass. Prof. at the same department since 2020. He holds two
Bachelor's degrees in Macroeconomics (2011) and Business Administration (2013), as well as two
Master's degrees in Macroeconomics (2012) and European Business and Finance (2014) awarded
by UNWE and Nottingham Trent University (United Kingdom). He defended his doctoral
dissertation titled "Ecofiscal Policy for Sustainable Development: A Comparative Analysis" and
was awarded the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the scientific specialty "Political
Economy (Microeconomics and Macroeconomics)” by UNWE in 2016, as well as a Ph.D. in
Economics by the Free University of Brussels, Belgium. Since 2013, he has been entrusted with

teaching core and specialized courses in both Bulgarian and English, under the auspices of the



Department of Economics. He has participated in developing and updating relevant academic
disciplines and curricula for the programs managed by the Department of Economics at UNWE.
The candidate has served as a Teaching Fellow at CERGE-EI from 2017 to 2024, as a Research
Fellow at the Free University of Brussels from February 2017 to February 2019, and has completed
internships at the Bulgarian National Bank and Raiffeisen Bank. He is a member of several
professional organizations, including the Bulgarian Macroeconomic Association and the
International Society for Sustainable Development Research. Chief Ass. Prof. lvan Bozhikin has
also served as a Guest Editor for the special issue "Social Entrepreneurship, Creative Territories,
and Responsible Consumption™ of the journal Cleaner and Responsible Consumption (Impact
Factor 3.8) from June 2022 to September 2024. He participated in the "Pioneers into Practice"
professional training program by Climate-KIC in 2019, aimed at developing high-level innovation
skills for a low-carbon economy. Additionally, he coordinated the implementation of an academic
cooperation agreement between the University of National and World Economy (Sofia, Bulgaria)
and the University of Caxias do Sul (Rio Grande do Sul, Brazil) from 2018 to 2023. He has rich
international experience, gained through participation in conferences, seminars, and research
projects. Chief Ass. Prof. Ivan Bozhikin has received various awards, including the "Young
Economist™ award (Union of Economists in Bulgaria) — PhD category, in 2014, and the "Young
Researcher in the Field of Economics" award in 2022, granted at the 8th Venus International

Science and Technology Awards, Chennai, India.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position
3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The documents submitted by the candidate for participation in the competition demonstrate
that he fully meets the quantitative requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate
Professor." According to the compliance map attached to the documents, the number of points
accumulated by Chief Ass. Prof. Ivan Bozhikin under the two groups of indicators — the minimum
national requirements under Article 2b of the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria Act (DASRBA) and the additional requirements of UNWE (in accordance with Article
2b, paragraph 5 of DASRBA) — are respectively 1465.5 and 1634.5, against the minimum
required 400 and 320 points. Thus, the candidate accumulates a total of 3100 points, significantly



exceeding the minimum required 720 points. The fulfillment of the national minimum

requirements is summarized in the table below (Table 1).

The candidate has presented a total of 21 publications. Regarding the fulfillment of the
minimum national requirements, the reference list includes one monographic habilitation thesis,
whose subject matter corresponds to the specific field of the competition; one chapter from a
book/monograph; one chapter from a collective monograph; one article indexed in Scopus; five
studies indexed in Scopus/Web of Science; as well as four articles published in scientific journals,
one study in a scientific journal, and six papers published in conference proceedings. In addition,
evidence has been provided for 70 (seventy) citations in publications indexed in the internationally
recognized scientific databases Scopus and Web of Science.

With the fulfillment of the additional quantitative requirements of UNWE, the candidate
has also presented a study guide titled "Economic Policy," participation in two university research
projects and one international educational project, as well as involvement in the development of
two curricula for courses taught at the Bachelor's and Master's degree levels (co-authored) at
UNWE. The evidence submitted by Chief Ass. Prof. Ivan Bozhikin, regarding completed teaching
workloads at UNWE, demonstrates a number of lecture and seminar hours (in both Bulgarian and

English) that significantly exceed the minimum required threshold.



