Summary

In this monograph, the monetary aspect of the economic outputs is examined at a
theoretical and empirical level. In economics, this aspect usually is presented by the concept of
income. Here, the income is analyzed from the standpoint of the macroeconomic system of the
modern national economy. The latter still plays a key role in the regulation of the economic
processes even in the conditions of globalization and international economic integration. This
is the main thesis of the theoretical and empirical analysis, the results of which are presented in
three chapters and the conclusion.

Today, the income of the national economy is measured at several stages in order to
discover all the forms and characteristics of economic functioning even though that result from
globalization and practices of international economic integration, including that of the EU.
According to the methodology of the System of National Accounts (and the European System
of Accounts), several interconnected macroeconomic indicators are developed to involve these
stages. More specifically, at the stage of income generation, the economic effect is primary
income or gross value added, and it is measured by the Gross Domestic Product, GDP); at the
stage of income redistribution on a remunerative basis among the owners of primary production
factors, the economic effect is measured by the Gross National Income, GNI); and the stage of
income redistribution on a gratuitous basis, the economic effect is measured by National
Disposable Income, NDI). The three circles of distribution of national economy’s income Set
out several aspects of the economic potential of countries today. To govern successfully the
modern national economy, it is of key importance to be aware of these aspects at a theoretical
and empirical level as well. That is way, the three relevant indicators are needed and any of
them could not be ejected (eliminated) from the system of economic information, in opposite
to the assumptions of some researchers. Chapters 1 and 2 are devoted to clarify these issues in
theoretical and empirical terms.

In chapter 1, the emphasis is on the content of the indicators and the methods for their
calculation. To explain the processes that set forth the background of income generation, the
problem of drawing out the production boundary to delineate economic from non-economic
processes and phenomena and to measure the economic effects is under discussion too. In
chapter 2, the impact of international economic integration in the EU on income generation and

redistribution of the EU’s member states is examined. The European Union has reached a
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relatively higher stage of formal integration till now, and this form of integration has impacted
the financial mechanism of the union. Both sides of the EU’s budget — revenues and
expenditures — modify the parameters of the national income of the EU’s member states; these
modifications are subject of analysis and interpretations in chapter 2 of the monography.

In chapter 3, an empirical study over the Bulgarian economy for the period 2000 — 2020
is presented, by examining the characteristics of the Bulgarian national income commented in
previous chapters. The period under discussion is very important for Bulgaria, because that was
the time of preparation of the country for the EU’s membership and the adhesion in 2007.
During that period, Bulgaria had to reorganize the political and administrative model, to adjust
the regimen of domestic economy functioning to the EU’s standards. Was that adaptation
successful — one could not answer just yes or no. In this monography, we mainly strive to answer
the question indirectly, by revealing the structural changes in the Bulgarian income as they are
the result of that reorganization. In addition, the empirical analysis was intended to demonstrate
how and why, todays, GDP cannot measure all the prerequisites for socio-economic progress
of countries (societies) with highly open national economies, but that is not an argument for
withdrawing this economic aggregate. In the conclusion, once again we turn the scope to the
field of application of economic aggregates for analytical purposes, especially, to the way in
which they can be used in the decision-making process, for developing public policies and
setting out economic objectives and priorities.

The outputs of a thorough examination are presented, addressing the key
moments in the emergence of the European cohesion policy, the principles that lied down its
application, the main points on the trajectory of its 40-year experience curve (started by the
announcement of this common policies in The Sigle European Act, 1986), and the issues in
trying to put in practice this policy. The problems are examined in the perspective of the
Bulgaria’s experience from the application of the European cohesion policy in the adjacent

years after the adhesion to the European Union in 2007.
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Chapter 1 offers the output of a financial-economic analysis over the Bulgarian
economy for the period of 1998 — 2010. The subject of this study was to reveal the real needs
of the Bulgarian economy for foreign financial funds in that time and to identify the proper
arguments for raising such funds. Chapter 2 presents how the financial mechanism of the
European cohesion policy is organized and works — playing the role of a foreign source of
financial funds for the economies of the EU’s member-states. This part presents a historical
overview and an assessment over the evolution of the European communities’ regional policy,
the latter being transformed into cohesion policies, an overview on the development of the
financial mechanism to afford these complex policies. Chapter 3 reveal the results of a study
over the fundamentals built up by Bulgaria between 2007 and 2013 for the application of the
European cohesion policy and the achievements of the country in economic terms using the
funds in that period.

It
presents the formal aspect of the activities of gathering and organizing the economic
information in a set of accounts and related indices, the latter being the result of some
clarifications achieved at a methodological basis, and demonstrates the relationship between
these activities and the progress in economic thoughts and economic practices as well. In
essence, the content reflects the new moments in the actual version of the System of national
accounts (SNA’2008) and the relevant version of the European system of accounts (ESS’2010).
Here is the logical framework of the contents.

The first section presents the theoretical and methodological fundamentals of the
process of gathering and processing data on the activity and the performance of economic

agents. In this part, we put under discussion the key issues of the experience of developing
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models to describe the economic turnover, stressing on that of the System of National Accounts
(SNA); the key moments in the process of setting out specific approaches to explain the
economic nature and to measure the economic effects (the theoretical concepts of economic
value); the institutionalization of the activity of organizing the empirical economic data to
monitor the economic activity of societies. This is the subject of chapters 1 to 3.

The second section is dedicated to the output of data processed on the base of SNA
principles — the macroeconomic indices or the so-called aggregates. Here, the methodologies
for calculating the indices and the relationship between them are presented. This is the subject
of chapter 4.

The third section represent the formal aspect of the SNA — the sequence of accounts and
their groupings in modules to describe the economy in the cybernetic sense and to represent the
entire economic turnover (economy in dynamics). In addition, the means to achieve the
integration of data processing at an organizational level are commented. These problems were
turned into the subject of chapters 5 to 12.

