Re: Competition for associate professor at the University of National and World Economy in
professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "Planning (strategic planning, socio-
economic development, system of national accounts)".

The competition was announced in State Gazette No. 65 of 08.08.2025.

1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Marketing and Strategic
Planning, Faculty of Management and Administration, UNWE pursuant to Decision No.
3/25.06.2025 of the Academic Council. I am a member of the Scientific Jury for the competition
pursuant to Order No. 3129 / 07.10.2025 of the Vice-Rector for Scientific Research at the
University of National and World Economy.

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

There is only one candidate in the competition for associate professor — Senior Assistant
Professor Diana Nikolova Genkova, PhD. Diana Genkova graduated from a foreign language high
school (Spanish and English) in Lovech in 1999. She obtained a Bachelor's degree and a Master's
degree in Forecasting and Planning from the University of National and World Economy. After
successfully defending her dissertation on "European Union Funds and the Economic
Development of Bulgaria" in 2013, Diana Genkova obtained a Doctorate in Economics,
specializing in Planning. Since 2005, she has been a senior assistant at the Department of
Marketing and Strategic Planning. Her CV, the attached list of publications, and participation in
projects demonstrate her accumulated teaching and research experience, as well as her
commitment to continuous improvement. The candidacy of Senior Assistant Professor Diana
Genkova, PhD, for the next academic position (associate professor in the field of the announced
competition) is fully justified.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for the academic position
3.1. Fulfilment of quantitative requirements

The candidate in the competition fulfils all the National Minimum Requirements for the
academic position of "associate professor" in accordance with the Academic Staff Development
Act (Art. 26) and the Regulations for its application (Art. 1a, para. 1). Senior Assistant Professor
Diana Genkova has 33 publications (3 of which are collective), 15 of which are included in the
competition. Of these: 1 monograph (independent habilitation thesis); 1 book based on a defended
dissertation for the award of the educational and scientific degree of "doctor"; 1 university
textbook; 1 article in English, published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-
renowned scientific information databases (Scopus); 11 articles and reports from participation in



international and national scientific conferences, published in non-referenced journals with
scientific review. Most of them are indexed as a secondary online database (CEEOL, EBSCO host,
RINC Science Index). The candidate's participation in the competition is sufficient in terms of the
number and volume of scientific publications. All publications are related to the topic and direction
of the announced competition. They do not repeat those listed in the acquisition of the educational
and scientific degree "doctor”. The citation report shows that Senior Assistant Professor Diana
Genkova has 9 citations. Three of them are in foreign scientific publications, which shows that her
scientific publications are recognized not only in Bulgaria but also abroad.

In groups A, B, C, D, E, and F, with a minimum threshold of 400 points, the candidate has
433 points. He also meets the additional requirements for UNWE relating to teaching and research
activities. Dr. Diana Genkova has participated in 5 university and national research projects; she
has developed several lecture courses and curricula — 7 for Bachelor's degree programs and 5 for
Master's degree programs, one of which is co-authored; she has fulfilled her teaching load at
UNWE; She conducts exercises and lectures in Bulgarian and English. The total number of points
for groups of requirements from G, Z, 1, and K is 946, with 320 points required. The total number
of points from sections I and Il is 1379, with a minimum of 720 points required for the position of
"associate professor.”

3.2. Fulfilment of quality requirements

The submitted Card for fulfilment of quality requirements for the academic position of
"associate professor” at UNWE and the evidence attached to it show that Senior Assistant
Professor D. Genkova is a lecturer with a definite contribution to teaching, learning and
pedagogical development. Some of her numerous achievements include: membership in national
scientific organizations and program councils for the conduct of several scientific conferences;
preparation of expert opinions and analyses for state institutions and business organisations;
development of training courses and programmes in Bulgarian and English, including those in an
electronic environment; reviewer for an international journal indexed in SCOPUS. She is a serious
teacher and scholar with nearly 17 years of experience, which she successfully uses to develop
new research areas and reflect the latest achievements in economic analysis in updating her
courses. A typical example of this is the introduction of the Input-Output method for describing
and studying the economy from the discipline "System of National Accounts” and its
transformation into a separate course - "Cost-Production Analysis", prepared and taught in English
by Dr. Diana Genkova. The interest of students in the elective courses she teaches is evident.
Through her overall activity, Senior Assistant Professor Diana Genkova works to promote the
good image of the university by defending the interests of the Department of Marketing and
Strategic Planning.

According to the decision of the Habilitation Council of the UNWE (Minutes 10/7.05.2025)
the candidacy of Senior Assistant Professor Diana Genkova meets the quantitative and qualitative
requirements adopted by the Academic Council of the UNWE for the academic position of
"associate professor.”

4. Assessment of teaching and lecturing activities

The candidate for associate professor has completed 1278 hours of lectures and 2448 hours of
seminars for bachelor's degree students and 879 hours of lectures for master's degree students
during the period 2015-2025. During the same period, 520 hours of lectures and 540 hours of
seminars in English were delivered to Bachelor's degree students. This workload in the numerous
disciplines related to the subject area of the competition, led by Senior Assistant Professor Diana
Genkova, attests to her excellent knowledge and high level of preparation for the academic position
in the competition.



