1. Information Information concerning the competition the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Marketing
and Strategic Planning, Faculty of Management and Administration at UNWE, in accordance
with Decision No. 3 of the Academic Council of 25.06.2025, published in D.V. No. 65 of
08.08.2025.

| am a member of the scientific jury for the competition in accordance with Order No.
3129/ 07.10.2025 of the Vice-Rector for Scientific Research at UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

Senior Assistant Diana Nikolova Genkova, PhD, is the unique applicant in the
competition.

Diana Genkova completed her secondary education at the Exarch Joseph | Foreign
Language High School in Lovech, where she studied Spanish and English. She holds a
master's degree in Forecasting and Planning from 2005. In 2013, she successfully defended
her doctoral dissertation in Planning at the University of National and World Economy.

Professionally, Diana Genkova has followed the career path of a researcher and
lecturer at the University of National and World Economy. She started as a research associate
at the Institute for Economic Policy (2006-2008), then moved on to the academic staff as an
assistant (2008-2015) and Senior Assistant (2015-present) in the Department of Marketing
and Strategic Planning. In this position, he teaches a number of courses in bachelor's and
master's programs and supervises student internships. At the same time, he develops his
expertise and research activities, participates in research projects, and reviews articles in
international scientific journals.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for the academic position

The documentation presented proves that Senior Assistant Diana Genkova meets the
quantitative and qualitative requirements for the position of "associate professor" as specified
in Article 2b, paragraph 5 of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria (ZRASRB) and the Regulations for its implementation, in addition to the special
requirements at UNWE for holding academic positions.

3.1. Fulfilment of quantitative requirements



According to the table presented for the fulfilment of quantitative requirements and
the evidence attached to it, against a total required score of 720 points, Diana Genkova has
proven an almost double score — 1339. All criteria have been met.

3.2.  Fulfilment of qualitative requirements

According to the candidate's card, she meets all four basic qualitative requirements.
Most of her efforts are focused on research and teaching activities.

The opinion of the Commission on the quantitative requirements for academic
positions at the NUI and the Habilitation Council of the NUI is also positive, as stated in
Protocol No. 10 of May 7, 2025.

4. Evaluation of teaching and lecturing activities

Diana Genkova has significant teaching experience. Over the past ten years, she has
lectured for a total of 2,383 hours (879 hours to master's degree students) and conducted
2,868 hours of seminars. Of these, 460 hours of lectures and 480 hours of seminars were in
English. She has extensive experience in teaching subjects closely related to the topics of the
competition. The following areas require attention: "System of National Accounts,"
"Information System of the Economy," "Forecasting and Planning,” "Strategic Planning,"
"Corporate Social Responsibility," and others.

She has developed 12 syllabi and lecture courses, such as "Cost and Production
Analysis," "System of National Accounts,” "Marketing Strategies and Programs,” "Strategic
Research in Economics,"” and others.

She has participated in one national and four university research projects. The
projects are related to the topic of the competition: "Analysis of the ratio of consumer and
investment products in the final output of the Bulgarian economy — a tool for evaluation of
the reproductive potential of the national economy," "Study of the business environment in
Bulgaria (based on a study of the valuations and expectations of Bulgarian companies)",
"National project for the development of a non-partisan, non-corporate strategy for the
adequate, competitive development and restructuring of the Bulgarian economy from an
economic, social and environmental point of view".

Based on these facts, | conclude that the candidate possesses the necessary qualities to
hold the academic position of "associate professor."

5. A brief description of the scientific works/publications presented

The candidate has submitted the following works for participation in the competition:

- Main monographic work "Bulgaria's income during the Europeanisation of the
Bulgarian economy";

- Manual "Economic information system. Methodology of the national accounts
system";

- Published book (based on a dissertation for the award of an educational and
scientific degree "doctor") entitled "European Union Funds and the Economic Development
of Bulgaria. Principles of European Cohesion Policy";

- Asstudy in English, published in an indexed Scopus journal, *Modeling of Human
Needs: An Economic Interpretation of Maslow's Theory of Motivation™;

- Three articles in Bulgarian and one co-authored article in Russian;

- Seven reports at scientific conferences, one of which is in English

The monograph analyzes GDP, GNI, and other income indicators for Bulgaria for the
period 2000-2020 in comparison with other EU member states. The empirical analysis
highlights negative trends, such as the deterioration of the structure of value added in the



country and the lag in gross national income relative to GDP. Deficiencies in the
management of the EU funds have been identified and specific solutions have been proposed.

The overall impression from the candidate's work is that she has an affinity for
structural research. It is no coincidence that the study "Modeling of Human Needs: An
Economic Interpretation of Maslow's Theory of Motivation” is devoted to structuring
products in accordance with Maslow's typological classification.

Therefore, the most important results are in the field of structural research. These
include the results of research on the structure of added value, the structure of GDP and GNP
indicators themselves, the structure of “investment-consumer™ products, the aforementioned
product structure at different levels of needs, and the "economy-non-economy" structure.

| consider that it is precisely through structural analyses, rather than simply
describing facts, that the in-depth and non-obvious to the eye evaluations that Diana Genkova
has obtained can be achieved.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied scientific
contributions of the candidates

A detailed analysis of the structural changes in the Bulgarian economy during the
period 2000-2020 has been carried out.

The productivity and reproductive potential of the Bulgarian economy have been
assessed.

The macroeconomic indicators GDP and GNP and their potential for analytical
purposes have been analyzed.

The methodology of the SNA has been systematized.

A new, original model for grouping final consumption products in Maslow's
hierarchy of needs has been developed and tested, which represents a new analytical tool.

A methodological approach has been developed for assessing the impact of
institutional integration in the EU on the formation and distribution of national income.

7. Key critical comments and recommendations

| have two recommendations for the candidate:

Continue working in the field of structural analysis and research. Practical work will
inevitably lead to the development of new approaches and theoretical generalizations.

When writing student textbooks and teaching aids, write as concisely and clearly as
possible and do not mix the two styles of presentation. What is acceptable for a scientific
publication is not suitable for a textbook.

8. Conclusion

A systematic examination of the candidate's scientific works and the scientific and
practical contributions therein has only reinforced my conviction that Diana Nikolova
Genkova has long since exceeded the requirements for the academic position of "associate
professor.”

Therefore, | consider that she should be appointed to the academic position of
"associate professor” in professional field 3.8. "Economics,” scientific specialty "Planning
(strategic planning, socio-economic development, system of national accounts)” in the
Department of Marketing and Strategic Planning.
