1. Information about the competition
The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department "Marketing and Strategic Planning"
of UNWE in accordance with the Decision of the Academic Council No. 3/25.06.2025. | participate as a
member of the scientific jury of the competition in accordance with Order No. 3129/07.10.2025 of the Rector
of UNWE.

2. Brief information on the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Nikolova Genkova. Dr.
Genkova completed her secondary education at the "Exarch Joseph |" Foreign Languages High School,
Lovech (with Spanish and English). In 2003, she graduated in "Forecasting and Planning" at UNWE, with a
,Bachelor" degree, and in "Master" degree with the same major in 2005. In 2013, she earned her Ph.D. in
Economics with a major in "Planning".

Currently, she works as a Chief Assistant Professor in the Department of "Marketing and Strategic
Planning" to UNWE. She gives lectures and seminar classes in Bulgarian and English, including: "Bachelor"
degree courses - System of National Accounts; Strategic Planning; Foreign Economic Policy; Strategic
Planning (in English), "Cost-Production" Analysis (in English); Marketing Strategies and Programs; "Master"
degree courses - Institutional Relations and Business Decision-making; Information System for the
Economy; Measurement and Evaluation of Sustainable Urban Development; Corporate Social
Responsibility. She has supervised students with majors "Forecasting and Planning" and "Strategic
Planning" in their undergraduate internship. As a researcher, she is an author/co-author of 33 publications
and has participated in 29 research and scientific research projects. She participates in the competition with
15 publications.

3. Fulfiliment of the requirements for the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Nikolova Genkova significantly exceeds the required minimum number
of points, according to the national requirements and those of UNWE for the academic position "Associate
Professor". With a minimum threshold of 720 points for sections | and Il, the work and achievements of the
candidate bring 1379 points in total, which exceeds both the minimum required threshold for each section
and for each of the groups in both sections.

3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements
The candidate also fulfills the qualitative requirements for the academic position "Associate Professor".
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Genkova, according to the presented scientific work and list of courses,



demonstrates a systematic and sustainable contribution to the development of the scientific field of the
announced competition for "Associate Professor". By expert analyses and opinions for state institutions and
private organizations in Bulgaria she contributes to the prestige of academic community and the UNWE.
The opinion of the Habilitation Council to the UNWE stated that the candidate Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
Diana Genkova complies with the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by UNWE Academic
Council. After a vote procedure, the Habilitation Council gave a positive opinion for the potential candidate
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Nikolova Genkova and proposed to the Department "Marketing and
Strategic Planning" and the Faculty Council of the Faculty "Management and Administration" to launch
competition for the academic position "Associate Professor" in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific
major "Planning (Strategic Planning, Socio-economic Development, System of National Accounts)" (Minutes
No. 10/ 07.05.2025).

4. Assessment of teaching and learning activities

The publications and research projects by which Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Genkova participates
in the competition show that over time she has developed and deepened her knowledge about the system
of national accounts and strategic planning. The evidence presented by Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Diana
Genkova in the competition is indicative that research and teaching work are closely interconnected. The
professionalism and relevance of the courses developed and lectured by her is proved also by the
sustained interest in English taught courses of foreign students under the ERASMUS+ program.

Based on the above arguments and knowing the teaching practice and ethics of my colleague Chief
Assistant Professor Genkova, | believe she is qualified to take the academic position Associate Professor.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications

The candidate participates in the competition with 15 publications in total: in Bulgarian, English and one in
Russian. Among them - 3 main publications (a monograph; a published dissertation and a textbook); 5
articles and 7 papers from scientific conferences. The article “Modeling of the Human Needs: An Economic
Interpretation of Maslow’s Theory of Motivation” (2021) is indexed in the SCOPUS database. The
publications are mutually reinforcing and reflect the knowledge and expertise of Dr. Genkova on strategic
planning, system of national accounts, socio-economic development of countries, income and human
development.

The monograph “Bulgaria's Income During the Period of Europeanization of the Bulgarian Economy” discus
important and up-to date topics such as: assessment of economic activity of society; theoretical insights
about incomes on macro level; financial programs designed for EU member states under various policies
(financial framework for the period 2021-2027 is presented); the relationship between the formation and
spending of the EU budget and the national income of the member states, including Bulgaria; changes and
structure of Bulgaria's income (with an analysis for a 20-year period from 2000 to 2020). Results of
presented research work are theoretical and practical. They are significant and support the contributions
stated by the candidate. All scientific works and publications presented by Dr. Genkova signify
professionalism, accuracy in handling of terms, strong arguments.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and applied contributions
The contributions stated by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Genkova correspond to what has been
achieved in her scientific publications.

Among the scientific contributions, the following can be highlighted as significant:
1. Enrichment of scientific knowledge about the theory and methodology for organizing economic
information in market economies in the context of the current System of National Accounts (SNA), including
the systematization of the distinctive characteristics of empirical "Input Output" tables developed in the



frame of SNA.
2. A contribution has been made to the research practice on macroeconomic indicators.
3. A product model of final consumption has been developed.

Applied contributions:
1. Theoretical clarifications have been made to the implementation of methodology of the SNA.
2. The structure of Bulgaria's income for the period 2000 - 2020 has been analyzed.
3. Recommendations have been formulated to improve the management of financial relations between
Bulgaria and EU.
4. The final consumption of Bulgaria has been analyzed based on the product model of final consumption
developed by the candidate.
5. The change in the ratio between the main directions of use of the gross output of the Bulgarian economy
has been analyzed (from 2000 to 2014), and the productivity and potential of the Bulgarian economy to
serve the targeted national needs have been assessed.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations
| have no critical remarks in essence. Dr. Genkova's work is convincing in terms of teaching and research.
A recommendation | can make is Chief Assistant Professor Genkova to promulgate results of research in
indexed journals and to participate in international projects, specifically in the field of SNA.