3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

With regard to the qualitative requirements, the candidate presents an extensive report
containing numerous activities, participations, and initiatives of organizational, administrative,
and research character, including contributions benefiting the students of the University of
National and World Economy (UNWE). All of these efforts enhance the university's good
reputation and the authority of the Department of Economics. Among them are notable
participations in the organization of scientific events at the university, involvement in the
development of curricula and internal regulatory documents at the faculty level, organization of
student and doctoral conferences, receipt of multiple international awards and certificates for peer
reviewing and participation on editorial boards of prestigious international journals with high
impact factors, among others.

Chief Ass. Prof. lvan Bozhikin is held in high regard by the university's students, as
evidenced by his high ratings in student opinion surveys. Based on the submitted evidence, it can
be concluded that the candidate fulfills the qualitative requirements for holding the academic
position of "Associate Professor."”

The conclusions regarding the fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements
for occupying the academic position of "Associate Professor” by Chief Ass. Prof. Ivan Bozhikin
are further confirmed by the positive opinion provided by the UNWE Habilitation Council
regarding his readiness to participate in the competition (Protocol No. 9/11.11.2024).

4. Evaluation of the teaching and academic activity of each candidate individually

The teaching experience of the candidate, Chief Ass. Prof. Ivan Bozhikin, as declared and
supported by the relevant evidence, amounts to over eight years. During this period, he has
demonstrated continuous development as an educator, initially conducting primarily practical
classes for undergraduate students and subsequently delivering lectures predominantly, both at the
Bachelor's and Master's degree levels (in collaboration with habilitated members of the
department).

In the Record of Compliance with the Quantitative Requirements, the candidate provides
detailed information, reporting 1,384 hours of lectures and 762 hours of practical classes delivered
in Bulgarian for undergraduate students, as well as 262 hours of lectures in English at the

Bachelor's Degree level. Dr. Bozhikin’s teaching engagement spans both fundamental and



specialized disciplines offered by the Department of Economics, including Principles of economic
theory (in both Bulgarian and English), Microeconomics, Macroeconomics (in Bulgarian),
Economics and the Public Sector (in Bulgarian), Economics (in Bulgarian), Economic policy (in
both Bulgarian and English), Corporate social responsibility (in Bulgarian), Sustainable
development and new business management models (in Bulgarian), among others, as evidenced
by the attached teaching workload report.

He is also a co-author of the syllabi for the courses Economic Policy and Sustainable
Development and New Business Management Models. Dr. Bozhikin actively participates in
numerous student conferences related to economic education at UNWE. He is among the first
instructors involved in the dual bachelor's degree program in Economics jointly offered by UNWE,
Bulgaria, and Tianjin University of Foreign Studies, China. The consistently high evaluations he
receives from students further attest to his established reputation and excellent preparedness as a
lecturer.

Given the above, I conclude that the candidate’s accumulated teaching experience and
academic competence fully correspond to the scientific field of the present competition and to the
requirements for occupying the academic position of "Associate Professor."

5. General characteristics of the submitted publications
5.1. Main areas of research activity and scientific contributions

The scientific publications of the candidate, Dr. Ivan Bozhikin, following his appointment
to the academic position of "Chief Assistant Professor," are concentrated on issues related to social
entrepreneurship and its ecosystems, agroforestry systems, creative territories, and economic
policy. The candidate thoroughly develops and examines these areas. The majority of the presented
research focuses on social entrepreneurship and its ecosystems. The candidate has produced nine
publications in this field, including the central habilitation thesis (published in 2024). The temporal
distribution and content of these publications demonstrate the existence of sustained scientific
interests within the aforementioned research fields and simultaneously indicate a deepening
process of building upon and expanding the research. The significant number of citations (over
70) in journals indexed in globally recognized scientific databases such as Scopus and Web of

Science serves as clear evidence of the quality of Dr. Ivan Bozhikin's scholarly output.



In conclusion, | find the presented scientific publications to be well interconnected and

aligned with the field of the competition.