The fourth section presents in detail that part of the system which differs from the
sequence of accounts the most — the supply and use tables or their prototype the cross-industry
balance (input-output tables). According to the methodologies of SNA the sequence of accounts
is based on the financial aspect of economic turnover, whereas the input-output tables describe
the real aspect of economic turnover stressing on the production. Here, the informational
advantages of these accounts are under discussion and also their potential for analytical
purposes, as they create possibilities to assess the economies’ performance in pass periods and
to project their parameters in the future as well. These problems are the subject of chapters 13
to 16.

The last (fifth) section turns the scope to the application of economic information system
for the purposes of decision-making process to govern the economy at the various levels — a
micro level, a macro, a territorial, a supranational, etc. Special attention is paid to the difference
between and the integrity of the economic, technological and socio-demographical parameters
of conducting the economic activities; in addition, the way in which these parameters are
presented in economic information system according to the methodology of SNA, is discussed.

This is the subject of chapter 17.

The aim is to bind the aggregate final consumption to human
needs. We argue that the product structure of FC meets a specific stage of human needs, the
latter being an indicator of human development and progress.

The methodology of the analysis grows up on two pillars: on the side of human needs
we take Maslow’s theory of motivation, and on the side of the economy, we take the product
structure of total final consumption. By analogy, based on a theoretical analysis, we constructed
a model, which describes the basic human needs classified by Maslow, in economic terms — as
a 5-category product model of final consumption. The product structure of final consumption
is set on the basis of Central product classification (CPC Ver. 2., Rev. 2008b, UN, NY) and the
Input-Output tables, which describe the product structure of the main forms of using goods and
services produced.

We tested empirically the model, especially, the hierarchy of the five product categories
of FC referred to basic human needs. Other hypotheses about the relationships between this
product structure of FC and the socio-economic standard of countries (societies) are also under

consideration.

In this article, the productivity of the economy is examined in the lights of the
distribution of total output among main forms of the usage. In such a way, we take the changing
proportion of intermediate consumption to measure the productivity of the macroeconomic

system by. Formally, this approach is rather different from the orthodox one that is based on
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capital or labor intensity measurement. Instead of taking a single production factor and their
intensity of usage within an economy, here, we work with the main forms of using of goods
and services currently produced — the intermediate consumption and the three forms of final
consumption. Thus, the changing proportion of the forms of use plays the role of a criterion for
the productivity of macroeconomy, here this parameter being described in a conceptual aspect.
Changes in the proportion of intermediate consumption and the three form of final use are
indicative of changes in the proportion of societal needs and their prioritization; ultimately, two
of the forms of final use serve directly to adjust the potential of labour and capital. Thus, we
give the proportion in question the role of an indicator of a national economy’s capacity to serve
the principle societal needs and interests, the latter being responsible for labour and capital
reproduction on a national territory.

The analysis stems out from the real aspect of economic turnover, turning the scope to
primary economic effects — the products (goods and services produced), but not to the income.
The results revealed that over the period of 2000 — 2014 Bulgaria deteriorated their capacity to
develop and improve the domestic economic potential.

The first one treats the experience of society with the application of this
managerial philosophy dating from the second half of the 20™ century; this experience strongly
relate to management practices in economy at the organizational level and the higher levels as
well (the national economy, international communities, etc.). We also address the issue of the
controversial economic outputs achieved by trying to implement the philosophy of strategic
planning in the management practices till now. The second perspective turn the scope to the
essence of the philosophy of strategic planning, including the characteristics by which it differs
from other managerial philosophies, the key requisites to succeed in trying to apply this
philosophy. Here, in addition, the references and differences between strategic planning and
strategic thinking are commented. The third perspective presents in more detail the conditions
to implement the strategic planning philosophy in practice; a classification of those is made. In

the lights of this, a discussion on the main reasons for failures of some attempts to apply the
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strategic planning concept is conducted. One of the assumptions is that in some of attempts, the
key requisites to apply strategic planning philosophy were not met.

The requisites for application of strategic planning philosophy are classified into three
groups. The first one involves the characteristics of external environment of an economic
system (as an object of management). At the organizational level, from the position of firms,
according to Igor Ansoff these characteristics are mainly attributed to business environment.
The second group involves the manner in which the parameters of an economic system — the
object of governance (a firm, a national economy, the economy of a regional community) — are
determined, and the way the management system organizes the response of the economic
system to challenges from external environment. The two previous groups identify the
conditions for the application of the strategic planning concept that make this philosophy that
in practice. The third group specifies the approach to study and govern the economy which
makes it possible to implement the concept of strategic planning in practice. In the economic
governance, strategic planning and strategic thinking grew up on the basis of system approach

and system analysis.

It comes to the risks for the real
integration that the methods of the formal (institutional) integration couldn’t eliminate at all;
especially, those that are challenging the propositioning of domestic industries on the common
market and the need to keep the intensity of domestic inter-industry transactions increasing.
An empirical comparative analysis based on a sample of 24 EU’s member-states and
associated countries to the European Economic Area was conducted, taking into consideration
some of the main parameters of foreign trade for 2000-2014 period. The results confirm that
some of the major risks came true, especially, this is the case of the countries with lagging

economic development like Bulgaria. The country experienced a negative foreign trade balance
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for almost all years of the period examined specially, in the years following the adhesion. The
risks that came true as a common trend of less developed countries before adhesion strongly
relate to the theoretical disadvantages of non-homogeneous integrations; a factor that fostered
those risks was the absence of appropriate industrial policies undertaken by national
governments of the countries concerned. Based on the insights and conclusions, several
recommendations to policymakers and business community at a local, a national and the

European level are made.