5. Brief description of the scientific works/publications presented

The 15 publications presented cover the three areas of planning specified in the competition
announcement, namely: strategic planning, socio-economic development, and the system of
national accounts. They are difficult to distinguish as they are interdependent and appear
simultaneously in almost all of the scientific papers.

The monograph on "Bulgaria's income in the context of the Europeanization of the Bulgarian
economy” (item 1 on the list) deserves high praise. It, as well as the book (item 2 on the list), as
well as some other publications, are devoted to extremely topical and interesting issues related to
the need to adapt the structural model and functioning of Bulgaria's domestic economy to EU’s
model and principles. The answer to the question: "Have the structural changes brought about an
increase in the country's economic potential?" is under discussion, The emphasis is placed on the
need for adequate interpretation of economic results and the indicators used to measure them. In
economic theory, the monetary aspect of economic results is represented by the concept of
"income.” It is analyzed from the perspective of the macroeconomics of the modern national
economy, which continues to play an important role in regulating economic processes even in the
context of globalization and regional economic integration. This is precisely the starting point for
the theoretical and empirical analysis used to find a solution to the question posed.

The textbook "Economic Information System. Methodology of the System of National
Accounts” (item 3 on the list) presents the organization of economic information at the present
stage in a set of accounts and related indicators, illustrated with basic examples.

Some of the most important scientific and applied scientific results in terms of their
contribution, contained in the publications discussed and in other publications, are:

Theoretical and methodological:

« Theoretical definition of the economy for the purposes of the economic information
system based on the SNA model. The theory and methodology for organizing economic
information for market economies according to the current version of the System of
National Accounts (SNA 2008) and the European System of Accounts (ESA 2010) have
been further developed and enriched.

« Arguments have been put forward in favor of using income as a basic parameter of the
modern economy. The three circles of income distribution in the national economy, which
determine different aspects of the economic potential of countries, have been theoretically
clarified. It has been established that the income indicators corresponding to these aspects
have specific analytical capabilities, which is why each of them is necessary and cannot be
excluded (discarded) from the economic information system.

» A set of criteria for assessing the quantity and quality of economic results, the reasons for
and difficulties in interpreting them.

» A theoretical product model of final consumption has been developed. The methodology
of the analysis is based on two pillars — human needs, classified according to Maslow's
motivational theory, and the economy, represented by the goods for final consumption of
society during a given period (year).

« The content of strategic planning is examined. The dialectical relationship between
strategic thinking and strategic planning in the management of economic systems is
substantiated. The conditions under which the philosophy of strategic planning is
applicable and effective are classified.



Practical applications:

« Linking theoretical clarifications in the SNA (ESA) methodology with the possibilities for
their application in Bulgarian practice in the collection and processing of economic
information for the purposes of macroeconomic statistics.

« Empirical study of the Bulgarian economy in the period 2000-2020 based on the
characteristics of national income specified in the theory. The structural changes in
Bulgaria's income during the period under review are assessed. They are used as criteria
for assessing Bulgaria's progress towards transforming its national economy into a
competitive market economy and its successful integration into the EU’s economy.

« Analysis and resulting recommendations related to the country's institutional integration
into the EU, including the formation and distribution of income among countries that are
full members of the integration community; the main risks to which a country wishing to
join the EU's institutional integration is exposed; the results achieved by the country in
implementing the EU'’s cohesion policy upon its accession to the EU.

»  Empirical testing of the final consumption product model, the results of which show a
statistically significant hierarchy between the five product categories (according to
Maslow), as well as a strong positive correlation between the five-category product
structure of final consumption and the level of socio-economic standard of the countries,
measured by GDP per capita.

« Experimentation with methods for calculating widely popular economic indicators, which
are the basis of empirical economic analysis.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied scientific contributions

Senior Assistant Professor Diana Genkova has presented a detailed report on her contributions,
which are her own personal work. The candidate's scientific output does indeed contain the
aforementioned scientific and applied scientific contributions, which are theoretical,
methodological, and practical in nature. They enrich scientific knowledge and offer solutions to
specific problems in the field of planning. Most of the scientific results presented can be useful for
the students taught by the candidate, for professional economists, as well as for the wider scientific
community.

7. Main critical remarks

I have no critical remarks. My recommendation to the candidate is to use the achieved results
as a starting point for further research.

8. Conclusion

My opinion on the competition for the academic position of "associate professor™ with the sole
participant, Senior Assistant Professor Diana Genkova, PhD, is positive. Her scientific work is
distinguished by its seriousness, depth, and innovation. The candidate is an established lecturer in
the field of planning with a proven ability to closely link scientific research, scientific application,
and teaching activities.

The overall assessment based on the criteria and indicators for teaching and research activities
shows that Dr. Diana Genkova's candidacy fully meets the requirements for the academic position
of "associate professor.” This gives me every reason to recommend with full confidence that the
scientific jury select Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Genkova for the academic position of
"associate professor” in professional field 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty "Planning (strategic
planning, socio-economic development, system of national accounts).