5.2. Evaluation of the monograph

The submitted monograph, titled "Ecosystems for Social Entrepreneurship in Support of
Sustainable Development” (2024), spans a total of 167 pages and most strongly reflects the
candidate’s research interests in the field of social entrepreneurship ecosystems and sustainable
development. In the monograph, the author examines numerous definitions of social
entrepreneurship, social enterprises, and social entrepreneurs, emphasizing the lack of a unified
understanding of these terms in the academic literature. Attention is also given to the main
challenges faced by social entrepreneurs, notably the shortage of financial and resource support,
as well as leadership and institutional difficulties.

The monograph presents a model of the social entrepreneurship ecosystem, encompassing
18 key economic entities. These entities are grouped into three sectors—private, public, and non-
governmental—with a detailed analysis of their roles in the development and functioning of the
ecosystem. This triple-sector division is innovative within the academic literature and contributes
to a deeper understanding of the relationships among the participants in social ecosystems. Special
emphasis is placed on the role of government and local authorities, with a discussion of the
regulatory mechanisms promoting social entrepreneurship. These mechanisms are classified into
two main categories: financial instruments and non-financial measures.

The third chapter of the work is dedicated to an empirical study of social entrepreneurship
and its ecosystems in Bulgaria. Based on the collected data, three levels of ecosystems are outlined:
organizational, regional, and national. At the organizational level, five types of ecosystems are
distinguished according to the activities of social enterprises. At the regional level, one primary
ecosystem is identified, which may be supplemented by the structures of the Ministry of Labour
and Social Policy. The national level integrates two types of ecosystems, differentiated by whether
the initiator is from the private/nonprofit or the public sector. The key participants from the three
sectors and their interactions are analyzed, enabling the determination of the dominant sector in
the various ecosystems. Particular attention is given to the state's role as the principal driver of

social entrepreneurship development in the country.



Chapter Three concludes with practical guidelines for the creation and maintenance of
sustainable social enterprises and their ecosystems. Chief Ass. Prof. lvan Bozhikin emphasizes
that future social entrepreneurs must be aware of the challenges and responsibilities associated
with this activity. Preliminary research into the environment and the market is deemed particularly
important. Social entrepreneurs are encouraged to build a network of supporters, experts, and
mentors to assist them throughout the development process. Equally crucial is the clear
formulation of the idea, the means for its implementation, and the expected outcomes. Working
for a social cause requires a particular type of motivation and dedication, commitment, and
persistence. Finally, for sustainable success, social entrepreneurs must actively seek partners and
allies to build a strong ecosystem at the organizational level, which will support the long-term
growth and stability of their initiatives. The analysis in the monograph is characterized by depth
and strong informational support, and the results achieved are very well substantiated.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the candidate’s main scientific and applied contributions

The candidate presents a detailed report of his scientific and applied contributions, which
are organized into three groups, providing a very good summary of Dr. Ivan Bozhikin’s research
work. | find the formulated contributions to be accurate and consistent with the obtained results (I
have certain critical remarks regarding one of them — see section 7), without exceeding them. 1

believe that they also outline directions for the candidate’s future work in these fields.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations regarding each candidate individually

| have no critical remarks regarding the materials submitted with the application.
| believe that the candidate possesses the necessary potential to expand his participation in research
projects within the Bulgarian and European scientific communities (including as a project leader)
and continue his efforts to integrate his research work with contemporary teaching and educational
activities.

With regard to one of the claimed contributions (which 1 do not dispute), and more
specifically concerning the sectoral differentiation presented in the monograph "Ecosystems for
Social Entrepreneurship in Support of Sustainable Development” (2024) — namely, the division
into private, public, and non-governmental sectors — it should be noted that this approach is not

novel in academic literature. What constitutes an innovation is the interpretation of these sectors



in the context of social entrepreneurship, particularly their role in the construction and functioning
of a social entrepreneurship ecosystem. This specific perspective is original, and | recommend
continuing research in this direction, through which Dr. lvan Bozhikin will continue to establish

himself as an authority in this research area.

8. Conclusion

Following the findings (referred to above) regarding the scientific and teaching work of the
candidate in the competition for the academic position of “associate professor” at the UNWE,
presented by the candidate, Chief Ass. Prof. Ivan Bozhikin - | propose that he be elected for the
academic position of "associate professor" at the UNWE in the professional field 3.8. Economics,

scientific specialty "Political Economy (microeconomics and macroeconomics)".
